Annotation. The scientific picture of the world enters into constant interaction with
cognitive experience. And changes in the structure of informational space change behavioral
patterns and criteria of influence of environment on individuals are determined. The purpose
of this work is to review individual branches of scientific knowledge as a component of the
scientific picture of the world and to identify characteristic figures of scientific research of the
XV-XVI centuries as an epoch of "flight" of thought.
