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CONCRETEING THE HUMANIZATION EDUCATION IDEAS AS THE BASES OF
THE FORMATION OF THE GUMANISTIC DIVERSITY OF THE FUTURE FACTOR
PERSONALITY

Abstract. The process of humanization of the education system contributes to solving
the problem of forming the humanistic orientation of the personality of the future specialist
and achieving the corresponding high professionalism. In this connection, there is a need to
specify a number of ideas on the humanization of education as the basis for the formation of
the humanistic orientation of the personality of a future specialist, as is done in the article.
The reasons for ensuring the formation of the humanistic orientation of the future specialist
are found out, the possibilities of development of the humanistic orientation of future
specialists are revealed. Different approaches to the understanding of the essence of
humanization are revealed: humanitarian training and mastery of humanitarian knowledge,
as the expansion of humanitarian knowledge, as a stimulation of aspirations of students for
humanitarian knowledge. The humanistic orientation of the future specialist as the leading
professional quality, which directs the actions of the manager to make administrative
decisions on the person of the subordinate from humanistic positions, is determined. It is
revealed that the structure of the humanistic orientation of the future specialist includes the
following components: goodwill as a priori positive attitude towards the employee; empathic
understanding taking into account the individual characteristics of employees, partners and
colleagues; communicative skills as the ability to establish and maintain contacts and
influence people; tolerance as tolerance to individuality, thoughts, way of life of employees,
non-categorical judgments; professional optimism as a belief in human potential; knowledge
of norms and rules of professional ethics, which provides justice as an objective assessment
of labor and discipline, moral assessment and self-esteem of behavior, the formation of
stereotypes of moral behavior.

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THE ON-LINE COMPONENT ADVISABILITY IN THE CAREER GUIDANCE WORK
OF THE HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. The most widespread forms and methods of career guidance work in
the secondary special and higher education institutions have been analyzed. The off-
line methods of career guidance work have been found out to be prevailing, the main
disadvantage of the latter consisting in limited coverage of the target audience. Tak-
ing into account the percentage of Internet users in Ukraine, the application of the on-
line methods in career guidance work of higher education institutions adapted to the
characteristics of target audience have been suggested. It has been shown that in
order to increase the effectiveness of career guidance work, it is necessary to com-
pile a preliminary "digital portrait" of the selected segments of the target audience —
future applicants and their parents. The graduate departments of higher education
institutions have been demonstrated to be involved in creating job profile diagrams
and mounting them on the Internet. Specialized Internet services regarding the pos-
sibility of using them for indicated purposes have been analyzed. The most appropri-
ate are the Internet Associations of Ukraine, Factum Group Ukraine, Gemius Global,
KANTAR TNS, and Google Consumer Barometer. It has been established that the
use of the on-line methods in career guidance work will make it possible to signifi-
cantly increase the coverage of the target audience, to adapt the forms and content
of career guidance materials to their needs and characteristics, as well as to their
behavior in the online environment. It has been underlined that while using the on-
line methods in career guidance work it is advisable to use marketing Internet strate-
gies of promoting offers on the Internet. The acceptable directions, forms and meth-
ods of conducting career guidance work using the Internet technologies in the higher
education institutions have been determined.

Abstract. The author analyzes the results of the experimental stage of the
patriotic education of future officers-borderguards based on military traditions. Com-
parison of the results in the control and experimental groups was carried out sepa-
rately for each criterion, as well as by their complex.The author carried out a general-
ization, systematization and theoretical analysis of the results obtained in research
and experimental work, comparing them with the results of the summative assess-
ment phase of the experiment. The analysis of the results of experimental research
testifies to the effectiveness of the pedagogical conditions of the patriotic education
of future officers-borderguards based on military traditions, developed and imple-
mented in the educational process of the NASBGSU (National Academy of the State
Border Guard Service of Ukraine), and confirms empiricallythe hypothesis of the re-
search.The author comes to the conclusion that the proposed pedagogical conditions
of patriotic education of future officers-borderguards on the basis of military traditions
are effective and allow to optimize the educational process.

Due to the fact that
various kinds of information are driven by unbridled flows, people must have a clear
benchmark for what it needs in life and realize its purpose in the world. That is why
the task of the modern educational system is to identify all the goals and talents of
the individual and help to be realized as a successful person who lives in harmony
with the world.

Key words: readiness, cultural and moral development, self-realization.
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Abstract. The article provides an essential analysis of the concept of "legal
culture”, and also reveals the conceptual foundations of planning and features of the
implementation of educational work with future teachers of the National University of
Life and Environmental Sciences of Ukraine. The content and goals of education of
legal culture in their consistent and logical implementation of the first to the fourth
years of students learning are revealed. A comprehensive indicative plan of
educational work based on system-value, person-oriented, subject-subject and
activity approach is substantiated. The algorithmicity of achieving the educational
goals of legal education of future teachers is shown as a priority direction, which
plays the crucial role in the formation of the system of moral values. It is stated that
the implementation of education of the legal culture of future teachers ensures the
harmonious and diversified development of their personality. It is proposed to
consider the development of a practical aspect in this problem and ways to achieve
the norms of legal behavior in the education of future teachers.

Key words: culture, law, legal culture, legal consciousness, legal behavior,
moral values, civic education, patriotic education.

Introduction. The problems of
educating young people are the eternal
problems that are at the center of
attention of educators, teachers, public
and political figures. This problem
is,especially,actualized in the turning
points when fundamental changes in
society are forced to change the whole
educational process in general and to
educate the legal culture in the first
place. Modern trends of the Ukrainian
society development have put forward
the problem of civic education and the
quality of society as a quality of the
personality in pedagogical and social
life of the whole society. There is a
difficult task before the modern educa-
tors to take an active part in the

process of formation of future citizens
of Ukraine.

Accordingly, the question of the
legal education of future teachers
becomes relevant and significance,
because only a generation with a
humanistic worldview, valuable
consciousness can stop the
progressive crisis of morality, which
threatens the prospects of humanity's
survival on the Earth and Ukrainian
statehood.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. Analysis  of
scientific literature shows that the
problem of formation and education of
the legal culture of the personality
attracts the attention of many scholars.
A lot of scientific research is devoted to
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general problems of education of legal
culture. Among the foreign researchers
involved in the study of the formation
and cultivation of a legal culture are
such authors as E. Anners, K. Osakve,
F.Johan, F. Gentile, B. Breinsma,
L. Friedman, G. J. Berman, and other
scholars.

The problem of educating the
legal culture of the future teacher,
defining the contents of legal education
in higher pedagogical educational
institutions is engaged by
G. Vasyanovich, O. Zhalinsky,
O. Konovalova, M. Ozrikh, M. Horo-
dysky, M. Podberezsky, T. Pochtar,
F. Burchak, O. Vasiliev, O. Salomatkin,
N. Yakovleva, V. Bezborodii, I. Dar-
manska, Ya Kichuk, P.Musinov and
others. In particular, they defined the
essence of legal culture and legal
consciousness of the individual as its
structural element and the theoretical
basis of legal training of the future
specialist.

Purpose of the article is to
summarize  the  experience  of
educating the legal culture of students
of pedagogical specialties of the
National University of Life and Envi-
ronmental Sciences of Ukraine.

Methods. A  complex of
methods of scientific and pedagogical
research was applied, in particular, the
analysis, synthesis, comparison,
systematization and generalization of
researchers' works and experience in
educating of the legal culture of future
teachers in the National University of
Life and Environmental Sciences of
Ukraine, based on system-value,
person-oriented, subject-subject and
activity approaches.

Results. According to its
interpretation, legal education means
the educational activity of families,
schools, universities, law enforcement
agencies, aimed at forming a legal
consciousness and lawful behavior of
the participants in the educational

process. The purpose of legal
education is to ensure the formation of
a high legal culture among young
people, which involves sound legal
knowledge and the desire to deepen
them, conscious attitude to rights and
responsibilities, respect for the laws
and rules of human coexistence,
readiness to follow them and faithfully
carry them out [1].

On the basis of analysis,
scientific literature, normative legal and
regulatory documents, practical
experience in educating the legal
culture of future teachers, one can
identify the main tasks of legal
education, because from their
understanding by mentor and
organizers of educational work at
different levels of university life will
depend the opportunities of the legal
culture development of the personality
of future teachers.

Thus, in the scientific literature
the following main tasks of legal
education are singled out:

- providing participants of the
educational process with the
knowledge about the laws of the State,
increasing their legal awareness,
informing on the actual issues of law;

- education of respect for state
and law;

- development of skills and
abilities of legal behavior;

- education of intolerant attitude
to offenses and crime, an incentive to
participate in the active participation in
combating negative things in the life of
society [2].

Also, it should be noted that ed-
ucating of the legal culture is closely
connected with the national-patriotic
education, since the ultimate goal of
legal education is the personality who
loves his nation, his Ukraine, is ready
to defend and develop it selflessly,
who has human dignity, national self-
consciousness, humanistic morality,
knows his rights and freedoms and is
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able to defend them in a civilized way,
contributing to civil peace and harmony
in society.

It is possible to educate such a
person under the condition of the
development of national education, in
which the system of education and
training is based on the ideas of
Ukrainian heroic history, rich culture,
customs of people and profound
knowledge of the native language,
literature, respect for national symbols,
and the fundamentals of Christian
religion. Focusing on the legal
education of future teachers on
national patriotic education, we will
eventually get young people of a new
generation who can strengthen and
develop a democratic, law-governed
state [3].

Faculty of Humanities and
Pedagogy, Department of Pedagogy, a
team of authors led by the rector of the
National University of Life and Envi-
ronmental Sciences of Ukraine offer
the program of student’'s education
«Specialist, a citizen patriot», based
on the theory and practice of the
pedagogical science. It is an integral
part of the concept of education in the
National University of Life and Envi-
ronmental Sciences of Ukraine, which
is based on the education of the legal
culture and the principles of national-
patriotic education of future specialists,
in particular pedagogical specialties

[4].

The program is based on
systemic, technological, value, acmeo-
logical, person-oriented and nature-
based approaches. That is, the
activation of the activities of various
subjects of education, the use of a
wide range of existing forms, methods
and means of implementing the
content of education. It is recognized
that naturallyrelevant is only natural-
patriotic education in native language ,
in the heroic and ascetic examples of
prominent sons and daughters of our

peoples with the assimilation of
cultural heritage of Ukrainian and world
culture. Student is considered as a
carrier of transformative activity, that
changes the surrounding world and
himself by self-improvement [5].

The program is implemented
algorithmically, from the first to the
fourth year. At each academic year
there is a priority goal that is
consistently achieved, thus contributing
to the education of the legal culture of
students [6].

In the first year of study, the
mentors formulate precise form and
categorical requirements to the trusts
on the contents of the given
educational program, explaining to
their students the rights and obligations
arising from the new status.
Organizational and educational activity
are held, where the student's oath,
rules of internal rules, rules of behavior
in the hostel, academic rating instru-
ments are analyzed, mentors pay
attention to the formation of students'
public opinion. On the basis of these
well-formed positions, students are
formed a sense of legal responsibility
and an appropriate outlook on the
observance and enforcement of their
rights and obligations [7].

In the second year of study, the
emphasis in educational activity is on
the educating of patriotism, pride and
love for their country, and respect for
the state. During this period, the
mentor should take steps to acquaint
students with memorable and worth
seeing places of Kiev and Ukraine.
Students deepen their knowledge
about the history of the university, the
key role of students and teachers in
the defense of the capital during the
Second World War of 1939-1945. They
learn the history of origin and form a
respect for national symbols such as
the Coat of Arms, the Flag, the
Anthem, the Constitution. During this
year, within the framework of legal
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education, attention is paid to the
victorious history of our people, which
will strengthen the youth's faith in the
indestructible power of Ukrainians in
the struggle for national liberation (the
Battle of the Blue Waters, the Battle of
Orsha, the Konotop Battle). The
content of patriotic education is
optimistic in nature and forms the
beliefs of students in the ability of the
peoples to create a state, its effective
defense, opposition to enemy
aggressors. Considerable attention is
paid to the example of the legendary
«Kiborgs» (Donetsk airport defendors),
«Prombergs» (defendors of the Avdiyiv
industrial zone), military pilot
Konstantin Mogilka, Heroes of Krut, etc
[8]. During the third and fourth years of
study program, systematic and
continuous education of the legal
culture of future specialists continues,
emphasizing and practical application
of the acquired knowledge and skills

[9].

Considerable attention to the
education of the legal culture of future
teachers is paid to the organization
and conduct of a series of events of
civil-patriotic orientation, which play an
important role in the development of a
socially important goal in student youth
the construction of civil society and
legal independent Ukrainian state.
Among them there are events that are
already traditional and new, due to the
social need of patriotic education (Day
of the Defendor of Ukraine, Day of
National Unity, Mother's Day, Day of
Ukrainian Language and Writing,
Memorial Day and reconciliation of
others), national (Constitution Day,
Day of the National Banner,
Independence Day, etc.) [10].

Discussion. Thus, the analyzed
experience shows that significant work
is being done in the National University
of Life and Environmental Sciences of
Ukraine on the education of a legal
culture that is closely connected with

the socio-patriotic education of future
teachers. The content of education of
legal culture is the formation of a
personality oriented on the national
values, trying to build a democratic,
independent Ukrainian state. During
their studies, students are aware of
their affiliation with the Ukrainian
peoples, they embrace feelings of
respect for the national history |,
culture, traditions, customs. Young
people have mastered the Ukrainian
language, deepen the knowledge of
foreign languages of interethnic
communication, treat tolerantly ethnic
groups and national minorities living on
the territory of Ukraine. National Uni-
versity of Life and Environmental Sci-
ences of Ukraine pays a lot of
attention to the effective ministry of the
Motherland, which involves not only
the recognition of respect and love for
all native (territory, ancestors,
language, history), but also the
willingness to selflessly work in the
name and for the wealth of Ukraine.
The defined content of the education of
legal culture is realized in the course of
conducting a series of cultural and
educational events, events on
celebrating state and memorable
dates.

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Abstract. The article substantiates the expediency of introducing volunteer practice
into the process of professional training of future specialists. The proposed content of this
type of activity of students and recommendations for its implementation.

Key words: volunteer activities, student youth, professional training of future spe-

cialists, content of volunteer practice.

Introduction. Today, Ukrainian
society is increasingly aware of the
importance of optimizing various aspects
of social development, solving social
problems. The success of the planned
political and economic changes in the
state depends to a large extent on the
gualifications of workers, including those
employed by social services and
protection. One of the most known ways
in the world to establish productive social
work is volunteer activity.

Volunteering is an effective way to
solve complex problems of an individual,
society and the environment. It brings in
the social sphere new, as a rule, creative
and bold ideas for solving the most acute
and complicated problems. This is a way,
which helps every member of the public
to participate in improving the quality of
life. It is a mechanism, which helps peo-
ple to address directly their problems to
those, who can solve them.

It is extremely important that young
people take such an active, indifferent
attitude towards their neighbors. That is
why, in our opinion, it is necessary to
support and stimulate student volunteer-
ing.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications (E.M.Balashov,

Z.P. Bondarenko, T.M. Volkovnitsky,
A.M. Kin, R.V. Kozubovsky, I.S. Litvi-
nenko, etc.) from the stated topic testified,
that the problem of volunteer activity of
student youth is becoming increasingly
relevant. Common in all studies is an un-
derstanding of the essence of volunteer-
ing and its importance for the personal
and professional development of future
professionals.

In particular, volunteering is seen
as voluntary non-profit activities, which
contributes to improving the situation of
various vulnerable groups of the popula-
tion. Volunteering activities are not for
financial rewards (although it may include
compensation for costs and some sym-
bolic payment), according to the individu-
al's goodwill, it benefits another individual
or society as a whole (although it can
bring some benefits and volunteers, in
particular, moral satisfaction, acquisition
new skills and abilities). The largest num-
ber of volunteers in Ukraine is young
people, university students. Volunteering
does not oblige for permanent, regular,
long-term work. The time and place of
assistance should not interfere with the
normal life of a person. If the volunteer is
a student, then his activity should be in
the free time, or the work schedule must
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be agreed with the management of the
educational institution.

Volunteer activities are of great
importance for the formation of the per-
sonality of a future specialist. In the pro-
cess of participation in the volunteer
movement, leadership skills of young
people are formed, the conscious motives
of their behavior are enhanced, personal
gualities such as purposefulness, deter-
mination, endurance, perseverance, prin-
cipledness, autonomy, initiative, ability to
own, organizational and communicative
skills, moral qualities are developed [1-5].

In general, volunteering is an inex-
haustible extra-curricular supplementary
resource that helps: to develop the pro-
fessionalization of the personality of a
future specialist, deepens interest in the
chosen profession, develops a sense of
professional responsibility; to acquire
practical own professional experience;
deliberately make a qualitative definition
of its future area of professional activity,
based on its individuality [6].

In spite of the large amount of re-
porting information of many universities
about volunteer activity of students, in the
vast majority of them it is referred to its
implementation by future specialists of
the sphere "man-man" (social educators,
social workers, psychologists). However,
in our opinion, its introduction has great
importance for students of other special-
ties.

Purpose is to substantiate the
expediency of introduction of volunteering
as a mandatory practice in the process of
professional training of students.

Results. Our own experience of
volunteer work and the study of
experience in volunteer work of our
colleagues and students has suggested
that such a practice will be important for
the professional and personal
development of future specialists and will
receive positive feedback and attitude.

To accomplish this goal and out-
lined tasks in its context, we conducted
an empirical study.

The content of the study was a
written anonymous survey of students on

the following questions: 1. At what course
do you study? 2. What profession do you
get? 3. Have you ever been a volunteer?
If so, what and where did you have to do
as a volunteer? What were your impres-
sions, experiences from the work you
have done? 4. Are there any volunteers
among your friends?  If so, how do you
treat such a case? If not, how do you
treat volunteers in general? 5. Would you
like to do some volunteer work in the fu-
ture? If so, how much time per week are
you ready to give to such a job? What
skills, abilities, knowledge can you im-
plement through volunteering? If not,
what prevents you, what is missing from
doing it? 6. Imagine that your university
rank is significantly influenced by the
number of hours you worked as a volun-
teer. Will you be volunteering in this
case? 7. What form of volunteer activity
would you choose (if it had to be carried
out obligatory during the period of study
at the university): given and organized by
someone or self-determined and orga-
nized? Such that you need to apply the
knowledge and skills you acquire as a
future specialist, or related to your hobby,
life-long skills? 8. In your opinion, who
needs a volunteers help and what is situ-
ations when someone very much needs
this help? 9. What volunteer assistance
related to your future specialty, you could
already provide and to whom? 10. If you
now had the opportunity to choose: to
study at a university where, starting from
the first year, students are actively in-
volved in volunteering (during which they
try to apply the acquired knowledge and
skills) and to study at a university where
such practice does not exist, which of
them would you choose?

The study was attended by stu-
dents of the I-V courses of different facul-
ties of NULES of Ukraine with the total
number of 110 people. The interviewees
were randomly selected. The study was
conducted during 2018.

The analysis of the received an-
swers allowed us to state the following:
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1) 35% of respondents, who have
experience of volunteer work, evaluate it
as positive;

2) a significant percentage of re-
spondents (49%) have friends, acquaint-
ances who are engaged in volunteer
work, while clearly perceiving such activi-
ties as necessary, important;

3) all respondents who do not have
volunteering experience and unfamiliar
with volunteers personally respect their
activities;

4) the majority of respondents
(73%) expressed the desire to carry out
volunteer activities in the near future,
while they are ready to give such work
from 1 to 5 hours a week, are ready to
apply their skills related to domestic activ-
ities (in 68% of cases), with creativity
(80%), hobby (54%), future professional
activity (21%). Those, who did not show a
desire to be a volunteer explain this lack
of time (12% of those polled), uncertainty
about their own abilities, ability to do this
kind of work (46%), misunderstanding
what and where they could do (42% );

5) understanding of volunteering
as a way to increase its own ranking at
the university (giving such activity pres-
tige) contributes to an increase in the
number of those, who are willing to im-
plement it (89% wishing to become volun-
teers under such conditions);

6) if volunteer activity had be car-
ried out during the period of studying in
the university, then the respondents were
more likely to choose a predetermined
and organized by somebody than an in-
dependently defined and organized by
themselves (61% vs. 39%). At the same
time, those who already have such expe-
rience (80% vs. 20%) are more inclined to
take the initiative in developing their own
volunteer work. In addition, the most stu-
dents are ready to apply life skills and
hobby skills (69%) than those related to
the future specialty (31%), which is prob-
ably due to the understanding of incom-
plete vocational education, a lack of com-
petence, etc. e.

7) respondents understand the
practical significance of volunteering

(98% of them can easily call the popula-
tion groups that need help from indifferent
people, describe situations in which peo-
ple need help from volunteers);

8) a greater understanding of the
content of volunteering related to a spe-
cialty is shown by students-future social
educators, while students of other areas
of training experience difficulties;

9) the majority of students would
choose university, where they would be
actively involved in volunteering (87%) as
a way of working out professional skills
and acquiring skills.

Summarizing the above, we can
note that in general, students are aware
of the importance of volunteering in
Ukraine today, motivated and have the
potential to implement such work, but
need the organizing help of experienced
mentors.

Discussion. The empirical
research and the analysis of theoretical
material from the stated topic allow us to
talk about the possibility and necessity of
introduction of volunteering as a
mandatory practice in the process of
professional training of students. It will
promote: the manifestation and develop-
ment of the prosocial qualities of the stu-
dent's personality; the development of the
ability to apply acquired learning skills in
practice; will stimulate interest in learning
and self-improvement; will contribute to
solving social needs of society. Growth of
interest and willingness of students to
carry out volunteering activities will pro-
mote some steps. Among them: provision
of this activity within the framework of the
university status of prestige, organizing
the assistance of senior mentors (which
will help determine the content of volun-
teering, time and place of its implementa-
tion, duration, believe in their strength, act
as advisers in the case of some difficul-
ties, the emergence of negative mental
states, etc.). Volunteer activities of stu-
dents may be directed at people with
special needs, orphaned children, forced
returnees, lonely people of nursing
homes, children from problem families,
and so on. The content of such activities
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may be: help in everyday life; provision of
services related to the specialty; tutoring
for, for example, inexperienced boarding
school pupils from certain subjects (in
which the student himself is strong); lei-
sure activities for certain categories of
people; driving a developing circle; organ-
ization of measures that allow to raise
funds for their transfer to socially unpro-
tected persons; psychological support of
people who have fallen into difficult living
conditions. It seems expedient to intro-
duce the volunteer practice of students in
university as a compulsory component of
the educational process. It is important,
that there been managers of such prac-
tice in the university, that this practice be
documented in order. It is important, that
this practice be encouraged (through the
system of certificates, marks in the stu-
dent's rating). Volunteer practice may be
associated with the scientific and practical
work performed by the students accord-
ing to the curriculum, be metered, to ena-
ble the use of acquired professional
knowledge and skills. Students must have
the opportunity to (if it necessary) consult
with an experienced specialist in the
complex situation that could have arisen
during the practice.
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LEARNING ENVIRONMENT AND STRESS RESISTANCE OF STUDENTS

Abstract. The article analyzes the problem of the influence of the learning environ-
ment of the university on the development of student's stress resistance. Learning envi-
ronment is considered as a system of social and cultural contexts, within which the profes-
sional experience of the person is formed. Psychological and pedagogical conditions are
defined according to the physiological, personal, activity, evaluation, social and cultural
components of the learning environment. They contribute to the development of students'

stress resistance.

Key words: learning environment, stress resistance, psychological and pedagogi-

cal conditions, development of stress resistance.

Introduction. The development of
personality, the formation of its mental
functions and psychological qualities are
inextricably linked with the environment.
H. Selye proceeded from the conceptual
position on the interdependence of the
processes of formation of a holistic organ-
ism and its active interaction with factors
of the external environment. L. Vygotsky,
substantiating the scientific paradigm of
pedagogical psychology, emphasized the
role of the environment in the formation
and change of human behavioral reac-
tions: «... psychology considers behavior
as a process of interaction of an organism
with the environment ... Human behavior
is manifested in the complex boundaries
of the social environment. Man interacts
with nature not otherwise than through
the environment, and therefore it is a
weighty factor that determines and estab-
lishes human behavior » [8, p. 12]. Adap-
tation resource of the subject of activity is
formed in the process of getting out of
internal constraints and overcoming ex-
ternal obstacles — that is, in the active
interaction of the internal mental envi-
ronment of a person with external, in par-
ticular, educational. As practice shows,
the modern learning environment under-
goes significant transformations. Conse-
quently, the problem of the influence of
the learning environment on the formation
of the personality becomes relevant.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. Psychological and
pedagogical aspects of the problem of
interdependence of personality develop-
ment and learning environment in the
process of professional formation are
covered in scientific researches by both
native and foreign scientists (D. Leontyev
[6], V.Krayinuk [5], V.Savenkov [4],
A. Bates [1], L. Hutchinson [3]).

O. Savenkov is inclined to think
about changing the learning environment
at the beginning of the XXI century. He
determined the transformation of the
modern learning environment, due to the
peculiarities of experience, which is
formed in the process of human life. The
current generation cannot be satisfied
with the knowledge that is formed within
the framework of classical university edu-
cation, because the latest cultural situa-
tion is characterized by rapid dynamics
and uncertainty. A person acquires social
competence in situations that are im-
portant for her life. Knowledge gained
through decision-making in problem situa-
tions are not systematic, but they are sig-
nificant. Formed «knowledge screen» is a
rather structured network, in which the
schemes are chaotic, but firmly inter-
twined. Necessary knowledge, even in
the professional field, is often obtained
through trial and error, so the phenomena
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that arise within modern culture are often
unconstrained (indeterminate) [7].

American scholars (The Glossary
of Educational Reform, 2014) interpret
this notion as: «Learning environment
refers to the diverse physical locations,
contexts, and cultures in which students
learn. Since students may learn in a wide
variety of settings, such as outside-of-
school locations and outdoor environ-
ments, the term is often used as a more
accurate or preferred alternative to class-
room, which has more limited and tradi-
tional connotations — a room with rows of
desks and a chalkboard, for example.

The term also encompasses the
culture of a school or class — its presiding
ethos and characteristics, including how
individuals interact with and treat one an-
other — as well as the ways in which
teachers may organize an educational
setting to facilitate learning» [2].

A. Bates emphasizes that modern
students study in different ways in differ-
ent contexts, so the main task faced by a
teacher is to create conditions that opti-
mize the person's ability to learn. In de-
fending the principle of student centrist,
he notes: «In an era where economic de-
velopment is closely linked to higher edu-
cational levels, the goal of educational
activity is to attract as many students as
possible to the required standards, rather
than focusing on the needs of the most
capable students. This means finding
ways to help a very broad range of stu-
dents with a very different level of skills
and / or prior knowledge to succeed » [1].
An effective learning environment com-
bines the necessary level of logistics with
such pedagogical technologies that can
provide students with comfortable learn-
ing environment. For this purpose, it is
necessary to study the  socio-
psychological characteristics of the pu-
pils, in which the teacher carries out the
targeted influence. Particularly important
are information on the availability of a
student's employment in the process of
studying in higher education, his family
status, expectations and educational
goals, the prevailing educational motives,

the level of prior knowledge (in order to
determine the area of the immediate de-
velopment), the style of thinking the pupil,
the level of his information competence,
the desired style training, gender specif-
ics, etc.

L. Hutchinson emphasizes the im-
portance of the student's active interac-
tion with the learning environment: «A
student may face a question that seems
terrible and dangerous in one learning
environment, but stimulates and encour-
ages it in another» [3]. From the point of
view of its theory, the environment itself is
a factor that can contribute to increasing
the student's educational and profession-
al activity, or vice versa — demotivates
their learning. It proclaims the dominant
principle of student centrist, and the main
mechanism for its implementation is the
psychological acceptance of the student,
which manifests itself in the degree of
student involvement in the learning envi-
ronment. Without denying the importance
of internal motivation of students, the sci-
entist notes that the learning environment
can even demotivate the most capable
ones. The main subject of the learning
environment, which is responsible for its
effectiveness, the researcher considers
the teacher. The researcher pays special
attention to his attitude to educational
activities. Expression of satisfaction with
your profession, sincere interest in the
subject, responsibility for the performance
of professional duties, attention to the
student's personality are those influences
that leave a positive trace in the field of
the unconscious student. Only that learn-
ing environment contributes to the for-
mation of self-learning skills that will ena-
ble the satisfaction of physiological, secu-
rity needs, needs for recognition and self-
realization. That is why attention is im-
portant to the student's personality, re-
spect for his natural instincts, opportuni-
ties, inclinations in the process of theoret-
ical and practical training.

The purpose of this article is to
investigate the specificity of the learning
environment, which contributes to the
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development of stress resistance of the
student's personality.

Methods. The study was designed
using the following methods: abstraction,
analysis and synthesis, induction and de-
duction, analogy and modeling.

Results. The generalization of the
various approaches to the interpretation
of the concept «learning environment»
allowed us to generalize:

* learning environment — a phe-
nomenon complex, multisystem, exists at
different levels of social relations and in
various social contexts; his main compo-
nent is interaction in the systems of
«teacher-student», «student-student», the
effectiveness of this interaction deter-
mines the possibility of satisfying both the
student and the teacher; both the teacher
and the student are the subjects of the
learning environment;

» the learning environment deter-
mines the area of the student's immediate
development, creates opportunities for
satisfying different levels of needs, facili-
tates the formation of the ability to carry
out self-education activities;

* its effectiveness is determined by
the variables of several types - both per-
sonal characteristics of students, and the
level of psychological and pedagogical
competence of teachers; the learning en-
vironment has a resource potential, which
is determined by the possibility of attract-
ing a wide range of students to it;

* the influence of the learning envi-
ronment can be both constructive and
destructive: constructive influence is the
formation of the mental stability of the
individual, the ability to demonstrate crea-
tive potential in solving problem situa-
tions; adaptation resource of the subject
of the learning environment is formed in
the process of realization of opportunities
(exit from internal constraints) and over-
come problematic uncertain situations;

» the modern learning environment
is an open educational system that goes
beyond classical educational institutions
and is formed by global information net-
works; it is an indeterminate entity; social,
in particular, professional, competencies

formed within its boundaries, are situa-
tional, but of an intrinsic nature.

Based on the theoretical analysis
of the structure of the learning environ-
ment and the factors that predispose the
development of stress resistance, we
have identified the conditions that will
contribute to the development of students'
stress.

Physiological (material and tech-
nical) component:

» arrangement of the individual ed-
ucational space of the student in accord-
ance with psycho-hygienic requirements
in order to create a zone of physical com-
fort;

 using of educational equipment,
which enables the formation of practical
skills relevant for professional activity, in
order to facilitate successful adaptation to
the social role of a specialist;

* provision of lecture rooms, labor-
atories, study rooms with information
technologies that are in line with modern
scientific and technical development, in
order to ensure the involvement of the
student in the global learning environ-
ment, which will facilitate its exit from its
own internal constraints;

+ provision of scientific libraries of
universities by relevant scientific, educa-
tional, methodical, professional periodi-
cals, access to the leading scientific pub-
lications included in the most authoritative
abstract and citation database of peer-
reviewed literature.

Personal component. In develop-
ing a number of conditions of the learning
environment of this component, we pro-
ceed from the results of scientific re-
search by M. Khutornoy [4] and L.
Hutchinson [3], in which the main person-
ality properties that correlate with re-
sistance to stress are: self-esteem, locus
of control, anxiety, motivational orienta-
tion, emotional response to external fac-
tors. Our proposed conditions are fo-
cused on the development of the speci-
fied individual psychological characteris-
tics:

« creating conditions for successful
adaptation of junior pupils to life in higher
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education institutions: introduction of a
«model of social sustainability» in the
pedagogical practice of teachers and cu-
rators, conducting trainings on the devel-
opment of anti-stress strategies, involving
students in extracurricular creative activi-
ties for the purpose of establishing inter-
action with students other groups and
courses, accelerating the formation of the
unity of academic groups, the possibility
of personal manifestation in non-
academic activities, psycho-emotional
switching of the level to another kind of
activity;

* introduction of the principle of
student concentration in order to ensure
the academic success of students with
different levels of natural abilities (the ed-
ucational material is difficult, as the re-
sults of educational activities of students
are aligned, their professional competen-
cies are formed, the process of adapta-
tion is completed (the terms are the com-
pletion of the 2-year course), the scope of
implementation the tasks correspond to
the principle of environmental compatibil-
ity;

« conducting open questionnaires
among students for information on em-
ployment, family status, general health of
students in order to harmonize the initial
schedules, selected courses, the time of
delivery of control works, etc.;

* introduction of the principle of in-
teraction of the subject-subject in order to
provide the resource of social support of
the student on the part of the teacher;

 creation in universities and col-
leges of economically accessible for stu-
dents of centers of social and psychologi-
cal service with the purpose of provision
of individual psychological help on the
order of the student;

+ establishing feedback (monitor-
ing, surveys, interviews, round tables,
etc.) in order to identify problem situations
and update the resource potential of stu-
dents;

* organization and establishment of
intercourse with parents of first-year stu-
dents in order to create a resource for
social support for meaningful adults, fa-

cilitating the process of alienation from
the family to the first semester of student
training;

* Implementation of social and
psychological training programs in order
to increase self-esteem, personality de-
velopment, constructive conflict resolution
strategy, and reflex practice.

Active component. Create the nec-
essary resources for students in the
framework of educational and profession-
al activities:

+ testing of students' prior
knowledge in order to determine the di-
rection of direct development of each stu-
dent, development of individual tasks for
increasing their competence;

* the formation of professional self-
determination by attracting students to
academic and professional activities on a
scientific basis (the formation of an algo-
rithm of action: planning of educational
activities, searching for means of its im-
plementation, forming the image of the
result, determining the criteria for which it
should correspond, comparing the result
with the standard, in case of occurrence
mistakes - adjusting your own knowledge
and skills and improving the result, mak-
ing a decision on choosing the required
action;

 formation of a system of external
stimuli that determines the development
of the motivation of students' educational
and professional activities: taking into
account the wishes of students to im-
prove the content of disciplines, their par-
ticipation in the formation of educational
programs, the development of the topic of
independent work, the development of
the course, the creation of ratings of stu-
dent achievements, the participation of
the most gifted in the development of the
subject of fiscal science, the involvement
of students in grants, the provision of op-
portunities for internships abroad, the
creation of a system of practical bases
that provides high level of readiness of
students to professional work;

» organization of improvement of
the psychological competence of teach-
ers in order to ensure their ability to es-
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tablish constructive interaction with stu-
dents aimed at developing professional
development, ensuring the effectiveness
of the targeted influence of teachers on
students (training on the development of
creativity, communicative competence,
prevention of professional burnout, inter-
national internships, brainstorming on the
search new approaches and effective
methods of pedagogical activity.

Estimated level:

» development of methodological
recommendations with examples of com-
pleted tasks; development of clear and
understandable criteria for assessing
knowledge and skills;

» development of a system of test
tasks of different levels and different pur-
poses: training (test) tests; control tests to
test the knowledge of the material of a
particular module; final (test, exam) test;
formation of a list of open questions that
are announced to students at the first les-
son of the proposed course;

» Establishing feedback from stu-
dents.

Social and cultural component:

» formation of interaction between
different systems of the university on the
basis of democracy;

« creation of a system of organiza-
tion of student self-government on the
principle of the choice of bodies; wide-
spread involvement of student self-
government leaders in participating in
university administration;

» establishing a broad interaction
between the university and employers;

* creation of programs focused on
the implementation of the educational
strategy of the university;

» wide involvement of universities
in international activities.

Conclusions. The development of
students' stress levels as the ability to
effectively carry out educational activities
and personal development in stressful
situations occurring in the learning envi-
ronment depends on the ability to use the
resource potential provided by the envi-
ronment itself.

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PRODUCTIVE MODELS OF INTERACTION IN THE SYSTEM «SOCIAL WORKER -
CLIENT» BUILDING ON THE BASIS OF THE TRANSACTIONAL PARADIGM

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to substantiate the productive models of so-
cial interaction in the system «social worker — client» built on the basis of the transaction
paradigm. The method of the research is based on theoretical and methodological proce-
dure of the analysis of the problem field from the general to the specific — from outlining
the models of interaction built on the basis of the transaction paradigm to the analysis of
the peculiarities of realizing these models in real life situations. The results of the research
are nine models of social interaction covering all combinations of three ego-states or so-
cial-personality roles (the roles of a relative, child and adult).The originality of the scientific
results consists in showing that client's life problems can arise within one of the social
roles and do not manifest themselves in the second of third role, when a particular life
problem can be expressed, generated, and solved only in the sphere of one of the person-
ality roles. At the same time, life problems can also arise at the level of several social roles
in the context of their various combinations, which somehow complicates the use of trans-
action analysis of the sphere of interaction «social worker — client». Conclusions and pro-
spects of the study. Nine models of social interaction are of particular value in the context
of the professional training of the prospective workers, which requires the development of
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a training course « The models of social interaction in the context of transaction paradigmy,
in which socially-role training can be widely used.

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PICTURE OF OLD AGE AND THE ATTITUDE TOWARDS
IT IN THE JUVENILE AGE

Abstract. The article is devoted to analysis of the attitude towards the elderly in
modern society. The idea of old age and attitude towards it is studied on a sample of
students 19-22 years old (n = 68) on the basis of the use of questionnaire on the study of
tolerance between generations and the projective 00method of Nutten. Representations of
young people (students) about the period of old age and their relation to the elderly are
considered. Positive and negative stereotypes related to aging and old age in the aspect of
relations between generations, assessments and attitudes of modern youth are analyzed.
The authors consider the level of tolerance to the phenomenon of old age, the content and
forms of manifestation of tolerant and intolerant settings in relation to the elderly in
adolescence. Representatives of the third age increasingly find themselves in the position
of social outsiders, therefore, the article analyzes ways of minimizing the scale of the
manifestation of aeism and its negative consequences.

Abstract. The article presents the results and features of the diagnosis, describes
the characteristics of the criteria and indicators of the upbringing of the value attitude to
work among students of agricultural institutions of higher education. The level of upbring-
ing of value attitude towards labor among students of agrarian ZOOs is characterized.

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Abstract. Postmodern worldview requires a change of focus on the place and role
of the traditional social institutions and habitual behaviors within them. The attitude to-
wards sex has changed massively over the last decades. Practices that were once con-
sidered wrong and absurd (such as premarital sex and same-sex conducts) are now con-
sidered by most people as normal and acceptable. However, what is the reason for chang-
ing attitudes towards intimate relationships and is it really a new experience for our society
or have various types of marriages actually appeared a long time ago? The paper aims to
investigate such phenomena as “polyandry” and “polygyny” and explore whether there is
the only one right moral way of relationships or it still depends on cultural features. During
the research, the authors have used the comparative-historical method, the methodology
of philosophical hermeneutics, as well as the integrative anthropological approach.

Keywords: sex, polyandry, polygyny, morality, cultural phenomenon.

Introduction. Postmodern
worldview requires a change of focus on
the place and role of the traditional social
institutions and habitual behaviors within
them. The latest researches state that
significant differences in attitudes towards
sex were found among different genera-
tions. The greatest gap was between the
generations of the Second World War
born between the 1920s and 1940s and
their children born during the Baby Boom
period (the 1940s — 1960s). However,
there was still a noticeable difference be-
tween millennials (born in the early
1980s) and their parents. In the 1950s
men and women usually did not live to-

gether until marriage; unmarried women
who gave birth to children were destitute;
and homosexuality was considered
shameful. Today, we have completely
different attitudes towards sex.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. The influence of the
family on premarital sexual attitudes and
behavior were studied by A. Thornton and
D. Camburn [20]. B. Christlieb explored
sexual attitudes through the lens of family
sexual communication and demographic
factors [3]. M. Muberra and N. Celik6zb
have analyzed positive/negative impacts
of different parental attitudes on children’s
sexual identity and character develop-
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tween millennials (born in the early
1980s) and their parents. In the 1950s
men and women usually did not live to-

gether until marriage; unmarried women
who gave birth to children were destitute;
and homosexuality was considered
shameful. Today, we have completely
different attitudes towards sex.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. The influence of the
family on premarital sexual attitudes and
behavior were studied by A. Thornton and
D. Camburn [20]. B. Christlieb explored
sexual attitudes through the lens of family
sexual communication and demographic
factors [3]. M. Muberra and N. Celik6zb
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ment [13]. C.L. Somers and C. Anagurthi
revealed the association between paren-
tal consistency/inconsistency of values
toward adolescents’ premarital sexual
activity and adolescents’ own premarital
sex attitudes and behaviors [15]. A com-
prehensive analysis of polygyny, polyan-
dry and polyamory was carried out by D.
Young, S. Young and K. Young [22]. Dif-
ferent forms of marriage around the world
were analyzed by J. Peoples and G. Bai-
ley in their book “Humanity: An Introduc-
tion to Cultural Anthropology” [14].

Purpose. The paper aims to inves-
tigate such phenomena as “polyandry”
and “polygyny” and explore whether there
is the only one right moral way of rela-
tionships or it depends on cultural fea-
tures. During the research, the authors
have used the comparative-historical
method, the methodology of philosophical
hermeneutics, as well as the integrative
anthropological approach.

Results. According to recent stud-
ies conducted in the United States, it has
been found that the general recognition of
premarital sex has doubled in the last 40
years. In the 1970s, only 29% of Ameri-
cans said that premarital adult sex was
“not that bad idea”. In the 80s and 90s of
the last century, this percentage jumped
to a mark of 42%. In the 2000s, 49%
supported the idea of premarital sex, and
in 2019 it grew to 61%. In addition, the
adoption of same-sex relationships has
tripled over the past 26 years changing
the mark from 13% (1993) to 44% (2019).
Legislation of same-sex marriages re-
flects these changes in relation to sex
[11].

J. M. Twenge, R.A. Sherman and
B.E. Wells suggest that changes are like-
ly to be related to the growth of “cultural
individualism” in the United States. They
note that in songs’ lyrics and writing sin-
gular pronouns such as “I” and “You” are
more often used rather than plural form
‘We” [21]. Researches show that the atti-
tude towards sexuality is fixed at the be-
ginning of life: it is influenced by such fac-
tors as the relationship between parents,

sexual upbringing of a child, a society in
which this child grows and develops, and
other children he communicates with.
Sex-related changes are very important
as it may affect the following attitudes:
sexually transmitted diseases, pregnancy
(accidental pregnancy), attitude towards
domestic violence and person’s mental
health.

In order to understand why chang-
es in attitude towards sex have been
caused, it is necessary to identify whether
individual mood has changed over time or
simply replaced by new generations who
think differently. Researchers have de-
termined that changes are due to the ef-
fect of a cohort (the discovery of similar
features in the way of thinking and behav-
ior of a certain group of individuals who
were born in the same historical and cul-
tural environment). Such an effect occurs
when younger and older generations
have different attitudes to one subject.
The younger generation is more likely to
perceive same-sex relationships and
premarital sex than the old one, but the
attitude towards such relationships has
become more liberal in all age groups,
especially between 1990’s and 2000’s.

This brings us to the fundamental
evolutionary question: is human adapted
to a particular form of social organization
and a certain system of sexual relation-
ships by his biological nature? Comparing
different cultures, it becomes obvious that
people as species are exceptionally
changeable in both respects. Comparison
of a human with other primates also does
not give a definite answer, but despite the
ambiguity of the situation, many authors
try to solve this problem very simply: they
consider chimpanzees as a “frozen an-
cestor” and conclude that initially our an-
cestors were characterized by multi-group
and promiscuity. Others hit the opposite
extreme emphasizing that the available
data is not enough for investigation and
therefore it is impossible to make an une-
quivocal conclusion about the social
structure and system of sexual relations
of our ancestors. Moreover, it is widely
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believed that social organization and the
system of sexual relations in humans do
not have biological bases at all and are
entirely determined by social norms
adopted in human society. According to
this view, monogamous marriage is a
purely social construct, not associated
with any biological predisposition. But,
according to R. Martin, those and other
extreme views do not stand up to scrutiny
[12].

J. Henrich, R. Boyd and P.J.
Richerson emphasized that “monoga-
mous marriage reduces crime” drawing
the results of a study showing that socie-
ties, where polygyny is spread, have a
large number of unmarried men, the
presence of which correlates with an in-
creased level of rape, theft, murder, and
abuse of psychotropic substances: “By
expanding the pool of unmarried men and
elevating the degree of intra-sexual com-
petition, more polygynous marriages will
increase men’s discounting of the future
and risk-taking, resulting in more socially
undesirable behaviors. Faced with high
levels of intra-sexual competition and little
chance of obtaining even one long-term
mate, unmarried, low-status men will
heavily discount the future and more
readily engage in risky status-elevating
and sex-seeking behaviors. This will re-
sult in higher rates of murder, theft, rape,
social disruption, kidnapping (especially
of females), sexual slavery and prostitu-
tion. As a by-product, these men will
probably engage in more substance
abuse. Even among high-status males,
competition can intensify if the fithess
gradient remains steep. This can lead to
risky bids for political power motivated by
the possibility of acquiring harems. By
contrast, normative monogamy drains the
pool of low-status unmarried men result-
ing in lower rates of social ills, including
reduced rates of crime, social disruption
and substance abuse” [10, p. 660-661].

It seems to be logical and no more
arguments could change this point of
view, but if we describe all possible forms
of family life, we can see that each socie-

ty has its own specific form of family or-
ganization. Another social institution, the
institution of marriage, is closely associ-
ated with the institution of the family. Mar-
riage is a socially sanctioned, socially and
personally appropriate, sustainable form
of sexual relations. In the legal sense,
marriage is a legally defined voluntary
and free union of partners aimed at creat-
ing a family and generating mutual per-
sonal as well as property rights and obli-
gations of the spouses. In the world there
are many forms of marriage including
polyandry and polygyny.

Polyandry is a woman’s relation-
ship with several men. Not so long ago
the presence of polyandry was recog-
nized only in some nations of Tibet, but
today, as anthropologists have confirmed,
this type of marriage occurs in 53 nations.
According to K.E. Starkweather and R.
Hames’s survey, anthropologists have
documented social systems for polyandric
unions in a variety of environments rang-
ing from the Arctic to the tropics and the
desert. Recognizing that at least half of
these groups are hunting societies, the
authors of the survey came to the conclu-
sion that the polyandry has a profound
human history and should be examined
from an evolutionary perspective [17].
The roots of polyandry go to matriarchy —
the formation of a family around the pow-
er of a woman. There is no unambiguous
theory about whether society passed
through the idea of matriarchy. Some
supporters argue that it was (at the stage
when gathering and farming were prac-
ticed, but not hunting). Others argue that
it was not at all [4; 9].

There is another view on the exist-
ence of polyandry — the theory of adapta-
tion. According to this theory, polyandry is
needed in some places for survival and
safety. And for adaptation all means are
good. For example, in places with scarce
resources, this will slow the growth of
population and infant mortality. It also
solves the problem of inheritance, if the
brothers from the same family marry the
same woman. “In other cultures, it ap-
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pears that a man may arrange a second
husband (again, frequently his brother)
for his wife because he knows that, when
he must be absent, the second husband
will protect his wife—and thus his inter-
ests. And if she gets impregnated while
Husband #1 is gone, it will be by some-
one of whom he has approved in ad-
vance. Anthropologists have recorded
this kind of situation among certain cul-
tures among the Inuit (the people formerly
called Eskimos)” [8].

Polyandry is more often found in
remote corners of the Earth (villages,
tribes). For example, it is the norm of the
Bari tribe. Moreover, they believe that
several male seeds can be given to the
child at once. And not only “polyandry” is
practiced, but also “multi parenthood”.
According to the results of Beckerkman’s
investigations, the children in Bari realize
that the chances of surviving up to 15
years are significantly higher if there are
two fathers [1]. For them, this is to be ex-
pected, but for us it is often a real rejec-
tion, which once again confirms the influ-
ence of culture and the history of society
on the human psyche. “The Bari are an
excellent example of a group that practic-
es informal polyandry and believes in
partible paternity... the Bari believe that
successive sperm deposits “build” a baby
inside of a woman. Therefore, every man
that a woman takes as a lover during her
pregnancy is thought to contribute to the
biological makeup of the baby and, there-
fore, is considered to be a biological fa-
ther of the baby. After the child is born,
any men that the mother recognizes as
fathers of the baby are responsible for
providing continual gifts of meat and other
valuable resources to the child and will
also step in and take over the duties of
the primary father if he dies” [16, p. 9-10].

Polygyny is a form of marriage
where a man makes an alliance with sev-
eral women. Polygyny is recognized in
Islam, where according to the Quran, a
Muslim is allowed to have up to four legal
wives. The social roots of polygyny do not
lie in the erotic preferences of men, but in

social and economic factors. In societies
of early pastoralists and farmers, wives
are legally acquired as the labor force. In
addition, by entering into marriage, the
householder expands and strengthens his
social ties with other clans, therefore the
prestige of his clan raises. Social pres-
tige, measured by the number of social
connections, is the main “capital’” in all
pre-industrial societies.

The concept itself is divided into:

o sororal - wives are sisters;

o non-sororal - the wives of
one man do not have any ties of kinship.

Polygyny is quite common in Mus-
lim countries where polygamy is allowed.
The status of a man is determined by the
number of wives he has. The man is
obliged to maintain his wives as well as
be liable for common children. Sororal
polyginous families are much stable than
non-sororal ones as there is a big rivalry
between wives.

The historian S. Coontz, who stud-
led the institute of marriage in various
cultures, pointed out that “polygyny is less
about sex than it is about power. Rich old
guys with lots of wives win twice: They
have more women to bear them babies
and do household work, and they also
gain an advantage over other men. After
all, in such societies a young man in want
of a wife cannot simply woo her. There is
too much competition, and he probably
has too little to offer. So he winds up hav-
ing to do work for a more powerful, polyg-
ynous man, bringing him gifts and trib-
utes, in hopes of someday being reward-
ed with one of that man’s many daugh-
ters” [5].

The family is recognized by all re-
searchers as the main carrier of cultural
patterns inherited from generation to
generation, as well as a necessary condi-
tion for the socialization of the individual.
Namely, in a family a person gets ac-
guainted with social roles, receives basic
education and behavioral skills. The
rules, principles, customs and traditions
of family life are specific to each society.
At the same time, each society is con-
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vinced that only its certain schemes for
family life, family customs and founda-
tions are the best and only possible,
which means that family life is perceived
through the lens of ethnocentrism. Ethno-
centrism is a view of society in which a
certain group is considered central, and
all other groups are commensurate and
correlate with it [19].

The family as a social institution
has several functions:

o the function of sexual regu-
lation;

o the reproductive function;

. the function of socialization;

. the economic function.

. the function of emotional
satisfaction;

. the status function;

o the protective function;

All these functions can be updated
and satisfied within the framework of both
polyandry and polygyny. Therefore, poly-
andry and polygyny should be viewed
from the perspective of cultural relativism,
which is based on the statement that
members of one social group cannot un-
derstand the motives and values of the
other groups if they analyze these mo-
tives and values through the lens of their
own culture [6; 7; 18]. In order to under-
stand another culture, it is necessary to
associate its specific features with the
situation and peculiarities of its develop-
ment. Each cultural element should be
related to the characteristics of the inves-
tigated culture. The value and signifi-
cance of any element can only be con-
sidered in the context of a particular cul-
ture.

Conclusions. In her interview, S.
Coontz stressed that “every society has
variations on what a family is. Men and
women have different definitions within
the same household. There has always
been diversity within each society and
changes within that notion” [2]. In conclu-
sion we can say that there is no one pat-
tern for morality, as morality could be dif-
ferent in each culture. The morality is due

to social, economic, cultural, geographic
and many other features. Regarding to
social evolution, the best form of marriage
and family for a particular society is not
what is “moral”, but what works and can
be safe in all meanings.

Different political
entities, parties and social groups, includ-
ing international ones, develop strategies
which are meant to provide equality of
men and women. At the same time legis-
lative documents aimed at overcoming
gender inequality are being proposed.
Those socio-political and civil initiatives
were founded at the down of the UN crea-
tion. The organization in the time of its
creation saw its main task in achievement
of peace and security all over the world
by means of creating such conditions
which would help to development of just
and equal society. In connection with this
the preamble of the UN Statute has for
the first time acknowledged on interna-
tional level equality of men and women
that, of course, provided necessity of re-
thinking of traditional gender roles in eve-
ry sphere of socio-cultural existence and
actualized intellectual discourse about
problems of gender in general and gen-
der equality in particular. This problem
haven't lost its actuality today, cause, as

testified in strategy of sustainable devel-
opment which was approved by general
assembly of UN in 2015, overcoming of
gender inequality is by now one of the
main priorities of international community.

In spite the fact that attention of
society and intellectuals to the problems
of gender equality is increasingly growing,
for the time being there is no sufficient
reason to speak about real overcoming of
this problem, even if we take into consid-
eration some important achievements of
international and national legislature. Of
course, due to the initiatives of UN, wom-
en gradually received electoral rights and
possibilities for professional realization,
which, without a doubt, played an im-
portant role in the process of develop-
ment of society towards justice. However,
these formal expressions of gender
equality can be and are connected in re-
alty with considerably high level of hidden
discrimination, which has verbal character
and is determined by the stereotypes of
manhood and womanhood which domi-
nate in different socio-cultural environ-
ments. In especially acute form this kind
of discrimination exists in those societies,
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which, in spite external acknowledgment
not only of gender equality, but even of
the right of free personal self-
determination, don’t lead gender —neutral
politics and thus are giving room for fur-
ther affirmation of gender stereotypes.
The repressive character of before men-
tioned stereotypes either seriously limits
free self-determination and in some occa-
sions causes either open or hidden dis-
criminationon the basis of gender identity

In general, as shows both Europe-
an and Ukrainian experience, legislative
confirmation of the principle of gender
equality is an important but not the main
one method of overcoming gender ine-
guality. The persistence of this problem is
provided to a great extent through contin-
uous translation of the system of norms of
values, which determine characteristics
of social interaction on different stages of
socio-cultural development and are pre-
sent both on synchronic and diachronic
level. This in its course actualizes the ex-
ploration of theoretical principles and pe-
culiarities of norms and values which de-
termine persistence of gender stereo-
types. As fruitful and actual in the condi-
tions of modernity appear to be studies
aimed at explicating the reasons of con-
tinuation of gender inequality in the condi-
tions of assertion of social equality. Such
an approach will help to perception of
implicit potential of various strategies of
modernity and their role in the process of
realization of social equality.

All sided and thorough research of
the reasons of persistence of gender ine-
guality in the context of the affirmation of
the paradigm of social equality requires
taking into consideration Cartesian meth-
od which was extrapolated by E. Durk-
heim to the sphere of social sciences,
which in this instance appropriates clearly
expressed character of historicity. Cause,
as the explorer clearly proves, «every
time, when we want to explain some phe-
nomenon, taken in definite period of time
— whether we consider religious faith,
moral rule, requirement of law, esthetical
postulate or economical order — we

should begin from turning to its primordial
and most simple form and try to under-
stand the character in which it was de-
termined in this period of its existence
and thus to see how it developed and
complicated and how it has become such
as we see it in the moment of considera-
tion. So we will easily understand the im-
portance for this train of thought of de-
termination of the point of departure with
which all stages of explanation are con-
nected» [11,p.7] So, comprehensive re-
search of gender dimensions of the para-
digm of social equality requires funda-
mental analysis of those socio-cultural
and theoretical preconditions, which facili-
tated its settlement and determined the
system of basic norms and values. This,
in its turn, actualizes the research of the
Renaissance social program which set-
tled preconditions for the development of
the paradigm of social equality with cor-
responding gender stereotypes and
shapes.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. It should be stated,
that the problem of Renaissance social
program has been considered multiple
times in scientific researches of various
explores. In this context it's appropriate
to mention works of S. Averintsev [1] L.
Bakin [4,3] P. Bizilli [5], O. Harfunkel [9] I.
Hoyan [21], M. Hukovsky [10] E. Cassirer
[12], S. Storozhuk [22] J. Huizinga [18]
and of other researchers who enriched in
theoretical and methodological regard the
modern vision of Renaissance gains.

The careful attention of explores to
intellectual results of the Renaissance
epoch is accompanied by the lack of
works, which would have shown gender
dimensions of the Renaissance social
program. One of the few exceptions in
this context is the exploration of peculiari-
ties of gender relations in Renaissance
period done by S. de Beauvoir in her
work «TheSecondSex» [6] Synoptically
this problem is considered in the paper of
S. Storozhuk and |. Hoyan «The exist-
ence of gender: interrelation of equality
and identity»[19]. The works of before

mentioned researchers explicate specific
aspects of gender relations in the Re-
nessaince epoch. However, they don’t
create an opportunity to understand those
reasons, which facilitated their coming to
being. But only such an approach has
ground-breaking significance for under-
standing of the modern processes.

Purpose. In this light, the aim of
our study lays in the explication of theo-
retical and socio-cultural preconditions of
the formation of the Renaissance social
program and the demonstration of its po-
tential for confirmation of the principle of
gender equality.

Results.The specificity and inten-
sions of the gender dimensions of the
social program which was formed by Re-
naissance Humanism is hard to under-
stand without taking into consideration
those socio-cultural changes, which be-
gan in this time. Whether we want that or
not, we must acknowledge, that the main
precondition of the arrival of Humanism
was the fact, that in  XIII-XIV centuries
cities-states of the Northern Italy had be-
come the centers of international trade
and due to that Florence, Milan, Venice,
Bologna and other cities turned into great
and wealthy economic centers [14]. In city
industry of this time small centers of craft
became to turn into big facilities, which
function not as a guild but as manufac-
ture and thus require great quantity of
work force — both qualified and unquali-
fied. The quantity of unqualified workers
increased so dramatically, that they turn
into great and considerably dangerous
social and political force, especially for
those industrial citizens, who already by
the beginning of the XIV century pushed
feudal lords out of active political life,
land-property, trade, banking and landing,
craft production etc. and strived to mo-
nopolize leading positions in those
spheres in their hands. Increase of eco-
nomic and political role of cities and citi-
zens had lead to gradual change even in
agriculture — serfdom of peasants began
to be replaced by different forms of rent,

mostly from the part of every harvest [10,
p 330].

Economical and political changes
which began in Italy of that time were
guite essential and as such they required
meditation, since they used to contradict
to social, ethical and political and etc.
norms, which were produced by the
Catholic Church of that epoch. Conse-
guently, in the circles of Italian intellectu-
als arose insurmountable feeling that the
Holly Roman Empire with the Pope as its
head can’t provide stable development
neither in economical , nor in economical,
political or cultural spheres, cause it is
guided by «obsolete» theoretical norms.
In particular, medieval Christianity from
the beginning of its initiation urged to-
wards subjugation of all earthly things,
which was displayed brightly in the regard
of worldview and socio-cultural dimen-
sions in contradistinction of «the earthly
city» and «the city of God». Notwithstand-
ing, the enrichment of Italian cities and
the change in the forms of material pro-
duction, formed the ground for the devel-
opment of government and culture, which
gradually got secular character[14].

As stated in the work of M. Hurov-
sky, it’s in exactly this time of drastic and
overreaching social change when a new
type of human being was born — the
master of life. An Italian citizen of that
time, as the researcher shows, begins to
lift himself above the privileges of estate
thanks to his own industriousness and
riches which makes him especially proud
of his position. «New human being» be-
comes insatiable in his or hers desire to
enrichment and that's why not only has
no desire to subjugate passions in order
to appease morally bankrupt catholic
clergy but puts even the worth personal
traits into display — he or she is proud of
his or hers individuality. The shape of the
new human being comes to dominate
works of literature, where more and more
attention is given to the benefits of earthly
life, secular joys and possessions [10, p
330].
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Changes which began in every
sphere of socio-cultural life, formed pre-
conditions for refutation of medieval an-
thropology with was characterized by be-
lieve , that carnal nature of a person is
sinful from the very beginning and cannot
be corrected as such, however a person
strived to do it in the eyes of God. Even
good deeds can’t help a person with that,
as they have no meaning for the divine
absolute, which exists beyond limits of
good and bad — the notions that are only
human and, consequently, wrong. The
only human virtues from such a perspec-
tive are only endurance in the sufferings
and hope for salvation.

Instead of humiliation of earthly life
and benefits of human being which was
proposed in medieval times in the epoch
of Renaissance there arrived the new
paradigm of anthropocentrism. In this
time there begins to dominate the thought
that truly Christian attitude is not repent-
ance in sins but forgiveness, which was
proclaimed by Jesus. Also gradually set-
tled is the view that God has no reason to
punish people for the traits which he him-
self has put in them in the process of cre-
ation «in his own image». More than that,
as the experience of life shows, Reason
helps in life and this means that God is on
the side of the smart ones ( or wise ones,
as proclaimed in the book of Solomon’s
wisdom) and that in its turn means that it
is they who in greater measure corre-
spond to «the shape and likeness of
God».

In this way anthropocentrism
comes to an imminent connection with
humanism, which is displayed in the for-
mation of the new understanding of rela-
tion human relationships with God. For
example, it is believed that man, being
created «in the shape and likeness of
God» has the same properties as God
himself, which was emphasized by Dio-
nysius the Areopagite in his work «about
names of God» [2]. This, in its turn,
opened an opportunity for Pico dellaMi-
randola to offer his own interpretation of
the act of the divine creation of man. «We

don’'t give you, Adam, neither a certain
place, nor a determined shape or some
duty in order for you to be possible to
have your own place, shape and desire
according to your desire, will and
decision»[16]. That interpretation of the
Old Testament narrative laid the founda-
tion for a drastically new in comparison to
Middle Ages, interpretation of the concept
of «God’s shape and likeness».The ability
to create new things began to considered
as a gift given to a person by God. Con-
sequently, in the early Renaissance peri-
od, activity of man in the world is contra
posed to contemplation. Energetic pres-
ence in civil and social life, where spiritual
culture with its implicit lexical means
serves as a way of motivation of people
was considered as behavior, which is
worthy of humanity, cause it gives an op-
portunity to fully open human poten-
tial.[8,p.16]

The image of man as a creator
wasn’t simply a weltanschauung intention
but presented itself as a practical pro-
gram. In this time a person simply
couldn’t help but strive toward creativity,
which would elevate him- or herself to the
level of human deity, cause in the oppo-
site case his or hers existence wouldn’t
correspond to the new theoretical values.
According to those new values a creative
person (an intellectual) began to consider
him- or herself as a free, creative, active,
industrious and individual creature. He or
she differs from others by acknowledg-
ment of self-value and has an absolute
right for self-development and self-
realization in the process of living. Society
and social institutions took a secondary
place and were considered only as pre-
conditions for development of human
creative potential. It's fully reasonable
that such person began to seek even
moral norms not in the sphere of tran-
scendental but in him- or herself. In con-
nection with that O. Losev says: «people
committed outstandingly wild crimes and
had no remorse for them, and they be-
have in this way because as the chief
criterion of human behavior morally iso-
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lated individual was accepted.[15]. In es-
sence, projected value attitudes of Re-
naissance turned human being into the
absolute, which has preconditions for its
existence in itself and wasn’t determined
by anything in its activity and so got full
right to use all surrounding universe in its
own interests.

In spite of outstanding attention of
renaissance discourse to the problems of
people who gradually liberated them-
selves from feudal bonds and turned into
autonomous social subject, in this time as
L. Batkin proves, «individuality hadn’t be-
come identical with specificity yet, as
people of this time differ from one another
in the same way as plants and animals
do. Natural uniqueness of every person
hadn’t in itself absolute freedom of choice
and internal self- grounding. [3, p. 135]
In the Renaissance epoch even humanist
circles hadn’t understanding of the lead-
ing role of reason in the process of indi-
vidual self-determination. This was made
possible by the fact, that in the «renais-
sance culture, as in medieval Christianity
the essentially bourgeois idea of democ-
racy as equality of all citizens without tak-
ing into consideration of all other social
and individual differences among them,
wasn’t known» [4,p.90] in contrast to that,
humanists, when they spoke about hu-
man dignity and nobility never considered
plebeians as worthy and never praised
them as, for example, J. Russo does in
his masterpiece «Emile». In the Renais-
sance Italy «Nobleness» although was
fully reinterpreted which resulted in per-
sistence of the importance of belonging to
the chosen group, however, not in sacral
of feudal understanding. Cause, as al-
ready have been stated for multiple times,
the most worthy thing for a person is his
or hers ability to be different from others.
By the way, this ability isn’t formed spon-
taneously but is created due to learning,
which provides prosperity in all endeav-
ors. [3,p.90].

By the statement of I. Batkin, hu-
manists laid the ground for «intellectual
and literal aristocracy» in confinements of

which the fallowing expression of Pico
dellaMirandola appears to be quite logi-
cal: «Who is not a philosopher is by the
same token not a man». Actually, in this
time only those considered to be human,
who had nobility, which began to be per-
ceived as originating from taking grip on
«literacy» and «learning», and, what is
most important — culture. It was an ob-
ject of great admiration of the humanists,
as it, by keeping in human memory, was
considered as the chief means to reach
immortality [3, p.90]. Cause, as says G.
Pontano, «we are different from other
living creatures and surpass them only by
two things — reason and language. Lan-
guage displays our thoughts and feelings.
So we should strive by any means for our
language to prove that in our thoughts
there is nothing dirty, stupid, mad, no en-
vy arrogance, shallowness, passions,
cruelty. To the contrary in serious matters
in our speech should be present dignity,
in jokes — fascination and sophistication,
in difficult circumstances — carefulness,
in the court — truth and dignity, in sorrow
— courage, in joy and happiness —
meekness, kindness, humanity. Words
should be appropriate to the circum-
stances and be followed by appropriate
and dignified face expressions and ges-
tures» [17, p 306]. To put it in another
way, the aristocratism of the humanists
had to express external significance, but
due to reason should never turn into ar-
rogance of estate.

In general we should acknowledge
the correctness of I. Batkins’ opinion, that
the humanists, while defending a privi-
leged place of human being in the world
and the right of a person for self-
expression, only approached the formula-
tion of the concept of personality, as their
freedom of will hasn’t been absolute yet,
or as P. Biciilly noted, their worldview
wasn’t truly independent, but was ex-
pressed in close bond to Atiquity [5,p. 29].
In general, while sharing the thought of
the famous researcher, we would want to
emphasize, that Renaissance weltan-
schauung had been in close connection
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not only with wit Antiquity but also with
Medieval culture that had influenced to
the great extent the particularities of gen-
der relations, which had become very
contradictory in that time. Cause, on the
one side, there are all reasons to agree
with S. de Bovuar that the Renaissance
social program turned to be very benefi-
cial for «the prosperity of all the inclina-
tions of personality, independently from
sex. In that time we encounter women
who came to be mighty sovereigns»,
while economically independent and
morally free courtesans had an opportuni-
ty to «be famous due in the sphere of cul-
ture» [6, p 100-101]. On other side, there
existed an opposite process, which to the
great extent was determined by the influ-
ence of deism and Reformation. In partic-
ular, the development of deism benefits to
the desacralization of the world and
opens right for creative for people, which
expressed itself in all the spheres of so-
cio-cultural existence. By the way, close
connection with intellectual tradition of
antiquity helps to confirmation of the
thought, that an active principle of social
existence is a man — he begins to be
considered not only as a creator of the
world but also he makes himself equal to
God, in the «likeness» of whom he acts
[19], which is fully confirmed by before
mentioned words of Pico dellaMirandola.
If a human being, who was represented in
this time by man, is equal in his potential
to God, it means that god himself is un-
necessary and dies in the end. The idea
of the «Death of God» is expressed in the
words of Nietzsche «God is dead! God
will not resurrect! And we have killed
him» is the final stage of the development
of the social program of Modernity and
carries in itself an intention to confirm
new theoretical paradigm.

The enforcement of patriarchal po-
sitions was to the great extent benefited
by the Reformation, teachings of which
created «the feeling of internal loneliness
which had never been known before, to
which no one can give any remedy. Nei-
ther a preacher — since only that who is

chosen for salvation can understand the
word of God. Nor mysteries — since they
are settled by God in order to increase his
grace and that’'s why should remain the
same and cannot be means to reach
God’s mercy. Nor the church, cause he
who belongs to the true church cannot
belong to those, chosen by God. [7, p.
122-123] Such statements have laid
strong foundation for further development
of individualism, freedom of conscience
and religion, while determining the speci-
ficity of the Protestantism social program.
In the ground of this program laid the idea
of God’s calling of human being which
realized through the thorough fulfillment
of earthly duties. This idea became the
conceptual background of confirmation
and enforcement of the patriarchal posi-
tions in protestant circles. In particular, a
man is positioned as much as in secular
humanism as an active principle which
realizes his calling in secular profession
and civil life. On the other hand, a wom-
an, in accordance to the teachings of St.
Paul, is a passive principle, whose calling
is connected with propagation. In this
light, social relations were determined by
interaction amongst men, and corre-
spondingly, had clearly defined patriar-
chal character. In spite of that, in confines
of protestant ethics there were formed
prepositions of equality between men and
women, who had great respect in families
of some of the representatives of the
Reformation movement [13]. Of cause,
equality on the level of family life could
satisfy women only for some time, as they
were devoid of the right for self-realization
in the sphere of professional activity, and
with time women began an active strug-
gle and laid theoretical cornerstones of
feminism.

In general there is no doubt that
the social status of woman in the Renais-
sance epoch got a lot better — in con-
trast to the Middle Ages woman is con-
sidered not as an incarnation of evil every
manifestation of which should be stopped
by every possible means. In the same
time, we should not forget that the epoch
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Renaissance while laying the ground for
modern thinking haven’t broken concep-
tual connections with premodern times
and this, in its turn, presupposed the be-
lief in the existence of natural or divine
predetermined role and function of human
being in the world. While being created in
the shape and likeness of God, people
freed themselves from the bonds of the
feudal institutions; however they got a
new calling, which, determined persis-
tence of gender stereotypes.

Conclusions.In the light of all writ-
ten above we reach the conclusion that in
the result of socio-cultural, theoretical,
and economic transformations of the Re-
naissance Era the process of formation of
a new type of human being — an inde-
pendent from tradition and social privileg-
es master of life, who is self-determined
only due to his own activity and creative
potential — had begun. The theoretical
precondition of the formation of the new
social program was the formation of the
new social dogmatic, which had benefited
to the interpretation of human being as a
subject of divine potentialities, which
people should strive to realize in earthly
life. An active role in civil and social life
were connected with the intention toward
human liberation from the predestined
social privileges but hadn’t ruined the
idea of calling as such that determined
persistence of the patriarchal relations
and gender inequality.

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Abstract. The article deals with the mechanisms of social policy regulated by the
regulatory framework of the state and describes the existing models of assistance. The
society has to adapt the existing «standards» to the needs of people with disabilities and
people with special needs (as it demonstrated by examples in Germany, the United King-
dom and China), so that they do not feel hostage to the circumstances and have limited
opportunities. That means an important moment in harmonizing the mechanism of state
actions in social policy is the «removal» of periodically emerging contradictions and timely
reforms. The material is aimed at improving the level of knowledge about social policy and
forms of provision of social assistance in Ukraine.
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Introduction. Politics is a complex
phenomenon. Throughout the history it
had a significant impact on the fate of
peoples and countries. Modern stage of
society development is characterized by
significant impact of politics on all
spheres of social life [11]. In politics the
interests of different social groups and
formations are often «intertwined», im-
portant issues of human existence are
concentrated and conceptualized, and
their solutions are generated [8; 16; 19].

The domestic policy of a country is
aimed at solving and managing the social
processes taking place in the country. In
this context the social policy is a part of
domestic policy. Social policy is the state
actions aimed at solving the problems
existing in society, establishing a certain
balance between the representatives of
various social institutions with regard to
their social values and social relations.

The aim of social policy is also to mitigate
the social conflicts caused by the decline
of citizens’ welfare. Solving the entire
complex of the above-mentioned prob-
lems can be achieved on the basis of so-
cial legislation [9].

Analysis of literary data and
statement of the problem. Society must
adapt the existing «standards» to the
needs of people with disabilities and peo-
ple with special needs so that they do not
feel themselves the hostages of circum-
stances and limited capacity. One of the
important areas of social policy is to allow
people with disabilities to get an educa-
tion that can be realized by distance
learning. In Ukraine many universities
offer a variety of distance learning cours-
es and develop electronic textbooks and
other e-learning tools to provide this pro-
cess [6].
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The first mechanism of social poli-
cy was to create a regulatory legal
framework that provides social protection
for the public. For example, an important
step in shaping social policy in Ukraine
was the adoption of the Law of Ukraine
«On Protection of Childhood», which first
defined the term «child», and the term
«children with disabilities» meant a group
that requires urgent assistance from both
the state, and society as a whole.

The second mechanism of social
policy is associated with the redistribution
of material resources, agreeing of organi-
zational efforts aimed at providing and
enhancing the correspondent life quality
of existing categories of people through
charity development. «The system of so-
cial services for pensioners and single
disabled individuals is operating at the
local level. Territorial Centers provide
such kind of activities as: the provision of
food, consumer goods and pharmaceuti-
cal products etc. at the expense of recipi-
ents; the delivery of food, pharmaceutical
products, consumer goods etc.; the provi-
sion of transport service, social patron-
age, call to a doctor etc.; the organization
of consultations regarding physical and
social health; the provision of medical and
health-improving services and work ther-
apy; the provision of cash and in-kind
benefits; the provision of consultations on
existing legislation» [2, p. 63].

The third mechanism of social poli-
cy is associated with the guarantees at
the country level. So, in Great Britain, that
chose institutional-redistributionist model
or the «model of welfare state», the gov-
ernment created all the necessary living
conditions for people with special needs
by providing them with financial aid; by
setting up community aid centers, the
country supported civic organizations of
this particular category of people. People
with special needs and people with disa-
bilities started to be considered as equal
members of society, and the country’s
resources are distributed in such a way
as to help them live a full-fledged life in
community, as money is budgeted from

the country’s resources to provide such
people with food, and different kinds of
services. The country has a ramified sys-
tem of social services: family centers for
those who raise children with develop-
ment defects; centers of temporary stay
for children with special needs; small
houses for studying and living of young
people with special needs, etc. The ser-
vices of social centers for such people
are free. Medical services are also public-
ly-funded.

Discussion of results. «According
to the information of the Ministry of La-
bour and Social Policy, low competitive-
ness of disabled at the labour market is
still an urgent problem. Most of available
at the Public Employment Service vacan-
cies for disabled offer minimum wages.
Another serious problem is an absence of
specialized or adapted jobs at enterpris-
es. Usually disabled individuals desire to
work at home, but there are almost no
employers’ proposals on use of home
labour of disabled. In Ukraine disabled
persons prefer to work at home because
public infrastructure is poorly adjusted for
their comfortable transportation (there are
no stairs adjusted for wheel-chairs, as
well as no special devices in public
transport and buildings). In 2007 revisions
of prosecutor department revealed mass
violations of rights of disabled children.
The requirement of the Law of Ukraine
«On rehabilitation of disabled persons» is
not executed because of a lack of coordi-
nated activities of medical institutions,
and authorities on labour and social pro-
tection. Individual programs of rehabilita-
tion of disabled children are absented in
the majority of revised institutions. A right
of children on provision with technical and
other rehabilitation means is not realized.
That is why only 10% of disabled children
are rehabilitated in fact. Also, prosecutor
revisions revealed absence of furniture,
adequate nutrition, and tools for defect
attack and physical development in
boarding houses. Multiple violations of
legislation on the state social assistance
to disabled persons and pensions have
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been uncovered. General Department of
Public Prosecutions investigated and
analyzed reasons of observed violations
of legislation and rights of disabled chil-
dren through inspection of the Ministry of
Labour and Social Policy and the Fund of
Social Protection of Disabled Persons.
According to results, divisions of this de-
partment do not have real information on
situation with social and pension provi-
sion of disabled persons» [2, p. 67].

Solving the problems of people
with special needs and people with disa-
bilities in our country (in the context of
well-known military actions) has fallen on
the shoulders of volunteers and civic or-
ganizations. In the context of specialists’
training in «social work» within the
framework of the discipline «Ethnocultur-
ology and family household culture» [17;
18] we suggest to consider the variants of
the tasks called «Unbroken spirit» [7].

Conclusions. «Opportunities for
direct experience of the world of work
through part-time jobs or work experience
are not only very rare, but almost non-
existent for learners with disabilities. This
implies that selfpresentation skills may
have remained underdeveloped in the
majority of the learners with disabilities. In
the current highly competitive employ-
ment selection processes, employers
may not even tolerate some patterns of
behaviours often tolerated within the seg-
regated settings where many learners
with disabilities receive their education
and rehabilitation. Therefore, these learn-
ers will require comprehensive career
guidance and counselling that will en-
hance the development of their vocational
self-concept and decision-making self-
efficacy, if they have to be ready for in-
clusion in the world of work within their
communities... Recent researches
worldwide indicate abysmal outcomes for
individuals with disabilities describing
adult lives without employment, recrea-
tion and leisure, or community living op-
tions for the majority [3, p. 364].

Today in the world there are sever-
al models of social assistance for these

two categories of society [20; 5]. Within
the medical model the social assistance
provides: patronage of people at home,
medical care, provision of medicines,
sanatorium therapy, disbursement and
benefits guaranteed by the state. One
must not forget about creating the condi-
tions for free movement of these catego-
ries of people; providing them with legal,
psychological and medical counseling;
teaching children with special needs in
secondary schools; help both categories
in vocational guidance and employment,
in self-realization and self-assertion.

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THE CONTENT OF THEOLOGICAL WORKS OF THEOPHANES PROKOPOVICH
FROM 1712-1716

Abstract. The author proved that Theophanes Prokopovich entered the history of
Ukrainian theological thought thanks mainly to his lectures on theology, which were read at
the Kiev Theological Academy. In these lecture courses, which had a distinct Protestant
meaning and form, he, strongly rejecting the scholastic method, created a new, according
to the then scientific dimensions, systematized doctrine of faith and religious principles, the
dogmas of Orthodoxy. Taking into account the dynamics of the formation of the Feofan's
confessional position and its contingent tendencies, the complicated atmosphere of the
theological thought of Theophanes Prokopovych, we can admit that Prokopovich ultimately
comes to the necessary reformist vision of the Orthodox tradition. That is, he is the founder
of a new, consistent with educational ideas and far from scholasticism of Mohyla
Orthodoxy. Another thing is that his contemporaries perceived such a renewed Orthodoxy
as a manifestation of outright Protestantism. The Kiev period of the creative activity of
Theophanes is marked first of all by the extraordinary potential of his theological work, the
testimony of which became famous lectures on the course of theology, which he read at
the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy during 1712-1716. These lectures had a distinct Protestant
background, which was especially evident in the doctrine of man's justification by one faith,
in affirming the extraordinary authority of the Holy Scriptures as the sole source of
theology, in cultivating him the idea of absolutism of God. The logical consequence of
these lectures was eight theological treatises. Of these treatises in the aspect of revealing
Confessional views of Theophanes is particularly revealing the first, which is a kind of
prolegomena about the tasks of theology and the Holy Scriptures, the second - "About
God the only", the third - "About the God of the triune" and the eighth - "On the blessed
justification of the sinner through Christ ".
