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Abstract. The current study aims to analyze modern problematicity of “mobbing” in
Ukrainian society. The concept of “mobbing”, the causes of its occurrence, manifestation
specifics, distinguishing characteristics, main types and methods of eradicating its
negative consequences both at the level of the enterprise management and relatively any
individual have been studied. It has highlighted that now in Ukraine every second
Ukrainian has been mobbed and, unfortunately, Ukraine has no legislatively fixed definition
of the concept of “mobbing” and, accordingly, the mechanisms for regulating this
phenomenon. The study states that mobbing is a hostile and unethical communication
which is directed in a systematic way by one or a number of persons mainly toward one
individual and results in the humiliation, devaluation, discrediting, and degradation; loss of
professional reputation; removal of the victim from the organization through termination,
extended medical leave, or quitting. It also has been proved that problem of mobbing is not
fully understood or studied and to eliminate this destructive phenomenon, it is advisable to
use the entire arsenal of management methods, to borrow the best foreign experience,
simultaneously using their managerial experience and proceeding from the development
specifics of any team.

In Ukraine, there is increasing talk
on numerous cases of mobbing in the
workplace, which is a socially dangerous
phenomenon, since its consequences
can harm both moral and physical health
of a person. According to the survey,
more than 77 % of Ukrainians have
faced this negative phenomenon.
According to statistics in Ukraine, every
second Ukrainian has been mobbed in
one form or another. Numerous foreign

publications have shown that this
insidious phenomenon provokes
resignations, lawsuits, neuroses,

suicides and material losses estimated in
billions. In the workplace, it affects men
and women, experienced professionals
and young employees as well. Mobbing
thrives in government agencies as well
as in private firms. Articles, books and
websites are devoted to  this
phenomenon. For a more successful
fight against it, public organizations are
opening hot telephone lines and
amendments are made to the legislation.

The objective of the study is to
identify the concept’'s distinguishing
characteristics, to analyze its types,
methods of eradicating this negative
phenomenon, to form approaches to its
prevention as well as eradication using
the most progressive states’ experience.

Methods of study. During the
study, the following methods of cognition
were used: data collection and sample,
measures, synthesis, analysis, induction,
deduction, comparative method. To solve
the above-mentioned tasks, the analysis
of scientific sources concerning the
phenomenon of mobbing in Ukrainian
society has been applied.

Analysis of the latest studies
and publications. The issue of mobbing
has been in the focus of foreign and
domestic scientists such as
O. V. Kachmar [1], O. O. Korablova [3],
l. V. Lahutina [4], T.V. Kolesnyk [2],
L. V. Shchetinina [5], S. H. Rudakova,
K. O. Drobynska [5], N. Davenport,

R. D. Schwartz, G. P. Elliott [6], M. Duffy,
L. Sperry [7], H.Leymann [8, 9],
Z. B. Tatar, $. Yuksel [10], K. Westhues
[11] and others who contributed greatly
to the examination and analysis of
mobbing causes as well as foreign
experience regarding the specifics of

applying regulations against
psychological terror.
Results. Mobbing (from the

English mob - crowd) is a systematic
bullying, psychological terror, a form of
psychological pressure in the form of an
employee’s harassment in the team,
usually with the aim of resigning him.
The term originated in the early 1980s
thanks to a psychologist and doctor,
Dr. Hanke Leymann, who conducted
research on this phenomenon in
workplaces in Sweden. According to
Leymann: “Psychical terror or mobbing in
working life means hostile and unethical
communication which is directed in a
systematic way by one or a number of
persons mainly toward one individual.
These actions take place often (almost
every day) and over a long period (at
least for six months) and, because of this

frequency and duration, result in
considerable psychic, psychosomatic
and social misery”. Leymann [8, 9]

fleshed out the above definition through
his development of a multiphase model
of workplace mobbing: namely, Phase 1:
the precipitating conflict; Phase 2: the
escalation of abusive behaviors against a
target; Phase 3: the involvement of
management or administration into the
conflict; Phase 4: the acceleration of
negative acts and labeling of the target;
and Phase 5: the elimination of the target
from the workplace or unit within it.

Noa Zanolli Davenport, Ruth
Distler Schwartz, and Gail Pursell Elliott
[6] introduced workplace mobbing via
their 1999 book, Mobbing: Emotional
Abuse in the American Workplace and
defined mobbing this way: “The mobbing
syndrome is a malicious attempt to force
a person out of the workplace through
unjustified  accusations,  humiliation,
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general harassment, emotional abuse,
and / or terror. It is a “ganging up” by the
leader(s) — organization, superior,
coworker, or subordinate — who rallies
others into systematic and frequent
‘mob-like” behavior. The result is always
injury — physical or mental distress or
illness and social misery and, most often,
expulsion from the workplace” [6, p. 40].
Maureen Duffy and Len Sperry [7]
define workplace mobbing this way:
“‘Workplace mobbing is nonsexual
harassment of a coworker by a group of
members of an organization for the
purpose of removing the targeted
individual(s) from the organization or at
least a particular unit of the organization.
Mobbing involves individual, group, and
organizational dynamics. It predictably
results in the humiliation, devaluation,
discrediting, and degradation; loss of

professional reputation; and, often,
removal of the victim from the
organization through termination,

extended medical leave, or quitting. The
results of this typically protracted
traumatizing experience are significant
financial, career, health, and
psychosocial losses or other negative
consequences” [7, p. 52].

The International Labor
Organization (ILO) refers to mental terror
in the workplace as “abusive, vindictive,
cruel, malicious or degrading treatment
of an individual or group of employees,
involving ganging up or mobbing against
a targeted individual who becomes the
subject to mental tension. Mobbing
involves constant negative attention or
criticism, isolation of the person from
public contacts, dissemination of false
information” [12, p. 2].

I's worth noting that very often the
victim of mobbing is the team member
who stands out of the crowd. In poorly-

managed organizations, exceptional
employees with  high intelligence,
competence, creativity, integrity,

accomplishment and dedication are
mostly subject to mobbing. In many other
mobbing cases victims could also be

underperforming employees, against
whom the team gathers up with a hope
of pushing them out of the game and
force them remove. In organizations
where career advancement is difficult
or in cases where the leaders are not
very much confident about their own
capabilities, the senior managers might
view the young talents as threats to their
own positions, and might gang up
against them.

Although harassment methods
and their dynamics vary enormously from
case to case, certain parameters can be
established to help distinguish different
types of mobbing that occur regularly
[10].

e Horizontal mobbing is moral
harassment at the level of one
professional group or one structural unit.
Therefore, the subjects of conflict
interaction are employees of the
structural  unit. Moral persecution
develops according to one of the
schemes: “employee — employee”,
“group of employees — employee”.

e Vertical mobbing is moral
persecution along the vertical of
personnel management. As a rule, the
ideological inspirer is the immediate
supervisor, the employer.

e Vertical descending mobbing is
more frequent, and occurs when a
superior initiates mobbing actions
against a subordinate. The asymmetrical
power relationship between victim and
aggressor makes it difficult to defend
oneself from harassment, either by
communicating with peers or superiors,
or by reporting, as this will most likely
mean firing the harassed person.

e Strategic mobbing occurs for
the benefit of the aggressor. This type of
mobbing stands out for being a
calculated strategy to eliminate someone
from the work environment or wear them
out enough to stop them from being an
inconvenience.

e Perverse mobbing occurs when
the instigators have no special reason to
start harassing the victim. The victims of
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torture enter into this type of practice of
psychological abuse with the sole aim of
deriving satisfaction from the tortures
they have inflicted and the effect they
have on their victims.

e Management mobbing occurs
when supervisors agree to harass a
worker. It is often an extremely
unpleasant experience, due to the strong
asymmetry between powers within the
work environment that exists between
the victim and her aggressors.

e Disciplinary mobbing occurs
when the victim’s personality or actions
do not fit in with the work environment
and because of a difference of opinions
and way of doing between the victim and
his aggressors.

It should be taken into account
that mobbing can be conscious
(intentional) and unconscious (latent).
Conscious mobbing is a purposeful
action that has a specific, clearly defined
goal — to create such conditions for a
person to remove him from his position.
In this case, most often we are talking
about selfish motives: to take up
someone’s position, to bring someone
from “insiders” to it, to gain favour with
the authorities. And contrary, latent
mobbing is actions that a person
performs without realizing that he is
engaged in bullying. It's just that one of
his colleagues causes him constant
irritation, accumulates and eventually
breaks out [3]. The reasons for mobbing
as a phenomenon (at the team level) are
in the distribution of roles in the team;

simple reactions in communication;
inherited instinct; age development
peculiarities; common culture and

morality, etc. [1]. Of course, the reasons
of mobbing are also facilitated by
shortcomings in the labor organization,
staff turnover, change of leadership, the
lack of a transparent system of personnel
promotion and career prospects.
Conflicts are inevitable when there
are no clear job descriptions, no areas of
responsibility defined; the responsibilities
of professionals are in some cases

duplicated, and in others they are not
formally assigned to anyone at all (they
are performed either by the most
conscious or the most reliable). In this
case, employees are increasingly faced
with the most destructive question: “Why
me?” (I work more; | get less; | do the
most disgusting work; more / less | go on
business trips). Some are overwhelmed
and always unhappy, while others have
enough time for gossip and intrigue.
“‘Underperforming” employees are both
catalysts for mobbing and potential
victims, because “public opinion” regards
them as grazers and scroungers.

Thus, mobbing in labor relations
can cause a decrease in any enterprise’s
efficiency. Therefore, owners and
management of enterprises and
organizations to prevent mobbing should
take a number of measures, e.g., to form
a healthy organizational culture, to
maintain a healthy socio-psychological
climate in work collectives by a leader, to
develop senior management skills, to
create mechanisms for receiving
employees’ feedback, to clearly define
job responsibilities and limits of each
employee’s responsibility, to ensure a
clear and rational labor division between
the various structural units, to eliminate
the intersection and duplication of tasks,
to form a clear system of personnel
promotion, to give an opportunity of
career growth, to ensure the openness of
information flows in the enterprise and
create a transparent mechanism for
management decisions, to eliminate the
possibility of family or intimate ties
between management and subordinates,
to create intolerance towards gossip and
stop any intrigue at work.

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FORMATION OF HUMANISTIC IDEAS IN UKRAINIAN PHILOSOPHICAL THOUGHT

Abstract. The urgency of the research topic is necessity to understand the idea of
humanism in Ukraine from its formation to development in new cultural and historical
conditions. The purpose of the article is to study the formation and development of
humanistic ideas in Ukrainian philosophical thought in the historical aspect. To achieve this
goal, the following research methods were used: historical — to study the stages of
development of humanistic ideas, analysis and synthesis of scientific literature,
generalization and systematization — to formulate intermediate and final conclusions. The
article highlights the meaning of the concept of "humanism". The preconditions for the
formation of ideas of humanism are determined. It was found that the idea of humanism
was preceded by the first moral rule of coexistence, which later in the history of philosophy
was called talion. The main formation stages of humanistic ideas in the Ukrainian
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philosophical thought (the first — XIV-XVI centuries; the second — the second half of the
XVI — the beginning of the XVII century; the third — the second half of the XVII century; the
fourth — the second half of the XVII — the beginning of the XVIII century; fifth — XIX century,
sixth — XX century, seventh — XXI century). Distinctive features of the humanistic ideas
from talion and the "golden rule of morality” have been formed. Prospects for further
scientific research in this area are seen in the study of the mechanisms of restoration of
humanistic ideals in such social institutions as the family and school.

The article is devoted to the analysis of structural concept of M. Foucault,
at borders of which the influence of social cultural practice transformations on the
establishment of "experience" concept content is researched. M. Foucault rejects the
absolutization of subject-object opposition, under which the content of "experience"
concept is gnoseologically analyzed, and reveals the necessity of understanding of subject

decentralization experience

Key words: experience, existence, reflection, interpretation, episteme, discourse,

subjectivation, destruction of subjectivity.

Introduction. The difficult
dynamics of sociocultural processes of
present time results in deformation of
maintenance of concepts of classic
philosophy. As new organization of
landscape of culture sets the new
foreshortening of look of man on the own
world, the necessity of revision of
concepts of classic philosophy is formed
so far as. Michel Foucault is one of the
most well — known representatives of
French Post-structuralism that finds out
inadequacy of classic cultural
orientations in a post-modern situation.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. This setting unites
him research position with the concepts

of such post-modernisms, as Gilles
Deleuze, Jacques Derrida, Jean-
Frangois Lyotard, Jean Baudrillard

(although on the whole in post-modern
discourse, coming from his orientation on

fundamental pluralism, any
classifications lose any value).
Purpose. The task of this

research consists in the exposure of new
maintenance of concept experience in
the light of modern transformation of
sociocultural practices. Historical
conditionality of knowledge cultural and

historical forms, that consist of discursive
practices of expressions and
undiscursive practices of appearances,
are initial position of Michel Foucault as a
representative of Structuralism.
Knowledge is not strictly a scientific
projection, but includes for itself both
perceptual experience of epoch and
charts of his clearing up. Historical
combinations the visible and expressed
is not hidden, but also cannot be fully
rationalized.

Methods. The special
methodological status gets a concept
"experience" in the research searches of
Michel Foucault. This term not only
expresses the measure of unity
discursive and undiscursive every epoch
but also serves intention research of this
archaeologist of knowledge, by a vector
directing attention of researcher on the

object: "...experience of
phenomenologist what is that? It a
certain method to set the look of

reflection to being, that, definitely, can be
it is unimportant that, can be a
transitional daily occurrence. Look at all
these experiences, a phenomenology
appealed to that, — it experiences it is
unimportant who or it is unimportant
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what, daily occurence in her transient
form. And for a phenomenology
language speech to deal with that to
grasp, what it after a value, to execute
certain work — reflexive work, that would
allow to grab the values really
suspended in experienced [6].

Results. Michel Foucault aimed to
overcome limit nature of research
situation, when "really, a western man
was able to constitute itself in the own
eyes as a science object. He took itself
into the language and gave to the soba
in him and through him discursive
existence is certain only in correlation

with  the own destruction: from
experience of misunderstanding all
psychologies and possibility of

psychology were born; from placing of
death medicine that sets up for science
dealing with individual" was born in a
medical mind [2].

Historical approach allows to
overcome limit nature of epoch, go out
for the scopes of certain style of thinking:
"We thought into the anonymous and
limiting system thinking, systems of
peculiar to her language and epoch. This
system and this language have the own
laws of transformation. Exposure of this
thinking a prehumulone to every thinking,
this system earlier all systems, and is the
task of today's philosophy" [4, p. 19].

Michel Foucault creates the
method of reconstruction of integrity of
cultural and historical formations that
have  fundamentally  "decentralized
character”, that is their center must be
inferior of principle of self — realization.
Movable character of the investigated
object complicates understanding of
nature an instance legitimations that set
the specific of every episteme.

This  methodological strategy
explains locality of epistemic formations,
possibility of "epistemological breaks",
necessity of oblivion of every created
archive  of  knowledge  humanity.
"Discursive practices are characterized
limitation of the field of the objects
determined by legitimity of prospect for

the agent of knowledge and fixing of
norms for making of conceptions and
theories. Thus, every discursive practice
means cooperation of orders that set her
rules of exception and choice" [4, p. 20].

The problem field of every
episteme is filled by discursive practices,
list of scientific disciplines created now.
Them epistemological unity certainly-
historical. The language code of orders
and prohibitions however created in their
cooperation provides homogeneity of the
cultural field. "In every society of
generation of discussion controlled
simultaneously, yields to the selection,
gets organized and limited to the certain
set of procedures” [4, p.20] — writes
Michel Foucault. Collective irresponsible
discursive practices determines
language behavior, and, thus, and
thinking of separate individuals.

In history of humanity to Michel
Foucault five distinguishes such cultural
codes: ancient, medieval, renaissance,
elucidative and modern. But he develops
only correlation three last. As writes
N. S. Avtonomova, these three
epistemes cardinal character differ in one
from other: "In renaissance epistemes
coexistence of words and things is alike;

in a classic epoch they are
commensurable by representation in
thinking, in spacious presentations;

beginning from XIX of century of word
and thing contact one with one yet more
difficult mediated connection — such
measurements, as labour, life, language,
that function already not in spacious
presentations, but in time, in history” [1,
58].

Michel Foucault fixes three
signifying by contemporary culture of
interrelated tendency. Firstly, it forming
of new language (exactly as well as new
attitude toward a language), related to
radical abandonment from the
unambigiuous conjugating of language
reality with the certain and stable archive
of cultural tradition, that sets to the
language phenomena an extralanguage
dimension it, as a rule, results in a
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volume, that maintenance of cultural
tradition gets possibility to apply on
status "natural condition" of discourse. A
modern culture can be expressed, in
opinion of Foucault, only in other
language unconnected with tradition (and
unconnected tradition): "this inflexible,
this inevitable language, and a language,
whose substantial elements a break,
tormented profile, will be, appears a
circular language — that sends to itself
and snapped to on raising under the
guestion of the limits".  Similar
transformation of language entails and
transformation of style of philosophizing
that phenomenologically appears in
"have  engulfed our  philosophy"
"confusion of word", but really related to
the deep changes in the type of thinking,
signifying not "so much loss of language,
on what, it would seem, the end of
dialectics specifies, how many self-
immersion of philosophical experience in
a language and opening of that in her, in
a language, and in the same vein, that a
language accomplishes, when talk that
not can be said, — exactly there
accomplished experience limit as him be,
as must him from now on think
philosophy". After Michel Foucault,
"language... speaks for itself — without a
speaker subject and without an
interlocutor”; a "language exposes his
existence in overcoming of the limits... a
language talks that cannot be said"

For setting of contemporaneity the
high value of present tense is inalienable
from aspiration to present him to other,
than he is, to convert him, thus not
destroying, but grabbing him such, as he
is. Charles Baudelaire contemporaneity
is experience in that clash, from one
side, maximum attention to reality, and
from other is practice of freedom,
simultaneously and respecting this
reality, and such that encroaches for her

[5].

By the feature of modern
experience, there is that at visibility of
silence in him takes place intensive
increase of discourses that watches

content of this experience in all his
fineness, - "discourses-delights”
formulated power. How can experience
be organized in certain charts that
express and organize the spirit of epoch?
How are read these charts an epoch,
crystallizable in the specific of every
corresponding type of practice? Here
those questions that are visible in every
new turn of opinion of Foucault. An
appeal is to initial experience of life, that
will allow to justify every scientific
ignorance for the archaeologist of
knowledge is not sufficient. Even a
historical and philosophical
reconstruction of theories of the soul and
body must be the necessary moment of
researches of episteme, but not
sufficient.

Classic philosophy in the attempt
of psychologization of experience, point
is concentrated on that, to explain why a
subject that he is in the transcendental
functions is the founder of this
experience and his value. Determination
of subject and cooperation of his
capabilities, as a subject only and can be
certain as totality of  cognitive
capabilities, are initial so far as, as he is
the founder of experience. In opinion of
Foucault, "Education” as cultural setting
or "philosophical ethos", that assumed
"permanent criticism of our historical
existence", just and set related to finding
out of these procedures cognitive setting:
there is an original philosophical
"guestion”, problem - based
"simultaneously relation of to present
tense, modus of historical existence and
constituting itself as an autonomous
subject”. In opinion of Foucault, to
Edging to the main questions of
"criticism” it was finding out of limits, that
it had to refuse to cross cognition, for it —
a problem consisted in the following,
"that — in that us it is given to as a
common, necessary, obligatory, is part
single, casual and that come from
arbitrary compulsions. Speech about that
criticism that leaves in form necessary
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limitation, to transform in practical
criticism in form possible overcoming".

In New-European tradition of
philosophizing initial maintenance of
concept "experience" correlates with
data of feeling (F.Bacon, T. Hobbes),
and thus, first the role of direct sensuality
confesses in becoming of human
experience. But the orientation of
rationalism of philosophy of New time,
from one side, sets the gnoseological
prospect of explication of experience,
and, on the other hand, is simply abstract
not equation of these terms (perceptual

and to experience), but by the
gradualness of clarification of their
intercommunication, but at the same
time, and by clarification of their
definitions.

Epistemicization of problem of
understanding of experience results in
her psychologization - analysis of
cognitive capabilites and in empiric
strategies of his research and in
rationalism. The preset of cult of mind is
snapped to in the antithesis of naturalism
and psychologism.

For non — classical style
philosophizing experience becomes the
that point of life, that maybe would be
nearer to that it is impossible to outlive.
Therefore, tension of research must be
sent to that, to open out all possibilities of
the investigated field of experience.
Possibility of death of subject becomes
the function of this experience, change of
his experience is to such degree, that he
no longer was by a himself, or, that he
was completely other, than he is, or, that
he over was brought to the elimination or
to the explosion, to the dissociation.

Michel Foucault is interested in
this context by such present in a culture
forms (“forms and methods of
subjectivation”) by means of that people
self — realization as subjects of that or
other experience "...experience that is
rationalization of process, in itself
uncompleted, — and completed in a
subject or, quicker, in subjects [4].

Before or later, in obedience to
Foucault, unavoidable did the spectrum
of problems have to be or it is legitimate
to consider subject as only possible form
of existence? Does self — identity of
subject and his continuity as his
attributes come forward? Is such
"experiences " carried out, within the
limits of that there would be a loss of
these qualities a subject, is possible
"dissociation of subject"? According to
Foucault, for all of it philosophizing
legitimately selection of "community of
kernel" — load carrying structure as
"discourses about experiences — limits,
where it comes for a subject about that,
to transform itself, discourse about
transformation itself through constituting

of knowledge" [4]. The structural
overcoming of phenomenological
tradition served for Foucault the

condition of possibility of making of row
fundamentally new world view and
cognitive paradigms. It is an enterprise,
what desubject. Idea certain to the
experience-limit, the function of that is to
tear up a subject for it.

Michel Foucault cast aside setting
in obedience to that history is successive
passing to the higher levels of
development of the proof systems of
knowledge. Thus substantially
meaningful is that a "archaeological (or
"genealogical", after Foucault) analysis"
is accented oriented on the subjectless
status of "cognitive space": "Genealogy
is a form of history, that had to report in
that constituting of knowledge, discourse,
areas of objects touches et cetera,
without that, to appeal to some subject —
be that transcendental in relation to the
field of events or that moves in the empty
self — identity along history". Within the
framework of analysis of the own going
near procedures of transformation of
"philosophy of subject", Foucault, as
though "identifying" itself, marked: "I tried
to go out from philosophy of subiject,
working over genealogy of modern
subject to that | befit as to historical and
cultural reality; id est as to something,
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that can change... Coming from this
general project two approaches are
possible. One of methods to be
approached to the subject in general
consists in that, to consider modern
theoretical constructions. In this prospect
| tried to analyse the theories of the
subject as speaker, living, working
creature. But question about subject it is
possible to examine also and by more
practical character: leaving from the
study of institutes that made the objects
of knowledge and submission out of
separate subjects, that is through the
study of hospitals, prisons... | wanted to
study the forms of perception, that a
subject creates in relation to itself. But as
| began with the second approach, it was
me to change the opinion in a few points”

[4].

It was to change the opinion in a
few points" [4]. Considering philosophy
"ontology of present” tense, by "historical
ontology us", Foucault underlined that
people  were  "historically  certain
creatures”, here subjects, in opinion of
Foucault, quite not come forward as
terms of possibility of corresponding
experience. He named a "subjectivation”
process by means of that arrive at
constituting of subject, more precisely
are subjectivities that are only one of the
given possibilities of organization of
consciousness.

In connection with the problem of
destruction of subjectivity in Foucault
there is interest in the phenomenon of
madness. The last for Foucault is related
first of all not to the natural defects of
function of brain, not with violation of
genetic code, but with the
psychonosema caused by difficulties of
adaptation of man to the external
circumstances (that is, with the problem
of socialization of person). For him is the
pathological form of action of nocifensor
against an existential "anxiety". If for a
"normal man" a conflict situation creates
"experience of ambiguity”, then for a
"pathological individual® she grows into
unsolvable contradiction that generates

"internal experience of unendurable
ambivalence": a "anxiety" is an affect
change of self-contradiction. It is a total
disorganization of affective life, basic
expression of ambivalence, form in that
this ambivalence will be realized in
manipulation with mass consciousness
and, thus, serves as the index of
"indisputable error".

This crisis of individuality is
usually traced by the theorists of
poststructuralism and post-modernism
from the second half of XIX of century,
when, on their opinion, he began to be in
theory comprehended in such different
spheres, as a Marxist political economy,
psycho-analysis, anthropology of culture
and Saussurean linguistics, that were
based on models methods not consonant
with the fundamental concepts of
traditional individualism. Internal logic of
argumentation of these manoeuvres
denies normative power of autonomous
individuality and reduces subjective
consciousness to constantly itself
recreating, superpersonality mechanism.

In these theories the personal
experience of man is determined as
something, determined by a class,
family, culture or other not less than by
the superpersonality after the existence
phenomenon — language consciousness.
All of it, on presentations of Foucault as
a representative of poststructuralism,
small such result, that similarity of man
lost in literature of modernism and post-
modernism integrity she owned that in
the art of realism.

Discussion. Thus, the analysis of
becoming of concept "experience" in
transformations of sociocultural practices
demonstrates the historical conditionality
of maintenance of the investigated term.
The dynamics of episteme in Foucault
finds out conformities to law of this
genesis. If in classic rationalism of the
maximum epistemology understanding of
experience, as a result of compatible
representation of words and things by
means of thinking (the extreme form of
this process is formed in setting of
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transcendentalism), leads, from one side,
to naturalization of his maintenance, as
data of perception, and, with other — to
psyhologization of method of connection
of experience data, as she is possible
only as a sequence of recreation of
material of the outer world in the
cognitive capabilities of subject. In a
modern situation more difficult
connection of mediation of discursive
and undiscursive practices results in
deconstruction of binary opposition of
subject and object. As a result of concept
of experience finds the contextual
maintenance and value of "limit" as to
the method of decentralization subject.

Abstract. An essential feature of the contemporary globalized world is the
emergence and active development of a network of interactions between the
representatives of the different cultural and civilizational communities that was not typical
during the previous historical epochs. Under these conditions, there is a process of
restructuring of every culture, every civilization system. If earlier the processes of
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civilizational and cultural renewal had lasted for centuries and millennia, today they have
been taking place over years and decades. Nowadays, there is a conglomeration of
cultural-civilizational communities that are different in history, traditions, languages, and
religions. They develop, interact and mutually influence each other through cultural and
civilizational dialogue. These relatively independent societies have to coexist within
common information space, in which intercultural and intercivilizational communication is
an important factor in regulating both internal life and relations between countries. G.
Hofstede made a great contribution to the development of cultural dimensions theory. The
works of G. Hofstede gave rise to an influential research tradition in the field of intercultural
interactions. They are actively used by the researchers and consultants in the field of
international business and communication. They continue to be a major resource in
intercultural research and inspire the study of both cultural values and other aspects of
culture.

O. M. Soroka, who  outlined  the
possibilities of providing computer
assistance for memory processes

efficiency in foreign language studying,
we can draw the following conclusions
[8, p. 25]:

1. The role of the student as a
subject of communication requires more
and more computer assistance, and at
the same time its automation. The most
important is not the task of instant control
of student’s activity, but supply of instant
assistance to the student, the need for
which he determines himself.

2. The concept of student’s activity
is based on the fact that a person doesn’t
only adapt to the conditions of the
external environment, but also actively
adapts it to himself. As a result, it
becomes necessary to acquire
intellectual skills, not speech skills. At the
forefront there is a need to organize
mental processes that promote the
material mastering, to organize studying
material in accordance with the structure
of these processes.

3.Since the computer is a
multifunctional tool, you can use any
memory type and process with the help
of computer engaging. That is, the
English language currticula contain both
verbal and visual information. This is
quite well shown in colorful pictures and
pronounciation in English of the depicted
objects. By repeating each word several
times, the student involuntarily

remembers its pronunciation, and an
interesting picture allowsthe student to
keep in mind the translation. This version
of the foreign language program
mastering is considered quite primitive
today; it is the basis for more advanced
programs. For example, the techniques
of the 25" frame, high-speed words
memorizing is more relevant nowadays.

Further information that attracts
attention in the psychological literature
concerns the experiments of the German
psychologist Ebbinghaus, who
conducted a significant experiment
number on himself. His experiment
outcomes are contained in the work
«Memory: a contribution to experimental
psychology» (1913), in which he
described the method of information
storing in details. But the main discovery
is that at the first time of information
receiving, a person's memory stores only
40-45 %; saving during 48 hours
reduces information up to 30 %. This is a
very important fact that should be kept in
mind by anyone who wants to learn the
maximum amount of foreign language
vocabulary: study without long breaks
and preferably 20-30 minutes daily [6,
p. 133].

Thus, from the point of view of the
psychological literature on the processes
of memory, their unity is traced in the
interdependence and penetration of one
process into another. For the
effectiveness of their course it is
necessary to apply certain methods and
techniques, which are partially proposed
in this work.

Methods. To solve these tasks,
the analysis of scientific sources
concerning memory processes and their
features investigation has been applied.
It has been used a large number of
information sources, based on the
fundamental principles of foreign and
national scientists on certain pedagogical
techniques to improve memory
processes in foreign language material
studying.
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Results. Psychological literature
presents four processes of memory:
memorization, preservation, reproduction
and forgetting [6, p. 132].

Memorization is the process of
new material consolidation by its
connecting with the previously acquired
one. The latter is a necessary condition
for replenishing the individual's
experience with new knowledge and
behaviors. For complete and effective
memorizing it is necessary to create
appropriate conditions. Traditionally, they
are as follows:

1. Use of visual aids;

2. Repetition of material,

3. Distribution in time;

4. Diversification  of  repetition
ways;

5. Active thinking reality;

6. Motives of memory.

It has been experimentally proven
that any memorization is a natural
product of subject — object action. It is
better remembered that the subject
defines for himself as the main thing.
Let's imagine the situation. A person
studying English is dictated a number of
new words. Then he/she is asked to
repeat them at once. Of course, at the
same moment a person will cope with
the task, perhaps even perfectly. But if
he/she does not apply them in the future
during some period of time as well as
immediately, he will not repeat them.
That is, short-term memorization is
characterized by short-term duration of
action. Instead, long-term memory
receives information that has become not
tactical but strategic in order to achieve
vital goals. After all, when student really
wants to study English, he will still apply
the dictated words mentioned above in
practice in the future and, accordingly,
will remember them for a long time.

The next process of memory is
saving. In order to reproduce the
memorized material after a while, it
should be saved, that is, not forgotten.
Forgetting is not only related to the time

factor, but saving is also determined by
the degree of its participation in the
individual activity. The material stored in
memory undergoes some qualitative
changes during storage and
reproduction. As a result, different parts
of the material are forgotten differently. In
practice, it has been proven that certain
things are better stored in memory than
separate semantic units. That is, in order
for students to better remember foreign
language vocabulary, these words must
be used in sentences. Thus, the study of
the coherent text with the participation of
these words will allow you to remember
them longer. After all, this will be a kind
of their application practice. It is known to
show better results in any field than just
a set of meaningless units.

Finally, we approach to the
reproduction, which, in turn, is the
actualization of the studied material and
an indicator of its memorization. The
conditions for effective reproduction are,
first of all, successful conditions for
memorization and clear task definition.

The next process is the process of
forgetting, which is characteristic for all of
us. It is manifested in the fact that the
clarity of material mastering in memory is
lost, its volume is reduced; errors occur
during reproduction, reproduction
becomes impossible.

The phenomenon of forgetting can
be both useful and harmful. The positive
function is that it frees a person from an
excessive amount of information, which
after necessary use becomes
unnecessary. In this case, the forgetting
protection mechanism is activated, which
prevents memory overload. The negative
effect of forgetting is manifested in the
fact that it often eliminates or destructs
the previously acquired experience,
when the memory erases entire blocks of
information necessary for orientation and
action planning.

So, to avoid rapid forgetting, you
should take a break between homework,
repeat the middle of the material studied

more often (because it contains the main
essence of the issue), do not go
immediately to the preparation of a
similar lesson. For example, if you need
to learn an English text and some
material on macroeconomics in English
for tomorrow, one of these subjects
would be appropriate to do immediately
after returning from the university, and
the other — in the evening.

Let's look at the teenagers’
memory processes. Adolescents often
simply refuse to memorize studying
material verbatim, and verbal-logical
memory comes to the first place in such
a case. Techniques of logical
memorization are improved, the text is
transformed, the main content of what is
read is reproduced. In contrast to pupils,
students change the procedure of
material memorizing. They do not tend to
simply repeat the read text, but usually
break it into parts.

At this age, the ways of
remembering change, namely: drawing
up the plan that helps to think over what
they reproduce, analyze it, revive and
systematize the necessary associations.
The main trend in the development of
students' memory is characterized by
further growth and strengthening of its
arbitrariness.  Arbitrary memorization
becomes much more effective than
involuntary memorization during this
period. There are significant changes in
the process of logical memorization.
Memory productivity and thought on
abstract material noticeably increases.
Memory specialization is planned.

Students themselves can
appreciate the material mastery, which
shows concepts understanding, the
original interpretation or formation of
what is stated in the textbook. An
important role in the process of
memorization is played by the instruction
on material mastering, which at the same
time includes the instruction on its
comprehension.

No wonder psychologists note that
any type of memory can be improved if
desired. After all, the main difference
between people with a good memory and
a bad one is that some people know how
to use it, train it, and others do not.
According to the German writer
Lichtenwerg, people memorize little
because they think very little. So, you
have to find meaning in everything. You
should not cover your ears with your
hands and stare at the text, mentally
repeating line after line. These titanic
efforts do not take into count, because in
this case the process isn’'t important, but
the result is. The latter will be much
better when you find the main idea in the
text, to highlight the argument. Especially
in English, when even some sentences
must be translated from the end and the
set of articles, auxiliary words are not
translated into Ukrainian at all. As we
know, the most difficult thing for students
to learn English text by heart. It is when
they blindly repeat a set of sounds, not
understanding the logical content of their
supposedly coherent story in Ukrainian.
Thus, understanding what you learn is
the first step to its memorizing.

Although, according to statistics,
English vocabulary is several times
poorer than Ukrainian, it still creates
other difficulties for us. The same word is
used to denote several actions,
processes, concepts, phenomena. (for
example: change — obmiH, pewma). To
successfully  memorize all these
phenomena, you must first use your
logic, linking the meanings of such
seemingly incompatible concepts. So, we
can receive change in a store only when
there is a kind of exchange of money
from larger denomination to smaller one,
so the customer takes the purchased
goods together with change in exchange
for his money.

Another thing, when the word
translated into our language means one
concept, and with the preposition
attached to it, it means not the same (to
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ask — 3anumysamu, to ask for —
npocumu; to give — dasamu, to give up —
30asamucs, kudamu etc.). In this case, it
will be better to learn these phrases
directly from the dictionary.

Next, let's not forget about the
same synonyms. Although they are not
so diverse in English, they still exist and
significantly  improve  the  spoken
language. By the way, the English
language has a considerable number of
epithets to denote positive individual
characteristic. Here it will be appropriate
to imagine some attractive objects when
enumerating positive adjectives.

In the classroom, you should
create a logical chain so that the
consequence of one becomes the cause
of another one. And then, keeping the
chain in attention and memory, the
student, even with a slow mental
process, begins to think.

Consciously or subconsciously,
the teacher in any case influences the
nature of the student's memory
processes. But how should the teacher
act in order this impact causes positive
consequences?

Recommendation 1.In order to
memorize the material, the student must
first be deeply aware of it. The
productivity of memorization is closely
related to the methods of material
processing in order to make it accessible
[5, p.120]. Among such methods, a
prominent place is given to the logical.
Therefore, when improving students'
memory processes, it is necessary to
pay attention to its availability. According
to researchers, it provides the greatest
efficiency of perception (and therefore
memorization) of the material. Thus, the
logical way of information transmiting is
gualitatively embodied with the help of
association. Its special effectiveness is
manifested in the English language
classes. The teacher directs students to
memorize new words by the following
way: each English word is associated
with a similar Ukrainian. You can develop

entire lexical
technique.

Recommendation 2. Write down
3-4 words on sticky note papers and
stick them all over the house. Keep until
they are remembered. In case of
efficiency, replace them with the new
ones [5, p. 122].

Recommendation 3. Students'
memory should be constantly trained.
Here are the rational methods of its
development [4, p. 54]:

o an important condition for
productive memorization and long-term

topics due to such a

storing is the correct distribution of
repetitions over time;

o concentrated repetition
gives a much smaller effect than

distributed over time;

o hasty preparation for exams
does not lead to deep knowledge. It can
be the final link in the general chain of
training material systematic repetition;

o the best type of repetition is
the inclusion of the mastered material in
further cognitive activity each time in new
connections;

o the beginning and end of
information are remembered better, the
middle is assimilated worse. Consider
the "edge effect";

o memory peculiarities are
related to the emotional state of the
student and how comfortable he feels
during classes.

What should be done with
grammar? Some children have
theoretically explained it for many years,
but they do not have the desired result in
practice. Tables can help in this case.
The reason is that the detailed notes to
explain English tenses do not affect the
psyche properly. And although the
English language belongs to the
humanities cycle in institutions of higher
education, smart people identify it with
mathematics. And indeed, clear word
sequence in a sentence, a lot of
structural forms, grammatical categories
are something like trigonometry. To store
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everyting memorized, it is necessary to
constantly repeat the studied material.
Therefore, the teacher should plan the
classes so that there is time to repeat
what has been studied. If it is impossible,

the teacher should give tasks for
homework.
Hence, the process of

reproduction. How to achieve the desired
result here? When memorizing we
addressed primarily to logic, then here,
first of all, it must be preceded by a
systematicity, clear sequence of studied
material. In this case, the teacher should
require students to draw up an answer
plan. The ability to make a plan and use
it is an indicator of a higher level of
memory functioning.

The main and constant concern of
the teacher is to "equip" students with
solid knowledge, namely, in large
guantities and for a long time. In order for
students to maintain health and
emotional stability, balance, it is not
enough for the teacher to know only his
subject, it is also necessary to master
modern teaching methods and
techniques. In addition, the teacher
should take into account information
related to the psyche and memory.

Discussion. Summarizing all of
the above, we can give a clear definition
of the studied concept. Memory is a
mental property of a person that opens
up opportunities for the accumulation of
gradual experience; those opportunities
that create conditions for the impact of
previous events and experiences on the
present and future. And in a narrow
sense it is the ability to recall individual
experiences from the past. However, in
any case, its manifestations are carried
out in the processes of memorization,
storing, reproduction and forgetting, due
to which we obtain a variety of
information, learn about the world, and
develop our skills.

Based on the observation of the
educational process in the institution of
higher education, namely in the NULES

of Ukraine, the following conclusion has
been drawn: no matter how persistently
the teacher takes measures to
compensate and correct individual
shortcomings in the students’ memory,
his efforts are inevitably unproductive, if
he does not take into account students'
consciousness. Only under such
condition the teacher will be able to
count on the fact that his psychological
work will bring generous and lasting
results.

On the contrary, they are
focused on the development of initiative and support becoming the servants of those they
have to lead. The concept of servant | eadership is derived from the ideas of Robert
K. Greenleaf. As R. Greenleaf states, it all starts with a natural urge — the desire to serve.
The motto of this thought is “A good leader is primarily a servant”. The task of the leader is
to achieve common goals by ensuring the well-being of followers and subordinates.
Servant leadership is an attempt to become better, to become the person others would
gladly follow. Such an idealistic vision of a leader as a servant is fruitful and is paid off
even in a very competitive business world. A servant leader builds an organized and
creative team, and this type of leadership involves the development of organizational
culture which demonstrates a high level of trust. Being a servant leader means to help
people overcome obstacles and get the tools and resources they need to perform better;
to be an example; to facilitate the work of others; to be willing to do what others do. This
model of leadership implies a “flattening” of hierarchies: a boss is a friend who listens to
those who are with him/her rather than a person who decides what is best for them. This
type of leadership has the powerful potential in today’s globalized world. The article aims
to analyze the concept of servant leadership.

Abstract. This article is devoted to the formation of ancient images of people.

Forming the image of man, ancient philosophy tried to put people on a
new level of comprehension, for it began to attach special characteristics to people, such
as comprehension, freedom, language, worldly life, spirituality, corporality, thus isolating

them from nature.

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Abstract. An original approach to the analysis of problems development of modern
Ukraine is offered. Possible ways to solve them for the country's transition from a state of
transition to sustainable development are being clarified. The authors see the reasons for
the instability of the current situation in Ukraine in the fact that its development is
characterized by signs of neo-feudalism. Namely: the revival of feudal traditions of
management, the dominance of socio-economic traditions of feudal societies. A typical
feature of neo-feudalism in Ukraine is the localization of the population through the
procedure of registration. This ensures the person's attachment to the place of residence,
pressure, and hence control over it. In addition, the uncertainty of land ownership and the
forced-militaristic system of state security are characteristic of modern Ukraine. These
factors are a means of state pressure and coercion on the population of Ukraine, which
are contrary to the principles of liberalism. Overcoming such outdated inhibitory factors,
according to the authors, should have a positive impact on the further development of
Ukraine, stabilization of its development and optimization of civil society institutions.

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In Ukraine, as in the whole of
Europe, the next historical stage in the
development of the socio-political system
was the capitalist formation. In the short
period of historical calm between the
revolutions in the Russian Empire,
capitalism was characterized by signs of
direct democracy. Later, the democratic
form of government was replaced by the
totalitarian dictatorship of the Soviet era,
which continued from the 1920s until the
collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 [5].

As a result of the political and
social destabilization of the 1990s, the
authorities passed into the hands of
several unreliable personalities, which
led to the formation of a kleptocratic
system of government, which, in the
future, began to become a form of neo-
feudalism [7].

“‘Neo-feudalism or new feudalism
is a theorized contemporary rebirth of
policies of governance, economy, and
public life reminiscent of those present in
many feudal societies, such as unequal
rights and legal protections for common
people and for nobility. The concept of
“neofeudalism” may focus on economics”
[12].

The first example of the use of the
term “neofeudalism” is John Kenneth
Galbraith's essay “Neofeudalism”,
published in 1961 [13]. Jurgen Habermas
also used the term Refeudalisierung
(“referendum”) in his work “Structural
Transformation of the Public Sphere”
(1962) [14]. In this work, the author
criticized the privatization of those forms
of communication that, in his opinion,
created the public sphere of the
Enlightenment.

In 1992, Immanuel Wallerstein
expressed his views on world
development, listing neo-feudalism
among the other three options. By neo-
feudalism, Wallerstein meant regions of
autarky with a localized hierarchy and
high-tech goods available only to the
elite [15]. Sighard Neckel has argued
that the rise of financial-market-based
capitalism in the later twentieth century

has represented a ‘refeudalisation’ of the
economy [14].

The countries of the post-Soviet
space are also characterized by certain
features of neo-feudalism.
“‘Regionalization, the rise of informal
economy, actualization of violence and
forced redistribution are the main
dimensions and forms of the post-Soviet
re-feudalized economies” [10]. Modern
neo-Marxist economists believe that neo-
feudalism is one of the inevitable
economic processes. Interestingly, neo-
feudalism is presented by them as a
progressive  historical phenomenon
compared to the previous Soviet model
of economic development.

Purpose. A typical feature of neo-
feudalism — the widening gap in wealth —
can be clearly seen in modern Ukraine.
As a result, poor and marginalized
people are excluded from state security.
Neo-feudalism is, in a general sense, a
revival of the feudal traditions of
management and the socio-economic
traditions of its medieval counterpart [9].
Depending on the type of connection
with the “land issue”, there are three
main features of Ukrainian neo-
feudalism: localization of the population,
uncertainty of land ownership and the
forced-militaristic  system of state
security. Decipher the content of these

figures.

Methods. The authors used
cultural-historical and integrative
approaches.

Results. The localization of the
population can be expressed in the form
of a strict geographical reference to the
so-called “residence permit”. Health care,
kindergarten, school — all of the above
social facilities favor a population with a
strong geographical affinity to the place
of residence. In particular, people who do
not have a document that can certify
their place of residence may be denied
service.

The next characteristic is
uncertainty in the form of land ownership.
Uncertainty in the form of land ownership
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is one of the main problems of Ukraine in
the nineteenth century. Formally, any
citizen of Ukraine who owns a land plot
and has a notarized right of ownership of
it, is free to transfer it, sell and use it for
the intended purpose [4].

However, at the same time, Article
79 of the Land Code of Ukraine states:
“The ownership of a land plot extends
within its boundaries to the surface (soil)
layer” [4]. Also, the land owner cannot
arbitrarily extract or use minerals and
groundwater — this is state property [4].
At the same time as Article 13 of the
Constitution of Ukraine dictates: “Earth,
its subsoil, atmospheric air, water and
other natural resources that are within
the territory of Ukraine, the natural
resources of its continental shelf,
exclusive (maritime) economic zone are
objects property rights of the Ukrainian
people” [6].

The next, coercive-militaristic
feature of Ukrainian neo-feudalism is
expressed in compulsory military service.
Its purpose is to protect the borders and
territorial integrity of Ukraine, to protect
the native land from enemies. The noble
goal is realized by dubious means. After
all, conscription applies to the entire
male population of the country,
regardless of the presence or absence of
military talents of conscripts. Evasion of

compulsory military service implies
criminal liability [3].
Discussion. Thus, the

characteristic features of neo-feudalism
of Ukraine in the early nineteenth century
are the granting of land plots without the
possibility of full ownership and freedom
of use, social localization of the
population in certain areas, and forced
use of citizens as elements of property
protection, the ownership of which they
have purely nominal.

This creates significant problems
for the implementation of sustainable
management policy in Ukraine and the
development of social institutions of civil
society.

According to some
observers, Ukraine is increasingly
legitimizing neo-feudalism. The land
market will create regional landowners
who will become nobles with serfs and
titles. Central overlocks will be located
outside Ukraine. Therefore, Ukraine will
return to a situation similar to the periods
of Polish history, when the nobles had a
fairly wide range of powers, and the king

foreign

had no real power [8]. Another
researcher — M. Kirchanov, on the
contrary, believes that theory of

neofeudalism pretends to methodological
universality as it provides scholars with a
mechanism  for explanations and
interpretations of unique economic
conditions emerged in the post-Soviet
economies of Russia and Ukraine. The
author insists that the concept of neo-
feudalism is an integral element of the
critical and revisionist approach in actual
economic theories that develop in
general uncertainty of methodological
backgrounds of modern economic
processes [10].

The following actions are the most
significant for overcoming this ambivalent
situation today and the formation of
Ukraine on the path of sustainable
development. First, it is necessary to
abandon the practice of admission to
national service facilities (hospitals,
kindergartens, schools), depending on
the place of registration. Service should
only take place in a live or electronic
queue. Secondly, the problem of
restricting land ownership rights should
be solved and an open land market
should be created for the citizens of
Ukraine. Third, the compulsory form of
conscription and the transfer to the
contract army should be abandoned.
This will not only save budget funds, but
also get an armed force based on
military professionals, who have the
desire and are morally prepared to fight.
“In Western Europe, the middle class put
an end to the omnipotence of the
aristocracy. But bourgeoisie itself sprang
from city guilds, organizations of free
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men who united to stand up for their
personal, quite pragmatic interests. In
today’s Ukraine, protests against illegal
construction, the tyranny of local princes,
or any infringement of individual or
community rights must be accompanied
by the constant self-organization of
citizens who care and who keep an eye
on the policies of government in every
single sphere. This is how the civil
society of the West grew up” [11].

Thus, by performing a number of
the above actions, it is possible to return
Ukraine from neo-feudal capitalism to the
path of sustainable development of
economy and institute of social relations
in the country with the further prospect of
introducing aspects of social models of
other European states.

foundations of liberalism emerged in the pre-modern era widespread after the invention of
printing technology. Through book printing, liberalism opened wide access to information
resources and contributed to the important transformation of peoples into nations, uniting
historically conditioned social demands of peoples into an ideological core. The
uniqueness of liberalism was determined by the collective interests of the active minority,
which, using the achievements of information technology revolutions, made efforts to
destroy the archaic unjust orders and systems. The struggle against these unjust orders
gave an indulgence to uncriticalism, thus contributing to the penetration into the public
consciousness of a large number of ideals and norms, which promoted the enslavement of
people, disguising it as humanistic tendencies.

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LAWS OF THINKING AS A SUBJECT OF RESEARCH IN THE HERITAGE OF
PROFESSORS OF THEOLOGICAL-ACADEMIC PHILOSOPHY OF THE XIX — EARLY

Abstract. The article is devoted to studying the logical and epistemological issues,
in particular the laws of thinking in the creative heritage of the representatives of Kyiv
theological-academic philosophy of the XIX century, such as V. Karpov, J. Mikhnevych,
O. Novytsky, P. Linytsky. The central problem of the article is the theoretical search for
ideological origins of understanding the essence, place and significance of the laws of
thinking in human cognitive activity. The authors of the article focus on studying the
creative heritage only of those personalities who had their own textbooks on logic,
although the lectures were delivered without exception by all professors of philosophy of
the KTA. This approach to the problem is associated with a number of difficulties, because
in the textbooks it was difficult to find the thinker's own position on a particular problem.
Despite this, the positions of professors differ significantly from each other. And we tried to
prove it. The aim of the study was to clarify the ideological coincidence and at the same
time fundamental differences of the main statements on understanding the essence, place
and significance of the laws of thinking in human cognitive activity in the creative heritage
of professors of the Kyiv Theological Academy. This goal was realized in the following
tasks. to analyze the main ideas of works on the logic by K. Karpov, J. Mikhnevych,
O. Novytsky, P. Linytsky and to reveal their worldview preferences; find ideological
coincidences among the main statements of their theoretical preferences; to substantiate
the fact of the influence of the Western European philosophical tradition on the
philosophers of the Kyiv school of theological-academic philosophy of the XIX — early XX
centuries.

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SOCIAL EDUCATION OF JUVENILE OFFENSERS CONVICTED PENALTIES BY
NON-IMPRISONMENT
Y. Yu. Plisko

Abstract. The study helped to find out that the process of organizing the social
education of juvenile offenders sentenced to imprisonment by imprisonment is carried out
on the basis of the use of: a multilevel complex of social and pedagogical prevention;
methods of individual and collective educational work; and also, social and pedagogical
rehabilitation of the personality of the child-criminal. The use of crime prevention (at three
levels) is aimed at: prevention of deviations of the delinquent nature of the child, the
formation of its legal awareness, providing moral and psychological assistance to
«difficult» adolescents and their parents; elimination of possible risks of committing an
offense and prevention of re-offending by a juvenile who has already been prosecuted.
Emphasis is placed on individual educational work, which is defined as the most
progressive modern form of social and pedagogical rehabilitation and socialization of
difficult children (delinquents, offenders, criminals, etc.). The use of «individual case
management» as a separate model of organizing comprehensive assistance to a juvenile
offender sentenced to non-custodial punishment is considered. As an example of
collective work, a program of social and pedagogical rehabilitation is presented, in which
the process of restoring the personality of a juvenile offender has a complex,
multidisciplinary nature and is carried out in a healthy society. It is revealed that the
correctional and rehabilitation work is carried out taking into account the results of
diagnosis, causes and conditions of each juvenile regarding his offense. Therefore, each
program is adjusted to each case.
