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REGULATORY BASIS OF FORMATION OF INCLUSIVE CULTURE IN
STUDENT YOUTH

Abstract. The article analyzes scientific approaches and characterizes the
concept of "inclusive culture”, "inclusive culture of student youth". The main directions of
inclusive culture formation in students of higher education institutions at: state, university,
educational levels are clarified. The normative-legal support of organizational bases of
formation of inclusive culture in student's youth is analyzed. The author identifies legal
guarantees for the right to education of children and youth with special educational needs,
their integration into society and the possibility of lifelong learning. The university level is
characterized by internal regulations and the accessibility and accessibility of the
educational environment of the educational institution. The educational level was
characterized from the point of view of the organization and implementation of inclusive
education, upbringing and socio-psychological support of students with special educational
needs. On the basis of normative-legal documents the conclusion on necessity of
introduction of specially organized educational process of formation of inclusive culture in
student's youth is made.

Abstract. Over the past thirty years, the entire surrounding area of the USSR has
watched as the dominant homogeneous culture of the Soviet era was gradually replaced
by a large number of coexisting cultural and value worlds, ethical and psychological
systems, and new orientations, and the transformation of old ideology. But the socio-
political arena was left aside when the moral virtue inherent in the family circle was
discussed, the archetypes of which date back to antiquity. The aim of the work is to
present the process of education as an institution of social orientation, the origins of which
are carved over time — from antiquity. The descriptive method of the studied phenomenon
is used in the work. Education is considered as a social institution in which all members of
society are involved. It is a process of formation and affirmation of personality under the
influence of "indicators® —  self-education, training, upbringing in a family circle,
assimilation of elements of culture, norms, values and social roles that are essential for a
particular society.

Key words: moral virtue, value orientations, education, society, oath, antiquity.
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The article describes significant trends of school and family cooperation in inclusive
education. Its success depends on qualitative psychological and pedagogical advisory
support services for parents of the children with developmental disorders. It has been
found that in the families, who bring up children with developmental disorders, there are
specific mutual relations. It highlights the specific features of parents’ perceiving of their
urgent inner family situation that touches every family relation structures: emotional,
cognitive and behavioral. The mental tension and emotional discomfort are identified to
appear clearly in the sphere of emotional reaction of parents of the children with
developmental disorders. The cognitive sphere is for perceiving of their family situation as
a troubled. Behavioral sphere is characterized by active search for inner and outside
psychological and pedagogical advisory support. The types of incorrect family upbringing
caused by parents’ deprecation of the fact they have children with developmental
disorders (deprecation; hyper care; anxious and distrustful upbringing; non-interference)
and its consequences are distinguished. We established that while providing psychological
and pedagogical advisory support for parents of the children with developmental disorders
it is impossible to be limited by urgent needs and enquiries. It is proved by the fact that
every set consulting task is to be comprehended in advance and work on the changes of
the present and future. Taking into account the efforts of the scholars to describe the
issue, we may distinguish the proof of optimal conditions to provide qualitative
psychological and pedagogical advisory support services for parents of the children with
special educational needs in inclusive educational space may be perceived as a
perspective of the further scientific search.

norms of human relations. Results of the
process depend on skillfully organized
psychological and pedagogical support
not only the children but correlations of
the school and parents.

Thus, today there appear
appropriate conditions for theoretical and
practical solving of the problems of
correlation between the school and
family in inclusive education. It is proved
by substantial scientific statements on
the correlation between the school and
families of the children with special
educational needs in inclusive
educational space in the works of the
following scientists: V. Bondar, M.
Bevziuk, S. Yefimova, V. Zasenko,
A. Kolupaieva, S. Myronova, T. Sak,
V. Shevchenko, Z. Sheuvtsiv,
A. Shevtsov, M. Sheremet, etc. In their
works the authors describe important
psychological and pedagogical support
for parents of the children with
developmental disorders. They may
hesitate whether the method of their child
studying is correct and appropriate at
educational establishments with inclusive
form of studying. The support may be
directed on their children as well for
psychological and social adaptation in
children company. But theory and
methodology of inclusive education lack
necessary works on the problem of
correlation between the school and
family in inclusive educational space.

Aim and tasks: to describe
specific features of psychological and
pedagogical advisory support for parents
of the children with special educational
needs in inclusive educational space.

Research methods. In
accordance with the research aim and
tasks we used general scientific methods
(analysis, comparison, generalization,
systematization, and concretization) in
order to teach the treatment level of the
issue and determination of specific
features of psychological and pedagogical
advisory support for parents of the
children with special educational needs in
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inclusive educational space; in order to

systematize the sources, the
bibliographical search  has  been
implemented.

Results. During the last several
decades the development of social and
inclusive education is known by its the
search for new effective way to teach
and provide social adaptation for children
with developmental disorders. Studying
the influence of unfavorable tendencies
to worsen conditions of the children
studying, educating and development in
inclusive  educational  space, the
researchers V. Hryhorenko, A. Kapska,
O. Karabanova, S. Myronova and others
often connect them with the disharmony
of family relations and disorders in family
education. It is her family where a child
with specific development spends her
time. Thus, here she is to receive
absolute, generous and constant support
and help. They are appropriate family
conditions, where a child with
developmental disorders exists, that
promote inclusive educating in school to
be effective. But it is necessary to
remember that even in harmonious
family parents need pedagogical help to
perceive the life moral values and norms.
They must be essential while
communicating with every education
participant in school and society.

The families of the children with

developmental  disorders  comprise
specific correlations. The American
scholar U. Bronfenbrenner describes

specific features of modern families and
states that there appears the idea of
‘estrangement’ — is characterized by
unfavorable family environment caused
by emotional parents rejection of their
child, law financial level, parents full
employment, negative close environment
perceiving of a child, lack of opportune
medical attendance, etc. Gradually a
child is getting rejected by the parents as
he doesn’t justify their hope and
expectations, doesn't meet social
requirements. Thus, he appears to be
‘estranged’ [11].
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In  his work the researcher
M. Siaba underlines that some parents
are not able to accept their child as the
one with developmental disorders. They
try to reject it, escape the reality. That
worsens the situation. On the other hand,
they lay the lifelong blame for the fact the
child has been born disabled on
themselves or the others. But that won't
solve the problem and overcome the
difficulties. Sometimes parents aren'’t
capable adapt to the reality. They don'’t
promote the child to become full value,
and independent personality [6].

Thus, the reason for parents’
inadequate attitude to the child lays in
the lack of perceiving of true possibilities
and abilites of the child with
developmental disorders. Some parents
lessen the perspectives of their children.
Sometimes they don'’t realize what their
child is capable for. By contraries the
others overestimate the child’s
possibilities. In the families the parents
are not able to up bring and educate a
child properly. Later it influences the
education, employment, the way they
start their own families and the financial
provision.

In the work ‘Family-oriented
Approach in the Context of Complex
Psychological and Pedagogical Support
for Children with Autism’ |. Sukhina [5]
supposes that if a chid with
developmental disorders lacks proper
family  background, his  personal
insufficient development escalates. Here
the children appear to be burden for the
family and society. The author
distinguishes the following types of
pathogenic family upbringing of the
children with developmental disorders:

1. Rejection (emotional
estrangement). It means onerous
demands, strict regulation and control. A
child isn’'t accepted the way she is. She
is remade with either very strict control or
out of control, including complete
permissiveness. Rejection forms neurotic
conflict in a child. Neurasthenia is found
in the parents.
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2. Hyper socializing upbringing
(hyper care). The parents find the best
features in a child and follow the
instructions of ‘perfect’ upbringing,
excluding child’s needs. It also may be
caused by the feeling of anxiety about
the child’s health, social status. It is
resulted in fears, phobias of social
meaning, obtrusive ideas. There appears
the conflict between the desired and
present. Parents attribute what the child
must desire to that child. Here he is in
the fear of his own parents. Parents try to
put down the display of natural temper.
Using this upbringing type, choleric
children become pedantic, sanguine and
phlegmatic children become anxious and
melancholic children — insensible.

3. Egocentric upbringing (anxious
and distrustful upbringing) is observed in
the families where a child is an idol. It is
characterized for the families with the
only child. The child is imposed the idea
he is of great value for everybody. It
results in number of grudges the child
has against the family and the world in

general. The situation may cause
hysteroid accentuation type of a
personality.

4. Non-interference (complete

upbringing ignorance in the family). Here
the child is held neutral. School is the
place to teach and form. The family
performs the role of passive observer.
Parents are full employed, with their own
troubles and interests, thus neglect of
children presence. The child is getting
older as a positive, independent, but
lacks active parental help, their sympathy
and empathy.

Sympathy and parents
understanding of their specific urgent
inner family situation is connected with
all structures of family relations:
emotional, cognitive and behavioral. In
the adults’ sphere of emotional reaction
the phenomena of mental tension,
excessive anxiety and emotional
discomfort are put in the forefront. The
cognitive sphere is identified by
understanding of the family situation as a
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troubled in general and fatally false
sometimes. In behavioral sphere parents
are of active search for help. At first they
try change something individually. Later
they clearly understand that need outer

professional psychological and
pedagogical advisory support.
Though there exist obvious

connection between the specific features
of child’s behavior and the system of
inner family relations, the parents who
apply to a specialist for help, at first
meetings are limited by the account of
such children. That leads to the situation
that while consulting ‘the reasons for
applying that are sometimes deliberately
concealed or often even partly
comprehended, are easily and quick to
be found. Thus, these reasons are of
behavioral character, but off the properly
child’s problems. They are the problems
of family relation in general’ [7, c. 72].

If the contact is correct, the first
meetings  provide gradual outline
important for the work reasons for
applying for help.

Having provided psychological
analysis of reasons for applying,
K. Yahniuk described the types of this
motivation, though of partly
comprehension.

1. Unconscious  motivational
formula: “The child is troubled because
we are incompetent parents’. The
motivation is visible in the text and covert
sense of the parents account of them
and the child.

2. Unconscious  motivational
formula: ‘The child is troubled as our
marital relationship’. The motivation is
evident when starting with the
information about children unnoticeably
for them the parents shift to tell about
their marital problems.

3. Unconscious  motivational
formula: The child is troubled because
his mother (father) is worthless’. The
motivation is proved by the utterance
fragments, digression, special remarks,
smiles and pauses.
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4. ‘Manipulative motives’. It
appears when behind the pronounced
motive to help a child and anxiety of his
condition there appear clearly conscious
attempts to change something in the life,
accept real or psychological benefits [10,
c. 54-55].

Data summarizing, which were
received at the first meetings, concludes
in poly motivation of the application to a
specialist for help. In this context a
psychologist works with a number of
feelings, emotions, thoughts and
estimations. In most cases they are
reasoned adaptively to the situation and
reflect true inner family situation.

Analysis of the families’ condition
at the first meetings with the specialist-
adviser demonstrates the statues and
emotions which were suffered by
children, as well as family crises
experienced by parents.

E. Eidemiller states that studying
family status at the first stages of
consulting may appear rather
complicated and difficult because of the
following reasons:

- family as a social and
psychological system includes a number
of relationships and interconnections. To
form them personal specific features of
family members, its social environment,
customs, and traditions, social and
economic conditions are of great value;

- there is no unified approach
for family problems, unified
understanding of its sense and structure.
The existence of great number of
schools, trends and tendencies with
various approaches to the problems of
family diagnostic and psychotherapy
doesn’t admit to work out a unified theory
which may become a basic for family
examining;

- the subject of family
examining is the sphere of social life
which is inclined for being influenced by
social stereotypes and conceptions. It
proves that every individual interprets the
family relationships paying regard to
personal family experience exclusively;
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- many family events are not
to be revealed for the adviser. It
complicates determining clear reasons of
the events [10, c. 280-281].

K. Rogers clarifies the following
basic conditions for consulting: an
individual feels tension as a result of
contradicting inner desires or of the
conflict between social demands and the
demands of outer environment on the
one hand, and individual needs on the
other hand; he has the ability to cope
with his everyday difficulties; he is
capable to show the tension and conflicts
verbally or with other means; he is
intelligent enough to cope with his every
day trouble; he is adult enough for
independent conduct or young enough to
keep a flexibility in adaptation[4].

Together with the above advisory
criteria, we pat our attention to the
conditions necessary for joint work with
parents and a child. We support the idea
that direct consulting of parents and a
child is possible if the child’s problem
lays in parental-childish relationships; a
child still depends on the family
emotionally or by the territory; parent or a
child need the support; a child is capable
to express his emotions; a child doesn’t
have fundamental deflections.

While studying parental-childish
relationships directly, we claim that
disharmony of family relations and family
upbringing creates unfavourable
background for emotional development
of the child and may become a source
for the pre-neurological pathologically
characterological radical (S. Avdieieva,
N. Buhaets, O. Prodaniuk and others).

In accordance with modern views
of advisory psychological and
pedagogical work, the consulting aim
lays in determining the knowledge with
the description of systemic psychological
support. It provides actualization of
additional possibilities to solve a difficult
every day problem.

In theory accordingly,
extension of methods for
advisory support for

including
providing
parents of the
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children with special educational needs,
advisory psychological and pedagogical
work include the following five basic
guestions to be answered: what does the
process which appear between the
individual in a difficult situation (the one
who apply for support) and the person
who provides it (adviser) stand for? what
are the personal features, skills and
instructions of an adviser? what the
parents’ fund, inner strength can be
actualized while consulting?  what
specific features does the situation in
parents’ life impose on the consulting?
what are the modes and techniques to
be used by an advisor while providing
support?

Setting the sample of advisory
support for for parents of the children
with special educational needs, an
advisor is to pay an urgent attention to
the prototype of future development of
family and child relationships. The
formed in psychology principal of the
correction ‘from the top — down’ requires
‘tomorrow of the development to be
centered. Its implementation means
purposeful forming of new psychological
features that are of personal
characteristic of a child’s age (active
influence on the genesis and
development of new psychological
forms), as well as active formation of the
aims to be reached in the nearest future
according to the requirements of
optimizing parental-childish relationships.

The above information makes it
clear that while consulting on the
problems of parental-childish
relationships it is important not to be
limited by urgent needs and inquires.
Each of the set advisory tasks is to be
interpreted in advance and to work on
the future and present changes.

If parents’ instructions and
inquiries are inadequate, the adviser's
conversation is to be presented in the
way to prevent parents mangled
perceiving of the specific development of
a child and to perform attempts in
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changing the upbringing stereotypes
adopted by the parents previously.

The preliminary assessment of the
situation has to lead to a short problem
formation. It helps to identify consulting
basic aims. Correspondingly while
setting the aim the requirements are to
be followed: the aim setting is a
cooperation of an advisory and parents
as it will help both sides understand the
problem clearly; the forms aim has to
meet the  parents requirements,
resources, possibilities of an advisor, as
well as contractual obligation; the formed
aim must determine accurate results and
the final success of the consulting;
properly identified aims set temporary
frames and their deadlines, as well as
suppose the realization obstacles and
barriers.

Identifying the level of aim
formation, W. Wales states, ‘if the aims
have been formed clearly and divided
into accessible tasks, and if there are the
condition for them to be reached, so they
can be measured’ [9, c. 132].

Here we talk about the key idea
which combines almost all possible
approaches in consulting - the desire to
help a personality development via
changing and transforming of the human
T,

In accordance with today views
(O. Milieiko, N. Apetyk, R.Bandura,
Y. Mushka, A. Spivakovska and others),
the advisory support includes the
following general tasks which combine
different in content and trends
methodological approaches: studying of
parents psychological problems and
sending support to solve them; studying
of psychological regularities,
mechanisms and effective ways of
interpersonal cooperation between
parents and children to create the base
of effective and harmonious conversation
with the environment; the development of
parents’ self-consciousness for the
change or prevention of emotional
disorders based on inner and behavioral
changes.
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Adaptation and integration of
these tasks must be held not just like
skills and abilities training, not like
separate exercises to improve
cooperation between an advisor and a
client, a parent and a child, but like an
integral intelligent activity that study and
specifies interpretation and monitoring of
psychological advisory support in the
practice of an advisor. Here the aim lays
in facilitation of solving of organizational
and practical problems.

When the changes in relationships
between parents and children appear,
the advisor must take into consideration
the fact that the results are of double
nature. Firstly, they may be understood
as a feedback. It proves the
effectiveness of the work which is not to
be interpreted for parents and children.
Secondly, they may be new acting ways
and behavioral forms, new purposes and
plans, new relationships and emotions
that are necessary to be delivered to
parents and children comprehension.

The analyses of family state at the
first meetings with teachers and
psychologists, who accompany inclusive
teaching of the children with special
educational needs, promote identifying
the states experienced by the children,
as well as family crisis suffered by
parents.

Studying  of  parental-childish
relationship violation must be held
consistently, implementing the following
stages in succession:

1) analysis of the information
that has been received during the first
meeting with parents, as well as data
from doctors, teachers or other people
interested in the child’s state;

2) talk with parents in order to
get the information about the previous
developmental stages of the child, his
health, family relationships and the
circumstances of social and everyday
life;

3) information on the state of
health (at the moment of examination);

4)  monitoring of parental-childish
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relationship while consulting;

5) experimental and
psychological examining is a complex
analysis of the obtained results.

Here it is important to establish
the analysis of the results of child’s
productive activity (paintings, produce,
and hobby objects); the result of specific
features studying between the parents of
children with special educational needs,
their interests, hobbies.

In accordance with the general
scheme of psychological monitoring, the
received data are group in four chapters:

1. The information on the
child’s developmental case record and
the state of his health.

2. The information about
specific features of social environment,
the child grows in(family, peers group in
kindergarten, school or other attending
establishments).

3. Specific features od parents
behavior at the very moment of providing
advisory support in the family.

4. Developmental differentiated
characteristic of cognitive, emotional and
personal spheres off parents and the child.

Based on the obtained data the
specialists must determine
developmental level of the child with
special educational need, describe the
sense of difficulties of parental-childish
relationships, evaluate the level of their
intensity, find out the factors for the
difficulties, and describe developmental
spheres to eliminate or reduce the
problem acuteness.

In general while consulting, the
parents of children with special
educational needs follow the stages:

1) forming an apply to the
advisory  advisor, to themselves,
environment; evaluation of one’s
feelings, thoughts, actions, responsibility
share (parents answer, ‘I'm not satisfied
the things are’);

2) analysis and discussion of
alternatives, contract conducting,
planning of the possible changes
(parents answer, ‘What | would be more
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satisfied with were...’);

3) working out the plan of actions,
taking decisions, finding necessary
information, teaching and exercising new
skills and abilities (parents answer, ‘To
provide changes | need ...").

Having provided the consultation,
an advisor must teach parents recognize
the motives of child’'s behavior.
O. Karabanova claims that may help
parents better perceive their difficulties,
and as a result — get over the
consequences of upbringing [1, c. 7].

The work with family to apply
psychological and pedagogical support
include: the training of teaching staff to
cooperate with the parents who has
children with developmental disorders;
providing psychological and pedagogical
diagnostic of psycho-physical
development of the children with special
educational needs by parents
agreement; introducing parents to the
results of the diagnostic; studying of
social conditions of the family the
character of parental-childish
relationships; introducing parents to the
content of psychological and pedagogical
and corrective support at an educational
establishment; implementing consultation
for parents to provide corrective and
pedagogical support at home; involving
parents in the realization of educational
programme of child’s teaching, educating
and development; involving parents in
the system of out-of-class activities;
advancement of parents pedagogical
competence, educating social tolerance

[2].

In order to prevent negative
appreciation of the child and form correct
instructions in inclusive teaching children
with special educational needs it is to the
purpose before the academic year starts
to provide the meeting with the parents
of would-be first graders. At the meeting
the management staff (in the person of
the principal, deputies and a specialist of
support service) presents the information
of the specific features of educational
process organization, of class forming,
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out-of-class activities, cooperative trends
between the school and the family.

Thus, from the very first school
days parents get the information that in
the same class there may study different
children. The attention is payed to the
class filling, availability of the specialists
of psychological and pedagogical
consultation, advantages of inclusive
education. The meetings help to solve
difficult problems of organizational period
and avoid tense relationships between
parents that may appear because of lack
of information and misunderstanding of
separate circumstances of inclusive
educational process in school.

At the same time the following
forms of the work with parents are
proved: seminar-practical works, subject
consultations; psychological trainings,
‘school of humane parenting’, talks
(corporate, individual, group), the
organization of trainings, business
games, family visits, open days,
demonstrative lessons for the child’s
family, working out of demonstration
stands for parents, release of subject
newspapers etc. [3, c. 98].

As a rule seminar-practical works
are dedicated to a separate issue that
may be interesting for parents. A seminar
of the problem ‘The Correction of People

Aggressive Behavior’, ‘Psychological
Corrective Work of Emotional
Deviations’, ‘Measures to Prevent

Neurological States and Neuroses’ etc.

Usually  subject consultations
touch the issues of corrective
technologies to be used by parents at
home. At the consultations separate
techniques to develop children’s
attention, visually image and verbally
logical thinking, and variants for objects
comparison are discussed. Parents are
informed of the rules of active listening,
possibilities for the development of
children spatial representation while
walking, help to organize the family life in
the way to activate children’s cognitive
activity.
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Psychological trainings are for the
most interested parents, those who are
conscious of the fact that to help a child
is possible when you are changing as
well. These trainings are to be held by
qualified psychologists. They may be
different in forms: contact-groups,
personal development trainings,
psychodrama groups, art therapy and
others.

‘School of humane parenting’
combines all the above forms and is
directed on the growth of parents’
competence, social and pedagogical
literacy of the family members, whose
children are involved in inclusive
education.

All the forms are based on the
following principals: systematic
organization, purposeful events planning,
subject  connection with  parents’
inquiries; registration of parents’ social
and psychological schemes to act and
their correction while cooperating;
presence of a separate doer and the
specialist responsible for their
organization.

That is important for teachers to
form in parents the conception about
their child as self-esteem personality who
has his own specific ide of the
environment, and needs love, favor, care
and share. Thus, the main conditions of
partnership between school and family
are mutual trust. Educational institution is
oriented on the open factor of
educational process in inclusive classes.
Parents are taught to help children while
solving home assignments, control their
own the child’s emotional state, adapt
the child with developmental disorders
for the environment and prepare for
independent life. As a result the parents
form the real image of the child, positive
micro climate appears in the family.

The work of teachers and
specialists of  psychological and
pedagogical support of inclusive teaching
of the children with special educational
needs promotes their perception of the
fact they are not to rely on the perfect
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and miraculous specialists’ help. Much
depends on their activities, the possibility
to perform with humanity, tolerant,
competently, not stopping if difficulties,
but to find reserves and open new
opportunities for one selves and the
child. Gradually parents conclude that it
is of extra importance to make the child
maximum adapted for present social
conditions, develop independence, and
prepare him to the independent self-
sustained life. That is why the important
factor of effective psychological and
pedagogical support for parents of the
children with developmental disorders is
the level of their ability to estimate the
real possibilities of the child and the way
further he will be capable use the formed
skills independently in the life and game,
but not only at special classes.
Conclusions and prospects.
Therefore, the cooperation between
teachers, psychologists and parents of
the children in inclusive educational
environment is of specific importance,
because the base of the cooperation is
the formation of the attitude to children
as the community of future citizens.
Nobody is excluded from there; every
child is apprehended as a personality
acquiring his specific developmental
features, skills, abilities and interests.
Family upbringing of the children
with special educational needs is found
out to depend on psychological and
emotional condition in the family and the

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THE ESSENCE ANALYSIS OF ETHICAL TRANSLATOR'S COMPETENCE
Lashkul V. A., Timofeev V. A.

Abstract. In this article the authors reveal the essence of the phenomenon of ethical
competence of the future translator, because the challenges of nowadays require the
approval of new conceptual trends related to the humanization of education. These
tendencies become especially relevant in the humanities and pedagogical education,
especially in philology. Modern higher education should not aim only at forming the
necessary amount of professional knowledge, skills and abilities of the future philologist-
translator or interpreter. It is required nowadays that the instrumental sphere of the
personality of the graduate of the Faculty of Philology is closely combined with the
development of motivational and value sphere, moral and ethical qualities, which in the
synthesis provides a thorough professional and ethical training. The purpose of research
is to analyze the essence of the phenomenon of ethical competence of the future
translator, because the success of the future specialist — translator, his formation as a
professional directly depends on the level of his professional and ethical training. In view of
this, the realities of today require the intensification of pedagogical research aimed at
studying the processes of formation and development of ethical competence in future
translators. Results of research. Analysis of philosophical, psychological and pedagogical
literature allows us to draw the following conclusions about the essence of the ethical
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component of the professional activity of a translator. First, the profession of translator
performs an important social function. The translator in his professional activity is guided
by two motives that have a purely moral and ethical character: internal, which is based on
the moral consciousness of the individual, and external, which is based on the strength of
the professional code of the specialist. Secondly, the study of the components of the
professional competence of the translator led us to the system-forming nature of the
personal component, which, in turn, breaks down into two components, one of which
relates to the moral and ethical sphere of the specialist. Third, the review of research in the
field of professional competence of a translator showed the lack of study of the analyzed
problem, but pointed out the importance of its solution to ensure the appropriate level of
professional activity of the translator. Fourth, a thorough component analysis of the
professional competence of a specialist allowed us to determine the internal structure of
ethical competence, which will consist of knowledge, skills, abilities and personal
characteristics, i.e. those personal qualities necessary to ensure this competence. The
above principles give us a reasonable basis for allocating the ethical component of the
professional activity of a translator into an independent significant competence necessary
for the successful performance of a professional's professional duties and meeting public
needs.

Abstract. The article characterizes the concept of professional-terminological
competence of future veterinarians and outlines the semantic aspect of its formation by
means of English for professional purposes. The study was conducted on the basis of
analysis of methodological literature, synthesis of theoretical data, practical experience
and study of text materials and lexical units of textbooks in English in the professional
direction of students of OL "Veterinary. The author characterizes the concept of
professional and terminological competence of future veterinarians and outlines the
semantic aspect of its formation by means of English of the professional direction. The
problem of selection of lexical units in teaching English in the professional direction of
future veterinarians is considered. The principles of selection of language material,
adopted in domestic and foreign practice, are analyzed. An attempt to select lexical units
on the basis of foreign experience of learning English is made. Within the framework of the
integration approach to mastering a foreign language for professional purposes, there are
four main categories of lexical units: Content Obligatory Vocabulary, Content Compatible
Vocabulary, phrases Collocation, High Frequency Words. Selection of lexical and
grammatical units in accordance with the above classification allows you to effectively
build work on mastering English in a professional direction, paying attention to different
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categories of language material depending on its place and importance in professional
communication.

The essence  of
benchmarking lies in identifying the
highest standards of excellence for

products, services, or processes, and
then making the improvements
necessary to reach those standards that
are commonly called “best practices”.
Benchmarking is neither just competitive
analysis and number crunching, nor
spying, espionage or stealing. It is a
process to establish the ground for
creative breakthroughs. It is a way to
move away from tradition; the most
effective vehicle to ensure continuous
improvement is to focus on the basic
processes that the organization runs and
Is a new and revolutionary perspective in
benchmarking [13].
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Benchmarking is often described
as a systematic and continuous process
aimed at implementing the best
practices, a tool for improvement,
achieved through comparison with other
organizations [5], Zairi [20, 21], Cook [6]
and Murphy [14]). Benchmarking is
becoming a central instrument for
improving the performance of higher
education institutions. According to
Epper [8] fif taken seriously and
deployed properly, benchmarking can
help colleges and universities position
themselves for the new competitive
environment that is at once mature and
filed with potentials”. According to her,
benchmarking starts with a self-
examination and understanding of the
institution’s  different  functions and
internal procedures in order to be able to
look for the best practices in other
institutions and finally, adapting them to
improve performance. Nazarko et al [15]
identify  learning as the  most
indispensable and important pillar of
benchmarking, defining it as a continuum

process that encompass both the
identification of best practices and their
adaptation. They also stress the

importance of the creative adaptation of
the best practices without copying and
the continuity of the process.

It also worth noting that
benchmarking has gone through the
following evolutionary process in its
development [2]:

* the first generation  of
benchmarking is  interpreted as
reengineering or retrospective analysis of
the product;

* the second generation is
competitive benchmarking that
developed as a science in 1976 — 1986
thanks to the activities of the Xerox
company;

* the third generation is process
benchmarking, it develops in 1982-1986,
when market leaders realize that it is
easier to learn from enterprises outside
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their sector or industry than by
researching competitors;
* the fourth generation is

strategic benchmarking, a systematic
process aimed at evaluating alternatives,
implementing strategies and improving
performance characteristics based on
the study of successful strategies of
external partner enterprises;

* the fifth generation is global

benchmarking, a future tool for
organizing international  exchanges,
taking into account the culture and

national characteristics of industrial
engineering. The benchmarking process
includes factors, research objects, basic
rules of analysis, benchmarking stages,
as well as approaches to training based
on benchmarking.

Classification by UNESCO-
CEPES [9] based on existing literature
distinguish six types of benchmarking in
the higher education sector [4]:

* internal benchmarking
(comparing similar programmes in
different components of one higher

education institution);

* external competitive
benchmarking (comparing performance
in key areas based on institutions viewed
as competitors);

* functional benchmarking
(comparing single processes);

* trans-institutional
benchmarking (across
institutions);

* implicit benchmarking (quasi-
benchmarking looking at the production
and publication of data/performance
indicators which can be useful for
meaningful cross-institutional
comparative analysis; these are not
voluntary but result from market
pressures or coordinating agencies);

* generic benchmarking (looking
at basic practice process or service) and
process-based benchmarking (looking at
processes by which results are
achieved). The choice of particular type
of benchmarking is defined by the

multiple
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objectives of a university, its needs and
requirements of an  environment,
available resources and potential for
development, as well as by a possibility
to implement this tool in a strategic
management mechanism to ensure its
competitiveness [19].

In the context of employing
benchmarking method in strategic
planning the Ukraine’s higher education
institutions have a promising opportunity
to increase their own competitiveness
through the following measures [1]:

* viewing its own functioning in
the market from the outside and an
objective  analysis of its own
shortcomings and advantages;

* researching the activities of
other competing universities;

* using the competitors’
successful experience in various areas
(both in providing educational services
and their promoting on the market);

* planning the further
development of the university based on
the competing universities’ figures using
a benchmarking study. Thus, the tools of
benchmarking research include a system
of streamlined strategies for further
development of universities, analysis of
competing universities and analysis of
the educational services. Therefore,
universities should focus on the use of
innovative methods, forms and tools for
managing all types of their own activities.

Thus, in the terms of constant
global changes the education sector is
influenced by considerable
transformations: formation of the new
knowledge-based education models;
transition from basic education to lifelong
one; emergence of significant
competition between higher education
institutions; dramatic changes in tastes,
expectations of education subjects, etc.
Thus, benchmarking as a systematic
activity aimed at finding, evaluating and
learning from the best practices of doing
business can be beneficial, but it has
limitations. Among the benchmarking
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advantages, we can distinguish the
ability to analyze own strengths and
weaknesses objectively comparing with
others, to determine strategic guidelines
for own development in order to become
a market leader, to generate original,
fresh ideas on strategic planning in
higher education institutions in both
Ukrainian and foreign university-partners,
to analyze the competitor’s tactics and
strategies as well as their performance.
From this perspective, it seems to be
essential for Ukrainian higher education
institutions, striving to improve their
international ranking positions, to use
benchmarking in their strategic marketing
research and strategic planning.

MODELING OF TECHNOLOGIES FOR PROVIDING PUBLIC SUPPORT FOR
EDUCATIONAL REFORMS BASED ON OPEN-MINDEDNESS
Chunikhina S. L.

The key direction of modern public opinion research is to find ways to reflect a
complex social reality in the public consciousness more accurately and develop tools for
developing social skills of competent handling of information, especially new or constantly
updated. In Ukraine, it is essential to provide public support for educational reforms, given
their systemic nature and national significance. The article aims to present a structural
model for technology development to provide public support for reforms in general
secondary education based on open-mindedness and to determine the criteria for its
effectiveness. Open-mindedness is defined as a set of cognitive and socio-emotional
skills, which determine one's ability to flexibly and adaptively handle new information and
new experiences. Based on theoretical and empirical stages of research, the principles of
construction of technologies of formation of public opinion based on the open-mindedness
are defined: the principle of equality and interactivity of subjects of public opinion; the
principle of analytical and synthetic information processing; the principle of focusing on the
completeness of experience. The author proposes the model and application scenario of
public opinion forming technology, taking into account the two-level manifestation and two-
component structure of open-mindedness as a complex skill and the stages of its
formation — from information analysis through reflexive processes to its synthesis. The
author describes cognitive (critical thinking skills, ability to form a three-dimensional vision
of the problem based on its essential characteristics, structured presentation of the
position) and socio-emotional (providing feedback, conflict resolution with a focus on the
goal, emotional literacy, empathic listening) open-mindedness criteria.

Annotation. In the article notes the relevance of the problem of manifestations of
anxiety states in junior schoolchildren from single-parent families. The essence of anxiety
as an emotional state (the experience of emotional discomfort associated with the
expectation of trouble) and a personality trait (an increased tendency to feel safe in any life
situations) is revealed. The results of the study of anxiety states in junior schoolchildren
from single-parent families, which made it possible to determine the high level of
manifestation of anxiety in various life situations and to highlight the dominant factors of its

formation, are presented.

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MASS CULTURE, SOCIAL NETWORKS AND MARITAL HARMONY

The specificity of contemporary daily life is manifested in the interaction of mass
culture with new media forms. Such interactions cause many social and cultural problems,
one of which is marital well-being. The paper aims at studying the potential impact of
digital space and social networks on marital relationship. The methodological basis of the
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study is a systematic approach to the study of social objects, interpretive research
paradigm, multidisciplinary analysis. Information base of the research are monographs,
articles, conference proceedings, reports, blogs. The search was conducted using the
following keywords: mass culture, social networks, Internet, social media, digital space,
marital relationship, mental health, psychological well-being, marital satisfaction. Social
media offers a diverse experience for each user. The researchers state that this
experience is largely positive that explains the growing use of social networks around the
world. However, the use of social networks has its significant drawbacks and can threaten
marital harmony. Danger factors are information that can arouse suspicion and uncertainty
in a relationship; excessive control over partners in social networks, which destroys the
sense of autonomy and privacy; excessive time spent in networks and intrusive signs of
their use; disclosure of private information; insufficient privacy control; online adulteries
that can cause divorce; feelings of worthlessness and dissatisfaction, which often arise as
a result of comparing the personal offline reality with the online reality of the actors of
communication processes and leads to frustration and depression.

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Introduction. The transformation
of the classical style of philosophizing led
to a rethinking of the categorical
apparatus. In particular, a new paradigm
of understanding the concept of
«experience» is being formed. If in
classical rationalism it had an
epistemological load, then in
nonclassical philosophy new
perspectives of its interpretation open up.
Thus the phenomenological tradition of
philosophizing, starting from the critique
of naturalism and psychologism of
previous philosophy, postulates the
intentional nature of experience.

Analysis of recent researches

and publications. Its founder
E. Husserl, as well as R. Ingarden,
B. Waldenfels, A. Schutz, and

M. Merleau-Ponty  worked on the
problem of experience within this area.

Purpose. The task of our study is
to identify the specifics of the
phenomenological approach to the
problem of understanding experience, in
particular its intentional nature.

Methods. To identify the specifics
of this basic concept and its structure,
phenomenology offers a study of the
inner layers of experience, which has
gone through various types of
phenomenological reductions and lost all
apophantic features and psychological

experience, reflexion, intentionality, Another,

interpretation. It would not be wrong to
say that experience is the form of life that
directly precedes, generates, and directs
the process of cognition. Any knowledge
comes from experience, and any
knowledge is contained in experience.
Accordingly, there are no ideal subjects.
There is also no knowledge other than
that which comes from experience.
Experience is the highest kind of any
knowledge. Without experience there is
no science. But what is «experience»?
This means  sensory, «external»
experience: vision, sensation, etc. As a
last resort, another type of experience is
recognized, namely the so-called
«reflection» or, if you will, «internal»
perception [3]. In this regard, B.
Waldenfels notes: «Experience primarily
means an event in which the «things
themselves» are revealed, respectively.
Experience means the process in which
meaning is formed and articulated and in
which things acquire structures and
images» [1, 13-14].

Results. What is meant by
phenomenology, which has its origins in
Husserl? First of all, purely formally, this
means a special way of considering
philosophical problems, as well as a very
special technique of linguistic
presentation of the results obtained by
such a way of relating to the world or

viewing the world, in the
phenomenological method. R. Ingarden
believes that not all people who have
become phenomenologists use it in the
same sense. There are different versions
of this method — depending on the talent

and mindset of  the relevant
phenomenologists.
But phenomenology can be

considered in another sense, namely as
a set of statements or as a system of
theories that are the result of a
phenomenological method of
consideration. And in this case in the first
place is the phenomenology of E.
Husserl as a separate topic in itself,
which differs in various essential
respects from the phenomenology of M.
Scheler, or from the so-called «Munich
phenomenology» (A. Pfender, M. Geiger,
D. Hildebrand, etc.), or, finally, from the
philosophy of M. Heidegger. The big
difference, in particular, is that young
phenomenologists not only repeat what
was  said by the father of
phenomenology, but also seek to use his
method to move forward, and for this
reason they do not accidentally come to
results that differ from those which
E. Husserl would like to see. In
phenomenology. Husserl's notion of
experience comes to the fore in the
context of the problem of intentionality
and the original phenomenological
maxim: «Back to things themselvesy,
which, according to the Polish
philosopher  R.Ingarden, can be
interpreted: «Back to the original, direct
experience!». «Experience» is a German
word, «initially giving experience» is
already a technical term, and it is difficult
to say with sufficient precision what this
«initial» should mean in the end. This
initial, real experience confirms the
«right» of certain cognitive outcomes;
here the «right» to truth, to significance
must derive its legal justification from the
limit, originally giving contemplation. It is
the source of significance or truth. This
should simply be taken for granted. What
is given from the beginning must be
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accepted, says Husserl; there is nothing
more to ask and especially nothing to
doubt. That is, there is at least one area
(objects that Husserl would later say that
it is impossible to ask questions or doubt
here in the sense that doubt is absurd.
This is a source of knowledge, which will
later be called «immanent perceptiony)

[3].

The first principle, which Husserl
later called the «principle of all
principles», and which he put forward,
states: There is no knowledge without
experience! What is felt in experience
must first be comprehended in
experience, and everything else must be
obtained and developed from
experience, the marginal grounds must
be  substantiated in  experience.
«Experience» was understood as
nothing more than the possession of
«feelings» that are causally generated by
physical stimuli. But, on the other hand,
what is specifically given in sensory
perception, and at the same time cannot
be identified with «feelings», was
designated as something that comes
from «experience» [3].

It is not surprising that the main
categories of this concept are the
obvious and self-giving, the detection of
which involves intentional-constitutive
analysis of consciousness. Waldenfels
makes the following reasoning: «A
pervasive event of experience is what
Husserl calls intentionality. Regardless of
the problematic preconditions of the
doctrine of consciousness and the rather
narrow data of language analysis,
intentionality means that something
appears to us as something, ie in a
specific sense, a specific image,
structure or rule» [1, 14]. Instead, the
founder of the phenomenological
doctrine himself defined intentionality as
«the general theme of objectively
adjusted phenomenology» [2, 183].
Analyzing experiences, Husserl pointed
out that all of them are in some way
relevant to intentionality, although not all
of them can be considered truly endowed
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with such a mode of being in the sense

in which we speak of another
indisputable aspect inherent in
experience — its temporal dimension.

Thus, according to Husserl, intentionality
is that which reveals consciousness in a
clear sense and  justifies the
characterization of the whole flow of
experience as a whole as a certain unity

of the flow of consciousness.
Intentionality demonstrates a
fundamental rethinking by

phenomenology of the properties of
experience and modes of perception, as
a result of which it follows that any act of
consciousness is always a perception of
something, such as a thing. In this case,
E. Husserl cites as examples of
judgments that cover a certain state of
affairs; assessment, which always
assumes a certain value situation;
desire, which undoubtedly relates to
certain circumstances, etc. He states:
«Action is directed to some action,
behavior — to action, love - to what is
beloved, joy - to joy» [2, 185]. At the
same time, Husserl notes that there is a
certain background as a variety of
subjects, among which stands out this
cognitively perceived fact. At the same
time, Husserl draws attention to the
experience of the background of
relevance, what he calls the «trend» of
taste, judgment, desire, etc. — at various
stages of the more distant or closer
background. It means that to feel
pleasure, to desire, to appreciate
something is possible in the specific
sense of «realization» and it happens
thanks to the Self which is «vital» in
similar accomplishment (that is, for
example, actually suffers in the moment
of sorrow), however, can be so that all
ways of consciousness of this kind
already «suggest something», emerge in
the «background», not yet realized. But
according to its own essence, all
irrelevancies of this kind, nevertheless,
are «consciousness of something».
However, as Husserl rightly points out,
the concept of «consciousness of
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something», despite the fact that it is
supposedly self-evident, at the same
time remains largely problematic and
incomprehensible. Therefore, to clarify
such a fundamental transcendental
structure as an intentional act, the
founder of phenomenology resorted to
the analysis of  noetic-noematic
connection, distinguishing real and
intentional components of experience,
paying attention to the fundamental
difference between these aspects, which

allows to move from natural to
phenomenological guidelines.
E. Husserl argues as follows:

«Any intentional experience due to its
noetic moments is a noetic experience;
this means that its essence is to hide in
itself something like «meaning», to hide
even a multifaceted meaning and then,
on the basis of such a meaning, to make
other accomplishments, which thus
become «meaningful» [2, 197]. An
example of such a noetic moment
according to Husserl is the orientation of
the pure «I» is gaze to the object which
is implied by the endowment of a certain
meaning, and then to its grasping and
fixation at a time when the gaze has
already turned to other objects entering
its field. perception; This also includes
the activity of explication, mutual
grasping, acceptance of various
positions of faith, foresight, appreciation,
and so on. Correlative noematic filling
corresponds to such noetic filling of
experience. Each perception has its own
noem, on nothing — the meaning — that
is, what is perceived as such. Similarly,
any recollection carries in itself the
recollection as such along with what is
conscious in it; judgment, in turn,
possesses as such what is in question,
satisfaction with what it brings, and so
on.

The noematic correlate, which in
this case Husserl identifies with meaning,
should be understood as immanently
captured in the experience of perception,
judgment, pleasure, that is, as it is
offered to us by the experience itself. To
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clarify this situation, the philosopher cites
perhaps the most famous example from
the «ldeas»: «It is obvious that
perception and the accompanying
pleasure are not the same as what is
perceived and causes pleasure» [2, 199].
Analyzing the act of contemplation, the
phenomenologist does not care whether
something corresponds to him in the
«very» reality, he does not say anything
about the existence or non-existence of
the perceived thing, but draws attention
to the fact that even after the
phenomenological reduction everything
remains, so to speak as it was. Similarly,
the pleasure obtained is the same, which
is caused accordingly. Thus,
phenomenological analysis involves
immersion in the problems of essence,
what is what is perceived as such, what
essential moments it hides in itself, as a
specific noema.

Examining the structure of the
intentional act, Husserl also draws
attention to the attentional shifts, which,
although already presupposing the
existence of a noetic nucleus and
inherent in its various aspects, do not in
themselves change the corresponding
noematic content and, importantly, still
modify the experience in as a whole both
from the noetic, and from the noematic
party. As Husserl notes in this regard:
«Within this aggregate field of potential
noes and corresponding noetic objects,
we then look at some whole, for
example, at a tree that is perceptually
present, then at its individual parts and
moments, then at something that is
nearby, then on some complex
relationship or event. Suddenly we pay
attention to an object of recollection that
suddenly «comes to mind» — instead of
following the noes of perception, which in
a holistic, albeit variously divided
continuum, constitutes for us a
constantly emerging world of things. Our
view, through the noes of remembrance,
passes into the world of memories,
wanders in it, or then passes through
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memories of other degrees, into purely
fantastic worlds, and so on» [2, 205].

In general, in the
phenomenological analysis of
consciousness, at least four leading
functions of intentionality can be

distinguished, as S. Kosharny did:
objectifying, identifying, connecting, and
constitutive. In his view, the objectifying
function of intentionality is that it sends
phenomenal data, which are integral
components of the flow of
consciousness, to «intentional objects».
They are usually accessible only by
means of guillotine (sensory) data, and
this function of intention presupposes
their correlation with the object, which
itself does not act as a part of the
intentional act. Equally important is the
identifying  function of intentionality,
which is to fix a variety of consecutive
guillotine data on the same subject
equivalents or poles of meaning. Without
this property, the subject would have
nothing but a variegated and intrinsically
diverse variety of perceptions, a
sequential flow of perceptions that are
similar but never identical (that is, those
that relate to the same subject). In this
case, the intention performs the function
of synthesis and identification of the
conscious, through  which various
aspects, types, perspective shades of
perception and temporal stages of
awareness of the experience of the
object are combined into a single whole,
integrated into an identical semantic
core, focusing on. In this case, we
understand that each aspect of an
identical object refers to the related
parties, which form, so to speak, the
semantic horizon of this object. For
example, in the visual perception of
something, the frontal view of the front of
the object refers to its background, in
addition to which, there is also the top
and bottom, which is consistent due to
the intentionality of a certain integrity.
Thus begins the process of unfounded
expectations for further intentional
experiences, which may or may not be
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realized in the future development of our

experience, but which are clearly
outlined in the current data.
Thus, Husserl recognizes the

need to distinguish intentional acts, to
distinguish them, characterizing two
different ways of relation of expression to
the substantive meaning implied in it, as
well as to draw boundaries in these acts
between simple intentions of meaning
and their contemplative execution
(meaning). In this case, we are talking
about those acts of experiencing
something, which, so to speak, blindly
refer to intentional objects, when we just
think about them and do not have a clear
idea of what they look like, what they
look like. In the second case we are
dealing with acts of intentional
experiences that fill the empty cognitive
forms of such intentions  with
contemplative content, as happens, say,
in imagination, fantasy, or in the same
perception. As the researcher of Husserl
S. Kosharny notes: purpose "[4, 49].
Husserl's reasoning about the
intention and intentionality of
consciousness can be summarized by
describing a component of any
conscious act responsible not only for
referring to the intended object, but also
for interpreting or revealing the meaning
of these raw materials in such a way that

the whole object appears for our
consciousness, first, as the
establishment of unity between the

subject referents of several intentional
acts, in which the same thing manifests
itself in different aspects, sections and
angles; secondly, as a connection in the
subject-semantic unity of the various
stages of the contemplative realization of
the definite intention of consciousness;
and thirdly, as an intentional constitution
of the meaning of the object that is
meant. Thus, the result of intentional
analysis of the processes of our world
consciousness is always to clarify the
semantic picture of the world, the
semantic structure of reality, the
disclosure of objective meanings of life —
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empirical phenomena of everyday life or
theoretical idealizations and conceptual
abstractions of science, material things
or logical laws. cognition or relationships
of cultural phenomena.

The problem of phenomenological
understanding of experience intersects
with the founder of phenomenology with
the theme of the Other, which plays an
extremely important role in modern
phenomenology. For E. Husserl, it not
only appeared as an opposition to
accusations of solipsism, but also
marked a new, somewhat different from
«ldeas» approach and, accordingly, the
transition from static (analysis of the
structure of the intentional act) to
dynamic phenomenology, and,
consequently, to issues of the World of
Life, historicity and factuality of
experience. Despite the fact that all
these problems were developed by
Husserl in his latest works: «The Crisis of
European Science and Transcendental
Phenomenology» and «Experience and
Judgment», nevertheless, the problem of
the Other and the Experience of the
Stranger, which served as the impetus
for Merleau-Ponty, Sartre, Waldenfels,
Schutz and many other philosophers,
was violated in the famous Fifth
Cartesian Meditation: «... | experience
the world with its existing «others» and,
according to the meaning of this
experience, not as so to speak, my own
synthetic product, but as an
intersubjective world alien to me, existing
for everyone and available to everyone in
their objects» [5].

Husserl is primarily interested in
whether the givenness of the Other Self
differs from the way given by objects,
because alter Egos are manifested within
implicit and explicit intentions based on
my transcendental Ego in the same way
and in the same way as ordinary objects.
3-on this occasion, he notes: «For
example, in experience, | know «others»
as really existing, in the changing
consistent varieties of experience, and |
know them, on the one hand, as objects
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of the world. In this case, they act not
just as natural physical things, although,
in some respects, as such as well. After
all, they are known in experience and as
those who control the natural lamas
adjusted to them through the psyche ...
On the other hand, I at the same time
know them in experience as related to
this world subjects, as subjects, who
know this world in experience, and the
same world that | know myself, and who
know me as one who knows this world
and the «others» existing in it [5].

However, who is this Other, and
do Nature and the World, constituted in
Ego, contain objectivity at all? According
to Husserl, the way of giving the Other
should be considered as the meaning of
the «coordinated experience of the
Strangery», and which is constituted not
only in certain intentions, but also in
syntheses, motivations. Synthesis is
related in the system of Husserl's
phenomenology to the unification of
consciousness into a single stream,
motivation within the knowledge of the
world is a prerequisite or refusal at any
stage of knowledge to accept the idea or
knowledge of the final, and provoke the
transition from one experience to
another. from enlightened facts to their
various shades.

Thus, using the above-mentioned
properties of intentionality, synthesis,
motivation, we can conclude that the
«meaning of the Other» has both
similarities with the given subject and
differences. First of all, it is the
psychophysical domination in the natural
body that belongs to the Other, as well
as the fact that he is similar to me in the
acts of cognition and reflection. Another
guestion arises: can the Other or the
alter Ego be given to me in the same
way that | am given to myself? After all,
having said that the Other is really real,
Husserl has already endowed him with a
certain being, just as he has endowed a
being with the actual «I». This problem
refers us again to the «ldeas», where it
was said that in the knowledge of things
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such a direct given is the goal and in
principle is achievable, although never
absolutely (however, in a certain
perspective). its achievement is the
achievement of truth, which Husserl
characterizes as obvious. As for other
selves, the alter ego is not attainable in a
way of direct or original self (which works
in inner experience or self-perception).
An important point in understanding Alter
Ego is that Husserl emphasizes his role
as «the subject of this world». Thus, the
world itself is revealed together with the
concept of Others, it is not
predetermined, but opens in the process
of cognition, which is always incomplete,
motivates for further clarification. How
the world of other selves differs from the
world of objects, as Husserl writes as
follows: Husserl emphasizes that
apperception is not a conclusion in
reasoning by analogy and is not a mental
act at all, however, it intentionally refers
us in the perception of a particular object
to some the primary founding act, in
which an object with a similar meaning
was first constituted. In Husserl's view,
even the things of this world that are not
known to us are generally known in
terms of their type: «We have seen
something similar before, though not
exactly this thing that is here. Thus, any
everyday experience hides in its pre-
predicative perception of the subject as
having a similar meaning, based on the
analogy of transferring the originally
established subject meaning to a new
case. In addition, the world of experience
includes objects with spiritual predicates,
which according to their own origin and
meaning send us to the subjects, and
often to «other» subjects and their active
constitutive intentionality: such are all
objects of culture (books, all possible
devices and mechanisms, etc.), which,
however, contain the meaning of the
experience of this existence for
everyone» [5].

Thus from these considerations
follows an interesting idea of the duality
of the intersubjective world, which, on the
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one hand, for each acts as a world of its
own subjective-relative experience, on
the other hand, exists in relation to all
subjects of cognition in experience and
their world phenomena. According to
Husserl, the Other Self is indeed united
by some world, but it does not simply
«exist in itself», but receives its being as
a space between me and the Other, that
is, it is the space of our physical and
spiritual interaction in the fifth meditation
in Husserl appears the problem of bodily
intentionality, which manifests itself in the
modes «| can» and «l do»); a space that
is never complete and is always
redefined based on the nature of that
interaction. To clarify this thesis, it is
necessary to generalize something. First
of all, the Other is a necessary condition
for the existence of the world, and it is a
fact from which to proceed. The other
does not lead me to himself (as was the
case, for example, with Hegel) and is not
one of the parties or manifestations of
the already given and always existing
existence of the world (which is
characteristic of Plato's philosophy). The
other is not defined in the same way as |
am, but at the same time, as Husserl
notes: «... The other points to myself;
The other is my own reflection, and at
the same time it does not turn out to be
so, it is my own analogue, and, again, an
analogue not in the usual sense of the

word» [5].

Conclusion. Thus, the
phenomenological tradition of
philosophizing criticizes the

epistemological understanding of
experience that was formed in classical
rationalism. Already the founder of the
phenomenological direction E. Husserl
departs from the understanding of
experience as a set of sensations.
Discovering the intentional nature of
experience allows phenomenology to
discover its rootedness in the living
world. Phenomenological analysis of
experience reveals the affinity of this
problem with the theme of the Other.
Because the experience of the Other

Nowadays, psychology has entered a new era of its development. This is directly
related to a phenomenon of cyberspace, the space in which the digital dimension of
modern human life is manifested. Within the context of the development of new
technologies around the world, cyberpsychology has emerged. It aims to understand the
psychological processes associated with all aspects and features of human behavior in
cyberspace. Cyberpsychology is faced with many challenges, and the impact of social
media on mental health and psychological well-being is among them. The article attempts
to investigate the influence of social networks on psychological functioning of an individual.
While some researchers emphasize the positive impact of social networks on
psychological well-being, others are focused on the dangers of cyberspace. Recent study
suggests that long-term use of social networking sites may be associated with symptoms
of depression, anxiety, stress, loneliness, and low self-esteem. As far as social networks
are a relatively new phenomenon, the potential link between their use and mental health
and psychological well-being has not yet been properly explored, and the scientific
community has not yet been able to fully interpret the results and reach a definite
conclusion.

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SOCIO-CULTURAL AND POLITICAL SOURCES OF ETHNOCULTURAL SPLIT IN
UKRAINE

The article examines the socio-cultural and political sources of the modern
ethnocultural division of Ukraine and shows that the historically formed cultural division of
Ukrainian society due to geographical and political factors was significantly leveled in the
Soviet assimilation policy, but was not completely overcome due to slight industrialization
of Ukrainian villages and west. As a result, the Ukrainian population was divided into
several separate strips, which contributed to the deepening of the cultural divide with
other, industrially developed, but de-ethnicized Ukrainian regions. The lack of ethnic unity
of Ukrainians and the active position of national minorities in regions with a large number
of ethnically related groups, in the absence of a balanced national policy, have become the
main causes of ethnocultural division in Ukraine. Overcoming the latter is possible in the
process of gradual introduction of general civilizational principles of civil society and the
formation of economic, social and spiritual conditions for the development of both the
individual and the community. Only when the permanent economic crisis is overcome and
science, education and culture broadcast by the national language are raised to the level
of state values, without marginalizing the nation-building significance of the languages of
interethnic communication, Ukrainian society will become a nation.

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GNOSEOLOGICAL PROBLEM AS A SUBJECT OF THE METAPHYSICAL
DISCOURSE
Chekal L. A.

Abstract. The study focuses on the analysis of epistemological metaphysical
discourses in their genesis: from the times of ancient philosophical thought, which contains
the origins of the issue, to the epistemological explorations of the twentieth century. The
author reviews the features of metaphysics as epistemology that expands interpretations
of the cognition process in the context of limits and opportunities withing the relationship
between a human and the world. The article also outlines the specifics of metaphysical
approaches to the problem of truth. The process of cognition can be interpreted as a
specific kind of spiritual activity of an individual. Knowledge can be defined as an
information about the world that exists in a form of a certain reality - the ideal construct of
existence. Cognition and knowledge differ one from another as the former is a process and
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the latter is a result. We should think of epistemology as numerous attempts to answer the
fundamental question: what is the world really like? Is it such as we perceive it, or is it so
different that we are not capable to comprehend its essence?

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Abstract. Corpus technologies (corpora of English and Ukrainian texts and tools for
their processing) represent modern specialized discourse and facilitate searching for and
comparing different units of translation, which makes them a useful tool for both practicing
and trainee translators. The purpose of this article is to determine the role and place of
corpus technologies in teaching specialized translation on the example of the oil and gas
industry. Comparative and parallel text corpora are characterized. The paper reveals
methods of applying mono- and bilingual comparative and parallel corpora and corpus
managers for acquiring knowledge about genre-stylistic features of texts; developing skills
to distinguish a term and determine its collocation profile and semantic preference;
analyze translation techniques; translate collocations, complex noun constructions, verbal
phrases, and abbreviations. Examples of relevant exercises and tasks that should be
performed at the translation training stage are given. Further research should be aimed at
integrating corpus-based tasks into the translation practice stage involving the
implementation of a translation project.

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kind of corpus manager), which,
operating in comparable corpora of
English and Russian politics-related
texts, finds in the target language
equivalents for source language phrases
lacking exact dictionary matches. C. I.
Lopez-Rodriguez [5] has described the
exploitation of online monolingual and
multilingual corpora for translating
medical texts from English into Spanish
through the lens of conventionality and
creativity. R. Loock [4] has conducted
guantitative and qualitative analysis of
comparable electronic corpora consisting
of British and American press texts
translated from English into French by
three different machine translation tools
and original French press texts to show
the quality of machine translation output
and human added value needed during
post-editing. E. Symseridou [7] has
examined the use of the Web as a Mega
Corpus that can be read directly with
Google and as a means for constructing
corpora automatically with the help of the
WebBootCat software. The author's
research is based on medical texts in the
English-Greek and French-Greek
language pairs. J.Braga Riera and
N. Maroto [1] have studied how English-
Spanish parallel corpora can be used in

translation methodology through the
analysis of students’ translation
competences. N. Kubler, A. Mestivier

and M. Pecman [3] have presented their
empirical study which shows how corpus
linguistics techniques can be used in
teaching specialized translation, in
particular, identifying the most common
trainee translators’ errors; observing a
term’s specificities; finding an
appropriate support verb (make, do,
happen, lead); translating collocations
and complex noun phrases; becoming
familiar with the genre.

The above analysis demonstrates
research findings based on different
subject areas, pairs of languages, types
of corpora and corpus managers.
However, the question of exploiting
parallel and comparable corpora in
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teaching the oil and gas industry related
translation has not been reflected in the
literature sources.

The purpose of the article is to
determine the role and place of corpus
technologies in teaching specialized
translation on the example of the oil and
gas industry.

Methods and materials.
Research methods include the analysis
of corpus-related research findings to
specify corpus types, their potential and
possible methods of exploiting in
teaching specialized translation; the
synthesis of teaching techniques in a
new academic setting focused on oil and
gas subject area to elaborate appropriate
tasks and exercises necessary for
developing translation skills at the
translation training phase. The paper
refers to the following types of material:
Do-It-Yourself (DIY) comparable corpora
of original English and Ukrainian texts
compiled from Internet resources
(Britannica, oil and gas company
websites and journals) and DIY parallel
corpora in English and Ukrainian oil and
gas related source texts in English and
their Ukrainian translations performed by
university  instructors and  Master
students involved in translation projects;
the same types of texts processed and
produced by Master students when
undertaking  practical training and
preparing diploma papers; extracts from
monolingual (Ludwig.guru) and bilingual

(Reverso Context) corpus-based
concordances.
Results. The typology of text

corpora is diverse as it is based on
different criteria. In this paper we focus
on comparable and parallel types. The
former refer to sets of oil and gas related
texts in English and Ukrainian which

share common features. The latter
include original texts in English /
Ukrainian and their translation in

Ukrainian / English.

Prior to elaborating the phases of
teaching specialized translation we have
concretized stages and steps making up
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practicing translators’ workflow they
follow when dealing with specialized
discourse and specified instances
requiring corpus technology application
which are as follows: source text
analysis, in particular its genre
characteristics; information and
terminology search; target text
production; editing. In the academic
setting the full-scale translation project
can be carried out after trainee
translators acquire necessary declarative
and procedural knowledge and develop
appropriate  skills, which  suggests
splitting the academic hours allotted for
“Translation and Interpreting Practice”
course into two phases: translation
training and translation practice. In this
article we’ll show the application of the
above mentioned corpus types in the first
phase.

From the “Web as a Corpus’
perspective we consider the Internet the
primary source for using corpus-based
approach when raising trainee
translators’ awareness of a particular
genre (instruction, patent, company
website, academic article, technical
advertisement, etc.) features; developing
their skills to distinguish a subject area
term and determine its collocation profile
and semantic preference as it contains a
wealth of subject area (in our case — oil
and gas industry) texts and reference
sources which are constantly updated
and easily accessed. Typing a particular
term in the Google search engine results
in an immediate display of matches in
the Google search result page where a
term appears in bold in natural context.
Applying this simple technique trainee
translators don’t need to use any special
corpus processing software as the way
of search result presentation is similar to
that offered by concordances. For
example, when dealing with “cable-tool
drilling” term, the first match we can see
in the Google search page is a definition
provided by Oilfield Glossary: “a method
of drilling whereby an impact tool or bit,
suspended in the well from a steel cable,
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Is dropped repeatedly on the bottom of
the hole to crush the rock”; the second
match is academic.ru translation into
Russian which should be translated into
Ukrainian as ydapHo-kaHamHe 6ypiHHS.
Having skipped irrelevant (or partly
relevant) matches referring to cable-tool
drilling in making water wells, we go to
the Britannica article entitled “Cable
tooling” which demonstrate the term’s
application in the encyclopedia section
related to oil well drilling and then we
proceed to studying the web-page from
“Oilfield team” — a website of an oilfield
workers community, — which, firstly,
provides the term’s synonym -
percussion drilling — and, secondly, its
definition, an article on its modern-day
application (which is an additional source
of subject matter knowledge), and
immediate surrounding presented by
such word combinations as ‘“repeated
strikes for cable-tool drilling”, “cable tool
drilling rig”, “applications for cable-tool
drilling” etc. The describes technique
based on applying the Internet-based
monolingual comparable corpora can be
implemented through the following task
instructions: 1) Search the Internet for a
definition of cable-tool drilling”; 2) Surf
the Internet to find synonyms of “cable-
tool drilling”; 3) Look through the Google
result page matches and highlight those
which are relevant / irrelevant to your
search; 4) Search the Internet for word
combinations comprising “cable tool” etc.

Dealing with  collocations —
commonly used word combinations — is
another difficulty trainee translators
frequently encounter. This issue mainly
refers to translating specialized texts
from Ukrainian into English. When
creating the target texts students may

have doubts whether a particular
collocation, which seems to be
semantically acceptable and

grammatically correct, sounds natural in
English texts belonging to a certain
genre. Referring to monolingual resource
Ludwig.guru containing extracts from the
authentic media (Encyclopedia
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Britannica, BBC, The Guardian, The New
York Times - Science / Tech, Research
Policy, Science Magazine, The
Economist, Independent, etc.) can help
to solve this translation problem. Thus,
“‘perform drilling operations” has proved
to be a commonly used phrase as
evidenced by at least 5 text fragments
from  Forbs, Petroleum  Science,
Huffington Post, Journal of Loss
Prevention in the Process Industries, and
Planetary and Space Science, in which it
is used both in Active and Passive Voice.

When translating complex noun
constructions, verbal phrases, and
abbreviations trainee translators can
make use of the following corpus-based
resources: 1) parallel text extracts
provided by Reverso Context resource
and 2) the linguistic material provided by
DIY bilingual parallel corpora, which we
suggest compiling from the English /
Ukrainian source texts and
corresponding Ukrainian / English target
texts created by university instructors
and Master students involved in
translation projects; the same types of
texts processed and produced by Master
students when undertaking practical
training and preparing diploma papers.
For example, typing the query “petroleum
production” in the search field of Reverso
Context resulti in a number of English-
Russian parallel text fragments
containing “petroleum production” in the
left-hand English section and “po6biva
HedpTn” in the right-hand Russian one.
This example also demonstrates the
resource’s drawback that is lack of the
Ukrainian version, due to which trainee
translators have to perform additional
translation from Russian into Ukrainian
or vice versa.

The above mentioned resources
are also useful for analyzing translations
techniques and transformations applied
by both professional and high
performance trainee translators. The
appropriate tasks can be as follows: 1)
Look through the source and target texts
and find the instances of addition /
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omission / transposition / substitution.
Explain the reasons for their application.
2) Look through the source and target
texts, identify lexical transformations and
comment on their application.
Conclusions. The study
conducted in this paper has shown
possible applications of comparable and
parallel corpora in teaching English-
Ukrainian oil and gas area related
translation at the translation training
phase. Further research should be aimed
at integrating corpus-based tasks into the
translation practice stage involving the
implementation of a translation project.

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DIDACTIC POTENTIAL OF ELECTRONIC EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES IN THE
SYSTEM OF LIFELONG LEARNING

Abstract. In the information society, information support of socially significant
processes and kinds of activity, among which education is one of the most important,
acquires special significance. Priority vectors of development of educational systems of
many countries are to increase the availability of quality education in accordance with the
requirements of innovative sustainable development of society and each of its citizens,
ensuring personal development in accordance with individual needs through lifelong
learning. Ensuring not just free access to educational resources, but the quality of the
information environment becomes extremely important. At the same time, the available
electronic resources that perform the function of such content require a thorough scientific
and pedagogical analysis, which determined the relevance of this paper. The purpose of
the article is to analyze the didactic potential of electronic educational resources as a
component of information support of lifelong learning. Current trends in the development of
continuing education stimulate interest in choosing the optimal resources not only from
teachers but also students as consumers of open educational content. Scholars note that
the potential of electronic educational resources has not been fully realized. For more
efficient use of resources, a number of factors should be taken into account: psychological
and pedagogical, ergonomic, sanitary and hygienic, technological etc. To reduce the
possible negative effects on the educational process the careful analysis of the didactic
potential of electronic educational resources, both positive and negative aspects of their
use is required. The possibilities of electronic resources allow to ensure the
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implementation of didactic principles at a qualitatively new level, while increasing didactic
risks. Didactic risk is interpreted as a predictable characteristic of a potential learning
situation that may arise when using an innovative tool and have a negative impact on the
educational process (negative impact is interpreted as an action that does not lead to
positive changes in student learning or personality development). The article highlights the
risks of using electronic educational resources associated with the fundamental didactic
principles). Finding ways to minimize such risks is a promising area for further research.
