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THE FORMATION OF PROFESSIONAL COMPETENCE OF FUTURE
TEACHERS OF FOREIGN LANGUAGES ON THE BASIS OF ACMEOLOGICAL
APPROACH AT HIGHER EDUCATION ESTABLISHMENT

Abstract. The article presents the results of theoretical investigation of the
problem of the formation of professional competence of future teachers of foreign
languages on the basis of acmeological approach at higher education establishment,
that are necessary for successful pedagogical performance. Today, as the analysis
of theoretical research and pedagogical practice shows, that there is a contradiction
between the objective needs of modern society in personnel with high degree of pro-
fessional responsibility, activity and creative initiative, high degree of awareness of
the value meaning of professional activity and "well-known" model of professional
training of students. This model does not take into account the formation of personal
content of professional activity of future specialists. There is also a contradiction be-
tween the need to organize the process of training students as objects of educational
activity and the absence of reasonable model of its formation; the need for targeted
development of acmeological potential of future teachers and insufficient theoretical
development of models of its development at higher education establishment.

Acmeological approach provides freedom of thoughts, self-reliance, a wide
mental outlook. Due to this approach, a high standard of culture is achieved and
grounded knowledge is obtained. The author pays special attention to theoretical
justification of key competences for the teachers of foreign languages. The author of
the article summarizes the concepts of "competence”, "professional competence".
The concept of professionalism and ways of its developments are considered. The
mechanism of projection activity is analyzed, in particular acmeological projection as
one of its variations in the process of learning foreign languages, as well as foreign
language teacher language portfolio.

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FEATURES OF THE CREATION OF ACADEMIC TEXTS, THEIR STRUCTURE
AND PREPARATION FOR PUBLICATION

Abstract. Solving the problem of the formation of academic texts is one of the keys
to creating an effective system for ensuring the quality of education and science. Today,
these questions are the subject of research by both foreign and domestic scientists, since
the peculiarities of creating academic texts are a multifaceted and complex phenomenon.
The research used general scientific (generalization, comparison, induction and deduction)
and empirical-theoretical methods (analysis, synthesis). The use of system-structural anal-
ysis made it possible to distinguish the main features of the creation of academic texts, their
structure and preparation for publication. It has been established that writing one's own orig-
inal academic texts according to the provided recommendations and samples, typical turns
of speech, and established verbal constructions can be an effective way to implement aca-
demic writing. It was found that the main principles of constructing academic texts are the
principle of triads, the non-linear principle, and the composite principle. It is determined that
any scientist aims to solve one or more problems of scientific research, which in most cases
arise from the needs of the development of society and its individual individuals, within the
limits of a defined scientific direction. On the basis of the conducted research, it was found
that the correct, justified choice of the problem of scientific research is determined by the
guarantee of its future successful completion. The results can be directed to the further re-
search of key aspects of academic integrity in the process of formation of academic texts.

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WORK WITH VICTIMS OF BULLYING: PSYCHOLOGICAL ADVICE
Vakulyk I. 1.

Annotation. Bullying has a very negative impact on the socialization of the victim.
Therefore, we presented a training program on bullying prevention. This is a kind of system
of dividing classes into blocks, in which exercises are grouped and the methodology of their
implementation is described, the goal and objectives are indicated, which are subordinated
to the expected common result, namely to reduce the level of aggression; to acquire self-
control skills; to learn to regulate their own emotional states; not just to be a participant in
communication, but to form the skills of constructive solutions. The purpose of the study is
to get acquainted with a set of exercises that will help reduce the level of bullying as a
phenomenon in society. The work uses a descriptive method of presenting information — we
demonstrate how to use certain tasks, emphasize the smallest «subtleties» of exercises,
and suggest the use of various techniques. Results of the study. The program includes 12
sessions, each lasting an hour. Therefore, the total amount of time allotted is 12 hours. We
propose to conduct such classes once a week, in small groups of up to 12 people. The
program uses diagnostic techniques, meditation, games, drawing, relaxation exercises,
mini-lectures. Block 1 is the stage of acquaintance, when the participants receive
instructions from the trainer, learn how important the process of communication is. Block 2
— how to achieve stress resistance. Since the symptoms of stress are extremely varied, we
teach to form positive thinking, to feel their own importance, to improve, to find incentives
for self-development. Block 3 is aimed at overcoming bullying in teams, updating knowledge
on the topics of emotional burnout syndrome, emotional problems in life, studying the needs
and compliance with our resources, as well as emotional health.

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METHODOLOGICAL FOUNDATION FOR THE FORMATION OF
ENVIRONMENTAL CULTURE AND ENVIRONMENTAL-PROFESSIONAL
COMPETENCE OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS

Abstract. The article shows the methodological foundation for the formation of
ecological culture and ecological professional competence of future specialists. The
possibilities of the cultural approach as a content basis, a methodological message for
the development and implementation of a competence-oriented educational process,
which is aimed at the formation of a future specialist in ecological culture and ecological
professional competence, are considered. It has been established that the competence
approach in modern professional humanitarian education allows the student to form an
individual ecological-educational space, organizing his personal experience and
projecting his ecological-professional competence. It is revealed that the cultural
approach to education today finds its partial solution in the implementation of the ideas
of the competence approach, which corresponds to the leading idea of our research that
the competence approach to humanitarian education allows the student to form an
individual ecological and educational (eco-cultural) space through the development of
his personal and professional activity. It has been proved that the concept of "ecological
culture of the individual" characterizes the conceptual goal of modeling the educational
process for the formation of the ecological professional competence of the future
specialist. The position of the author's concepts regarding the essence of ecological
culture in psychological, ethical, sociocultural, pedagogical and philosophical aspects is
highlighted. It is revealed that ecological culture is a qualitatively new culture of the
individual, which fills the properties of its relations with the surrounding socio-natural
environment with a specific (depending on the level of ecological culture) content. It was
established that there is a methodological connection between the concepts of
"ecological culture" and "ecological-professional competence" as the attitude of the
whole to its part. Environmental professional competence was considered as the ability
and readiness of future specialists to design and organize environmental activities
based on the application of socio-ecological knowledge, the manifestation of evaluative
judgments about nature and ecological activities, mastering ecological actions and skills
of an ecological nature.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problem interaction of human and artificial
intelligence, the ethical aspects of artificial intelligence functioning. The problem of the safe
coexistence of man and artificial intelligence is taking on increasing importance. The defini-
tion of artificial intelligence and the explanation of the difference between weak, strong arti-
ficial intelligence and super-intelligence are given. The first ethical problem of artificial intel-
ligence functioning is the existential question of human redundancy due to the spread of
artificial intelligence. The article emphasizes that artificial intelligence, on the one hand, frees
a person from certain areas of activity, facilitating their existence, on the other hand, it makes
them superfluous in production and in personal life. The second is the problem of responsi-
bility for the actions of artificial intelligence. The article argues for the necessity of human
responsibility for the actions of artificial intelligence because artificial intelligence does not
have consciousness. The third problem is the intensification of the phenomenon of stupidity
in society. Artificial intelligence creates the conditions for the increasing cleverness of some
segments of the population and stupidity of others, which can result in even greater mental
and property inequality.

Some scientists have become in-
terested in the experience of cultural adap-
tation because it can predict not only suc-
cess and satisfaction, but also the quality
of relationships between members of dif-
ferent cultural groups [8].

The cultural fit of an individual and
society is not the only predictor of cultural
adaptation. International students need a
lot of resources to make their stay abroad
easier. Since communication skills are
necessary to meet daily needs, many
scholars argue that competence in inter-
cultural communication and in the lan-
guage of the host society is critical to meet
these needs and therefore to achieve a
sense of well-being in intercultural adapta-
tion.

The term «adaptation» is used in-
terchangeably in the literature with «accul-
turation», «accommodation», «assimila-
tion», or «integration». Understood as a
state, cultural adaptation refers to the de-
gree to which people fit into a new cultural
environment, as reflected in their psycho-
logical and emotional response to that en-
vironment. From a procedural point of
view, adaptation is the process of respond-
ing to a new environment and developing
the ability to function in it [9].

At the Kamianets-Podilsky Ivan
Ohienko National university there used to
study 10 international students who had to
leave the town and flee after the war had
started. This is one of the leading universi-
ties in Ukraine, where students from Asia,
Africa and the Middle East study. They
took short-term summer/winter courses of
Ukrainian. All these syllabuses were avail-
able in Ukrainian and English.

While studying in Ukraine, foreign
students must use three languages,
namely: native, Ukrainian and English. At

the beginning of the first year of study,
non-native English students with Ukrainian
in the curriculum, according to their type of
program, have to gain Ukrainian language
skills after completing the Ukrainian lan-
guage course.

Purpose. Is to find out cultural chal-
lenges and ways to overcome them. In or-
der to achieve the aim there are 3 tasks: 1.
to establish whether there is a difference
between host students and international
students; 2. to formulate a complete model
of cultural adaptation; 3. to explore the hy-
pothesis of "cultural fit" in relation to self-
interpretation.

According to students, they suffer
from misunderstanding, prejudice and, as
a result, anxiety. Motivation is another is-
sue that worries foreign students. There is
a group of students who consider the host
country not only for the purpose of study-
ing, but also as an opportunity to start work
abroad. All these factors lead to problems,
such as: academic performance, absen-
teeism, failure to complete project work
and homework. Consequently, internation-
alization brings not only opportunities but
also obstacles. Clearly, the internationali-
zation of higher education creates learning
challenges related to language barriers,
different teaching cultures and different
learning styles [13]. This is a challenge for
both students and teachers, since the ped-
agogical systems of the host and home
countries are different; universities have
their own assessment of students’
knowledge, which are completely new,
and teachers use different approaches,
strategies and methods.

Currently, the significant goals of
teaching the Ukrainian language are the
formation of a benevolent and tolerant at-
titude towards the values of other cultures,
motivation to improve the level of foreign
language proficiency and the use of a sec-
ond / third foreign language as a means of
obtaining information that allows expand-
ing one's knowledge in other subject areas

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University teachers are to work with
people who are different from them in reli-
gion, education, culture, race. Conse-
guently, the variety of types of competen-
cies required for global communication
and cooperation is increasing [1], [2].
Three main components can be distin-
guished, in particular: professional, multi-
cultural and personal competencies.
Teachers help students in the process of
their integration into the educational sys-
tem and the university environment.

The term adjustment refers to the
process of adaptation to the new educa-
tional environment of the university, in par-
ticular, adaptation to the process of teach-
ing and learning the Ukrainian language in
a new framework, to new criteria and pro-
nunciation. Languages differ on multiple
levels being the means of communication
and reflecting realis and history at the
same time.

International students will differ
from Ukrainian students in self-interpreta-
tion and the extent of adaptation. Foreign
students will have a higher level of interde-
pendent self and psychological and soci-
ocultural difficulties than Ukrainian stu-
dents. Ukrainian students will have a
higher level of independence than foreign
students. Even now being in Europe and
studying online they more culturally ad-
justed.

Methods. We used a mixed ap-
proach to review research on language
and communication in student adaptation
for the entire period 2019-2021. In particu-
lar, we conducted quantitative bibliometric
analyzes such as joint citation analysis,
keyword overlap analysis, and conceptual
mind-mapping, also here there is a quali-
tative content analysis to explore research
guestions.

The questionnaire is the most ap-
propriate research tool because it provides
insight into the problem, maximizes the
use of respondents' time, and facilitates
data analysis. Quantitative data analysis
was carried out using the method of de-
scriptive statistics and counting repetitions
of participants’ answers to closed ques-
tions, critical analysis and interpretation.
Secondly, a qualitative analysis of the par-
ticipants’ answers to an open question and
their comments was carried out by classi-
fying them, identifying common patterns
and themes in the answers, grouping and
coding them.

The study was conducted online
among former students and current teach-
ers of the Kamianets-Podilsky Ivan
Ohienko National University due to the fact
that during the war in Ukraine recipients
are not available in person. Two groups of
people participated in data collection for
this study. The survey involved 5 teachers
of foreign languages of the university and
10 foreign students who have already
completed the programs. All respondents
voluntarily participated in the survey; they
were informed of the purpose of the cap-
ture and guaranteed anonymity. Teachers
have been teaching at the university for
several years, and their teaching experi-
ence ranges from 2 to 25 years. Among
the participants, 1 (20 %) teachers were
male and the remaining 4 (80 %) were fe-
male. The survey involved a group of for-
eign students, which included 10 interna-
tional students. Participants were from dif-
ferent countries (Asian, African).

A survey was conducted during which
two sets of questions were developed to
send research questions: one for univer-
sity teachers, the other for international
students. The questionnaires consisted of
multiple choice questions and 1 open-
ended question; the respondents could
share their point of view or opinion on this
issue and indicate their own version. For
teachers and international students to ex-
plore interesting questions from both an-
gels there were almost similar set of ques-
tions. The questionnaire consisted of 10
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guestions and included 5 thematic sec-
tions:

Definition of cultural adaptation
Challenges in language adaptation.
Definition of culture shock

— Stage of adjustment of cultural ad-
aptation

— Ways of lingo-cultural adaptation

To collect data, an online survey was
used using Google Forms, which is an ef-
fective and convenient tool for collecting
and processing data. There were no dead-
lines or criticism, policy was democratic,
they were free to drop some questions.

Data analysis has focused on the
analysis of quantitative and qualitative
data in closed and open questions, solving
two problems, for example, problems
faced by teachers working with foreign stu-
dents; problems and difficulties that for-
eign students face when learning a foreign
language. These results helped to identify
the cultural problems faced by teachers
and students in the process of teach-
ing/learning Ukrainian at the university,
and to answer questions of the research.
Results. Students and teachers

stressed the importance of developing
speech and communication skills through
organizing a conversation club and organ-
izing events dedicated to Ukrainian culture
(festivals, concerts). Such extra-curricular
activities can be useful for students, as
representatives of different cultures will be
involved; this will force them to communi-
cate and work together, preventing them
from communicating with each other. Stu-
dents expressed a desire to improve the
situation with their Ukrainian speaking and
even now being outside of Ukraine. They
also need to interact with the teacher virtu-
ally in individual interviews. The interest of
students in learning the Ukrainian lan-
guage was high. Most of the students were
motivated by their future career, which can
be characterized as both instrumental and
integrative motivation: getting the best op-
portunities for work, communication and
integration into any environment. A signifi-
cant number of students chose definitely

instrumental and external motivation: com-
pliance with the requirements of the curric-
ulum and society demand. A high percent-
age of students were intrinsically moti-
vated, stating that they were interested in
learning the Ukrainian language. Also,
they added in open the question the an-
swer that they would come back to con-
tinue their further education in Ukraine af-
ter the war finishes.

Discussion. Therefore, cultural ad-
aptation is a type of interaction of a student
with the educational environment of an ed-
ucational institution, during which the sub-
ject's requirements and expectations are
reconciled with his/her capabilities and ob-
jective reality. The implementation of the
model of the adaptation process of inter-
national students also depends on how the
difficulties will be overcome arise in inter-
cultural communication: lack of a positive
attitude towards another person, categori-
cal evaluation and judgement; rejection of
other points of view, views, positions; self-
doubt, lack of activity. The solution to the
problem of adaptation of international stu-
dents is to ensure "saturation” of the edu-
cational space with examples of communi-
cative tolerance, namely, the perception of
cultural features as a form of knowledge,
which contributes to the elimination of
problems caused by cultural differences,
shortening the cultural distance between
the speakers of different cultures.

Knowing the cultural characteristics
of different nations, one can explain this or
that behavior of individual people, and
therefore find solutions to overcome possi-
ble misunderstandings caused by cultural
characteristics. So, intercultural communi-
cation caused by a multicultural environ-
ment affects all areas of a student's activity
and as a factor of adaptation, and as a
condition for achieving success in the ed-
ucational process.

Their desire to participate in group
work proves their willingness to communi-
cate not only with representatives of their
own culture, but also with others. Indeed,
due to the low level of language profi-
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ciency, international students tend to com-
municate with their compatriots so they
form a separate sub-group. Although
group work may seem daunting, it helps to
achieve several goals at the same time:
giving international students more time to
think, providing them with a wider range of
ideas and opinions, and reducing stress
and anxiety.

Cultural consciousness and the
ability to apply this consciousness in prac-
tice is the main aim for both international
students and university while overcoming
the biggest obstacle in education. This
idea does not imply the need for a detailed
knowledge of all cultural characteristics,
but rather an awareness of differences in
educational practices that exist in other
countries, differences in customs and tra-
ditions, cuisine, religion, etc.

The obtained results may be rele-
vant at the moment of publishing, In the
war condition the former international stu-
dents have been outside of Ukraine for 8
months that is why not experiencing cul-
ture in person could have varied the re-
sponses.

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REGIONAL STUDY MATERIAL AS AN IMPORTANT COMPONENT OF THE
ENGLISH LANGUAGE STUDYING BY STUDENTS OF NON-LANGUAGE MAJORS

Abstract. At the present stage of the development of society, English is necessary
for intercultural communication, so its study is given much attention during the training of
students of non-language majors. At the same time, it is not enough to know only the vo-
cabulary and grammar of the English language, because when communicating it is neces-
sary to understand the culture and features of the country the representatives of which they
communicate. The purpose of this publication is to prove the need to introduce material on
regional studies in teaching English to students of non-language majors and highlight our
own experience in this field. During the research, such methods as analysis of scientific and
pedagogical literature, generalization, synthesis and formulation of conclusions were used.
The article highlights the approaches to regional studies as a science (discipline related to
the methods of teaching foreign languages, which is aimed at studying general patterns of
the development of large regions; discipline, which aims to study selected and organized
set of economic, historical, socio-political, geographical and other knowledge; discipline,
which is related to the content and features of language communication of native speakers,
etc.). It is established that in order to effectively teach the material on regional studies it is
necessary to carefully select educational material (historical texts, illustrations, audio and
video materials), which presents the specifics of a particular English-speaking country.

For thorough acquisition of knowledge, it is also advisable to perform exercises for
better mastery of educational material (aspect-oriented, analytical and oral exercises aimed
at mastering linguistic reading and exercises aimed at developing the ability to plan reading
activities, form techniques of linguistic reading and self-control exercises). Our own experi-
ence of teaching regional studies to students of non-language specialties (preparation of
reports and presentations, writing essays on relevant topics, organization of discussions) is
highlighted.

Analysis of recent studies and
publications. Based on the analysis of the
works of different teachers, it can be stated
that the formation of country studies com-
petence in students of non-linguistic ma-
jors is an important component of the train-
ing of future specialists. Thus, I. Bulkina
and Z. Petryaeva developed methodical
recommendations for the independent
work of students of the specialty regarding
the study of materials on country studies.
L. Moroz, |. Pashko studied the socio-cul-
tural aspect in learning a foreign language
as a factor of developmental learning,
N. Sabat analyzed the formation of linguis-
tic and country studies competence of fu-
ture translators taking into account the
multinational nature of the spread of the
English language; O. Yazlovitska studied
the linguistic and regional studies compo-
nent of foreign language studies at lan-
guage faculties. Highly appreciating the
achievements of scientists, we believe that
the experience of teaching country studies
material to students of non-linguistic ma-
jors is not sufficiently represented in the
scientific literature.

Purpose. Therefore, the purpose of
the article is to prove the need to introduce
material from country studies during the
teaching of English to students of non-
linguistic majors and to highlight one's own
experience on this issue.

To solve the set goal, we consider it
necessary to solve the following tasks:

* to determine approaches to the
definition of country studies;

« find out the reasons for the need
to study country studies material by
students of higher education;

* highlight one's own experience
regarding the approaches of teaching

country studies material with students of
non-language majors.

Methods. Methods and materials of
the study include the analysis of scientific
and pedagogical literature, generalization,
synthesis and formulation of conclusions.
A sufficient number of materials were
developed for understanding the research
topic.

Results. The specificity of teaching
English at non-language faculties is that
this discipline is not the main one, so a
rather small number of hours are allocated
to its study. Solving this problem is
facilitated by a creative approach to
teaching English and the ability of teachers
to select such teaching methods and the
content of educational material that will
effectively contribute both to increasing
motivation to learn English and to the
accumulation of relevant knowledge and
skills among students. The expediency of
such an approach to the organization of
the educational process was emphasized
in the work of Academician V. Bezpalka,
who noted that an important approach to
teaching is not only the quality of providing
knowledge, but also the method of its
implementation [1, p. 45].

From work experience, we can say
that knowledge of a country-scientific
nature is in many cases a motivating factor
for studying an academic discipline,
because studying this material, students
get not only academic knowledge, but
mostly get acquainted with the realities
and peculiarities of the existence of the
society whose language they study.

It should be noted that country
studies is a discipline related to the
methodology  of teaching  foreign
languages and is aimed at studying the
general patterns of development of large
regions. Studying country studies,
students get acquainted with the socio-
economic situation of the society, history,
geography, ethnography, traditions and
properties of the people and peculiarities
of the language of one or another region
[3, p. 8].
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Other scientists define linguistic
and regional studies as a discipline, the
purpose of which is to study a selected and
organized set of economic, historical,
socio-political, geographical and other
knowledge that is related to the content
and features of language communication
of native speakers, which is included in the
learning process in order to provide
educational and educational goals [5,
p. 227].

V . I. Shcherbakov considers
country studies as a system of historical
and cultural knowledge that acquaints
students with the most important concepts
and phenomena related to politics, culture,
history and geography of the country,
traditions and everyday life of the people,
cultural features, rules of verbal and non-
verbal communication behavior [6, p. 198].

According to O. Yazlovitska, the
country studies component during the
study of the English language is aimed at
studying national and cultural features in
lexical language units, which are reflected
in proper names, aphorisms,
phraseological units that have no
analogues in the native language. The
work on the country studies material is
based on historical texts, illustrative
materials, audio and video materials,
which vividly demonstrate the peculiarities
of English-speaking countries.

The selection of material is carried
out in accordance with the criteria of
topicality, modernity and cultural value.
Also, during the selection of material, it is
necessary to take into account the
professionally oriented composition of the
texts (if possible), informativeness,
consideration of genre diversity, as well as
the linguistic and local studies component
of orientation to the modern realities of
English-speaking countries, the typicality

of local studies phenomena and
representativeness [7, p. 165].
At the same time, in order to

consolidate students' knowledge, the texts
should be accompanied by a certain set of
exercises that allow, on the one hand, to
consolidate new lexical units, and on the

other hand, knowledge of a country
science nature. In particular, it is
recommended to implement two groups of
exercises. The first group of exercises is
aimed at directly mastering the skills of
linguistic and regional studies reading and
includes aspect-oriented, analytical and
speech exercises.

The second group of exercises is
aimed at mastering individual strategies
for reading texts of this type. In particular,
these are exercises aimed at forming the
ability to plan reading, form linguistic and
regional reading techniques, and exercise
self-control [9, p. 560].

Implementation of the knowledge of
the country studies unit in the English
language classes of students of non-
language faculties can be considered a
method of integrated education, because
students not only learn the language, but
also gain knowledge about the countries
whose language is being studied. That is
why materials of a country science nature
are becoming more and more relevant
today. However, they must be carefully
selected by the teacher. For students of
non-linguistic majors, emphasis should be
placed on immersing students in English
culture and the specifics of English-
speaking countries, which is a very
important aspect of communication with
English speakers [8, p. 427].

Work experience has shown that for
the effectiveness of education and
thorough and systematic assimilation of
knowledge by students, it is necessary not
only to select interesting authentic texts,
but also to study them regularly. An
important condition is the selection of
materials that are modern and relevant
[2;3:7].

It can be argued that such authentic
teaching aids as English-language
websites, calendars, magazines, videos
and audio recordings create a sense of
presence in the country, contain
information about the country's culture and
make communication authentic. In many
students, they cause a desire to
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independently study the country's culture
in English [4].

The processing of these materials
also allows you to achieve the following
educational goals:

- studying and improving lexical
units, enriching the lexical reserve of
students of education;

- acquiring knowledge about
various spheres of the country's life and
spheres of its life activity;

- comparison of information about
the culture of one's own country and the
countries whose language is studied [8;
9;].

From work experience, we are
convinced that there are several effective
methods that allow students to acquire
knowledge of a country science nature.
These include:

- review of the news, when students
present facts and events happening in
English-speaking countries to their
classmates;

- writing essays or works on topics
related to country studies;

- discussion of topics of a country
science nature;

- organization of contests and
quizzes, where the teacher can test the
knowledge acquired by the students.

Note that, as a rule, we start the
class with a short report by one of the
students, in which the student reveals
interesting news or facts from one of the
English-speaking countries. At the same
time, in order to systematize knowledge at
the beginning of the semester, we agree
that, for example, the first two months of
the academic year (September and
October) are devoted to familiarization
with the country studies of Great Britain,
and in November and December we focus
on the USA. Countries are distributed in
the same way in the second semester.
Therefore, already at the beginning of the
semester, students can choose a country
that is more interesting to them and
prepare a message.

As a rule, students accompany their
speeches with bright presentations, which

allows the rest of the students to better
understand the educational material. After
the performance, feedback will be
organized to consolidate the information
received. Depending on the specifics of
the group, it can be either answers to
guestions on the material that was
presented, or a concise retelling of the
information received. It should be noted
that, as a rule, students of non-language
faculties are given no more than 10
minutes for this type of activity, because in
most faculties, the time allotted for
studying English is very limited.

In groups where students speak
English at a level no lower than B1, it is
advisable to ask students to write an essay
or a composition. Here are some
examples of topics for essays:
"Peculiarities of the construction of the
economy and development of the USA
(England, Australia, etc.); "Relationships
and peculiarities of the partnership of the
country whose language is studied with
Ukraine", "Features of the -cultural
development of English-speaking
countries"”, etc.

The organization of discussions, in
our opinion, is also an effective tool for
imparting knowledge of a country science
nature to students. In particular, students
are happy to discuss the following topics:

"Norms of behavior and rules of
etiquette in Ukraine and English-speaking
countries”;

"Cultural realities, customs and
traditions of Ukraine and English-speaking
countries”;

"Comparison of English and
Ukrainian  folklore expressions and
slogans”;

"Advantages and disadvantages of
living in other countries."

Note that quizzes and competitions
are held at the end of the semester. Their
main purpose is a summary and generali-
zation of the material studied during the
semester. However, this method of testing
knowledge is less formal and more inter-
esting for students.
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Summarizing, we should note that
recently Ukrainian society is experiencing
more and more challenges that arise in the
field of education. If before the corona vi-
rus epidemic, one of the motivating and ef-
fective ways of studying national studies
was the academic mobility of students,
then currently the study of this material is
based mostly on the use of educational
platforms and online resources with the
help of which you can organize live com-
munication with representatives of Eng-
lish-speaking countries in real time, vari-
ous elements of informal education All
these factors make it possible to quickly
and effectively introduce materials of a
country science nature into the general
English language course for students of
non-linguistic majors.

Discussion. Therefore, the
introduction of the country studies
component during the study of English by
students of non-linguistic specialties gives
an advantage in the future, contributes to
increasing competitiveness, both on the
Ukrainian and international labor markets,
helps in professional interaction with
colleagues from English-speaking
countries, contributes to the formation of
knowledge of the norms and etiquette of
the country the language being studied.

The use of computer technologies,
modern educational platforms, and
authentic materials in the educational
process allows students to fully develop
their country studies competence. All this
is possible provided that two important
factors are observed: the competence of
the teacher, who must involve each
student, and the desire and motivation of
the student.

In the future, it is planned to dwell in
more detail on the methodology of working
with texts of the country studies direction
during the teaching of English to students
of non-linguistic faculties.

OF STUDENTS OF AGRICULTURAL INSTITUTIONS OF PROFESSIONAL PRE-

Abstract. The article emphasizes the need to improve existing and find new means
of national and patriotic education of youth. The purpose of the study is to identify and
substantiate the pedagogical conditions for the formation of patriotic ideals of students of
agricultural institutions of professional pre-higher education. For the effective implementa-
tion of the set goal, theoretical (analysis and synthesis of psychological and pedagogical
literature on the studied problem, comparison and systematization, generalization of differ-
ent views) and empirical (expert assessment) methods of scientific and pedagogical re-
search were used. On the basis of the analysis of the scientific works of modern research-
ers, the content of the concept of «pedagogical conditions for the formation of patriotic
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ideals of students of professional pre-higher education» is clarified, which should be un-
derstood as a set of specially reasoned and organized circumstances and directions of
pedagogical activity, which collectively ensure the success of solving the tasks and effec-
tiveness of the process of formation of students' patriotic ideals. Using the method of expert
evaluation, the following pedagogical conditions were identified: formation of sustainable
motivation of future farmers for self-education of national and patriotic qualities and values;
formation of the readiness of mentors of academic groups of agricultural institutions of pro-
fessional pre-higher education for patriotic education; using the educational potential of
social and humanitarian disciplines in the formation of patriotic ideals of agricultural stu-
dents; ensuring the activity of students in the process of organizing and conducting extra-
curricular activities of a patriotic nature.

At the same time, it
is challenging as there are numerous
cases of certain “Albanian loanwords of
obvious or probable Medieval or Mod-
ern Greek origin that fail to be identified
as such in the relevant literature” [5,
p. 23]. Krimpas concludes that “most
such etymological mishaps are due to
the limited knowledge of the donor lan-
guage in terms of phonology, lexis and
morphology” [5, p. 30-32], which for the
purpose of the current study once
again emphasizes the importance of in-
terdisciplinary research for polycultur-
alism. It is not only “phonology, lexis
and morphology”, nor only syntax and
discourse analysis, which may speak of
silent gaps in linguistics globally and
should be thoroughly studied and dis-
cussed. It is not only about questions of
interlanguage (Tarone) or about
translanguaging, translatability, and
translation gaps for non-equivalent
lexis in source and target languages. It
is about globalizing trends, which make
the world peoples more open to each
other, and when communication in a
foreign language becomes a prerequi-
site for an enjoyable and better life, no
matter whether it is family, work, ca-
reer, traveling or business. Even within
the same or closely related communi-
ties are challenges in communication,
according to Caruana and Pace [1].
The authors reveal that “the inclusion of
Italian learners into classes of Maltese
schools is conditioned by their levels of
competence in Maltese and English” [1,
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p. 145]. Further, the scholars develop
the idea and explain to which extent
students may be active in class, even
during lessons of Italian itself. Strange
as it may seem at first sight and alt-
hough students’ experience in Maltese
schools is generally positive, some in-
stances, where adapting to a new edu-
cational system is the cause of demoti-
vation, demonstrate that this may lead
to absenteeism, as well as display
other cases of bullying. Further, Ca-
ruana and Pace find that “some Italian
learners show signs of distancing from
their mother tongue, although many of
them reveal a sense of pride towards
their cultural heritage” [1, p. 145]. This
well highlights the impact of culture and
language on communication, first; and
second, even some minor differences
in either culture or language, or both,
may influence outcome in communica-
tion and motivation. Researching poly-
/ multiculturalism and discussing ways
and technologies for bringing up toler-
ance, respect, sympathy, etc., for ex-
ample, technology of dialogic interac-
tion, may lead to upgrades in academic
curricula and add value to quality of ed-
ucation globally.

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DEMOGRAPHIC TRENDS IN UKRAINE — MATERNITY ASSESSMENT
Kartushynska A. V.

Abstract. The article presents the demographic situation in Ukraine, which is the
most important component of economic, military, and social security in the country. The
peculiarities of the demographic situation in Ukraine are demonstrated, which are formed
under the influence of external and internal factors, including natural conditions, the basic
gene pool, legal, moral and religious norms, administrative and regulatory acts, ecological
living conditions, etc. Factors affecting the possibility of stable demographic growth are pre-
sented. The topic of informal marriage and family relations is highlighted. The trend of the
gradual decrease in the number of marriages in Ukraine in recent years and the stabilization
of the number of divorces was analyzed. the natural increase of the population has become
negative and steadily continues to decrease, the general mortality rate of the population is
one of the highest among European countries. The issue of high mortality of the working-
age population is highlighted, while the following sex-age differentiation should be noted as
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a significant feature: in all age groups of the population from 20 to 50 years, the mortality
rate of men is three times higher than that of women. It was analyzed that the natural in-
crease of the population became negative and steadily continues to decrease, the level of
total mortality of the population is one of the highest among European countries. The prob-
lem of migration is highlighted, that a large number of Ukrainians working abroad not only
earn money, but also look for an opportunity to stay and live there forever. If we take into
account all the factors that affect the possibility of stable demographic growth, we can say
that achieving it is a difficult task.

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SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL REHABILITATION OF SCIENTIFIC AND
PEDAGOGICAL WORKERS BY MEANS OF LANDSCAPE THERAPY

Abstract. The article highlights the essence of landscape therapy as an
interdisciplinary concept and the place of this method among other means of social and
psychological rehabilitation. The psychological and aesthetic aspects of human perception
of landscape complexes as a means of social and psychological rehabilitation are revealed.
The application of the landscape therapy method is presented in the context of three of the
most modern and promising approaches in international social work: an approach based on
clients' strengths, an approach focused on "empowerment” or "activation" of clients and the
concept of green social work. The article proves the fallacy of approaching landscape
therapy only as a natural background during the application, so to speak, of the basic
techniques of art therapy. The forms of application of landscape therapy in social practices
accepted in the world (for example, garden therapy in hospitals and rehabilitation centers)
and social practices introduced at the National University of Life and Environmental
Sciences of Ukraine are described. The categories of scientific and pedagogical workers for
whom landscape therapy is the most recommended are defined. It is emphasized that
landscape therapy's therapeutic and rehabilitative effect during interaction with scientific and
pedagogical workers is aimed not only at obtaining aesthetic satisfaction, but also at
optimizing negative emotional states. The state of studying the problem of the influence of
different types of landscape ecosystems on the psycho-emotional sphere of a person is
analyzed. Landscape therapy as an autonomous method of social and psychological
rehabilitation is perceived in the world as an effective tool for influencing clients and patients
with a number of mental, social and physical problems. Ecotherapy (nature therapy) and
garden therapy (therapeutic gardens) are actively developing in the world as branches that
are close in concept to landscape therapy. The rehabilitative potential of the means of
landscape therapy in the conditions of sanatorium-resort treatment has been clarified. The
results of an empirical study conducted on the basis of the National University of Life and
Environmental Sciences of Ukraine on the study of daily (routine) self-recovery techniques
of scientific and pedagogical workers during the working day are presented.

THE ROLE OF THE FACILITATOR IN THE CONTEXT OF SUBJECT-SUBJECT
PEDAGOGICAL COMMUNICATION

Abstract. The article is devoted to the problem of pedagogical facilitation. The dom-
inant role of information technologies, the transition to mixed (face-to-face-distance) learn-
ing, the necessity to create a safe educational environment, caused by the full-scale war of
russia against Ukraine, determine the urgent need for the teacher to master a new role - the
facilitator. It is substantiated that pedagogical facilitation is the effect of pedagogical interac-
tion that occurs in subject-subject communication, the essence of which is to actualize per-
sonal creative potential, improve the productivity of interaction by facilitating the process of
educational and professional activity. Determinants of the specified process are a special
style of interaction, the presence of the teacher's personal qualities that determine the pos-
sibility of performing the role of facilitator. It has been proven that the most acceptable pro-
fessional position of a teacher is a partner position, since it is a position that gives the op-
portunity to implement the principle of equality (subjectivity). In order to realize the profes-
sional role of a teacher-facilitator, it is important to be aware of social expectations: a digni-
fied attitude to the student's personality as the highest value, centering in pedagogical ac-
tivity on the needs of the student and on the realization of one's own professional need for
self-development, self-improvement, establishing harmonious relationships on the basis of
morality and spirituality. The content of the activity of a teacher-facilitator is to create a psy-
chological atmosphere, an intellectual field, to observe the activities of students, to model
the interaction of students, and to activate their activities. The congruence, acceptance and
empathy of the teacher will contribute to the formation of trusting relations between the
teacher and the students, which is a guarantee of the opportunity for each partner to mani-
fest his own subjectivity.

The problem of
facilitation is described quite widely within
the framework of organizational psychol-
ogy. Where it is interpreted as a technol-
ogy of organizational development and
change, and a facilitator - as someone who
makes a contribution by helping the group:
determine goals, tasks, needs, plans for
their satisfaction, to understand group pro-
cesses; to create interaction; to manage
the discussion; to support participants in
evaluating their existing skills and devel-
oping new ones, managing interpersonal
dynamics, etc. (l. Bence, P. Carlson,
E. Davidson).

Purpose. The purpose of our article
is to highlight the results of a theoretical
study aimed at fulfilling the following tasks:

- to justify the concept of «fa-
cilitationy;

- to reveal the meaning of the
role of «teacher-facilitator».

Methods. According to the pur-
pose, the research methods are: analysis,
synthesis, generalization, systematization.

Results. The term «facilitation»
comes from the Latin facilis («easy»). Re-
search in the field of social psychology has
made it possible to reach a conclusion: the
presence of other people causes social
tension, which contributes to the manifes-
tation of dominant reactions [3]. This effect
was called «social facilitation». That is the
presence of another «facilitates» the man-
ifestation of those reactions that prevail in
a person. Other studies confirm that the in-
dividual often lacks a certain level of ten-
sion to perform the activity. If the tension
achieved from the presence of another
corresponds to the optimal level, then the

performed actions improve (facilitation ef-
fect), if its level is higher than the optimal
level, the actions may deteriorate.

This effect has become widespread
in practical technologies. In modern sci-
ence, it is known as the facilitation of social
interaction. It is understood as a change,
an increase in the productivity of the inter-
action of communication participants by
actualizing in their minds the images of so-
cial interaction: the situation itself and the
subjects of interaction in the presence of a
facilitator. That is the effect of improving
group dynamics under the non-directive
guidance of the facilitator [6].

Therefore, the effect of social facili-
tation is manifested in the situation of so-
cial interaction, in the process of social
perception of the presence of others, and
therefore, its psychological mechanisms
are: categorization, comparison, identifica-
tion, reflection. In interpersonal interaction
the individual feels an increase the level of
his mental tension. He perceives the re-
sults of his activity, comparing them with
the expectations, achievements of others,
his own pursuits, evaluates them, com-
pares them with his ideas about their ideal
level. As a result, he is either satisfied with
participation in joint activities: his images
of the ideal self and the social self-coin-
cided; or experiences cognitive disso-
nance: the inconsistency of the ideal self
and the social self, which causes a high
level of psycho-emotional tension. The ef-
fect of social facilitation is related to the
creation of opportunities to overcome cog-
nitive dissonance by creating systemic
support for participants within social inter-
action, helping to overcome their own limi-
tations, and creating a situation of devel-
opment in interaction.

K. Rogers was one of the first, who
adapted this concept to the system of ped-
agogical interaction. Considering peda-
gogical communication as a field in which
pedagogical interaction takes place, he
singles out the following features:

- getting to know the personal-
ity: in the process of communication, the
teacher gets to know the personality of the
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recipient and vice versa; the main task fac-
ing the teacher is to help the student in
self-expression, to help the student to
show his positive traits;

- empathy — supporting the
student at the very beginning of communi-
cation;

- self-affirmation — to help the
acquirer to realize the value of his person-
ality, his own uniqueness, the value of his
Self, to have adequate self-esteem;

- elevation of personality — to
create conditions for mutual moral and
spiritual development;

- an open position — providing
the opportunity for the student to com-
municate that information to the interlocu-
tor, which is currently unattainable;

- exchange — of information,
emotions, meanings, actions, norms [5].

All of the above makes it possible to
come to a conclusion: in pedagogical com-
munication, the teacher should create fa-
vorable conditions for self-expression of
the student's personality, manifestation of
his positive identity. And the main role of
the teacher within such interaction with the
student is that of a facilitator.

So, pedagogical facilitation is the
effect of pedagogical interaction that oc-
curs in subject-subject communication, the
essence of which is the actualization of
personal creative potential, improving the
productivity of interaction, by facilitating
the process of educational and profes-
sional activity. Determinants of the speci-
fied process are a special style of interac-
tion, the presence of the teacher's per-
sonal qualities that determine the possibil-
ity of performing the role of facilitator.

For a detailed analysis of the pro-
fessional pedagogical role of the facilitator,
consider the essence of the concept of
«rolex». In social psychology, a social role
is defined as a system of requirements that
society puts forward to an individual, it is
the individual's realization of his social po-
sition [2]. The well-known Ukrainian re-
searcher V. Moskalenko argues that the
role clearly defines the strategy of a per-
son's behavior in communication, as it is

determined by the position of the individual
in interpersonal communication [2]. We
support this opinion, because it is the po-
sition of a person in communication that
determines his interaction strategy.

So, speaking about the position of
the teacher-facilitator in the process of
pedagogical communication, we consider
the partner professional position to be the
most acceptable, since it is precisely this
that gives the opportunity to realize the
principle of equality. Awareness of the im-
portance of not only one's own subjectivity,
but also the student's subjectivity will ena-
ble the teacher to implement the commu-
nication strategy given by the role of the
facilitator.

P. Gornostay interprets the concept
of «role» as a functional characteristic of
an individual's behavior, a set of his needs,
ideas about himself as a performer of a
role (role self-concept), social circum-
stances that enable its realization [1]. He
considers his role identity to be an im-
portant characteristic of an individual. He
explains it as a person's feeling and expe-
rience of himself as a subject of a social
role, which is generated by the process of
integration of the individual into social
groups. Realizing himself as the bearer of
a certain social role, the individual enters
into role interaction, which is the unity of
the following components: role expecta-
tions (a person's reflection of what part-
ners expect from him in the process of re-
alizing a specific role), role behavior (pat-
tern of social behavior), role self - concepts
(role experiences, feeling of oneself as the
subject of a role) [1].

Based on the structure of role inter-
action, we will describe the content of the
role of «teacher-facilitator». Analyzing role
expectations, we will consider the main as-
pects of facilitative communication. In our
opinion, an important factor in realizing the
role of a teacher-facilitator is the personal-
ity of the teacher himself, as the subject of
the role of «teacher», in particular:

- awareness of his profes-
sional choice and purpose,

- value orientations,
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- system of forms of his pro-
fessional focus,

- attitude towards oneself and
others.

Humanist psychologists insist that
the teacher-facilitator has the following
professionally important beliefs:

- every person, regardless of
age, level of cultural or intellectual devel-
opment, is a carrier of personal dignity;

- the individual realizes the
significance of his possibility of free
choice, he accepts responsibility for its
consequences;

- educational activity is coop-
eration that brings joy if it takes place in a
system of harmonious relations between
people.

Consonant with these provisions is
the ideas of the Ukrainian teacher V. Su-
khomlynskyi for teaching and raising chil-
dren: «One of the most important educa-
tional tasks is that in the process of mas-
tering knowledge, every child experience
human dignity and a sense of pride. The
teacher not only opens the world to the
student, but also establishes the child in
the surrounding world as an active creator,
builder, who experiences a sense of pride
for his successes» [7]. «To give children
the joy of work, the joy of success in edu-
cation, to awaken in their hearts a sense
of pride and self-worth — is the first com-
mandment of education» [7].

Therefore, the teacher-facilitator is
aware of the importance of such social ex-
pectations: a dignified attitude to the stu-
dent's personality as the highest value,
centering in pedagogical activity on the
needs of the student and on the realization
of one's own professional need for self-de-
velopment, self-improvement, establishing
harmonious relationships on the basis of
morality and spirituality. In such a relation-
ship, not only the teacher influences the
acquirer, but also the acquirer in turn influ-
ences the teacher.

L. Ortquist-Ahrens and R. To-
rosyan, justifying the role behavior of the
facilitator in pedagogical communication,
insist: he is not an expert or a group

leader. Its main task is to create opportu-
nities for group members to achieve indi-
vidual and joint goals. Therefore, his atten-
tion should be focused on the interper-
sonal processes that arise in the interac-
tion between the applicants, as well as on
the approaches to the work itself, and not
on the implementation of its content [4].
Therefore, the teacher must create a psy-
chological atmosphere, he is more of an
observer in the process of pedagogical in-
teraction, able to model the interaction of
students, create an intellectual field for
them, activate their activity, and not ex-
plain, conduct classes.

According to the mentioned au-
thors, a facilitator is a person who is fluent
in the ways of helping to create a psycho-
logical atmosphere that inspires real re-
search, acceptance of challenges faced by
group members, learning and productivity.
The main features of the facilitator's lead-
ership are the ability to influence the
course of discussion, help resolve contra-
dictions or conflicts that arise during inter-
action, promote awareness of the im-
portance of gaining experience of interac-
tion, respect for the results of joint activi-
ties. Such assistance will contribute to in-
creasing the responsibility of the partici-
pants of pedagogical communication for
the task being performed. Moreover, the
facilitator participates in the discussion of
intellectual tasks, but does not impose
ideas on how to solve the task on the
group, does not abuse power [4].

Since the role self-concept is mani-
fested in the system of role experiences of
a person as the subject of a role, we will
describe it from the standpoint of pedagog-
ical communication. In his writings, K.
Rogers proceeds from the conceptual po-
sition that a person can discover in himself
significant resources for self-knowledge,
changing self-concept, and his behavior
[5]. It follows from this: the main factors of
pedagogical communication that will en-
sure the actualization of the student's po-
tential are: congruence — the teacher's
ability to be himself, his ability not to
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«hide» behind an official mask, but to sin-
cerely express his feelings and experi-
ences; non-evaluative acceptance of the
student's personality — not the teacher's
refusal to evaluate the student, but the
ability to perceive him as a person, which
is a value; empathy - achieving a deep un-
derstanding of the student through the use
of active listening techniques. Congru-
ence, acceptance and empathy will con-
tribute to the formation of trusting relation-
ships, which are the basis for subject-sub-
ject communication.

Discussion. So, pedagogical facili-
tation arises in subject-subject communi-
cation, its essence consists in actualizing
personal creative potential, improving the
productivity of interaction, by facilitating
the process of educational and profes-
sional activity of students. A teacher-facili-
tator in pedagogical communication takes
a partner professional position, since it is
she who makes it possible to realize the
principle of equality (subjectivity). In order
to realize the professional role of a
teacher-facilitator, it is important to be
aware of social expectations: a dignified
attitude to the student's personality as the
highest value, centering in pedagogical
activity on the needs of the student and on
the realization of one's own professional
need for self-development, self-improve-
ment, establishing harmonious relation-
ships on the basis of morality and spiritu-
ality. The content of his activity is the cre-
ation of a psychological atmosphere, ob-
servation, modeling of student interaction,
creation of an intellectual field, activation

of their activity. Congruence, acceptance
and empathy of the teacher will contribute
to the formation of a trusting relationship
between the teacher and students.
Prospects for further research are
psychological features of the implementa-
tion of the pedagogical facilitation strategy.

In terms of the formation of an inclusive culture in the system of higher professional
education of future social workers, the author highlights the principles of inclusion (tolerance,
respect, solidarity, safety).

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BARNAHOUSE - CENTER FOR CHILDREN WHO HAVE SUFFERED FROM VI-
OLENCE: GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS AND IMPLEMENTATION IN UKRAINE

Abstract. The problem of violence against children is worldwide. According to data
from the World Health Organization, child abuse is a global problem with serious lifelong
consequences. According to statistics, a quarter of all adults were physically abused as
children. One in five women and one in 13 men reported sexual violence and abuse as a
child. The consequences of child abuse have a serious impact on physical and mental health
throughout life, and its social and professional productivity can slow down the economic and
social development of a country over time, and therefore reflect on the mental health of the
entire society. In Ukraine, the problem of violence against children is quite acute. The ur-
gency of the painful topic for society is that this issue is complex, unpredictable and difficult
to solve. When a child is maltreated, a number of different actors, including. To date, such
subjects as social services, medical institutions, justice bodies, prosecutor's office and
judges, who are obliged to promote the observance of the rights of the child and act in the
best way in his interests, do not always work in harmony. : the child goes through several
institutions and is repeatedly interviewed by different specialists, in different places, is ex-
posed to different methods of collecting information. Moving a child between different insti-
tutions and departments for the purpose of interviewing and describing the situation related
to violence against him causes retraumatization (revictimization) of the child. She relives the
same fears she faced. Such multiple interviews of the child in different places and institu-
tions, which are often conducted without using approaches that are understandable to him,
lead to his repeated traumatization (victimization), as a result of which the results of the
interviews differ from each other, because very often the testimony of the child as a witness
or victim can be distorted or discredited. Research has shown that such re-victimization can
actually cause more harm to a child than the abuse itself. In addition, repeated interrogations
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carried out by people who have not undergone special training can distort the child's story
about the events through suggestion and negatively affect the course of the investigation of
the criminal case. Children who have suffered or become victims of violence or other illegal
actions, during the preliminary investigation and pre-trial proceedings, need to apply appro-
priate measures, receive complex and coordinated services and support. Therefore, re-
cently, more and more often, scientists talk about the need to introduce interdepartmental
and interdisciplinary cooperation in combination with the use of special techniques and
methods of interviewing the child as a decisive step in protecting the rights of children who
have suffered as a result of criminal acts and children who have witnessed abuse and vio-
lence. It is also important that the participants in the process are fully aware of how their
actions will affect the child, i.e. ensuring the rights of the child should be a priority. This
requires the responsibility and active participation of all organizations involved in this pro-
cess. In different countries, different types of services of interdisciplinary and interagency
structures are implemented - depending on the legal system, social structure, cultural tradi-
tions, etc. In some states, integral complexes of interdepartmental and interdisciplinary co-
operation are gradually being formed according to certain models. However, to date, one of
the most effective models of interdepartmental and interdisciplinary cooperation is the world-
proven Barnahus model (hereinafter - “Barnachus”). Today, the model is recognized as a
best practice for protecting children from violence and dealing with the consequences of
violence that a child has experienced. The obtained results of the research consist in the
analysis of the "Barnachus" model in Ukraine. The article outlines the basic understanding
of the Barnahus model, defines Barnahus quality standards, which are required by the leg-
islative basis for the operation of the model and its implementation in Ukraine

There is a reverse
process when biotechnology influences
the development of computer technology.
The interaction between information
technology and nanotechnology is also
twofold. On the one hand, information
technology is wused for computer
simulation of nanodevices. On the other
hand, nanotechnology is already widely
used today to create more powerful
computing and communication systems.

In future, according to experts, the
interaction between information and
communication and cognitive technologies
may be the most perspective. Today,
information technology has made possible
better study of the human brain than
before, and their further development in
the future will allow for its comprehensive
computer modeling, including simulation
of mind, personality, consciousness and
other properties of the human psyche. In
addition, the development of brain-
computer interfaces  offers ample
opportunities to connect artificial body
parts and donor organs to humans through
the nervous system. Information and
communication technologies are already
being used to strengthen human
intelligence. They significantly
complement the natural abilities of man to
work with information: computer software
systems are being developed that
enhance and expand human mental
processes.

Analysis of recent researches
and publication. Among the branches of
NBICS - convergence, cognitive science is
relatively young, but promising. It is an

interdisciplinary convergence of
psychology, physiology, medicine,
anthropology, linguistics, neuroscience

and computer science, including artificial

intelligence. The latter is perhaps the most
important component of scientific and
technological growth, which will lead to
better study of the human brain and higher
nervous activity, computer modeling and
brain stimulation, development of brain-
computer interfaces. Here we are talking
about expanding the interaction "brain -
brain" and "brain - machine" by connecting
to the human nervous system. In addition,
multimodal platforms may be developed
for people with impaired sensory-
perceptual analytical functions as initial
forms of cognition. Creating virtual
environments for learning and work, not
limited by the distance or physical scale at
which it is performed.

The crown of this direction,
probably, should be the creation of
universal artificial intelligence, more
complete knowledge of the human brain,
capable of independent learning,
creativity, free communication.

Undoubtedly, the embodiment of human
knowledge acquired over the centuries
about the microstructure of the brain, the
work of the neutron system in the working
model of new projects, so that this
knowledge can be collected and tested,
would be of great importance for
psychological science. This  would
contribute to the development of
technological directions for improving the
psychosomatic health of man and his
psychophysical capabilities.

The new way of life in "civilized
society" is associated with the invasion in
the sacred thing of the human body - the
work of the brain. There have been
significant changes both in the problem
field and in the organizational structure of
institutions dealing with a completely new
and virtually unpredictable object of
influence - the brain. The human brain,
firstly, is a material object, a substance;
secondly, it is a substance that works on
energy, and its own production, the whole
human body works as a power plant to
ensure the efficiency of the brain; thirdly, it
produces information; and fourthly,
although it became the subject of study
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and research, it never revealed the secrets
of his organization and work.

It should be added that social and
cultural circumstances are actively
involved in its work and formation.
Therefore, we know for sure that our
thinking, as it is in itself, is a natural and
social product of the brain. In the brain
there are unknown and therefore
unpredictable connections of matter and
consciousness, types of connections that
do not even have adequate names. And
despite this, tiny knowledge (compared to
the huge white spots in the study of the
brain) is already beginning to be used for
active intervention in the brain of ordinary
(or sick) people. Radical, difficult to predict
prospects for further escalation of such an
intervention raises significant questions: is
human evolution canceled by innovations
that came from the virtual nature?

The future has already come, but
we cannot say anything about it yet, how it
is arranged, what forces it manages and
what consequences it attracts, and most
importantly - threatens. It is clear that this
future will require a completely new level
of  self-organization, new  positive
programs, new grounds for solidarity and
consent from man and society (or
communities, to put it more mundanely). It
will be necessary not so much to protect
human  nature  from  uncontrolled
"improvement” as to shed light on the
limits within which interventions in human
biological and personal life are permissible
and desirable.

Neural networks have long been
working in very real production and
software processes. And perhaps there
will be new mental tools to describe and
explain the workings of neural substance,
new devices and new principles on which
these devices will work. Quantum
computers, biorobots, nano machines,
and genetic technology can significantly
change today's understanding of science
and technology. We do not know whether
analytical psychology will be replaced by
any synthetic one, but it will certainly raise
the question of psychological problems of

man-made modification. If we accept the
logic that the types of thinking depend on
the basic pro-element (matter, energy,
information, brain) of civilization, the
conclusion is that there are no more logical
grounds for thinking about evolution as an
interconnected, predictable  process.
However, the degree of freedom, and
hence the degree of complexity, does not
fitinto the mental, cognitive apparatus that
has hitherto been used by psychological
science. In front of it is a terra incognita,
which promises colossal gains and at the
same time the threat of irreparable
catastrophes.

We live in an amazing era of
domination of omnipotent technologies of
total transformation of the world, man and
society. Technoscience has become an
active creative force on a planetary scale,
which tries not only to understand but also
to change the very nature of man.
Techniques and technologies with the
capabilities of artificial intelligence (not yet
the mind) are already inevitably
captivating man and his world, leaving him
no chance for freedom of choice. A new
technobiotic man is being formed. In
fairness, it must be acknowledged that it is
as a result of the development of the
natural sciences and the accompanying
technological progress that many
mysteries of nature, previously
inaccessible to our direct perception, have
been solved. Nevertheless, the limitation
of human sensory systems leads to
permanent perceptual uncertainty,
simplification and inconsistency of the
complex world around us.

We already know a lot about the
structure of the human body, its biology
and physiology, psyche and almost
nothing about his soul. Here the
achievements of science are quite
modest. Psychology used to be the
science of the soul, but now it has become
the science of its absence. Psychology, of
course, can be blamed for refusing to
study the soul. So far, only literature and
art can come closer to understanding the
soul. Perhaps science will succeed if it
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gains the experience they have gained.
According to VP Zinchenko, "no one has
yet succeeded in" revealing the
mechanism of the miraculous, to take the
absolute by storm (not only in the field of
psychology), the soul cannot be reduced
to knowledge, feelings and will. The soul is
a mysterious excess of knowledge,
feelings and will, without which their full
development is impossible "[2, p. 4].

Let's focus on technology and areas
of human technomodification. There are
two trends in the use of technology to
modify man and his life in artificial
communities and environments:

- creation of interfaces between the
human body and the controlled elements
of the technological environment;

- modification of the brain, sensory
and sensorimotor systems, mechanisms
of mental and conscious regulation. To
solve the problems of the first direction, the
use of NBICS technologies is promising in
order to form a virtual multimodal working
environment, micromechatronics,
augmented reality technologies and
induced environments as elements of
communication with natural human
perceptual systems [2]. Methodological
categories in this area: interaction,
algorithmization, adaptation, regulation.
The main problems of interface integration
are related to the provision of optimal
forms of information and the formation of
effective conceptual models of activity. In
addition, the limitations of the interface
approach are due to the low capacity of the
human senses and a small amount of
working memory. This creates obstacles
for the implementation of complex control
algorithms.

Second-line  technologies are
mainly related to genomic engineering
(genome editing technologies, synthetic
biology and psychology and their variants,
which study changes in brain substrate at
the genetic, molecular and structural-
functional levels, as well as technologies
evolving within a number of clusters: GRIN
(G - genetic, R - robotic, | - information, N
- nanoprocesses), GRAIN (G - genetic, R

- robotic, Al - artificial intelligence, N -
nanotechnology), BANG (B - bits, A -
atoms, N - neurons, G - genes) [2].

The ability to manipulate atoms of
matter with the help of nanotechnology
allows for a new fusion of such powerful
tools for influencing nature as
nanotechnology, biotechnology,
information technology, cognition and
neurotechnology. General technological
platforms are formed. For example, BANG
convergence allows you to manipulate
information bits, matter atoms, brain
neurons, and genes that encode life
flexibly. Convergent technologies include
nanobiotechnology, synthetic biology,
DNA computing and neuroengineering.
The main methodological categories of

technomodification: mutual orientation,
integration, mechanisms of life,
operational isolation, organized

complexity of  development, self-
organization, evolution.

Problems and directions of
technomodification of the psyche

The main problem of techno-
modification of the psyche through
technological changes in brain structures
is that we still largely do not understand
the relationship between physical and
mental structures of the brain and the
human psyche. We do not know what
types of mental are generated and live in
certain brain bioforms and how to
reproduce them artificially. In addition, we
are a social product and it is unclear how
and in what types of social communication
"artificial people" can develop and fit into
the processes of biosociogenesis.

We can identify the following
problem fields, stages, directions and
forms of technomodification of the psyche
and technointegration of man with techno-
biotic environment:

- human interaction with the natural
world and its objects (interface problem);

- human interaction with artificial
objects, systems and environments (the
problem of presence in the environment,
iImmersion, interactivity);
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- human interaction with artificial
systems and environments endowed with
artificial intelligence, strengthening human
intelligence in the intellectual environment
(the problem of intellectual symbiosis,
inactivation);

- technomodification of subjective
reality (problems of creating new and
additional sensory modalities and their
integration into new forms of subjective
realities);

- technomodification of the
emotional-sensory sphere (new forms of
sensuality and emotions);

- technomodification of the human
(the problem of the artificial subject);

- artificial intelligence, local and
distributed in an organized environment
(the problem of constructing mental and
cognitive structures);

- social processes in self-organized
network communication;

- technogenic personality (the
problem of selection and education of
individuals who are not marked by the
mechanisms of the technobiotic immune
system);

- techno-modified
society.

In particular, the psychology of
technointegration should include in its
sphere  of interest  psychological
disciplines that reflect the results of
purposeful change of the human psyche
under the influence of the
technoenvironment and evolving global
mechanisms of human integration with the
artificial world of technobiode. The
psychology of technomodification
considers the design and implementation
of technologies of new mental forms with
predetermined properties, as well as the
design of means to mitigate the negative
effects of NBICS - technology on a man
and his psyche.

In
the process of national identification, the linguistic self-identification of each individual plays
a major role, because it becomes the factor of the consolidation of society and the engine
of building a strong, democratic and independent country.

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CRITERIA AND AXIOLOGICAL FEATURES OF CIVILIZATION

Abstract. The article includes an analysis of the spectrum of criteria (socio-economic,
legal, political, axiological, etc.) and features of civilization, which were considered from the
point of view of comparison between different variants of historical course of societies in the
direction of civilizational and non-civilizational advancement. In addition, the author reviews
the peculiarities of development of civilization as a phenomenon and outlines the features
of primitive, uncivilized societies. It is noted in the article that civilizations do not appear as
static formations, but as dynamic formations of an evolutionary type. At the same time, even
if all existing primitive societies are generally in a static state, this is not proof that they have
always been in this state from the beginning. After all, the withered trunk remains as such
even after the nutrient juices stop saturating it. The author emphasizes that presently the
spiritual foundations of the Ukrainian cultural and civilizational tradition found themselves in
a situation of needing answers to more powerful challenges than during the Soviet era, and
they need courage and powerful internal forces and resources to face these challenges and
respond to them with dignity.

Abstract. The article, based on the analysis of scientific sources and empirical ma-
terial, characterizes the theoretical principles of the application of situational learning tech-
nology in the training of future social workers (on the example of teaching the educational
discipline "Fundamentals of scenario work and art therapy"). The professional activity of
future social workers is described as situational activity, during which one type of profes-
sional situation is replaced by another or prompts the emergence of another professional
situation. In order to learn to make the right decisions, it is necessary to train this ability, and
therefore full-fledged professional knowledge and skills can be obtained only by developing
situational thinking in the process of situational analysis. The analysis of a real educational
situation by roles in classes on the discipline "Fundamentals of scenario work and art ther-
apy" will help future social workers to form their own attitude towards it, gain experience
through the game, promote the development of imagination and critical thinking skills, the
ability to find and consider alternative options for actions, sympathize with others It is noted
that the modern professional development of future social workers should be implemented
through the introduction of a didactically justified solution to a wide range of professional
situations in the process of teaching the educational discipline "Fundamentals of scenario
work and art therapy". One of the contradictions of professional training is emphasized: be-
tween the traditional approach to the didactic system of training future social workers and
the realities of educational activity, which requires situational mobility from the specialist,
which is the result of special situational training with the use of appropriate technology.

Results. Among the problems
faced by modern cultures, there is one that
is gradually turning into a determining
factor of intercultural relations. It is not only
about causing misunderstanding. There
may not be aliens for the reason that
cultures lose their past, clearly defined
boundaries, and therefore foreign and own
have largely mixed. This does not mean
that the Stranger is gone. On the contrary,
in a person's life, the meeting with the
Stranger happens more often. It's just that
the sphere we call our own is losing what
used to be called its native ground. The
contours of the space of their culture are
disappearing. The intertwining of cultures
leads to the emergence of a single world

horizon, which characterizes the situation
of globality.

The founder of phenomenology, E.
Husserl, writes about the crisis, which
means, first of all, the crisis of the entire
culture, which from the beginning is
connected with the idea of European
science. Both science and everyday
human life have, according to Husserl, the
same source — the life world. At the same
time, in the course of the history of
Western European culture, science is so
distant from the world of life that it is
opposed to everyday life. Husserl sees the
root of this contrast between science and
life in a kind of falsification of the ideas of
Greek science. This falsification occurs in
the New Age, when science begins to
appeal not to the things surrounding a
person, but to the models of these things,
which are achieved by mathematizing our
life world. From this it becomes clear that
the crisis of science as an idea of science,
which gave birth in the Greek world to a
very special form of human life, testifies to
the crisis of the entire European culture,
which is losing the ideal of man, which lay
at the very sources of Western European
consciousness.

According to Husserl, humanity is
always at risk of losing the original fullness
of meaning and, in fact, has already lost it.

P. Ricker sets himself the task of
creating a holistic concept of cultural
interpretation. To some extent, he equates
culture with works of art and literature.
Integrity and dialectics here means the
understanding of cultural phenomena in
three temporal dimensions — past, present
and future, taken in their dialectical
interaction as a simultaneous grasp of the
prehistory of the phenomenon, its current
state and its possibilities.

According to Ricker, the facts of
culture should be studied indirectly, based
on the prehistory that is rooted in the
individual being of their creators. The
surest way to explain our present is to
place it in history.

Ricker's temporal characteristic is a
specific feature of human experience that
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is closely related to the narrativity of
culture: there is a deep relationship
between the existence of culture in time
and its narrativity, between history and its
expression in language and, accordingly,
in culture. Ricker emphasizes the
dialectical nature of tradition and
innovation: innovation is possible only on
the basis of traditional culture.

It should be said that from the point
of view of phenomenology, tradition is not
something that someone can learn alone,
not a thread that he can choose if he likes
it; it is as impossible as choosing one's
own ancestors. The one who is not
involved in the tradition, but would like to
have it, is like an unhappy lover [1, 120].

Under culture, Ricker understands
the spiritual life of society, where the
formation, self-realization and change of a
person takes place, social ties are formed,
that is, human history itself is carried out.
A person acts as a subject of cultural and
historical creativity, in which and thanks to
which the connection of times, which is
created and maintained by the activity of
individuals, is carried out.

According to Ricker, the
phenomenon of culture is contemplated at
the level of a religiously interpreted
tradition of representation. In his
philosophy of culture, the representation is
endowed with metaphysical
characteristics, becomes a synonym for
the transcendent movement of the human
spirit, which cannot be reduced to a trivial
projection of salutary impulses and vital
desires. Possessing a prospective
research function, representation, in
Ricker's understanding, coincides with the
constitution of human possibilities, since it
is through the representation of his
possibilities that a person envisions his
own existence. Imagination with its
mythopoetic function is also the space
where deep spiritual work is carried out,
which leads to radical changes in the
human worldview, accordingly, changing
one's perception, a person inevitably
changes his life. Only thanks to the activity
of imagination, a person creates these or

those images of his own being, which form
the entire reality of culture. Ricker insists
that the images of a person have a direct
connection with religious myths, they are
actually identical to him, interpreting the
myth as a meaningful space of human
relation to the world, other people and the
absolute being. Mythological images of a
person are embodied in interpersonal
relationships. «They are silent mediators
who have penetrated the space between
the views exchanged by two people and
who have taken root in it; we perceive
each other through the images of a
person, and culture fills with these
meanings the relationships that we
consider to be the truest and most
immediate» [5, 63].

Asking about the  creative
foundations of national culture, Ricker
sees them in the ethical-mythological core
or a set of integral ideas of the nation,
consistently spiritualizing the origins of
national culture, finding them in the
supernatural life of the human spirit.
Emphasizing that in an effort to reach the
value core of national culture, one should
discover a layer of images and symbols
that give an idea of the basis of the people,
Ricker claims that from these images and
symbols what can be called the revived
dreams of the people are created, which
create the foundation of national culture as
such, prompting the spontaneous views
and simple reactions of the people in life
situations. Trying to answer the question:
how is the coexistence of national cultures
possible, which does not lead to their
destruction, Riker substantiates the reality
of intercultural communication through the
idea of axiological translation or
transmission of fundamental images that
create the basis of national culture. This
also applies to international cultural
values, which are based on certain
religious views or orders of truth. Fruitful
communication of international cultural
integrity, according to Ricker, is possible
only through a deep awareness and
development of one's religious and cultural
identity: for a representative of European
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culture, the problem of global dialogue of
cultures is not to join any
incomprehensible faith, but to return to
own sources. Ricker: "Each of the
historical communities has its own
traditional stories, which consist of folk,
literary [2, 63].

By mythologizing a symbol,
tradition exhausts itself, but it is revived
thanks to interpretation, which again rises
to the sources from the time exhausted to
the time hidden, that is, in the correlation
of mythology with the symbol and its
semantic reserves.

We understand that interpretation
has its own history and that this history is
an integral part of the tradition itself, we do
not interpret anywhere; we interpret to
illuminate, continue, and thereby sustain
the life of the tradition in which we find
ourselves. This means that the time of
interpretation belongs in a certain way to
the time of tradition. Conversely, a tradition
understood even as the transfer of a
deposit remains a dead tradition if it is not
a continuous interpretation of this
contribution: the “inheritance" is not a
closed package that is passed from hand
to hand without opening, but a treasury
from which can be scooped up by handfuls
and which is only replenished in the
process of this depletion. Any tradition
lives thanks to interpretation — at this price
it continues, that is, it remains a living
tradition [5, 43].

Riker is looking for a third, deeper
time, which would be inscribed in the
wealth of meaning and would make
possible the mutual crossing of two
temporalities (interpretation (present time)
and the time of tradition). This will be,
according to Riker, the time of the most
meaning. Being burdened with meaning
makes it possible for the meaning to fall
into the sediment, and — at the same time
— it is clarified in the course of
interpretation.

«Synchrony» creates a system, and
«diachrony» appears as a problem.
Desymbolization leads to the loss of a
sense of integrability, a common goal, as

a result of which active deformation of
identity structures begins in mass society.
Mass society is losing touch with the great
past. The inevitable need to return to the
roots is born. The body of the nation
embodies space, the earth.

Stories make individuals different
from each other. The answer to the
guestion about the subject's identity, that
is, the answer to the question of who he is,
IS history. Access to the identity of subjects
is possible only through history. The
identity of subjects includes their entire life
world. What a subject is in reality is not
based on the permanence of his desire to
be so. Identity is not the result of action. It
is the result of history, i.e., the result of
self-preservation and development of the
subject in conditions that are randomly
connected with the foundation of this
momentary desire.

The phenomenological-
hermeneutic tradition of our century can be
gualified as an intense search for human
mutual understanding. This entire tradition

tries to wunderstand the ways of
overcoming misunderstanding, to
understand the Other better than he
understands himself, and thus to
overcome the conflict of different
interpretations.

Riker: «Memory is always a

collective phenomenon. And history is
always the history of a nation» [5, 37].
History is one of the ways in which
people recreate their belonging to the
same humanity; it represents a sphere of
communication of consciousness, a
sphere divided by methodology into traces
and documents, that is, a clearly
expressed sphere of dialogue, where the
other answers questions, and not a sphere
of total intersubjectivity, which has broken
up into parts, a sphere that is always open
and such, which leads the argument. A
meeting within the framework of history will
never become a dialogue, since an
important condition for dialogue is the
other's answer to the question posed:
history is such a realm of communication
where there is no reciprocity [5, 55].
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History is always diversity, multiplicity:
there is one thing, followed by another.

It is possible to single out the
traditions that existed as traditions of a
kind of historical motivation, which,
possessing a cumulative ability, gradually
gains strength; this impulse can only be
destroyed by extraordinary cosmic or
historical cataclysms — earthquakes or
floods — which destroy the material basis
of this experience.

The gap between memory and
history is a problem. In integral memory,
the past was continuously connected with
the present; it was a true memory. Our
memory, which is only a history, a trace
and a selection, has lost the
correspondence between history and
memory. Memory is always a
phenomenon related to the present, and
history is a representation of the past [5,
62].

It is enough to doubt the previously
accepted instructions, customs, and
beliefs once, so that everything
immediately shakes, the instability of the
moral world is revealed, so that doubt
shakes the fundamental foundations on
which our activity rests, and our moral
behavior changes fundamentally.

Human development is
characterized by contradictions.
Simultaneously with the increase in the
living and cultural level of humanity, the
process of universalization is
accompanied by  destruction; the
destruction of not only traditional cultures,
but also the disintegration of what Riker
conventionally calls the creative core of
great civilizations, great cultures; it is from
this core that we interpret life. This,
according to Ricker, is the ethical and
mythological core of humanity. And this is
precisely the source of the conflict: we well
understand that the formation of a single
world civilization is  simultaneously
accompanied by a kind of depletion or
erosion of the foundations of culture,
thanks to which the great civilizations of
the past developed. This danger lies in the

spread before our eyes of low-quality
culture.

It is necessary to rediscover a deep
national identity, to re-root it in the past, so
that it fuels the demand for national
independence. Hence the paradox: on the
one hand, it is necessary to re-root in one's
own past, revive the soul of the nation and
cultivate this demand in the face of colonial
identity. But at the same time, in order to
keep up with modern civilization, it is
necessary to engage in scientific, political
and technical rationality, which very often
requires a complete rejection of one's
cultural heritage. In fact, no culture is able
to withstand the onslaught of world
civilization and adapt to it. A paradox
arises: is it possible at the same time to
follow the path of modernization and return
to the sources of one's own culture?

When we recognize that there is not
one culture, but many cultures, we
recognize that an imagined or real cultural
monopoly is coming to an end, and as a
result our discovery may turn against us;
suddenly it becomes possible that there
are only others, that we ourselves are
someone else among others, that purpose
and meaning have disappeared....
Humanity turns into something like a
museum: where to go this weekend? One
can imagine people who endlessly change
their place of residence. This process is
like an endless movement without a goal.
At this higher point, the triumph of a
universally identical consumer culture
would correspond to a zero level of culture;
it would be the spread of skepticism on a
planetary scale, absolute nihilism in a
situation of triumph of life's benefits.

Ricker asks the question: what
creates the creative core of civilization?
Under what conditions can this creativity
take place? How does the meeting of
different cultures take place?

The first question. The values in
guestion are the life beliefs of specific
people, they create a moral system and
cannot be questioned by influential and
responsible persons.
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The people continue their existence
based on the established traditions. At a
deeper level, these values manifest
themselves in traditional attitudes; but
these attitudes themselves are only a
reflection of the way of thinking, will, and
feelings of a separate group of people in a
certain historical period. If we aspire to
reach the core of culture, we should dig
into that layering of images and symbols
that give an idea of the basis of the people

[3].

Humanity was constituted not at all
according to one image of culture, it is the
result of borrowing various related and
completed historical formations; certain
cultures. The fate of a person is such that

it is possible to move to another
environment.
A cultural tradition lives only

because it continuously transforms itself.
Humanity moves through time in two ways:
civilization in a certain sense is the
embodiment of development in time in the
direction of accumulation and progress;
the basis of the development of the
people's culture is the law of constancy
and creativity; if culture is not subject to
renewal and creative transformation, it
dies; the emergence of writers and
thinkers who would give a new impetus to
the development of culture and who would
inspire search and limitless risk is
necessary [4].

The second question: under what
conditions is it possible to continue the
cultural creativity of the people? Only a
culture capable of accepting scientific
rationality can survive and be reborn; to
reunite with one's era can only be faith,
which calls for an understanding of the
ability to think [4, 123].

The difficulty lies in the fact that it is
necessary not only to repeat the past, but
also to be rooted in it in order to
continuously create something new.

The third question: how is the
meeting of different cultures possible? In
other words, how is it possible for cultures
to co-exist without leading them to
destruction? Alienation between people is

never absolute. The fact that one person is
a stranger to another person is just as true
as the fact that people are always similar
to each other. When we get to a
completely foreign country, despite the
feeling of a significant difference in the way
of life, we never lose the feeling of
belonging to a single human race; but this
feeling remains implicit, if it is not brought
to the rank of the principle of conscious
affirmation of human identity. It is this
weighty  principle that was once
substantiated by an Egyptologist when,
after seeing unfamiliar signs, he declared
that, in fact, if these signs were left by a
person, then they can be translated. Of
course, not everything can be conveyed
through translation, but something can
always be conveyed. Believing that
translation is possible up to a certain limit
means asserting that a representative of
another culture is the same person as we
are, in a word, that communication is
possible. One can understand the Other,
according to Ricker, through sympathy
and imagination. Moreover, | can
understand without repeating, imagine,
without experiencing, enter the position of
the Other, remaining myself. To be human
means to be able to move to another
center of perspective.

But what happens to my own values
when | try to understand the values of
other peoples? Understanding is a risky
act, as a result of which the entire cultural
heritage is in danger of losing its definition
in the chaos of syncretism. And only a
living culture, which at the same time
maintains a connection with its own
sources and possesses creative potential
in the fields of art, literature, philosophy,
and spirituality, is able to withstand a
collision with other cultures and not only
withstand but also give meaning to such a
collision. Since such a meeting of cultures
means a collision of various creative
impulses, aspirations, it is creative in itself.

Communication is a tense
relationship in which the self alternately
asserts itself, relying on its own sources,
and is revealed through the representation
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of the Other, who Ilives in another
civilization. Human truth is born only where
civilizations interact on the basis of what is
most vital and creative in them. Human
history will turn into a wide field of
explanation, where each civilization will
develop its vision of the world, interacting
with all other civilizations. Perhaps,
according to Ricker, this will become a
global task of future generations.

Now we are in a transitional state,
where we can no longer accept the
dogmatism of the one truth, but we are not
yet able to overcome the skepticism that
has overwhelmed us.

Modern society also faces the
problem of language revival. This problem
is actually, according to Ricker, a problem
of culture. The world of technocracy in
which we live and the ability to live in which
we have to learn is a world without a past,
a world that is oriented towards the future,
that tries to destroy its own traces. As for
the world of culture, it is the world of
memory. If technical renewal destroys the
past and turns us into people of the future,
a person of culture must constantly resolve
the contradictions between the memory of
his roots and the project of his own
domination. Accordingly, we can be
considered true people to the extent that
we turn to our own sources and revive our
traditions.

We are born into the world of words
and must constantly master this world.
After all, it is in the linguistic sphere that
meaning and meaninglessness are
combined, and it is at this level that the
prospect perspective is rooted.

The phenomenological-
hermeneutic tradition of our century can be
gualified as an intense search for human
mutual understanding. This entire tradition

tries to understand the ways of
overcoming misunderstanding, to
understand the Other better than he
understands himself, and thus to
overcome the conflict of different
interpretations.

Conclusion. Analyzing the

phenomenological philosophy of culture,

in particular, the concepts of such modern
phenomenologists as E. Husserl, P.
Ricker, B. Waldenfels, we find that the
conditon for the existence and
development of cultural worlds is their
otherness, and we also draw the following
conclusions:

- the human world is the
intersubjective world of culture. A person
does not exist outside the community of
his own kind. Its validity is the validity of
relationships and connections with other
people. The reality of culture has a supra-
individual nature (although this, of course,
does not mean the impersonal nature of
culture). Therefore, being in its
intersubjectivity forms the basis of
understanding human existence as a
culture;

- the presence of the Other is a
necessary condition for the existence of
culture and personality. One of the options
for solving intercultural conflicts is the
awareness of culture as such, which
consists in ethical responsibility and duty
towards the Other;

- ethno-cultural diversity is a source
of enrichment of the world culture of
mankind, without which the degradation of
society occurs. At the same time, national
cultures continue to exist if they are based
on their own traditions. Tradition is the
«way of existence» of the cultural world.
The past and the present form a continuity
in which the hereditary character of any
present is constituted;

- foreignness defines both human
existence and cultural existence («foreign
culture», «foreign  country»). Each
individual culture becomes distinctive due
to its response to the foreign.
Relationships between Self and Other,
between one culture and another, are built
according to the «challenge-response»
scheme. Culture is the upward openness
of the world, which, although it is
understood in the structures of subjective
experience, is not identical to these
structures.

To
achieve the goal, the following tasks have been defined: to determine the features of
intellectual work in the formation of new visions of post-war reconstruction; to analyze new
visions of post-war recovery. Methods. The research used general scientific (generalization,
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comparison, induction and deduction) and empirical-theoretical methods (analysis,
synthesis). The use of system-structural analysis made it possible to distinguish the main
features of intellectual work and its role in the formation of new visions of post-war recovery.
The results. It has been established that countries such as Germany, Japan, Israel, South
Korea, Croatia are noted when it comes to positive experience of economic development in
the context of post-war reconstruction of the country, or successes in conditions of constant
war threat. It was established that common values and a high level of social consolidation,
features of the national character, historical and cultural traditions and a vision of a happy
future of their country as a free, independent and successful country with a developed
economy and a decent standard of living played an important role in the achievements of
the noted countries. Conclusions. On the basis of the conducted research, it was found that
the positive experience of economic development in the conditions of constant military threat
is interconnected with the state policy of supporting science, education and innovation;
stimulation of scientific and technical developments and the latest productions; ensuring the
synergy of the nation's human potential and the development of scientific research. The
results can be directed to the further study of the social significance of the new visions of
the post-war recovery of Ukraine to ensure recovery and the maximum realization of human
potential.
