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KEY ASPECTS OF ACADEMIC INTEGRITY: PREVENTING PLAGIARISM

Abstract. Solving the problem of academic integrity and preventing the use of academic
plagiarism is one of the key issues in education and science. Today, these issues are the
subject of research by both foreign and domestic scientists, since the specifics of preventing
the use of academic plagiarism are a multifaceted and complex phenomenon. The research
used general scientific (generalization, comparison, induction and deduction) and empirical-
theoretical methods (analysis, synthesis). The use of system-structural analysis made it
possible to distinguish the main aspects of academic integrity and academic plagiarism. It has
been established that academic integrity means a set of ethical principles and statutory rules
that should be followed by participants in the educational process during learning, teaching
and carrying out scientific (creative) activities in order to ensure trust in the results of studies
and/or scientific (creative) achievements. It has been found that plagiarism means the
publicizing (publication), in whole or in part, of someone else's work under the name of a person
who is not the author of this work. On the basis of the conducted research, it was found that it
is necessary to create such learning conditions so that students of education have no reason
to resort to mechanical copying of the text, to appropriate someone else's intellectual property,
not to violate copyright. The results can be directed to the further study of the process of
implementation of the principles of academic integrity in higher education institutions in order
to prevent the use of plagiarism.

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CHARACTERISTICS OF THE PSYCHO-EDUCATIONAL SITUATION AS A DIDACTIC
UNIT IN THE TRAINING OF FUTURE SOCIAL WORKERS/EDUCATORS
Osadchenko I. I.

Abstract. The article, based on the analysis of scientific sources, characterizes the
psychopedagogical situation as a didactic unit in the training of future social workers/teachers.
The didactic unit is considered as the smallest part of educational information, which is neces-
sary for perception, analysis and assimilation by future social workers/teachers. From the point
of view of the system approach, the key unit of situational learning technology is the educational
psycho-pedagogical situation, which is a component of the learning content and its didactic
and organizational feature. It is asserted that the psychopedagogical situation is the smallest
didactic unit in the context of training future social workers/teachers. A logical emphasis is
placed on the word "smallest"”, without claiming the universality of the psycho-pedagogical sit-
uation as a didactic unit in the didactic field of professional training. As for the use of situational
learning technology in the training of future social workers/teachers, an important indicator of
its effectiveness is the close connection between theory and practice, which arises as a result
of mobile analysis of a wide range of problems (information) of practical activity. However,
solving the problem is still a work in progress: students — future social workers/teachers — must
perceive the reactions of others to their actions, understanding that different solutions are pos-
sible, provided that the risk of decision-making remains with them, and not with the teacher,
interpreting the consequences of making hasty decisions or independent thinking about the
work done. It has been proven that in the conditions of such preparation, the preparation (com-
petence) of the teacher himself becomes extremely important: he must be an experienced
practitioner in the field of social work and social pedagogy and a person with a high level of
analytical thinking, because he must not only know in advance the likely options for the correct
solution to the situation, but also mobile to respond to students' options. The skills that future
social workers/teachers must acquire are developed according to certain rules. The teacher
performs the role of a presenter, moderator, acting as a commentator, announcer, interviewer
who formulates questions, writes down answers, supports the discussion or simply supports
the independent analysis of the psycho-pedagogical situation of students.

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SOCIAL ENTERPRISE AS AN INNOVATIVE WAY OF SOLVING SOCIAL
PROBLEMS

Abstract. Social work as a professional activity aimed at helping and supporting
citizens who find themselves in difficult life circumstances requires constant improvement of
their own technologies. The development of domestic practice of social work began in the
1990s. The rise was carried out mainly thanks to the creation and organization of the activities
of new social state institutions, which provided services to various categories of the population,
were regulated by appropriate regulatory and legal mechanisms, and were accompanied by
the introduction of traditional technologies into the practice of social protection of citizens. Re-
sources for the intensive stage of development have gradually been exhausted, and in modern
conditions, new technologies and innovative practices for solving social problems are
emerging. They correspond to the model that forms an active social policy, focused on civic
initiatives, involving citizens in forms of activity that allow them to overcome adversity, change
their life situations by their own efforts with the involvement of the resources of the social en-
vironment to which they belong. In our country, for a long time, state institutions were the only
subjects of implementing social policy and maintaining social balance. The modern approach
involves connecting other subjects to solving social problems, which can offer non-standard,
innovative forms of working with clients. The newest and most promising subjects are social
entrepreneurs who offer an alternative way to solve the problems of social groups of the popu-
lation. The theory of social entrepreneurship at this stage of its development is at a pre-paradig-
matic stage, and in scientific literature you can find many definitions and approaches to under-
standing the essence of this phenomenon. Differences in the definition of the term "social
enterprise" are caused by the peculiarity of the economy and the conditions of business
existence in different countries.

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PEDAGOGICAL RECEPTION OF OLES HONCHAR'’S PUBLICISTIC HERITAGE:
IDEAS OF HARMONIOUS HUMAN DEVELOPMENT AND EDUCATION
Stepanenko N. S.

Abstract. The relevance of this study is determined by the importance of the devel-
opment of “personalistic” approach in contemporary research. This approach acquired a spe-
cial significance in Ukrainian pedagogy in connection with the nation-building processes that
were activated when Ukraine got its independence and which brough back from the oblivion
the names of those whose artistic or research achievements or civic position had not corre-
lated with the ideological doctrine of the Soviet empire. Olena Pchilka, P. Kulish, M. Dragoma-
nov, M. Zerov, |. Ohienko, V. Vynnychenko were among those personalities, however their
names are well-known now. Yet, there has not been done enough research into the recent
history — the second half of the 20t century with its contradictions and with opposing activities
of those who made efforts to develop pedagogy based on the progressive experience of the
predecessors and those who blindly followed the instructions of the guardians of imperial ide-
ology. This paper focuses on a pedagogical reception of O. Honchar’s publicistic heritage that
is represented by such genres as article, essay, diary, and epistolary correspondence the ad-
dresser and addressee of which was O. Honchar. The article singles out pedagogical prob-
lems that were of interest to the writer or that he had to solve, making significant efforts, as a
state, political, public, cultural figure and as a person with the honorary title “the man of the
20t century”. The research has revealed the breadth of the spectrum of these problems which
range from the understanding of the great and tragic history of national education, the role and
place of outstanding educators in it, to specific measures taken to develop and implement
Ukraine-centred educational model, in particular, language and literature education of the 60-
s—80-s of the 20t century as an opposition to russification of education, as well as to protect
teachers’ rights. The article characterises the originality of the writer’s views on the mission of
the educator in the intellectual and spiritual life of the people, on the humanitarian component
of the content of education, on the importance of language in the life of the society, and on the
role of the native language as a means of communication and as a school subject using the
example of the “teacher from Ichnia” Stepan Vasylchenko, who was destined to become a
classic of Ukrainian literature. Based on the specific arguments, obtained from various
sources, the paper proves that O. Honchar’s pedagogical views are as close as possible to
the pedagogical conception of the founder of the science of pedagogy and the initiator of the
folk school K. Ushynsky, who is highly appreciated by the world community. The evidence to
support this claim has been obtained from O. Honchar’s articles, diary entries, letters that
discuss the social essence of language as the most important means of communication, the
nation-building and nation-preserving potential of the native language, the place of the native
language in the educational system as a subject and as the most powerful instrument to learn
all disciplines. The paper pays special attention to the history of the relationships of the world-
famous writer O. Honchar and the world-renowned teacher V. Sukhomlynsky, whose destinies
and life paths intersected in the space and time and whose views and thoughts merged in their
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focus on Ukrainian culture. The paper provides systematic account of the humanitarian
component in the content of education as the spiritual aura of the nation, the culture of
language, the role of literature in the upbringing of children, the real stories that would become
literary works as they had been recorded in the epistolary correspondence between
O. Honchar and the director and the teacher of the native language in Pavlysh school
V. Sukhomlynsky as well as the diary notes of O. Honchar. The paper emphasizes that
V. Sukhomlynsky, the author of the book “I Give My Heart to the Children”, highly praised
O. Honchar’s novel “The Cathedral” at the peak of the campaign against this literary work. The
paper also observes that V. Sukhomlynsky wrote several studies of O. Honchar’s literary
world. The article draws readers’ attention to the fact that O. Honchar took an active part in
the commemoration of V. Sukhomlynsky, in particular in publication of V. Sukhomlynsky’s
research, literary and publicistic works. Besides, the paper describes O. Honchar’s activity to
help preserve the oldest Kyiv school with its time-tested traditions and worthy achievements
as well as save schools in small villages.

Abstract. The article describes the methods of critical thinking development when stud-
ying history (on the example of Detachabloed Subdivision «Zalishchyky Professional College
named Ye. Khraplyvy of National University of Life and Environmental Sciences of Ukraine».
The methods and techniques of developing critical thinking at each stage of the lesson are
analyzed. The article states that the choice of methods and techniques for the development of
critical thinking depends on the topic, goal, tasks and type of class, time available, individual
and age characteristics of the students and the general potential of the academic group. In the
introductory part of the lesson, we should activate students' knowledge, motivate them to study
the material. At this stage, it is suggested to use one of the following methods: an associative
bush, a table "We know-we want to know-we have found out", a tree of predictions or the
method of retroalternativism. In the main part of the lesson, during the initial perception of the
material, the use of such methods as a Venn diagram, a mental map, the method of reference
words, reading in pairs is substantiated. At the sub-stage of understanding the acquired
knowledge, the use of discussion, fishbone, press, and raft methods was analyzed. Summa-
rizing and systematizing the studied material, the article describes the experience of using thin
and thick questions. When conducting assessments, the use of peer and self-assessment,
which often coincides with reflection, which is an integral component of critical thinking devel-
opment classes, is important when implementing critical thinking development techniques.

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HOW TEENAGERS VIEW BULLYING: GENDER DIFFERENCES AND
PSYCHOLOGICAL IMPLICATIONS
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Abstract. The article describes psychological peculiarities and gender differences in
how teenagers view the phenomenon of bullying; it delineates psychological implications and
health impacts of bullying. The aim is to identify gender peculiarities of teenagers’ perception
of bullying and its psychological implications on their health. The main method of this empirical
study was questionnaire. Teenage participants received the approbated questionnaire
developed by the authors of this article. The research determines how teenagers understand
the causes and consequences of bullying, ascertains how teenagers are involved in bullying
including the role behaviour, and identifies psychological peculiarities of bullying in relation to
gender identification of participants. Responses to the questionnaire demonstrate that two
genders equally participate in bullying. Girls and boys communicate experiencing negative
emotions of anger, hate, aggression, pity, anxiety, fear, and offense both during direct
involvement in bullying and during observation of bullying from aside. Teenage girls tend to be
more involved in psychological bullying while boys are more involved in physical bullying.
Teenage involvement in bullying necessarily involves negative emotions regardless of the role
in bullying or gender of the participants. Psychological implications of bullying correlate to its
strength and duration; can be short term and/or long term and affect individual well-being of all
immediate participants of bullying stretching its negative impacts on psychological health even
to adulthood. Therefore, systemic approach to prevent and oppose teenage bullying is
indisputably pertinent.

Thus, the results of
international research «Health Behaviour in
School-aged Children» (HBSC) [3] prove
the effectiveness of a number of measures
to lower levels of bullying. Specifically,

effective are thematic meetings and
educational  programs  for  parents,
improving control over children

playgrounds, enforcing discipline and rules
of behaviour at school, establishing and
enforcing anti-bullying policies at school,
school conferences, informing parents and
working in groups [4]. However, ensuring
that teenagers understand social and
psychological contents of bullying and its
consequences to their well-being is the
most important component of anti-bullying
preventative measures.

Purpose. The aim of the article is to
define gender peculiarities of teenagers’
perception of bullying and its psychological
implications on their health.

Methods. Bullying is defined as
aggressive behaviour towards an individual
or a group of individuals with the purpose of
humiliation, demonstration of dominance,
physical or mental superiority. It can be
said, that bullying is abusing an individual
(or a group of individuals) by an individual
(or a group of individuals) which is
characterized by misbalance of power
between bullies and their victims [5].
Consequently, bullying is a negative social
and mental phenomenon with tough
consequences, which demands targeted
preventative efforts in the psychological
sphere.

Bullying may have various forms and
manifest in different situations. In teenage
environment, there are following from of
bullying: physical (e.g. pushing, trip-ups,
slapping, fighting, body scan, causing
physical pain and damage) [6]; economic
(e.g. stealing, damage or ruining of personal
belongings, extortion, etc.) [6];
psychological (e.g. humiliation through
looks, gestures, body movements, facial
expressions, spreading offensive rumors,
isolation, ignoring, threats,  jokes,
manipulation, blackmailing, etc.) [7]; sexual
(gestures, body movements, nicknames of
sexual nature, taking video in change
rooms, spreading offensive rumors, sexual
harassment, jokes, etc.); cyberbullying
(humiliation through usage of mobile
phones, internet, other electronic devices)

[8].

The following attributes differentiate
bullying from conflicts and fights: regularity;
bullying is always based on ill will;
misbalance of power; no regrets
experienced by offenders [9]. Furthermore,
bullying never stops by its own, interference
by third parties is required to provide help
and protection of the victims, offenders, and
witnesses [5].

Bullying negatively affects all
participating parties. Bullies and victims
have specific psychological characteristics.
Bullies demonstrate different levels of
tendency to manipulate other people, need
to dominate, need of power, need for higher
social status absence of moral values, lower
social competences, inadequate
understanding of leadership, rudeness,
absence of empathy towards the victim,
aggressiveness, higher emotional intellect,
low level of self-control, anxiety, short
temper, hyperactivity, inadequate self-
esteem, problems with discipline, auto
aggressive behaviour, etc. [10]. Victims of
bullying are predominantly characterized by
lower self-esteem, high level of anxiety, sad
mood, depression, absence of friends in
school, fears, low level of social realization,
which may manifest through self-damage,
e.g. bitten nails, self-cuts, broken personal
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things, constant need for additional pocket
money, etc. [5].

Witnesses of bullying, even if they do
not immediately react to the situation,
experience great psychological pressure
which gradually leads to decreased levels of
their ability to experience pity and
eventually changes their norms of
behaviour, makes them more cynical and
pitiless towards victims of bullying and
people in general [5].

The main method of this empirical
study was questionnaire distributed to
teenagers for self-evaluation during in-
person group sessions. To identify gender-
related characteristics of teenage views on
bullying, the authors developed a
guestionnaire, which included ten open and
seven closed questions. Responses to the
qguestionnaire were collected during in-
person micro-group meetings with 15-20
participants, as the sample size of the
research is less than two hundred people.
Teenagers of male and female genders
could become respondents to the
anonymous questionnaire on a voluntary
basis. The questionnaire aimed to research
teenage perceptions, views, and
understandings of bullying, its specificities,
and types. Analysis of responses
established that teenagers view bullying as
a social phenomenon, identified their views
on causes and consequences of bullying,
identified levels of involvement in bullying
and specified behaviours of teenagers
when participating in a bullying situation.
Besides, we identified the psychological
peculiarities of bullying participants in

relation to gender. Responses to the
guestionnaire were subject to
mathematical, statistical and qualitative

analysis.

The research study was conducted in
middle and high schools of the city if Kyiv
and Kyiv region during 2020-2021.
Research sampling included one hundred
sixty-four students of eighth and ninth
grades, aged between thirteen and fifteen
years, eighty-five girls and seventy-nine
boys.

Results. Main gender differences in
teenage views on bullying were identified as
following: girls associate bullying by
decreasing  priority  with  humiliation
(91.3 %), harassment (80.4 %), violence
(39.1 %), and offense (32.6 %). Only
19.5% of girls associate bullying with
inequality. Boys view bullying as humiliation
(76.9 %), violence (46.1 %), offense and
harassment (43.5 %), inequality (15.3 %).
Thus, girls and boys predominantly
associate bullying with humiliation (84.7 %).
Girls associate bullying with harassment is
in the second place, while boys name
violence in the second place.

Qualitative results indicate that boys
associate the word ‘bullying’ with violence,
discrimination, intimidation of the more vul-
nerable, physical and mental harassment.
Boys view victims of bullying as individuals
with physical disabilities or drawbacks in
their psychical appearance, individuals with
non-mainstream views and values, children
from poor families, and physically weaker
individuals who are not capable of effec-
tively fighting back. Bullying is viewed as the
easiest way for offenders to feel in lead, as
it does not require significant efforts. Such
behaviour aims to assert a bully as a leader
at other individuals cost. Boys believe that
victims of bullying feel humiliation, shame,
fear, despair, anger, and guilt. 20 % of boys
indicated that they protected victims of bul-
lying.

Responses provided by female par-
ticipants allowed identifying categories girls
associate with the word ‘bullying’. In re-
sponse to the question ‘, what are you think-
ing of when you hear the word ‘bullying’?’
girls named contempt, discrimination, in-
sults, beating, shame, cruelty, harassment,
mockery, deep negative emotions, aggres-
sion, psychological pressure. Respondents
of male and female genders use words ‘hu-
miliation’ and ‘violence’ most frequently,
which is indeed one of the key characteris-
tics of bullying.

When asked to describe specific ex-
amples of bullying, girls and boys re-
sponded that besides physical violence,
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there are frequent occasions of harass-
ment, insults, humiliation, offensive words,
mockery, being purposefully irritating. All
these responses can be placed in a single
category of physiological violence.

Both male and female respondents
identified potential victims of bullying as
‘quiet, not very open people’, ‘introverted in-
dividuals’, ‘top students’, ‘people with phys-
ical drawbacks’, ‘overweight people’, ‘poor
people’, ‘egoists’, ‘people who are weak
morally and physically’, ‘people who look
messy’, ‘individuals who cannot fight back’,
‘people with low self-esteem’. No statistical
differences between girls and boys noted.
Most frequently, boys and girls identify vic-
tims of bullying attacks as individuals who
are not capable of fighting back in response
to violence.

When asked to portray a bull, teen-
agers mentioned the following characteris-
tics: self-confidence, authority, overconfi-
dence, egoism, bitchiness, insolence, rebel-
liousness, physical strength, high self-es-
teem. Also, there were instances when
teenagers mentioned characteristics quite
opposite to ones mentioned above, such as
‘people who are morally weak’, ‘unconfident
people’ which indeed are quite hidden char-
acteristics of a bully. Besides, most fre-
guently mentioned characteristics were
‘people who think they are better than oth-
ers’, ‘people who want to be detached from
others’, ‘people who seek to raise their self-
esteem at the cost of others’, ‘students with
bad marks’. As can be seen from the above,
these characteristics mark socially unac-
ceptable behavours of the aggressor.

When asked to describe a social en-
vironment where bullying takes place, girls
identified school (54.3 %), neighborhood,
street (26.0 %), home (4.3 %) sports clubs,
hobby clubs (2.1 %). Boys suffer from bully-
ing mostly in school (53.8 %), neighbor-
hood, street (41.0 %), sports clubs (17.9 %)
home (10.2 %). Therefore, most of the re-
spondents (54.1 %) believe school is the
social environment where bullying takes
place most frequently.

Analysis of the distribution of roles in

bullying did not indicate any differences by
gender. Boys and girls take similar roles
with similar frequencies: bullied other peo-
ple (10.2 % girls, 10.2 % boys) were victims
of bullying (28.2 % girls, 28.2 % boys), were
observers (28.2 % girls, 28.2 % boys), both
bullied and observed at the same time
(15.3 % boys, 13.0 % girls), both were vic-
tims and observers at the same time
(12.8 % boys, 10.8 % girls), were bullies
and victims at the same time (25.6 % boys,
25.6 % girls).

When asked to reflect on their
emotions and feeling which they had during
observation of bullying or participation in it,
teenagers mentioned worry, willingness to
defend themselves, anger, anxiety, hate,
aggression, indifference, pity, nervousness,

fury, fear. Most frequently teenagers
mentioned taking offense, which indicates
that both bullies and their victims

experience this emotion frequently enough,
however for different reasons and with
different ways of manifestation.

Teenagers were asked whether they
seek help when dealing with a bullying
situation. Most respondents (43.5 %)
indicated that they never told anyone about
bullying (41.3 % qgirls, 46.1 % boys). Girls
tell their friends about participation in
bullying (28.2 %), parents (27.7 %),
teachers (10.8 %), peers (4.3 %). Boys tell
their friends about participation in bullying
(43.5 %), parents (15.3 %), peers (10.2 %),
teachers (5.1 %), other adults (2.5 %).
Teenagers did not call the anonymous
psychological helpline and most of the
respondents did not even know about such
a possibility.

Most of the respondents (85.8 %)
believe it is necessary to introduce
preventative measures and develop school-
based programs to reduce bullying (91.3 %
girls, 79.4 % boys).

Teenagers were asked about gender
identity if victims of bullying. 58.6 % of
female respondents think that
predominantly girls become victims of
bullying. 48.7 % of male respondents, quite
oppositely, say that victims of bullying are
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predominantly male. 23.9 % of girls and
30.7 % of boys indicated that girls and boys
can equally become victims of bullying
regardless of their gender.

Teenagers tend to think that most
bullies are (68.2% of all respondents,
76.9 % boys). Girls (23.9 %) note that male
and female individuals can equally be a
bully regardless of their gender identity.

Discussion. Bullying is a negative
social phenomenon, which creates
unfavourable conditions for growth and
development of human personality. It is
important to understand how bullying
affects psychological health and well-being
of the victim, the bully, and even observers

[7].

As indicated by teenage
respondents, they experienced worry,
willingness to defend themselves, anger,
anxiety, hate, aggression, indifference, pity,
nervousness, fury and fear during
observation of bullying and participation in
it. Therefore, all participants of bullying, and
foremost its victims, demonstrate signs of
psychological  suffering [5],  which
immediately negatively affect emotional
sphere and will (easy frequent crying,
irritation, anxiety, low self-confidence),
motivational sphere (low or absent
motivation), and cognitive sphere of human
personality (low interest in cognitive
activities).

Such conditions appear as a reaction
to a stressful event and are of a temporary
nature, and as a rule, disappear with
appropriate help provided by friends and
family [9]. However, bullying may cause
trauma for longer terms [11]. Such negative
consequences of bullying can be even
stronger when systemic bullying at school
goes on for long periods unnoticed by
parents and teachers, while the victim feels
insecure, unsafe and unprotected. Negative
effects may include emotional
destabilization and demoralization of a
child.

Chronical distress resulting from
bullying leads to weakening victim’s real or
potential competitive position in the school.

This can go as far as physical removal of the
victim from the group, e.g. through getting
sick, suicide, and change of school [6].

Most of the respondents noted that
they never spoke with anyone about the
bullying. At the same time, intentional hiding
of bullying or attempts to ignore it facilitate
development and fixation of psychological
and behavioural characteristics, which are
socially disadvantageous. Adolescence is a
very sensitive period when personality and
identity are being developed and formed,
therefore negative interactions with peers
may provoke inadequate perception of self
(low self- esteem, inferiority complex),
inadequate perception of peers (keeping
distance in communication, feeling lonely),
inadequate perception of reality (anxiety,
fears, phobia, neuroses).

A typical situation of bullying includes
lasting and systematic harassment and is
very stressful for its participants. For these
reasons, bullying causes significant social
and psychological consequences, which
extend far beyond the high school period.
Accordingly, victims of long-lasting bullying
at school are more prone to depression and
mental disorders compared to their peers
who did not experience bullying [11].

The research proves that bullying
brings negative consequences not only for
victims but also for bullies [10]. Bullies
equally to their victims are prone to mental
disorders and psychological problems. Most
former bullies have problems with the law in
their adulthood; receive compulsory
psychiatric treatments, and their families
experience home violence more often than
average [10].

Bullying by its nature is a complex
socio-psychological phenomenon and can
be described as a specific social situation in
a group, which builds on broken social
relationships. Such situation encompasses
all members of the group (directly or
indirectly) and entails specific group
dynamics, which is characterized by change
of social roles, statuses, behavioural norms,
and group values. Teenage bullying is
aggressive and very unacceptable social
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behaviour of one teenager (or a group of
teenagers) towards another teenager (or a
group of teenagers) which is accompanied

by regular psychical violence and
psychological pressure.
Teenagers views on bullying

correlate with gender. Accordingly, girls
mostly associate bullying with humiliation,
harassment, and inequality. Boys most
frequently associate bullying with violence
and insults. Thus, girls tend to see bullying
as psychological suffering while boys tend
to view bullying as predominantly physical
violence phenomenon.

In the context of gender-specific
characteristics of bullying, we noted that
boys and girls choose different bullying
styles. Girls more often chose the
psychological and economic bullying styles
while boys more often used physical
bullying. Both genders equally identify the

school as a social environment where
bullying manifestations are the most
frequent.

Both genders equally participated in
bullying, distribution of roles in bullying is
equal and shows no correlation to gender.

Both genders identify the following
emotions they  experienced during
participation in bullying, including

observation: worry, anxiety, willingness to

defend themselves, anger, hate,
indifference, pity, fear. In our opinion, it
proves that bullies and their victims

experience similar emotions in a situation of
bullying, regardless of their roles in bullying.
Teenage girls believe that victims of bullying
are predominantly female while bullies are
predominantly male. Teenage boys believe
that both victims and Dbullies are
predominantly male. Gender stereotypes of
women being weaker and more emotionally
unstable may contribute to such views. On
the other hand, respondents portrayed a
bully as confident, authoritarian, egoistic,
bold, physically strong and with high self-
esteem. All these qualities are
stereotypically associated with male
gender, which probably explains why most
teenagers believe that bullies are mostly

men.
As we see, the views on bullying
among modern teenagers are not well in-
formed and undifferentiated which, in our
opinion, is explainable with the fact that
most teenagers never participated in anti-
bullying programs or information sessions.
Lack of information may lead to situations
where teenagers being involved in bullying
will not be able to identify it, which is a key
first step to prevent and stop bullying.
Conclusions. The empirical
research allows for the following
conclusions. Representatives of male and
female genders associate bullying with
negative emotions for all participants
including observers. Girls associate bullying
predominantly with psychological suffering
while boys believe physical violence forms
the basis of bullying. Most teenagers of both
male and female genders prefer not to
discuss real-life problems related to
bullying. However, when they choose to
discuss, boys will share with friends while
girls prefer to discuss bullying with their
parents. Majority of teenagers identify the
school as the social environment where
bullying takes place. We identified gender
differences in how teenagers view bullies
and their victim from a gender perspective.
Female respondents believe that victims of
bullying are predominantly female while
bullies are predominantly male. Male
respondents believe that both victims and
bullies are predominantly male. At that,
teenagers point out the necessity of having
school-based programs to reduce bullying,

as well as similar programs in other
institutions.
Bullying is continuous in time,

accompanied by negative emotions and is
of a collective nature. As such, bullying has
situational short-term negative impact on
subjective well-being of all its participants.
Psychological consequences of bullying
may manifest at the later life stages, in
proportion to the level of stress and time of
exposure to psychologically traumatic
events. Psychological traumas experienced
by children and teenagers because of
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school bullying negatively affect physical
and mental health even in their adult age.
Therefore, systemic efforts directed at
prevention of bullying at schools are
unarguably relevant and required at
institutional and state levels.

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GENDER FEATURES OF PSYCHOLOGICAL SELF-REGULATION
OF HIGHER EDUCATION SEEKERS
Altanova A. B.

Abstract. The article highlights the problem of gender characteristics of
psychological self-regulation of higher education applicants. The relevance of the mentioned
issue is determined by the need to ensure the success of the individual in educational
activities in the conditions of a gender-sensitive higher education institution. A brief analysis
of the latest research and publications on the problems of gender education and
psychological self-regulation was carried out. The theoretical and practical principles of
psychological self-regulation and gender issues in education are substantiated. Ways to
increase the level of self-regulation of higher education applicants in higher education
institutions have been identified and experimentally verified. The article introduces the
results of an empirical study that was conducted at the National University of Life and
Environmental Sciences of Ukraine at the Faculty of Humanities and Pedagogy with the aim
of determining the gender characteristics of psychological self-regulation of higher education
applicants. The following methods were used: the method "Investigation of the level of self-
regulation” (the author's method of I. A Usatov); the method "Investigation of voluntary self-
regulation according to the questionnaire test of A.V. Zverkov and E. V. Eidman; the
method "Style features of self-regulation of behavior" by V.I. Morosanova; non-
standardized self-observation (keeping a diary of self-observations); observation and
interview. The article also contains the results of the study of routine (everyday) self-
regulation techniques of higher education applicants during the working day. The analysis
of the research results showed that the ability to self-regulate remains a problematic issue,
as the majority is unable to maintain a stable mental state in non-standard situations of
educational activity, especially during physical and psychological influence on them and in
non-standard, stressful situations. However, the higher education applicants are aware of
the need to develop self-regulation skills. The following ways of acquiring skills and abilities
of emotional self-regulation by students of higher education, taking into account gender
characteristics, are defined, such as psychological training, autogenic training, development
of pedagogical techniques, inclusion of gender courses in the training plans of specialists
(for example, "Gender Psychology"), organization of various educational activities,
conducting trainings for the university community. In order to increase the indicators of
stress resistance, the ability to self-regulate and improve the skills of planning, modeling,
programming, flexibility, independence and evaluating the results of one's own activities, the
study participants were offered psychotraining of personality self-regulation and
psychotraining "Gender in Education” and offered "Methodological recommendations for
improving the level of self-regulation of higher education applicant on the basis of gender".
The results of repeated diagnosis of levels of stress resistance and self-regulation of higher
education applicants showed an increase in these indicators and proved the effectiveness
of the proposed program. Therefore, self-regulation of behavior is an integrative property of
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the individual, which unites the intellectual, motivational, volitional, emotional sphere of the
individual. The problems of self-regulation of the personality in order to achieve its success
in educational activities are becoming more and more relevant for higher education
teachers, scientists, and psychologists. Identifying the peculiarities of psychological self-
regulation in the gender aspect and finding ways to improve it is a problem that requires
further scientific research.

Annotation. A person's emotional state is one of the determining factors of pro-
fessional life, and full mental health is the key to professional activity. The work of sci-
entific-pedagogical staff (hereinafter SPS) consists in the fact that many different situa-
tions arise every day with high emotional tension, intensity of interpersonal communi-
cation, and the need to resolve conflict situations. Considering this, the problem of de-
tection, prevention and overcoming of professional and emotional burnout of SPS is
always relevant. The article elaborates scientific material on the essence of the syn-
drome of "professional and emotional burnout”; the causes and main features of the
specified syndrome were analyzed; developed and implemented psychological tools for
the assessment and prevention of professional stress, as one of the main sources of
reduced work efficiency and violations of the mental and physical health of profession-
als, and therefore emotional burnout; ways of its prevention were proposed. The au-
thors note that social responsibility for teaching quality, excessive employment, inade-
guate salary, work with a large flow of information become the cause of professional
burnout. It can be prevented if you identify the problem in time, pay attention, first of all,
to yourself as a person, raise your self-esteem and develop resistance to stress. If a
person knows what he wants, is in balance and comfort with his self, without paying
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attention to others, he becomes insensitive to professional burnout. Having analyzed a
large amount of resources, namely advice, measures for of both emotional and profes-
sional burnout, the authors pay attention to objective and subjective risk factors and
offer a number of measures to eliminate them.

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Abstract. The article examines the issue of psychological resources for professional
self-realization of future specialists in socionomic specialties. It is noted that professional self-
realization is a form of life self-realization, which is characterized by a high level of revealing
the personal potential of a specialist in the chosen profession, the development of his abilities,
professional qualifications, and extensive use of professional experience. Selected types of
professional self-fulfillment (extra-professional and intra-professional). The signs of personal
self-fulfillment are outlined: the presence of one's own project (strategy) of life and a firm
intention to implement it; the need for self-improvement; achievement of set life goals and
disclosure of her personal potential; recognition of a person's personal achievements by the
social environment; constant setting of new goals. Indicators of professional self-realization
include: extra-professional and intra-professional. Methods of professional self-realization are
outlined, such as self-expression, self-determination, self-realization, self-transcendence. The
article defines the structural elements of a person's professional self-realization: organizational,
activity-creative, subject-personal, result-professional. Generalized indicators and criteria of
professional self-realization of future specialists in socionomic specialties are formulated, and
the levels of professional self-realization are characterized: adaptive-reproductive, activity-
creative, subject-personal. The personal qualities that determine the success of professional
self-improvement are singled out. The existence of a relationship between personal
characteristics and the success of professional self-improvement is confirmed. The opinion is
expressed that self-realization of the individual takes place during all stages of professional
development: selection, educational and professional training, professional adaptation, primary
and secondary professionalization, and the stage of professional mastery. It is characterized
by professional destruction in the structure of professionogenesis, which leads to changes in
the formed structure of activity, negatively affects work productivity and interaction with other
participants of this process, as well as the development of the individual himself. The
characteristics of the levels of professional destruction of the personality (general professional,
special professional, professional-typological destruction and individual deformations) are
given. Types of professional and typological destruction of specialists in socionomic specialties
are outlined and their causes are determined. The article suggests ways to prevent the
emergence of professional destruction of specialists in socionomic specialties.

Key words: professional self-realization, stages of professional formation,
professionalization, professional mastery, professional destruction, professionogenesis,
specialists in socionomic specialties.

Introduction. Every individual a constant striving for self-improvement. A
throughout his life realizes his existence as clearly expressed desire for self-

development becomes the starting point for
the manifestation of a transcendent desire
for its realization in active action. The
movement forward to self-realization occurs
most fully in the chosen professional
activity, when the individual fulfills
professional duties. The latter, as a dynamic
sphere of the individual's existence, as a
source of awakening of "potentials” in the
specialist, ensures not only their realization,
but also the development of newly formed
ones, which reveal the fullness of
professional self-realization in the highest
possible relief.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. The question of self-
realization as an important component of
realization in life in general was dealt with
by a large cohort of researchers and

scientists, in  particular  such  as:
E. Holovakha, O. Kokun, G. Kostyuk,
O. Kronyk, D. Leontiev, G. Lozhkin,
S. Maksymenko, A. Gewirth. Thus, the

best-known modern foreign researcher of
the problem, A. Gewirth, interpreted self-
fulfillment as the realization of a person's
deepest desires or most worthy abilities. He
notes that the search for a dignified human
life is a search for self-realization.

The tendency to translate one's
own capabilities into reality in various
spheres of life and at the same time a
process based on the transformation of
human potential into potentials that take a
person beyond the limits of his existing
being in those points, sectors, segments of
the life world in which the environment
corresponds to the capabilities of the
individual and signals about it by the
emergence of new (value-meaning)
dimensions (V. Klochko).

According to S. Maksimenko,
although the concept of self-realization is
close in meaning to the concepts of self-

realization or self-actualization, self-
realization is only a moment of self-
realization.

Purpose. Goal — to carry out a
study of the psychological resources of
professional self-realization of future

specialists in socionomic specialties and to
analyze the ways of revealing personal
potential, taking into account professional
abilities, professional qualifications, and the
wide use of professional experience.

Methods. Methods — the method of
analysis of sociological, psychological and
pedagogical literature is applied; study of
dissertation studies; generalization method,;
selective survey; psychodiagnostic
methods of research into the factors of
professional self-realization of specialists.

Results. Socionomic (those that
help) (from the Latin society — society) are
professions that in the process of activity
are based on "person-to-person"”
communication. A person or a group of
people for representatives of socionomic
specialties is not the social environment of
the production sphere, but the subject of
professional activity. According to this
statement, socionomic professions are
associated with the study and explanation
of social relations, social development of
society, influence on social processes at
various levels of social interaction [4]. That
is why we consider L. Burkova's definition
appropriate: socionomic professions -
"these are professions that solve
professional tasks related to social relations
in society, the content of which is focused
on their development, regulation, research
of social laws and trends, preservation,
transformation of historically determined
and forms of culture and traditions accepted
in society at all levels of social interaction ...
psychologist, teacher, social pedagogue,
social worker, journalist, political scientist,
sociologist, legal professions” [1, p. 72].

Before talking about the
professional self-realization of specialists in
socionomic specialties, it is worth generally
characterizing the process of self-
realization - the conscious self-development
of a person, in the process of which his
potential opportunities in various spheres of
life are revealed, the result of which is the
constant achievement of personally and
socially significant effects, the formation of
his own "space of life".
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Among the signs of personal self-
realization, the following are distinguished:
1) having one's own project (strategy) of life
and a firm intention to implement it; 2) the
presence of a pronounced need for self-
improvement; 3) achievement of set life
goals and disclosure of her personal
potential; 4) recognition of a person's
personal achievements by the social
environment; 5) relentlessness — constant
setting of new goals in accordance with an
adequately defined field of exerting one's
own efforts and growing opportunities; 6)
the presence of a specific contradictory
state, in which, on the one hand, there is a
combination of satisfaction with existing life
and personal.

Direct professional self-fulfillment is
one of the most important forms of life self-
fulfillment, characterized by a high level of
revealing the personal potential of a
specialist in the chosen profession, the
development of his abilities, interconnection
with the profession, constant demand for his
professional qualifications, wide use of his
professional experience and achievements
by other specialists. Types of professional
self-realization include:

- external professional -
achievement of significant achievements in
various aspects of professional activity;

- intraprofessional — professional
self-improvement aimed at increasing
professional competence and developing
professionally important qualities.

In order to understand the level of
professional implementation or
implementation in a certain field, you need
to be familiar with their indicators.
Depending on the type of self-realization,
the indicators corresponding to it are
distinguished. External professional ones
include: achievement of set professional
goals; recognition of the specialist's
achievements by the  professional
community; use of professional experience
and achievements by other specialists;
disclosure of personal potential and abilities
in the profession; showed a high level of
creativity in professional activity. And to

intraprofessional indicators: the need for
professional improvement; availability of a
personal professional development project;
satisfaction ~ with  one's  professional
achievements; constant setting of new
professional goals; formation of one's own
"life and professional space".

An important element in the study of
professional  self-realization are its
methods. Having analyzed the works of
scientists [2, 5, 7, 8], we can single out four
main ways of professional self-realization:
self-expression (self-expression and self-

presentation), self-determination
(awareness of one's desires and
capabilities), self-transcendence (going
beyond one's own "I" and serving "l »

someone or something), self-realization
(actualization of one's potential in
professional activity).

The above-mentioned structure of
ways of professional self-fulfilment, which
have a psychological basis, form the
corresponding levels, which are similar to
the known modes of existence of humanity:
ownership, social achievements and
service. Accordingly, three levels of
professional self-realization are outlined:

1. Adaptive-reproductive — a level
that is characterized by the ability to repeat,
according to a certain sample provided by a
specialist in a certain field, the execution of
individual executive acts or following the job
description directly. For them, other people
are only a way to achieve material benefits
and they have a low level of self-realization.

2. Activity-creative — the level at
which the specialist has a better idea of the
activity and performs its larger elements. A
hierarchy is already evident, but it is still
guite vague and rather has a situational
character. Sometimes this stage is also
called the level of implementation of norms
in society or social roles.

3. Subject-personal — the level
when there is a transition to the idea of
professional activity as a holistic education,
at this level a complete idea of activity is
formed, work brings joy and is a need, not
an obligation. A creative approach and a
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desire to work appear, thinking expands, a
person accepts his problems and knows
how to make decisions.

In order to successfully form a high
level of professional self-realization, it is
necessary to possess the personal qualities
that determine them. By analyzing the
literature, we identified a number of
properties that are important for specialists
in  socionomic professions. Scientists
(E. Holovakha, G. Kostyuk, O. Kronyk,
D. Leontiev, G. Lozhkin, S. Maksymenko,
etc.) confirm the existence of a relationship
between success and the following
personal characteristics: conformism /
nonconformism, suggestibility, self-control,
strong-willed qualities , determination, level
of harassment, motivation to achieve,
success, flexibility/rigidity, stress
resistance, intelligence, features of thinking,
ability to learn, ability to reflect.

We also considered the stages of
professional self-realization of future

The first stage is the stage of
choosing a profession (optpant); at the
second stage, there is a conscious choice
of a profession and its development in a
higher education institution in a specialized
direction (adept); entry into practical
pedagogical activity takes place at the third
stage (adaptant); the fourth stage is
characterized by a high level of pedagogical
skill and the ability to independently master
professional skills (internal); characteristic
of the fifth stage is like-minded people and
followers of the teacher, and his ability to
promote the growth of others through the
transfer of experience (mentor); a high level
of skill and well-known to a wide range of
professionals describes the sixth stage
(authority); the seventh and last stage,
which becomes universal and easily
navigates in various areas of professional
activity (master).

The success of passing all stages of professional self-realization of future specialists
in socionomic professions is influenced by the factors of satisfaction with the professional

choice, which is shown in Figure 2.

The following main factors of professional self-fulfillment are a priority for specialists in

socio-economic professions:

1. Resource environment — it includes relationships with colleagues and management,
working conditions and the possibility of professional development.
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2. Personal and professional progress — in particular, one's own efforts for professional
growth, independence in making decisions on work issues.
3. Involvement in the "great cause” — social usefulness and prestige of the organization

and profession.

4. Work-life balance — the content of the work performed and the impact of work on

well-being and health.

In the context of consideration of
the topic of professional self-realization,
professional destruction in the personality
structure of a specialist in socionomic
specialties is also an important component.
These are gradual changes in the formed
personality structure, which negatively
affect the success of work and interaction
with other participants in this process, as
well as the development of the specialist
himself, gradually lead to the "distortion” of
the psychological model of activity in the
form of a violation of already learned ways
of acting, the appearance of stereotypes of
professional behavior, psychological
barriers in the assimilation of new
professional technologies, it is most often
associated with transitional stages of
professional formation, with age crises,
physical and nervous exhaustion.

Several levels of professional
personality destruction among specialists in

socionomic specialties are singled out [2, 5,
6, 7, 8]. General professional destructions
are typical phenomena for employees of a
certain profession. For example: for doctors
— the syndrome of "pity fatigue" (emotional
indifference to the suffering of patients); for
law enforcement officers — the syndrome of
"antisocial perception” (when everyone is
perceived as a potential violator); for
managers - the syndrome of
"permissiveness” (violation of professional
and ethical norms, the desire to manipulate
subordinates). Special professional
destructions appeared in the process of
professional specialization. For example,
the investigator has legal suspicion;
operative worker — actual aggressiveness; a
lawyer has professional dexterity; surgeons
have cynicism; nurses have indifference;
psychologists have social hypocrisy;
teachers have pedagogical conservatism.
Professional-typological destruction of the
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imposition  of  individual-psychological
characteristics of the personality on the
psychological structure of professional
activity. As a result, professionally and
personally determined complexes appear:
distortion of motives of activity, restructuring
of value orientations, pessimism, skeptical
attitude to innovations, role expansion, lust
for  power, "position intervention”,
dominance, indifference). Individual
deformations excessive development of
certain professionally important qualities,
which leads to the emergence of accents:
excessive responsibility, hyperactivity, work
fanaticism, professional enthusiasm,
obsessive pedantry.

It is clear from the above that there
is a need to highlight the ways to prevent the
appearance of professional destruction both
in socio-economic and other professions.
According to E. Zeyer, the ways are as
follows:

1. Increasing socio-psychological
competence and self-competence;

2. Diagnosis of professional
deformations and development of individual
strategies to overcome them;

3. Attending  personal
professional growth trainings;

4. Reflection of professional
biography and development of alternative
scenarios for further personal and
professional growth;

5. Prevention of professional
maladaptation of a novice specialist;

6. Mastering techniques, methods
of self-regulation of the emotional and

and

volitional sphere and self-correction of
professional deformations;

7. Qualification improvement and
transition to a new qualification category or
position [3].

There are a number of
psychodiagnostic methods for researching
pronounced factors of professional self-
fulfillment of specialists, among them: Self-
actualization test by E. Shostrom - SAT,
Questionnaire on professional "burnout”
and deformation - MVI "Motivation of
professional activity" (methodology by
K. Zamfir modified by A. Rean),
"Professional motivation" (methodology by
K. Zamfir modified by A. Rean), Self-
efficacy scale by R.Schwarzer and
M. Jerusalem, Methodology "Study of
satisfaction with one's profession and
work", "Questionnaire of professional self-
fulfillment” by O. M. Kokun and others.

We conducted a study using
O. Kokun's "Professional Self-Realization
Questionnaire”, which is designed to
determine the general level of a specialist's
professional self-affirmation, as well as the
level of expression of its individual
components. Students of the National
University of Bioresources and Nature
Management of Ukraine, studying at the
Humanities and Pedagogical Faculty,
participated in the study. The total number
of respondents is 176.

The results of the study of the
peculiarities of professional self-realization
of future specialists in socionomic
professions are shown in diagram 1.

According to the results of the
study, the general level of professional self-
realization among students studying
socionomic specialties, which is 87.7 £ 1.73
points, taking into account the confidence
intervals, proves that this indicator can be
attributed to the "above average” level. In
our opinion, this is evidence that future
specialists in socionomic professions have
a need for systematic professional
improvement and a plan for their own

professional development. Since the
average and above-average levels of
general professional self-fulfilment are

typical for most of the subjects, the obtained
results indicate a fairly high level of
professional self-fulfillment of this sample.

Conclusions and perspectives.
Professional self-realization of
representatives of the  socionomic
profession has its own characteristics. This
issue was studied E. Holovakha, O. Kokun,
H. Kostyuk, O. Kronyk, D. Leontiev, H.
Lozhkin, S. Maksymenko, A. Gewirth, and
others were engaged in the study of this
issue. Scientists emphasize that the
specifics of self-realization of an individual
are determined by personal and subjective
properties. Also, a significant part of them
are interconnected and mutually
conditioning and can affect the formal
dynamic and content characteristics of self-
realization. Changes in the cognitive and
emotional-volitional spheres — this is how
one can characterize  professional
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destruction in the personality structure of a
specialist in socionomic specialties.

We note the need to investigate this
issue in the future, in order to acquaint
future specialists with the features of their
self-realization, its stages, components,
levels and possible destructions, as well as
ways to prevent these destructions.

Our research showed that the
general level of professional self-realization
of our respondents can be classified as
average, which raises the question of
improving the forms and methods of its
improvement.

We see the prospects for further
research in the discovery of ways to prevent
the appearance of professional destruction
among specialists in socionomic
professions.

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Abstract. Analyzing the phenomenological philosophy of culture, in particular, the
concepts of such modern phenomenologists as E. Husserl, P. Ricker, B. Waldenfels, we find
that the condition for the existence and development of cultural worlds is their otherness.
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Introduction. Philosophical study
of the concept of «irony» is conditioned by
the transformation of the cultural paradigm
that occurs at the turn of the millennium.
The problem of understanding the new cul-
tural content leads to a rethinking of the
original universals of culture, which are con-
centrated in the theoretical-rationalist
schemes of their understanding. The central
philosophical concepts open new angles of
the socio-cultural existence of a person and
draw the attention of researchers to terms
that previously occupied a marginal position
in classical philosophy. Therefore, the con-
cept of «irony» needs careful study in the
context of the modern transformation of cul-
tural paradigms.

The concept of «irony» exists in var-
ious cultural and philosophical contexts
(starting from Socrates, Aristotle and up to
Postmodernism), but there is no compre-
hensive history of its study. Each epoch
brought its own nuances to the content of
this universality, but it could not claim a
leading role in any system of categories.
Therefore, this concept has not received a
final definition in any of the philosophical
systems, and the prospects for its develop-
ment and study remain open.

All of the above determines the in-
direct nature of the concept of «irony» and

irony, modernism, postmodernism, cultural universals, rationalism,

its openness to related concepts, as well as
ensures the duration of the integration of
this concept into a single philosophical and
cultural context. Therefore, irony can be de-
fined as a universality of a certain cultural
paradigm, the content of which is revealed
only in the dynamics of philosophical dis-
course.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. The volume of literature
on the chosen topic is quite significant. It co-
vers the works of V. Asmus, N. Berkovsky,
V. Windelband, A. Gulyga, O. Losev,
V. Pivoev, V. Pigulevsky, A. Solovyov,
F. Stepun, V. Shestakov, devoted to the
study of the historical and cultural context of
the concept «irony».

The problematization of irony in
philosophical thought takes place under the
conditions of overcoming the classical ideal
of rationality. A corresponding role is played
by the criticism of rationalist philosophy,
which is presented in the works of
T. Adorno, K. Popper, and M. Horkheimer.
The non-classical definition of irony in the
philosophy of Modernism is formed thanks
to the works of L. Wittgenstein, F. Nie-
tzsche, H. Ortega-y-Gasset and T. Mann.

In the postmodern style of philoso-
phizing, irony becomes a fundamental uni-
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versal that structures the sociocultural land-
scape and extrapolates its properties to
other forms of culture. In Western literature,
these contours are represented by a num-
ber of concepts: «ironic code» by R. Barth,
«pastiche as white irony» by F. Jamieson,
«liberal ironism» by R. Rorty, «irony is a
metalanguage game» by U. Eco, etc.

The topic of irony is considered in
the context of a change in the cultural para-
digm by philosophers of the 20th century
such as V. Benjamin, A. Gurevich, Y. Lot-
man, and M. Foucault. These researchers
from different positions record the transfor-
mation of the ironic scheme depending on a
certain historical type of culture.

Recognition of the role of irony in
the formation of the philosophy of history
can be traced in the works of J. B. Vico,
H. Hegel, and K. Marx.

The nature of the understanding of
irony and its connection with such problems
of modern philosophy as language, play,
tradition, narrative, carnival are expanded
by the works of M. Bakhtin, G. Gadamer,
J. Geisinga, P. Ricoeur, and E. Fink.

The aesthetic dimension of irony
and its connection with other categories of
aesthetics is revealed in the works of
Yu. Borev, V. Vanslov, V. Propp, I. Slavov,
and E. Yakovlev.

Philosophical classifications of vari-
eties of irony were created by I. Pasi,
V. Pivoev, O. Potebnaya, and R. Yanke.

Methods. complex of cognitive
methods, in particular, scientific methods of
historical and cultural research, critical
analysis of cultural, historical, literary
sources, specific historical analysis and
interdisciplinary synthesis, induction and
deduction, semantic-semiotic, hermeneutic
and comparative methods will serve as the

methodological basis of the cultural
reflection of this phenomenon. Of the
concrete scientific methods, problem-

chronological and system-structural
methods were used, as well as the method
of socio-phenomenological analysis.
Results. The concept of «irony» is
polysemantic, but different variants of its in-
terpretation assume certain constants. The

etymological reference to deception does
not reveal the meaning of irony, since the
latter is not only the concealment of the
truth. The content of the studied concept
captures the transition from appearance to
hidden meaning, and, therefore, the contra-
riety of nature is a defining characteristic of
irony, which reveals the gap between ideal
and reality, existing and proper, object and
its concept, sensual and rational. Therefore,
the aesthetic dimension of irony is the most
obvious.

In the field of everyday communica-
tion, irony is usually used in an extremely
condensed, reduced form. Often, light irony
is present only in the intonations, facial ex-
pressions, and gestures of people talking.
This is due to the fact that irony is aimed at
destroying the logic of everyday life, depriv-
ing the unambiguity of cause-and-effect re-
lationships. Marginal forms of existence in
everyday life do not exhaust the existing ex-
istence of irony in culture, and in order to
more fully and comprehensively investigate
it, it is necessary to consider irony as a rela-
tion, a procedurality in various -cultural
forms, where it is used consciously and
even acquires methodological significance.
This indicates that reflexivity is an attributive
feature of irony. In this sense, irony always
tends to turn into ironism - a concept (not
only theoretical, but also vital) that denies
the natural instruction of a direct attitude to
the world and turns irony into a methodolog-
ical principle.

Irony implicitly contains the idea of
the existence of the Other, even the
Stranger, but does not insist on its destruc-
tion, assimilation. It is not surprising that iro-
nism usually chooses the form of dialogue
for its own implementation (Socrates, Plato,
N. Kuzanskyi). It destroys the constancy of
the subject-object opposition, defining for
classical rationalism, and replaces it with a
subject-subject relation. That is, within the
philosophy of identity, irony legitimizes the
existence of the other, even as a subject in
the «I-Thou» relationship, although here, of
course, there is a dominant superiority
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when evaluating this other. Therefore, axio-
logicality is always an integral component of
an ironic attitude to the world.

Irony is not only a means of fighting
against the rough in life, but also a way of
spiritual self-development of the individual
(E. Yakovlev). Subjectively, irony is re-
vealed as a sign of developed self-aware-
ness, objectively - it is an indicator of the
limitations of those historical forces that,
acting on the principle of opposites, return
to the past, not realizing a promising trend.

Therefore, irony is an existential as-
pect of human existence, which, according
to a certain finite expression, indicates the
possibility of disclosure, further formation.
This function reveals its place among re-
lated concepts of cultural studies (game,
symbol, carnival, cynicism) and aesthetics
(tragic, comic, wit, pun, parody, satire). It is
a tool of «reevaluation of values» (F. Nie-
tzsche), and therefore a component of the
procedure of transformation of historical
types of culture. In their genesis, historical
styles of philosophizing correlate with the
corresponding types of ironism.

Irony arises as one of the first ways
of human reflection, which does not yet
reach the logical level, but has the character
of a transition from the sensual to the ra-
tional. Therefore, the aesthetic projection of
irony is the most obvious. Hence the artistic
search of Antiquity (Aristophanes), not only
in comedy, but also in tragedy, which testi-
fies to the contrary nature of ironism, which
from the beginning combines the serious
and the funny.

The philosophical meaning of irony
is first formed in the dialogues of Socrates,
who established the sophistic turn from nat-
ural philosophy to man as a central problem
in ancient Greek philosophy. He uses it as
a technique for discovering the truth. The
term «Socratic irony», which is already
found in Plato, becomes a sign that demon-
strates the gap between appearance and
essence, disgust and understanding, a
strategy aimed at rationalizing the world.
The epistemologicalization of the problem
of irony continues in the texts of Plato and
Xenophon, where the latter itself already

becomes the subject of conscious analysis,
and not just a creative movement of cogni-
tive strategy.

Not only the philosophical work of
Socrates, but also his whole life (both the
style of behavior and the epilogue of his
life's path) prompted the study of irony. This
leads to the expansion of its subject matter
in ancient philosophy, where it is interpreted
in the ethical plane (a feature of the great-
ness of the soul, «the opposite of boasting»
(Aristotle), or «pacification of other people's
passions» (Theophrastus), or as «a figure
that is understood differently than itself re-
veals itself» (Quintilian)).

The heuristic potential of Socratic
irony was so great that it repeatedly became
the subject of philosophical analysis (H. He-
gel, S. Kierkegaard, O.Losev, P.Hay-
denko), but not during the Middle Ages or
the Renaissance, since the former is per-
meated with the pathos of divine worship,
and the second is an apology for humanism.
In these periods, irony again becomes only
an aesthetic means capable of enlivening
the form («Praise of Stupidity» by E. Rotter-
damsky, instruction of the scholastics by the
«simpleton» by N. Kuzanskyi) of the philo-
sophical text, but not its content. Only the
artistic works of J. Boccaccio, S. Koster,
and F. Rabelais demonstrate the steadfast-
ness of the phenomenon of irony, which in
those harsh times was nourished by the
«popular culture of laughter» (M. Bakhtin),
which challenges the «silent majority»
(A. Gurevich).

New European philosophy in the
process of «great reproduction of sciences»
and the creation of a «new organon» again
does not turn to irony, since the criticism of
scholastic methods of substantiation of truth
does not extend to the pathos and serious-
ness of the intentions of classical rational-
ism. In the pursuit of a comprehensive ra-
tionalization of the world, logocentrism
loses the connection between truth and its
ontological roots. Therefore, the transition
from the sensual to the rational cannot be
the work of an ironist, but is explained either
as a divine miracle in the solution of a psy-
chophysical problem by R. Descartes, or as
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a «pre-established harmony» by H. Leibniz.
Only in J. Vico's philosophy of history, irony
is interpreted as «a trope that by the power
of reflection puts on a mask of truth» and is
a sign of a certain stage of human history.
The historical approach to the understand-
ing of irony is thoroughly developed in the
theory of romanticism.

Romanticism as «aesthetic meta-
physics» (H. Gadamer) rejects the desire of
logocentrism to rationalize all dimensions of
human existence to the extreme and con-
siders the mind's desire to go beyond expe-
rience. In contrast to this, romantic irony,
starting from the Fichtean thesis about the
absolute subject, becomes «infinite negativ-
ity» and the principle of «transcendental
buffo» for F. Schlegel. The founder of Yen
romanticism writes: «In irony, everything
must be a joke and everything - serious,
everything simple sincere and everything
deeply pretended. It contains and evokes in
us the feeling of an insurmountable contra-
diction between the unconditional and the
conditioned, the feeling of the impossibility
and necessity of the completeness of the
expression. It is the freest of all freedoms,
because thanks to it a person is able to rise
above himself, and at the same time any
pattern is characteristic of it, since it is un-
conditional and necessary. It must be taken
as a good sign that the harmonious clowns
do not know how to deal with this constant
self-parody, when it is necessary to alter-
nately believe, then disbelieve, until the
head spins; to take a joke seriously, and to
take something serious as a joke» [5, 190].

[rony in the romantic transformation
of rationalism becomes a tool for denying all
authorities and traditions, both ancient and
classical, and a reflective distance that al-
lows the romantic to immerse himself in his-
tory or art, but does not allow him to make a
final choice. Irony elevates the artist above
his creation, but, on the other hand, causes
the «tragedy of aestheticism» (P. Hay-
denko) and, ultimately, romanticism in gen-
eral (F. Stepun).

The negative consequences of the
ironic's eccentric stance have been sub-
jected to rationalist and existential criticism.

The first considered irony as an extreme
form of subjectivity in its superficial under-
standing (H. Hegel), the second - as a form
of expression of contradiction with reality
(S. Kierkegaard), and not a solution to this
opposition, as the romantics believed.
These strategies of criticism, which are op-
posite in content, are united by the fact that
although they pay tribute to the «negative
infinity» of the subject (it is the «decisive in-
stance in matters of truth, right, duty» even
for the author of «Phenomenology of the
Spirit»), they leave irony at the lower stages
of the development of the spirit: H. Hegel -
art as the starting point of the Absolute Idea,
S. Kierkegaard - the aesthetic stage of
man's path to God. Existential criticism dif-
fers from rationalistic criticism in that it
translates irony from the position of con-
sciousness into a way of human existence,
which opens up the possibilities of a non-
classical understanding of irony.

In the era of classical rationalism,
reason was a universal cultural obvious-
ness (N. Avtonomova), but it loses its au-
thority during the era of Modernism, which
causes a transformation of the world pic-
ture. Now it is interpreted not as a central-
ized system, always identical to itself, but as
a changing flow of life, a mobile structure
that changes the rules of its behavior de-
pending on the context. With this under-
standing, irony becomes a means of de-
stroying stable metaphysical systems, a tool
that is not logical, rational, but rather aes-
thetic in nature. It creates and fills the dis-
tance from the logocentric instructions of
classical rationalism to the absurdity of the
interaction of atomic facts.

In the classical style of philosophiz-
ing, irony pointed to something hidden, to
the gap between ideal and reality, object
and concept, while the non-classical ap-
proach exposes the hidden, lays everything
bare, helps to delve into the unmediated
with the mind of being, carries out a «life
rush». L. Wittgenstein claims to know not
«true knowledge», but «true concreteness»,
irony should not interfere with the rules of
language functioning, but should represent
them.
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H. Ortega-y-Gasset points to the
emergence of Don Juan's «impertinent
irony», which reveals the «norm of the full-
ness of lifex. In this interpretation, Don Juan
acts as a knight of life, vitality and its spon-
taneous manifestations. «He can submit
only to such ethics, which would have the
fullness of life as the first norm. But this
must yield power to the vital mind» [4, 346].

T. Mann opposes the «irony of the
heart» to reason, which bypasses romantic
subjectivism and reproduces the «human-
istic integrity of man». He deliberately con-
trasts this understanding of irony with ro-
mantic arbitrariness and romantic subjectiv-
ity. «l invest in ity writes T. Mann about the
concept of irony, «a broader and higher
meaning than the one communicated to it by
romantic subjectivism». Due to its inherent
ease, this content is almost limitless, be-
cause it is the content and meaning of art
itself, - perception, and because of this, ne-
gation of everything; clear as the sun, a joy-
ful look that covers the whole, and is the
look of art, in other words, a look from the
height of freedom, calm and objectivity, not
obscured by any moralization» [3, 277].

Postmodernism, in the section of
our study, is defined as the rejection of any
«metanarratives» (J. F. Lyotard), the neu-
tralization of all values (P. Kozlovskyi).
Postmodern rethinks the relationship to the
classics that prevailed during the era of
Modernism: it is not classic and not abso-
lutely negative, but free, ironic (G. Gada-
mer, R. Rorty). The fundamental difference
between Modernism and Postmodernism
lies in the radical rejection of exclusivity,
which the former still claimed.

Therefore, if in Modernism irony de-
nied the authority of reason from the stand-
point of human existence, «norms of the full-
ness of life» (H. Ortega-y-Gasset), then in
Postmodernism irony approaches «pas-
tiche» (F. Jamieson) - it does not legitimize
any norm, but therefore, it is not an instru-
ment of deviation. In a society of «excess of
meanings» and «deficit of authorities»
(J. Baudrillard), irony is currently not a
means of rising above reality with the help
of reflexive (classical ideal of rationality) or

aesthetic (romanticism or Modernism) ef-
forts, but a way of avoiding any certainty,
the denial of the absolutization of any norm
(rational or irrational) becomes a represen-
tation of the fundamental, even methodo-
logical anomie of the social and spiritual.

Ukrainian philosophers V. Lukya-
nets and O. Sobol define postmodern irony
as «a way by which postmodern thinkers
seek to liberate philosophy from claims to
self-justification. This is the answer of post-
modernists to the question: can the «final
dictionary» have a final justification? They
are convinced that any final justification of
the «final dictionary» will inevitably turn out
to be no more meaningful than the justifica-
tion of the narcotic action of opium in that it
makes people sleep thanks to its soporific
power» [1, 309].

According to another Ukrainian
thinker N. Khamitov, irony plays a key role
in the culture of Postmodernism. He defines
Postmodernism as a culture that translates
pathos into irony. It is irony that becomes
the pathos of Postmodernism. The philoso-
pher interprets irony as a person's ability to
comically perceive pathos in one's own or
someone else’'s life strategy. It opposes pa-
thos as being blinded by one's own or
someone else's ideas and virtues. «lrony»,
writes N. Khamitov, «emerges as an im-
portant component of cultural activity, allow-
ing a more critical perception of the possibil-
ities of the individual and the community».
Destroying the space of pathos, irony cre-
ates a new, more open reality, however, be-
coming pathos itself, it leads to the destruc-
tion of creative abilities and to self-destruc-
tion. Therefore, self-irony arises not only as
a result of limiting one's own pathos, but
also one's own irony. So, we can talk about
the harmony of irony and pathos» [2, 80].

Conclusion. Therefore, the con-
cept of «irony» does not lose its meaning in
postmodern philosophy. The phenomenon
of irony acquires a special status, founded
on the idea of the impossibility of neither
originality in the ontological sense nor origi-
nality in the creative sense. In Postmodern-
ism, irony becomes a fundamental universal
that structures the sociocultural landscape
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and extrapolates its properties to other
forms of culture («ironic code» in
R. Barthes, «the only spiritual form of the
modern world» in J. Baudrillard, «pastiche
as white irony» in F. Jamison, «liberal iro-
nism» by R. Rorty, «irony is a metalan-
guage game» by U. Eco).

We see that somewhat new types of
understanding of irony are reflected in mod-
ern philosophy. At the end of the second
millennium, the figure of irony becomes a
sign of the times. True irony is the one within
which the relativity of language and dis-
course is determined and communication in
another language and interaction with an-
other discourse is possible, which in a situ-
ation of permanent catastrophism and unre-
liability gives society hope for the best.

tion. Modern transhumanism operates with
its own conceptual apparatus, which in-
cludes a large number of terms, in particu-
lar:

* Transhuman - an individual, who is
actively preparing to become a posthuman,
uses all available opportunities for self-im-
provement.

* A posthuman is an intelligent being
modified to such an extent that it is no
longer human.

* A supermind is any mind vastly su-
perior to the best minds of mankind. There
is a distinction between a weak supermind
(faster than the human brain) and a strong
supermind (qualitatively superior to the hu-
man brain).

« Virtual reality is an environment that
you experience without being physically in
it.

* Uploading is a hypothetical process
of transferring consciousness from a biolog-
ical brain to a computer. A distinction is
made between destructive downloads,
where the original brain is destroyed in the
scanning process, and non-destructive
downloads, where the original brain re-
mains intact and intact along with the down-
loaded copy.

* A technological singularity is a hy-
pothetical moment in the future when tech-
nological development will be so rapid that
the graph of technological progress will be-
come practically vertical. The concept was
first proposed by Vernor Vinge, who argued
that technology could bring a posthuman fu-
ture closer.

* Nanotechnologies — technologies
that provide unlimited opportunities for the
transformation of matter at the molecular
and even submolecular levels of its struc-
ture and will allow people to optimize the
surrounding space for their needs and de-
sires. The basic idea of nanotechnology is
that almost any chemically stable structure
that can be described can be built. This idea
dates back to Richard Feynman's textbook
speech in 1959 ("Down there, a lot of
space").

* Cloning - a system of methods used
to obtain clones that have genotypes identi-
cal to the genotype of the "parental" form,
that is, they reflect in all details the creature
from which the biological material was ob-
tained.

 Cryonics — deals with preserving a
person's body after legal death in a state of
deep freezing with the aim of bringing it
back to life and treatment in the future, when
advances in medicine and other technolo-
gies will allow it.

» Genetic engineering is a field of re-
search in practical genetics that allows pur-
poseful reconstruction of an organism's ge-
nome by changing its genetic information.
Types are gene therapy and genetic doping.

Results. It is clear that the latest
technologies can significantly increase the
presence of a person in the world, his ability
to influence the world. Therefore, itis impos-
sible not to take into account the fact that
with the unreasonable use of these forces
there is a possibility of harming humanity
and the environment. In the worst case, they
can lead to the disappearance of intelligent
life. Because of this, disastrous scenarios
are periodically discussed by transhuman-
ists. These scenarios include:

The concept of "Grey Sludge”. Its es-
sence is that nanomachines are capable of
self-reproduction. They can accidentally get
out of control and absorb the entire bio-
sphere, turning it into "gray sludge". To pre-
vent this, the replicator machines must be
made dependent on a certain "vitamin" - a
rare chemical necessary for their smooth
functioning.

The concept of "Black Sludge" is de-
liberately manufactured destructive na-
nomachines. One way to protect against the
threat of black dredge is to create a global
immune system consisting of na-
nomachines that will monitor the Earth's
surface for dangerous replicators.

The concept of a "Supermind” that, in
the event of bad programming or program
failure, may want to wipe out all humans or
the entire planet.
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In addition, significant threats arising
from modern technologies are the possibil-
ity of creating new deadly viruses or promot-
ing the emergence of unprincipled and im-
moral superhumans who will commit arbi-
trariness with impunity. There is no doubt
that there are other dangers that we are not
even aware of yet. A vivid example of the
reality of the listed threats is the accusation
by the Russian authorities regarding the ex-
istence of military biolaboratories for the
production of biological weapons on Ukrain-
ian territory. Despite all the absurdity of the
fabricated accusations: war mosquitoes or
war migratory geese, etc., these speeches
are heard at full voice from the rostrum of
the UN, the Security Council and other in-
ternational forums. The world rejects these
accusations against Ukraine. However, the
very possibility of such statements before
the international community indicates the
potential reality of the existence of such bi-
olaboratories. Therefore, forecasting possi-
ble options for the development of world
events taking into account such threats is vi-
tal.

Considering the above, transhuman-
ism can be defined as "techno-anthropo-
centrism”. However, transhumanists often
underestimate the complexities of people's
relationship with technology. Technologies
are seen as a flexible tool that can be turned
in any direction with the right logic and sci-
entific zeal. The rapid development of NBIC
technologies (nanotechnologies, biotech-
nology, information technologies and cogni-
tive sciences) gives rise to possibilities that
have long been the subject of science fic-
tion: overcoming diseases, aging, death.
NBIC technologies allow you to enjoy "mor-
phological freedom", to acquire new forms
with the help of prosthetics or genetic engi-
neering. Advances in one area often open
up new possibilities in others, and this "con-
vergence" could lead to radical changes in
our world in the near future.

The success of transhumanism as an
idea stems from the idea that humans will
overcome their natural limitations through
technology, a process of controlled evolu-
tion. Viewing the history of technological

progress as humanity's attempt to tame na-
ture to better meet its needs, transhuman-
ism can be seen as a logical continuation of
this process. Human nature is being trans-
formed to better satisfy his desires. David
Pearce, a leading proponent of transhu-
manism and co-founder of Humanity+, said
that if people want to live in paradise, they
will have to build it for themselves. Rewrite
the error-strewn genetic code and become
godlike. [6] High-tech solutions can save the
world from suffering. However, one desire is
not enough. It is not clear when people will
become superhuman, transhuman. Most
likely, technologies will intertwine and im-
perceptibly merge with the human body.

Technology has long been an exten-
sion of our "I". Many aspects of the social
world, the media space, information, indus-
trial, transport, financial, medical and phar-
maceutical and other systems rely heavily
on the work of machines. However, future
changes in human nature are often under-
stood very abstractly, because transgenic
"improvements” seem so radical that they
ignore reality. At the same time, experience
shows that exactly to the extent that techno-
logical development changes the environ-
ment, to the same extent everything returns
to culture, creating a new dynamic. Thus,
transhumanism should not be considered
outside the social, cultural, political, eco-
nomic, ethical context.

Transhumanism contributes to the
expansion and continuous refinement of our
knowledge. One of the problems is that a
highly competitive social environment de-
mands the most efficient behavior. Aban-
doning the paradigm of improving technol-
ogy can lead to social or economic death,
and widespread access to it will push all
participants into greater dependence on
them A solution to the contradiction can be
seen in the dialectical removal of opposites.
Exceeding the restrictions from one side or
the other will indicate a release. However,
such liberation implies a mandatory change
in behavior or lifestyle: a person must rise
above himself. In order to adapt and survive
in new conditions, the more extreme the
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transcendence, the louder and more cate-
gorical the imperative "Change or lose" will
sound.

Systemic forces that force an individ-
ual to "renew" in order to remain competitive
are also manifested at the geopolitical level.
One of these areas is defense. DARPA (US
Defense Advanced Research Projects
Agency) is trying to create "metabolically
dominant soldiers". This is an example of
how the interests of a separate social sys-
tem can determine the development of the
most powerful transformational technolo-
gies. In the conditions of the modern Rus-
sian-Ukrainian war, such aspirations are, of
course, relevant, but it should be taken into
account that attempts to create a cyber-
over-soldier can become destructive to hu-
man nature. Otherwise, they are impossi-
ble.

The desire to create artificial intelli-
gence in the conditions of fierce interstate
competition can provoke an arms race.
Novelist Vernor Vinge was the first to de-
scribe a scenario in which artificial intelli-
gence becomes an all-powerful weapon.
Therefore, humanity should exercise maxi-
mum caution when developing such power-
ful innovations. There is a serious discus-
sion about the creation of a state of singu-
larity by artificial intelligence. Artificial intelli-
gence can begin to rebuild itself, improve
and quickly surpass human intelligence.
This is the essence of the concept of the so-
called Gray Sludge. The danger is seen in
the fact that cyber evolution can take a com-
pletely unpredictable path.

Based on the above, the question
seems legitimate: why, despite all the dan-
gers associated with human intervention in
nature and the largely unforeseeable con-
sequences of such interventions, do people
still not give up experiments to improve their
nature? Bioethicist Julian Savulescu con-
siders the imperative of the survival of the
human species to be the main reason for
the indomitable desire to improve human
nature. [2] He points to the Bermuda Trian-
gle of extinction: radical technological
power, liberal democracy, and moral nature.

Savulescu considers technical progress in-
evitable and insurmountable, demands to
change liberal democracy and partly moral-
ity, bringing them closer to the biological na-
ture of man. The author assumes that the
process of transformation of morality will
take place with the submission of power
structures, their moral responsibility. This is
the concept of the so-called moral bioen-
hancement (MBE) - the use of biomedical
technologies for the moral improvement of
people. It occurs through the abandonment
of privacy protections, through increased
surveillance of individuals to prevent threats
of antisocial personality disorder or bigotry.

Internet pioneer, the author of the
concept of "virtual reality" Jaron Lanier
noted that the files collected in digital net-
works are packaged in a new private form
of elite money. It becomes a new type of se-
curity available only to the rich. It is signifi-
cant that such a security barrier is invisible
to most people, but despite this it does not
become less effective. The system of the
panopticon or the "invisible watchman"
state remains relevant. Security require-
ments exceed the levers of the economic
system and are directed at the elites, due to
which the understanding of freedom is
changing. Power becomes more effective,
but at the same time more scattered. [5]
"Panopticon” is the term of M. Foucault,
who emphasized the fact that we live in a
society where the awareness of constant
surveillance forces people to discipline. In
the modern world, this trend is supported by
artificial intelligence, which has earned the
name "superpanopticon".

Information technology interprets the
world in favor of easily measurable infor-
mation such as GDP, and even attempts are
made to quantify previously unmeasurable
information such as human happiness or
well-being. Since invasive technologies pro-
vide detailed data, they can be used in a
strict sense for a versatile study of the world.
At the same time, large communities can
become productively and economically re-
dundant. Historian Yuval Noah Harrari be-
lieves that the most important question in
the economy of the 21st century will be:
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what should we do with extra people? [3] A
small elite, concentrating wealth, having ac-
cess to the most powerful technologies, op-
poses the excess mass of people, not
adapted to the situation, forced to be com-
pletely dependent on the elite. In the era of
radical technological power, such lump-
enized masses can pose a serious threat to
the security of elites. The elites will justify
their potential aggressive and authoritarian
actions with this. The economic fragility that
people begin to face as a result of auto-
mated unemployment is likely to prove ex-
tremely useful for the proactive (effective)
goals of transhumanists. Proactivists seek
to invent the welfare state as a means of
promoting safe risk-taking. The proactive
state will act as a venture capitalist. It will
eliminate basic rights for "Humanity 1.0": S.
Fuller called modern, unimproved people
with this term. [1] They will be replaced by
the rights of the future improved "Humanity
2.0". Since the code of human being, ac-
cording to the author, can and should be
monetized, personal autonomy should be
seen as a politically licensed franchise, ac-
cording to which people own their bodies as
certain parts of the earth from the so-called
genetic pool. Therefore, the masses of so-
cial outsiders may be forced to serve the
technical and scientific superproject "Hu-
manity 2.0", which will use the ideology of
market fundamentalism, the desire for con-
stant progress and maximum productivity.
The declared goal of "Humanity 2.0" is
open.

Discussion. Transhumanism and
advanced capitalism place "progress” and
"efficiency" above all else. Transhumanism
acts as a tool of power, and capitalism as a
tool for profit. Humans are largely seen as
instrument that serves these tools. There-
fore, political management for the safety of
the living environment | should be based on
clearly expressed human values. Therefore,
issues of legal security and environmental
stability are extremely important. Technolo-
gies will not avoid these issues. It does not
assume political neutrality. On the contrary,
a successful policy ensures the successful
existence of the system as a whole. The era

of radical technologies is coming. They can-
not fix our morality, but they can kill us.

Transhumanism is directly related to
the technological process. There are cur-
rently eight kingdoms of living organisms on
the planet, such as animals, plants, fungi,
bacteria, etc. Scientists claim that it is al-
ready possible to distinguish a new, ninth
kingdom - the kingdom of inanimate beings.
These creatures have developed almost
like living things, they become more and
more complex, adapt to the environment,
spread, and appear in new versions. Expli-
cating them to Darwin's theory of adaptive
variation, it can be argued that they evolved
at great speed and eventually formed a new
kingdom, along with animals, plants and hu-
mans. We witnessed a technological explo-
sion. New models appear every day, de-
velop at an amazing speed, each new tech-
nology becomes a tool for creating even
newer ones. We are witnessing a rapid in-
novation movement that our minds often
cannot keep up with. Eventually, this pro-
cess will become irreversible. We are deal-
ing with a rare evolutionary process, a per-
son turns into something else before our
eyes, becomes a hybrid - an alloy of biology
and technology. And it can be drunk to be
Homo sapiens.

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UKRAINIAN REALITIES: FROM FREEDOM OF CONSCIENCE - TO FREEDOM
FROM FOREIGN QUASI-CONFESSIONAL IDEOLOGEMS

Abstract. The article includes an analysis of the problem of constitution of the right to
freedom of conscience in Ukraine. The review features both legislative confirmation and inter-
pretation of this right, as well as aspects of historical conflicts related to its practical implemen-
tation. The study outlines the specifics of the interpretation and implementation of this right in
modern Ukrainian realities. The author notes that freedom of conscience is a multidimensional
concept and it is about both the legally formalized and practically implemented recognition of
the human personality by the state, public, political and religious organizations and other indi-
viduals as the highest value; and about respect for its spiritual sovereignty, freedom of self-
determination and self-realization in religious and other spheres of life. The article concludes
with a summary indicating necessary components of the process of protecting freedom of con-
science in Ukraine: protection of freedom of conscience in Ukraine at the domestic level and
protection of freedom of conscience in Ukraine in the international space.

Abstract. The essence of the concept of "moral culture” is multifaceted and multidimen-
sional, multifaceted and internally different. It includes the moral principles, norms, categories,
ideals learned and accepted by the individual and at the same time expresses her appropriate
attitude to herself, to other people, to future pedagogical activities. The formation of moral cul-
ture among the youth of Ukraine is very important to focus on foreign countries, to actualize
the issue is strengthened by the integration of Ukraine into the European educational space.
The article describes different points of view of researchers and analysis of methods used in
foreign countries to form the moral culture of a student's personality. In England, during the
formation of moral culture among young people, emphasis is placed on the need for interper-
sonal relationships, the need for activity or creativity, the need for self-affirmation, and the need
for an orientation system. Having researched sixteen universities in the USA, scientist S.V.
Fedorenko singled out the following common features: educational courses in civics, courses
in ethical and moral direction, educational courses in the study of cultural diversity [14]. In
France, during the entire educational process from primary school to university, learning is
accompanied by the development of artistic and aesthetic education in accordance with age
[4]. In Germany, they believe that society, and first of all teachers, should consider it their duty
to improve the inner world of a person, to fill it with a thirst for freedom, a craving for beauty,
goodness, a desire for humanity and an awareness of one's place in it.

PSYCHOLOGICAL COMPONENTS OF FERTILITY IN WOMEN
Kartushynska A. V.

Abstract. In the modern world, infertility is one of the most pressing problems in the
field of reproductive health: according to some estimates, it affects 8 to 12 % of couples of
reproductive age worldwide, and in 50-80 % of cases it is female infertility. Miscarriage occurs
in 10-25% of cases, and every fifth pregnancy is terminated, which exacerbates the
unfavorable demographic situation in general. For a woman, the inability to have children, as
well as long-term treatment, turn into a psychological problem. Emotional tension leads to
feelings of guilt and inferiority, various kinds of experiences, lower quality of life. Studies have
also shown that despite a good prognosis and availability of financial resources,
discontinuation of treatment most often occurs for psychological reasons. The purpose of the
article is to analyze the emotional status of an infertile woman, as well as to find options for
reducing the psychological burden during infertility treatment. The opinion of foreign
researchers is compared, who often consider the etiology of infertility, especially
psychosomatic, from the point of view of psychoanalysis, identifying the causes of the disease
in early childhood. The conducted surveys were analyzed, which show that for many patients
with infertility, it is unclear and incomprehensible to them; they give rational arguments that a

child is needed, for example, for a "fuller life" or for a "good partnership”, "to preserve the
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family”, "filling the void", "maintaining family traditions"”, etc. It has been noticed that women
with a threat of abortion are distinguished by the desire to solve their unfulfilled needs through
pregnancy: to be loved, to bring something new into marital relations, the desire to unite the
family, to assert oneself. It was found that the main psychological problems can be the
experience of frustration when it is necessary to part with the many years of habitual activity
for the treatment of infertility, around which the whole life of the family was organized, or the
change of the goal, when as a result of prolonged unsuccessful treatment, the goal becomes
the onset of pregnancy, and not the appearance of a child .

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FEATURES OF REHABILITATION OF HIGHER
EDUCATION ACQUISITIONS USING ART THERAPY

Abstract. The article analyzes scientific sources on the problem of rehabilitation of
persons by means of art therapy. The author substantiated that art therapy as a method of
personality rehabilitation plays one of the leading roles, because the ability of creativity to heal
the soul has been known since ancient times. In rehabilitation and socialization, effective
various methods of treatment and rehabilitation are used. Their widespread implementation in
practical activities allows to increase the quality of the process of social and psychological
rehabilitation of higher education students, to normalize mental health, as well as to integrate
people with special educational needs into society as much as possible. The author also
highlights the positive characteristics of art therapy tools: promotion of creative self-expression,
development of imagination, aesthetic experience, practical skills of fine art, artistic abilities;
relieves fatigue, reduces negative emotional states; creates a positive emotional mood; allows
you to process a person's negative thoughts and emotions, makes it possible to transform them
into positive ones; provides an opportunity to experiment with a wide range of feelings, explore
and express them in a socially acceptable way.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL BACKGROUND OF THE LEADERSHIP QUALITIES FORMATION
IN YOUTH

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Abstract. Urgency. Studying the background of successful leadership is one of the main
applied problems of social and organizational psychology. For the formation of leadership qual-
ities, it is important to have a favorable psychological climate around the individual, a sense of
inner comfort, support of the immediate environment, adequate self-esteem, and a developed
need-motivation sphere. A sensitive period for the leadership formation is early youth, when
personal identity, worldview and value system are formed. The basis for the development of
leadership qualities in youth is the development of personal qualities, namely: creating an im-
age of the future and components of emotional intelligence. Objective. The research deals with
the theoretical analysis of the leadership features, the clarification of the psychological condi-
tions of its formation in the period of youth; experimental study of the manifestation of leader-
ship qualities and their psychological conditions in youth. Methods. To achieve the set objec-
tive, we used a set of theoretical methods, such as: analysis and generalization of scientific
information; the following empirical methods: observation; conversation; questionnaires “Do
you have charisma?” (D. Konger); “Leadership potential” (D. Kotter); “Emotional intelligence”
(R. Daft); “Creating the image of the future” (V. Hitt). The Pearson correlation method was used
for statistical data processing. The research was conducted on the basis of the “School of
Externs of Brovary Teaching and Educational Association of Brovary City Council, Kyiv region”,
Brovary town. 30 respondents aged 17-18 took part in it. The results of the empirical study of
psychological background of the leadership qualities formation of young men showed that
young men have expressed leadership qualities (80%) and weakly expressed charisma
(73.33%); a high level of emotional self-awareness (40%), emotional intelligence (26.67%) and
self-possession (26.67%). The value of the correlation coefficient value between the indices of
the level of charisma and indices of relationship management corresponds to strong correla-
tion; between indices of leadership potential and criteria for realizing the image of the future
(p<0.01). We see the prospects for further research in the development and approval of the
psychological training program for the formation of leadership qualities in youth.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. The analysis of scientific lit-
erature allows to generalize the essence of
the concepts of «leadership», «leadership
gualities», to highlight the conditions of their
formation, to characterize the features of
youth leadership. Leadership is a relation-
ship between a leader and group members
who influence each other and jointly seek
real changes and achieve results that reflect
common goals [4; 6]. Leadership is impos-
sible without the influence between people
who seek change that reflects the common
goals of the leader and the followers. Influ-
ence means that human relationships are
not passive. The influence has many direc-
tions and is not one-sided [9]. Leadership in
psychological science is called a set of
unique qualities of a person; form of social
behavior; the function of the social situation;
way of organizing interpersonal relations;
the process of organizing the activities of
the entire group [10].

In adolescence, the maturation of the
cortex of cerebral large hemispheres and
the formation of the neural apparatus of all
areas of the brain is completed, which cre-
ates the background for the development of
psychophysiological, mental and intellectual
functions due to the frontal increase in the
functional level of psychomotor characteris-
tics, attention, memory and thinking [7]. Tra-
ditional schooling educates young people
as driven and transactional leaders who
tend to follow conventional rules. Leader-

ship qualities give the young people confi-
dence; the ability to set goals and tasks,
which, in turn, positively affects the cohe-
sion of teams, the nature of interaction and
the emotional coloring of relationships be-
tween young people [2]. Thus, the theoreti-
cal analysis of scientific literature, empirical
studies of the leadership characteristics in
youth will contribute to the study of personal
characteristics of young people that influ-
ence the formation of their leadership quali-
ties.

Research objective is the theoreti-
cal analysis of the leadership phenomenon
in scientific literature, the clarification of the
psychological conditions of its formation in
the period of youth; experimental study of
the manifestation of leadership qualities and
their psychological factors in youth.

Materials and methods of the re-
search. The following theoretical research
methods were used to achieve the set ob-
jective: analysis and generalization of scien-
tific information. Empirical research meth-
ods were used to solve the second part of
the set objective, namely: observation; con-
versation; techniques «Do you have cha-
risma?» (D. Konger); «Leadership poten-
tial» (D. Kotter); «Emotional intelligence»
(R. Datft); «Creating the image of the future»
(V. Hitt). The Pearson correlation method
was used for statistical data processing.

Presentation of basic material of
the research. For the formation and mani-
festation of leadership qualities, a person
must master a number of social and psycho-
logical qualities that are a sample for the
group. Adolescence is a period in personal-
ity development when there is an urgent
need for self-affirmation, self-realization, in-
cluding leadership [1]. The developed lead-
ership qualities of young people give them
confidence, the ability to set goals and
tasks, which positively affects the cohesion
of teams, the nature of interaction and the
emotional coloring of relationships between
young people. In youth, the emotional
sphere becomes more stable, you can learn
to manage your own emotional states [2].
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The emotional sphere is an important con-
dition for the development of charisma and
charismatic leadership [8]. Emotional intelli-
gence continues to develop in adolescence.
Leadership defines an active life position as
a guarantor of fresh ideas, creative ap-
proaches and extraordinary solutions [5].
After all, in this case, the creation of the im-
age of the future will prevail over its realiza-
tion. A leader who seeks to maintain his sta-
tus for a long time is obliged to constantly
learn, understand the behavior and motiva-
tion of representatives of other groups and
use the acquired knowledge to achieve the
set goal [3].

Summarizing the above, we note that
the sensitive period for the formation of
leadership is the early youth, when the per-
sonal identity, worldview and value system
are formed. In our opinion, emotional stabil-
ity, self-control, self-awareness, social
awareness, relationship management and

sociability can be the basis for the develop-
ment of leadership qualities and the for-
mation of leadership potential at a young
age. In order to determine the psychological
background for the formation of leadership
qualities of young people, we conducted an
empirical study on the basis of the “External
School of Brovary Teaching and Educa-
tional Association of Brovary City Council,
Kyiv region”, Brovary city, Kyiv region. 30
respondents aged 17-18 took part in it.

Research results and their discus-
sion. According to the results of the con-
ducted research according to the methods
«Do you have charisma?» (D. Konger) and
«Leadership potential» (D. Kotter), we dis-
covered the level of charisma development
and qualities of the leader and the driven.
The diagnostic results of determining the
level of charisma of young people are given
in Table. 1.

The data, given in Table 1, show that
a smaller number of 26.67% of respondents
have strong charisma, the vast majority of
73.33% have weakly expressed charisma.
The analysis of the research results allows
asserting that young people almost do not
show charismatic qualities in everyday life.
You can try to influence this manifestation
with the help of training classes. It should be
noted that the basis of charisma is emo-
tions. Emotional intelligence continues to
develop in adolescence. With the help of the
«Leadership potential» questionnaire, the
gualities of a leader and a follower were
identified.

The analysis of the research results
allows to assume that young people more
often exhibit the behavior of the subordi-
nates in everyday life; it can be seen that a
smaller number of 20% of respondents

have developed leader qualities; the vast
majority of 80% have developed qualities of
a subordinate. Traditional schooling edu-
cates young men as driven and transac-
tional leaders who tend to follow conven-
tional rules. The leadership qualities of
young people give confidence, the ability to
set goals and tasks, which positively affects
the cohesion of teams, the nature of inter-
action and the emotional coloring of rela-
tionships between young people.

The following questionnaires were
used to study personal characteristics in
youth: «Creating the image of the future» by
V. Hitt and «Emotional intelligence» by
R. Daft. With the help of the questionnaire
«Creating the image of the future» by
V. Hitt, the criteria for creating the image of
the future and implementing the image of
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the future into life were revealed. The re-
sults are given in Table. 2.

From the data presented in Table 2,
it can be seen that the vast majority (60%)
of respondents have developed criteria for
realizing the image of the future. Bringing
the image of the future to life reflects how
the leader establishes communication, dis-
tributes tasks and rewards on the way to the
set goal. The results of the manifestation of
the emotional intelligence level, as well as
its components: self-awareness; self-pos-
session; social consciousness; manage-
ment of relationships using the «Emotional

Intelligence» method by R. Daft showed
that young people have a high level of emo-
tional self-awareness (40%), emotional in-
telligence (26.67%) and self-control
(26.67%). To check whether the indices of
the charisma level and leadership potential
are related to the criteria for creating an im-
age of the future and its implementation, the
level of emotional intelligence and its com-
ponents, the Pearson linear correlation
method was used, the results of which are
presented in Table 3.

The data given in Table 3, show that
the values of the correlation coefficient be-
tween the indices of the charisma level and
the indices of relationship management cor-
respond to a strong correlation; between the
indices of leadership potential and criteria
for realizing the image of the future
(p<0.01).

Conclusions. The content of leader-
ship, peculiarities of the main components
of leadership qualities of modern young
people are analyzed; the role of personal
characteristics of young people in the for-
mation of their leadership qualities is sub-
stantiated. The results of an empirical study
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of the psychological background for the for-
mation of leadership qualities of youth
showed that young people have expressed
by leadership qualities (80%) and weakly
expressed charisma (73.33%); high level of
emotional self-awareness (40%), emotional
intelligence (26.67%) and self-possession
(26.67%). The data of the correlation analy-
sis partially confirm our hypothesis that the
background for the formation of leadership
gualities are the personal characteristics of
youth: the ability to build interpersonal rela-
tionships affects the development of cha-
risma; the manifestation of the leader quali-
ties is influenced by the attempts to embody
the image of the future by trial and error.
The obtained results are explained by the
peculiarities of the mental development of
young people: in early youth, only the for-
mation of worldview, formation of leadership
gualities and personal identity, and for-
mation of personal and professional self-de-
termination occurs.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF NOMADIC PRACTICES IN CREATIVITY
OF HRYHORII SKOVORODA AND TARAS SHEVCHENKO
Knysh I. V.

Abstract. In view of modern social demands, understanding of nomadic practices re-
garding formation of a worldview and search for ways of self-realization of an individual ac-
quires special relevance. The embodiment of nomadic practices of vagantism in the life and
work of Hryhorii Skovoroda and Taras Shevchenko is considered. If Hryhorii Skovoroda earned
a living on his own and studied in his homeland, Taras Shevchenko mostly lived at the expense
of patrons and received his education abroad. The authorities persistently tried to sedentarize
both of them: Hryhorii Skovoroda was invited to the imperial court, and Taras Shevchenko was
imprisoned. Hryhorii Skovoroda’s enlightening activity was aimed at exposing social defects,
and the educational one was directed at introduction of innovative education methods, creation
of one’s own system for evaluating knowledge, abilities and skills of schoolchildren and stu-
dents, which resonate with the modern scale. Taras Shevchenko was concerned with preser-
vation of the ethnographic heritage of the Ukrainian people and participated in political life,
created his own picture of the world, gave moral and value instructions. Both figures introduced
practices similar to nomadic ones, participating in creation of neo-tribes: Taras Shevchenko
implemented his democratic beliefs in the Cyril and Methodius Society, Hryhorii Skovoroda
nurtured the idea of the “Heaven Republic”. Awareness of his own unconformity with the world
forced Hryhorii Skovoroda to renounce its charms in favor of seclusion and a wandering life,
instead, Taras Shevchenko’s personal freedom was limited by punitive authorities. The no-
madic features inherent in the self-awareness and self-realization of Hryhorii Skovoroda and
Taras Shevchenko, determined by the totality of the given circumstances, are compared.
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It is noted that public servants, applying nomadic practices similar to mobbing, con-
stantly reminded them of their low social status, “uselessness to the world and time”, and also
tried in every possible way to hinder the innovative cultural and political activities of Taras
Shevchenko, the innovative educational and philosophical activities of Hryhorii Skovoroda. It
has been established that Hryhorii Skovoroda and Taras Shevchenko were people who were
significantly ahead of their time in terms of their way of life and thinking. The purpose of the
article is to embody nomadic practices in the works of Hryhorii Skovoroda and Taras
Shevchenko.

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CONTENT ASPECTS OF THE TRAINING OF FUTURE SPECIALISTS IN SOCIAL WORK
FOR THE FORMATION OF RESILIENCE OF FAMILIES

Abstract. The article reveals the necessity of training future specialists in social work
for the formation of the ability of families to recover in difficult life circumstances. It has been
proven that in order for a family to be able to effectively solve problems, activate its potential
abilities, use all possible resources to overcome difficulties, it must have a high level of
resilience, which is provided by developed communication, empathic and organizational skills,
a partnership type of relationship, the ability to learning and development, positive attitude and
stress resistance. It is substantiated that the basic abilities that a social work specialist should
have in order to develop the resilience of families are as follows: to organize and carry out the
reception of appeals and reports about families who have fallen into difficult life circumstances
and need social assistance; promptly resolve crisis situations and take appropriate measures;
to organize informing communities about family values, family forms of upbringing; to provide
assistance to socially maladapted families in acquiring the skills of responsible parenting and
finding their own resources to independently solve the family's life problems; determine and
assess individual needs in accordance with family resources with signs of difficult life
circumstances; to provide information and consultations to families who have been admitted to
the SZHO, on issues of current legislation, social protection and ensuring their rights and
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interests; to develop and argue ways of overcoming social problems and SHO by the family,
to choose effective methods of solving them; draw up an individual family plan to overcome
SJHO; to organize and implement social support of foster families, DBST and other forms of
family education; to carry out social support measures for families aimed at overcoming or
minimizing SHO; to have elements of psychological and pedagogical support for the
development of the abilities of a person, a child in solving problems, overcoming stress,
rehabilitation, independence in the process of overcoming or minimizing SJO; stimulation of
social activity and implementation of self-help to meet the vital needs of families who are in a
nursing home.
