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CURRENT EDUCOLOGY ON THE PAGES OF
«NATIVE LAND» MAGAZINE (1905-1916)

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the educational content of the first
legal edition of the Dnipro region — «political, economic, literary and scientific magazine»
“Native Land” (1905-1916). The place and role of this weekly magazine in the projection on
the status rank of the Ukrainian-language periodical of the beginning of the 20th century, in
which methodological principle of activity was the reviving Ukrainian-centrism, is character-
ized. The multi-functionality of the educational narrative form (journalistic reports, scientific
studies, analytical reviews, reviews, notes, chronological, event reports, etc.) is distin-
guished, and its systemic interrelated problem strategies and their specific and general tar-
get orientation are established. Such educational phenomena as national education, na-
tional school, the national language in its organic connections with the literary language as
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a codified variant of the commonly used language, the Ukrainian-language mode of teach-
ing, the Ukrainian language, Ukrainian literature, Ukrainian history as educational subjects,
Ukrainian studies departments in universities, the practice of Ukrainian textbook creation,
training/retraining of teachers (lecturers), systematicity, continuity, consistency in the activi-
ties of primary, secondary and higher schools are comprehensively researched through the
prism of that time views, approaches, theoretical justifications, acquired experience. The
journalistic-pedagogical, scientific-pedagogical views of the founders of «Native Land» M.
Dmitriev, Olena Pchilka, H. Kovalenko, and other bright personalities of that time are inter-
preted in detalil.

REPRESENTATION OF WOMEN IN UKRAINIAN ONLINE MEDIA
Balalaieva O. Yu., Maidaniuk V. A.

Abstract. The problem of gender balance is extremely relevant both for Ukrainian
society in general and for the media sphere in particular. According to the Global Gender
Gap Index, in 2022 Ukraine took 81st place, having lost 7 positions in the ranking compared
to last year. In fact, society's attitude to this problem is reflected in the media, and the media
translate them to society. Media content affects the formation of public consciousness,
formats of public behavior, while working to spread and consolidate various stereotypes and
prejudices in the mind. Despite the fact that the problem has a wide resonance in both
scientific discourse and social practice, with the beginning of a full-scale war, the situation
with the balance in media content has significantly worsened, which requires careful
research. The purpose of the paper is to analyze the features of the representation of women
in Ukrainian national online media. The study is based on the analysis of monitoring data of
Ukrainian nationwide online media, scientific sources on the outlined issues, synthesis and
generalization of the obtained data. The analysis of the snapshot of online media activities
showed that the Ukrainian media space currently is replete with stereotypical ideas. A
gender imbalance in Ukrainian media content has been established: the number of male
experts and heroes in the materials significantly predominates over female, which is
confirmed by the monitoring data of the national media. The forms of discriminatory
coverage present in the Ukrainian media require changes, revision of the situation, and the
search for ways to overcome the gender imbalance. One of the optimal way is to introduce
into the journalistic standards not just a standard of balance of opinions, but also a balance
of coverage of the activities of women and men in the media, breaking down gender
stereotypes, consistent use of feminitives, etc.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the social consequences of psycho-
logical trauma at the individual and collective levels and the identification of the effects of
transforming the trauma into a tool of social research and impact. In the process of re-
search, it is shown that in modern intellectual discourse, mental trauma is understood as a
wound caused by a certain catastrophic event and capable of affecting not only the imme-
diate victims, but also large social groups or even the entire society. Mental trauma de-
stroys the established ideas of a person or a group of people about the world and their own
position in it, thus it can cause various manifestations. At the individual level, trauma man-
ifests itself through apathy, which destroys the will, self-confidence, and with them personal
identity, despair, which undermines the idea of oneself, or disintegration, which causes
various antisocial consequences (alcoholism, drug addiction, etc.). No less threatening to
the community are collective traumas, the consequences of which are determined by the
specific historical context and political conjuncture, and can be manifested not only in the
aggravation of existential issues, but also in the strengthening of group identity. It is em-
phasized that the ability of collective trauma to strengthen the emotional unity of the group
and consolidate communities should be used with great care. The revival of historical
memory of collective trauma, including historical one, is accompanied by an increase in
emotional tension and generates an internal desire to react to the wrong done. Thus, the
desire to talk about the trauma, mourn the victims, preserve the memory of the wrong done,
and ultimately develop strategies to overcome the opposition, that led to the trauma in the
past, contributes to the detraumatization of the group, so as the desire for revenge can
cause new traumas and even turn the victim into a criminal, and thereby providing an op-
portunity for criminals to avoid responsibility

Abstract. These statistics reflect the growth in the number of older people in society.
The focus of adult education on ensuring social and cultural progress and developing the
creative, innovative potential of each adult individual is becoming important. The experience
of implementing the social project «University of the Third Age» was studied; the activity of
such universities in Ukraine is characterized. It has been proven that Ukrainian universities
of the third age are becoming educational centers for further personal growth of older peo-
ple, their social integration and adaptation in the context of globalization. Approaches to the
creation and organization of Universities of the Third Age are classified, namely: 1) UTA,
created at the Territorial centers of social services, operate within their departments, often
focused on social adaptation; 2) UTA initiated by several partners and can operate on the
basis of institutions of higher education; 3) UTA represented by curricula (courses) of private
educational institutions; 4) UTA, which are an integral part of public organizations; 5) inde-
pendent public organizations functioning as separate UTS. A new view of old age has been
revealed, where older people approach it as an active and productive period, open to
change. Societal changes encourage senior citizens to respond and make innovative deci-
sions to stay active in life. It is the University of the Third Age» that make it possible to pay
attention to this group of people and help them actively participate in public life, implement
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their accumulated experience, and acquire new knowledge. The introduction of Third Age
Universities will help to preserve the most valuable thing - the life experience and wisdom
of older people who will study in these institutions. A variety of specialties will give these
Universities a unique character and distinguish them from the classical ones.

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to identify a new subject of research in the
philosophy of management, to carry out a socio-philosophical analysis of the methodologi-
cal foundations of the philosophy of management and to demonstrate that the philosophy
of management is a methodological basis for the formation and development of managerial
consciousness. General scientific methods such as analytical, comparative, inductive and
deductive are used. The article discusses the problems of the philosophy of public admin-
istration. The main results are that it has been proven that currently, in the conditions of
crisis and instability, a strategic manager, an innovator, who will be able to participate in the
transformation of the surrounding reality, should play a huge role. The quality of the deci-
sions made largely depends on managerial consciousness, which includes knowledge, val-
ues, and norms of behavior. Therefore, education faces huge problems. The training of
personnel in the field of management must necessarily be combined with a broad social
and humanitarian education, in which the philosophy of management occupies a key place
and is one of the foundations of the formation of managerial consciousness. A person under
management is an understanding of the object of management from the subject (manager)
himself. Turning to self-reflection, to understanding one's own worldview and methodologi-
cal foundations, that is, reaching the level of philosophical reflections, as well as methods
and means. Therefore, the philosophy of management is a branch of philosophical
knowledge that studies not only the theories of the place and role of a person, but also
represents a set of principles, values, ideas, norms, rules that constitute the spiritual sphere
of the subject - the manager - and form the managerial consciousness necessary for making
management decisions. It is indicated that the problems of management are a reflection of
the problems of society, therefore the philosophy of management is aimed at the systema-
tization of theoretical and methodological material for the formation of new methods for
making management decisions. On the example of philosophical teachings, it is observed
that the peculiarity of the philosophy of management in comparison with other areas of
management consists in the synthesis of theoretical concepts that allow analyzing the im-
plementation of management at various stages of development, combining practice and
fundamental scientific theories in the field of management, as well as knowledge and man-
agement skills. The prospects of the research can be considered the continuation of the
study of the peculiarities of public administration in the conditions of wartime and other force
majeure.

Abstract. This article describes the procedure for researching the psychological con-
ditions of women with disorders of the reproductive sphere, who re-entered the protocol of
in vitro fertilization (IVF). The organizational aspects are presented and the methodological
basis of the experiment is outlined. Relevant psychodiagnostic tools are substantiated, rep-
resentative samples are characterized, and specifics of the research are revealed. It is
noted that the problem of idiopathic infertility, i.e. infertility of unclear etiology, is very rele-
vant in society, in conditions of high stressogenic factors and bad ecology. It is diagnosed
after the spouses undergo a full examination and it is impossible to establish the causes of
the problem. The article presents information on the organization of empirical research and
characteristics of the research sample, substantiates the main methods and methods of
providing the research. The psychodiagnostic tools used in our work demonstrated compli-
ance with the tasks of the experimental research. The chosen methods and techniques
contributed to the comprehensive study of psychophysiological aspects that contribute to
the psychocorrection of reproductive health disorders in women. Practical recommenda-
tions for overcoming reproductive inferiority in women, based on solving the main causes
of the psychology of infertility, namely: fear of pregnancy and difficult childbirth; unsaved
conception and unsuccessful childbirth in the past; misunderstanding in it; fear of body
changes, losing a slim figure and desirability; excessive desire to be a mother; fear of lost
time and childbearing opportunities; constant pressure from loved ones; fear of future pain
and unforeseen injuries; insecurity in performing maternal tasks; psychological disorders
since childhood; negative experience of communication with parents.

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Abstract. The issue of effective interactions between the representatives of different
cultures has been investigated by many researchers.

Analyzing research on cross-
cultural competence, certain contradictions
and disagreements regarding its main
components are seen. At the end of the
twentieth century, a three-factor model of
cross-cultural competence was created,
which consisted of the ability to manage
psychological stress, the ability to
communicate effectively, and the ability to
establish interpersonal relationships [2].

Also, cross-cultural competence
was defined as "specific cultural skills
necessary for effective functioning in a new
cultural context and effective interaction
with people from different cultural
backgrounds" [16].

In general, scientists define that
cross-cultural competence includes the
following corelated components: abilities,
knowledge and skills. Abilities contribute to
a person's ability to experience,
understand, and appreciate cultural
differences. Knowledge is related to the
ability to understand the specifics of other

cultures and their influence on thinking,
behavior and interaction. Skills are
reflected in the ability to build effective
communication and productive cross-
cultural interaction. [6].

In particular, a metacognitive
perspective on cross-cultural competence
was created, which asserted that when
building psychological models of one's own
and a different culture, people give
emotional meaning to these models, and
experience less acculturation stress and
have higher confidence when
communicating in another culture if they
feel emotional security [11].

Speaking about the level of cultural
competence of an individual, cultural
intelligence is often mentioned, which is
defined as "a person's ability to
successfully adapt to new cultural
conditions, which are unfamiliar, that can
be attributed to the cultural context" [8].
Cultural cognitive intelligence is related to
the study of cultural differences, as well as
the interest and desire to adapt in a cross-
cultural environment. Behavioral reactions
to various types of situations depend on
cultural cognitive intelligence [3].

Purpose. The purpose of the article
is to analyze and systematize the definition
of the concept of cross-cultural
competence in modern scientific sources.

Methods. To achieve the stated
goal, the following research methods were
used: literature analysis; analysis and
synthesis of the concept definitions; the
method of generalization to formulate the
research conclusions.

Results. Definitions of the concept
of cross-cultural competence coincide in
the works of scientists regarding the
understanding and conceptualization of its
content. Terminological differences are
mostly encountered when talking about
cross-cultural, intercultural, bicultural and
multicultural communication.

However, the term cross- cultural
seems the most appropriate and situates
the construct in a broader context. The
term avoids potential conceptual restriction
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on the number of cultures involved caused
by bi- or inter-, and meanwhile is more
descriptive.

As Dbicultural is just limited to
interactions between two different cultures,
but interactions are not just between
cultures - intercultural, they also happen
across multiple cultures and nationalities.

While defining the concept of
cross-cultural competence by both
theoretical scientists and practitioners, a
model was created for understanding its
content. Knowledge Skills Abilities Other
(KSAO) [5].

This model defines cultural
competence as the set of knowledge,
skills, abilities and personal qualities that
enable people to think, behave and work
effectively in a cultural environment
different from their own. Abilities and
personality traits are seen as stable
components because they rather fixed.
Other researchers believe that, in general,
abilities and personal traits are partly
innate and relatively stable, but are the
subject to training and improvement [12]. It
is also noted that personal traits do not
always affect the productivity of
intercultural communication, as
psychological studies clearly show thatan
individual's  behavior in an unusual or
stressful situation may differ from the
predicted one [15].

The following are commonly
mentioned: ethnorelativism, determination,

inquisitiveness, engagement, self-
monitoring,  self-presentation, mission
focus, self-efficacy, emotional stability,

aiming at the present.
Some researchers add attitudes as
a structural component of cross-cultural

competence, mentioning the following:
ethnocentrism, empathy, tolerance,
flexibility and adaptibility [14]. Cultural
empathy overcomes the cultural gap
between representatives of different
cultures. This is the key to successful
interaction, as it allows people to find
things in common and understand and
perceive differences in values and
expectations, which involves cross-cultural
communication [12]. Tolerance is an ability
to avoid or reduce dichotomous thinking,
authoritarianism, and ethnocentrism [1].
Adaptability refers to a change in behavior
or acclimation to a new cultural situation
and involves comprehensive changes.
Flexibility usually refers to a person
behaviour in a new cultural situation
without changing the components or
altering their overall approach or behavior.

The structural components of
knowledge are considered dynamic and
can be acquired through learning and
experience. Cultural knowledge is an
important resource to understand new
cultural situations and to communicate in
them. It involves the understanding of
cultural values and dimensions in general
meaning, cultural roles and their impact on
an individual’s beliefs, opinions,
expectations, values and behaviors.

Therefore, it is possible to create a
correlated  cross-cultural competence
structure, which shows that abilities,
personal traits and attitudes supporting by
knowledge lead to the formation of
performing and behavioural skills while
communicating cross-culturally, as it is
shown in figure 1.

Therefore, taking into consideration
that cross-cultural communication fosters
trust and facilitates collaboration in
numerous spheres of international
relations, it is possible to mention the main
skills winch those who involved in it have to
form and develop.

To establish interaction with
representatives of another  culture
individuals should be able to focus on the
goal of building cross- culturalrelations in
situations that require it and to listen and
observe the reaction of their interlocutors
carefully as well as evaluate and interpret
the information accurately. Another
important skill is to appropriately delivere
ideas to recipients, using cultural
knowledge to avoid misunderstanding
among people with different cultural
backgrounds.

As negotiation skills are extremely
importand, there shoud me mentioned the
foolowing supporting skills such as:

- ensuring that ideas are
accurately interpreted by recipients;

- making decisions while
negotiating;

- solving
negotiating;

- coping with cultural shock;

- controlling one's reaction;

- adapingt one's behavior.

As it is seemed from the figure 2,
above mentioned knowledge, sKills,
abilities, attitudes and personal qualities
lead to cross- cultural effectiveness or
effective functioning in culturally diverse
environment [1], [10]

Also, objective circumstances may
influence the cross-cultural effectiveness
to some extent. Cross culture experiences,
has been suggested to be an important
component of cross cultural competence
[13].

It may be gained by different ways
such as living abroad, working abroad,
studying abroad, travelling abroad, family
diversity, culture-related training, and
personal contact or relationships with
people of different cultural backgrounds
[4]. Although language skills are not often
mentioned by researchers, they are an
important factor which directly influences
individuals’ cross cultural competence.
Speaking the same language makes
communication less effortful.

- to give individual presentations
on a wide range of topics in a cross-
cultural environment;

- to support the dialogue of

cultures regarding a wide range of
professional problems;

- to conduct business
correspondence, conclude collective

agreements and contracts on professional
issues with a high degree of cross-cultural
correctness.

The internal dimension of cross-
cultural effectiveness is mainly related to
the psychological comfort of the individual
in the process of cross-cultural interaction.

Discussion, Basing on the
numerous studies, it became possible to
define a cross-cultural competence
structure, which shows the correlation of
knowledge, abilities, attitudes, ftraits,
performing and behavioral skills while
communicating cross-culturally.

The article analyzes the prevailing in modern intellectual discourse and the
international practice of the definition of volunteering, found that it is considered as a con-
scious, voluntary and unpaid activity (of a person or non-governmental organization) aimed
at achieving a social effect in the process of solving social, economic, environmental or other
challenges of modern society within the limits of one’s professional competences and in
one's free time free from the main work. It is emphasized that such approaches have a
framework nature and are designed to promote development and encourage the population
to engage in socially useful activities, which will help reduce social tension caused by the
state’s inability to respond to society’s demands or other contemporary challenges. It is em-
phasized that intergovernmental organizations, state institutions, business corporations and
even representatives of the third sector can directly or indirectly use free social resources to
achieve their economic interests, thereby transforming volunteering into a technology of so-
cial management and a hybrid social phenomenon. It contributes to the building of symbolic
capital and public trust, as important social assets that open wide prospects for self-presen-
tation of both individuals and entire organizations. It was revealed that hybridity is mani-
fested not only in the organizational and institutional conditions of volunteering, but also in
the variety of motivations manifested in the participants of non-governmental volunteering
projects.

Abstract. The article deals with theoretical and practical problems of optimizing tra-
ditional techniques of teaching foreign languages at higher education institutions. We use
the latest achievements of the innovative technology to suggest ways of interactivizing tra-
ditional forms and tools of teaching foreign languages. We analize the details of a teacher’s
professional activity, using the newest tendencies typical to the present-day higher educa-
tion system: transforming teacher-centered teaching into student-centered teaching; our re-
search looks at options of modernizing traditional exercises in order to intensify and ration-
alize foreign language teaching. The purpose of the study is to present and describe an
integrative model incorporating all the state-of-the-art forms, methods and tools of teaching
foreign languages, worked out, tested and introduced using both traditional and non-tradi-
tional and innovative technologies. It will be a self-sufficient structure aimed at forming stu-
dents’ independent thinking, researching skills, and creativity. Thus, our teaching model in-
clude the following principles:

Firstly, classes are to be conducted in a foreign language only.

Secondly, a teacher never interrupts speaking students.

Thirdly, learning is based on doing special communicative transformative exercises.

Fourthly, a teacher is to act as a facilitator.

Fifthly, the dominant class form to be used is pairwork.

Sixthly, ICT is to be integrated as out-of-classroom clubs.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL DIFFICULTIES OF ORPHANED TEENAGERS
OLIINYK O., candidate of psychological sciences, PhD (Psychology), associate
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Abstract. Nowadays one of the important problems in Ukraine is the increase in the
number of orphans and children deprived of parental care, which is an indicator of the social,
economic, and political situation in society. One of the causes of orphancy is the loss of
parents because of hostilities. Psychological problems of orphaned teenagers are deter-
mined by the lack of parental attention and love, early deprivation. The underdevelopment
of identification mechanisms, as a result of such deprivation, becomes the cause of emo-
tional coldness, aggressiveness, hostility, increased vulnerability, a feeling of loneliness,
and the manifestation of negative accentuations of the adolescent's character. The research
deals with the theoretical analysis of the problem of orphanhood and the psychological dif-
ficulties of orphan adolescents in the scientific literature, an empirical study of the psycho-
logical difficulties of orphan adolescents. To solve the set objective, we used a set of meth-
ods, such as the theoretical method — the analysis of expert sources; the empirical method
— the method of diagnosing the level of subjective feeling of loneliness by D. Russell and
M. Ferguson; the method of determining the accentuations of character by K. Leonhard;
statistical methods — quantitative and qualitative analysis of results and correlation analysis
by K. Pearson. The research was conducted on the basis of Sviatoshyn Children's Boarding
Home in Kyiv. Thirty orphan adolescents participated in the reaearch: 15 girls, 15 boys. The
results of an empirical study of the psychological difficulties of orphaned teenagers showed
that they are dominated by high (30%) and medium (45%) levels of loneliness, and only
25% of respondents have a low level; the pronounced types of character accentuations are
excitable (16,7%), hyperthymic (13,3%), affective-exalted (13,3%), emotional (16,7%). The
results of the correlation analysis showed that the higher the level of loneliness, the greater
the level of manifestation of demonstrative, stuck, excitable, hyperthymic, anxious, affective,
emotional types of character accentuations; the lower the level of loneliness, the greater the
manifestation of the following character accentuations: pedantic, dysthymic, cycloid. We
see the prospects for further research in the development and approval of the program for
the correction of psychological difficulties of orphaned teenagers.

Introduction. Currently, the grow-
ing number of orphans and children de-
prived of parental care is causing serious
concern in our country. The number of
such children is an indicator of the social,
economic, and political situation in society.
Typical features of the self-awareness of
orphans are that they often do not know

and do not perceive themselves as individ-
uals, they have an insufficiently formed
sense of “I”. Psychological problems of or-
phaned teenagers are determined by lack
of parental attection and love, early depri-
vation. Underdevelopment of identification
mechanisms, as a result of such depriva-
tion, becomes the cause of emotional cold-
ness, aggressiveness, hostility, loneliness,
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manifestation of accentuated character
traits and, at the same time, increased vul-
nerability of the teenager. The relevance of
the issue of identifying and overcoming the
psychological difficulties of orphans, as
well as its insufficient development, led to
the choice of the research topic.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. The analysis of scientific lit-
erature allows us to generalize the es-
sence of the concept of “orphanhood”, to
determine the types of orphanhood, and to
characterize the psychological features of
orphaned teenagers. In modern studies,
‘orphanhood” is considered as a social
phenomenon caused by the children
whose parents have died, as well as chil-
dren who were left without their care as a
result of the deprivation of their parental
rights. This category also includes children
whose parents are not deprived of parental
rights, but do not actually take care of their
children [9]. According to the terminologi-
cal dictionary, orphanhood is defined as a
social phenomenon that characterizes the
lifestyle of children left without parental
care [8]. Also, orphanhood is considered
as a social concept that demonstrates the
situation of orphans, that is, an orphan is a
child who is temporarily or permanently
outside the family environment, as well as
a child who, due to his interests, cannot re-
main in such an environment, has the right
to protection and assistance from the state
[2]. Thus, two types of orphanhood can be
distinguished: the biological orphanhood
(due to the death of the child's parents for
various reasons) and social orphanhood
(when the child has parents, but they do
not participate in his/her upbringing and do
not care for him/her). This in turn is divided
into actual orphanhood (the child lives in
social institutions) and hidden orphanhood
(the child lives in a family) [5]. The follow-
ing main characteristics of the “self-image”
of orphaned teenagers were analyzed: ori-
entation to one's own personal character-
istics and orientation to the external envi-
ronment and adaptation; intensive for-
mation of the “self-image” in the direction

of adulthood, associated with the system
of own values; vivid expressiveness of ad-
olescent indicators and the inconsistency
of the development of some aspects of the
“self-image” with the age characteristics

[3].

The research objective is the the-
oretical analysis of the issue of orphan-
hood and the psychological difficulties of
orphaned teenagers in the scientific litera-
ture, an empirical study of the psychologi-
cal difficulties of orphaned teenagers.

Research methods: theoretical
method — the analysis of expert sources;
the empirical method — the method of diag-
nosing the level of subjective feeling of
loneliness by D. Russell and M. Ferguson;
the method of determining the accentua-
tions of character by K. Leonhard; statisti-
cal methods — quantitative and qualitative
analysis of results and correlation analysis
by K. Pearson.

Presentation of basic material of
the research. Orphaned teenagesr are
characterized by special psychological dif-
ficulties: communication problems, aliena-
tion and mistrust of people, detachment
from them; violations in the development of
feelings that allow to understand others
and accept them, relying only on your de-
sires and feelings; low level of intelligence,
which prevents understanding the system
of social control, the need to respond to it;
weakly developed sense of responsibility;
consumer psychology in relations with
loved ones, society; insecurity, low self-es-
teem, lack of permanent friends and sup-
port; unformed volitional sphere, lack of
purposefulness for the future; unformed
life plans and values, the need to satisfy
only the most urgent needs; low social ac-
tivity, the desire to be inconspicuous, not
to draw attention to oneself, or, on the con-
trary, the desire to be the center of atten-
tion; tendency to addictive, self-destructive
behavior, which can be a peculiar form of
psychological protection [4; 6].

Feeling lonely is a common problem
for orphaned teenagers. A teenager inevi-
tably encounters a state of loneliness,
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“conversation with himself”’, which in turn
helps him in separation, individualization,
and development of his personality [7].
Loneliness of orphaned teenagers is
mainly determined by objective conditions:
absence of parents and relatives; changes
in social and interpersonal relations be-
cause of an acute need for intimate and
personal communication with peers; expe-
riences related to the search for the mean-
ing of one's existence, etc. At the same
time, the development of personality is
connected with the recognition and ac-
ceptance of the fundamental fact of one's
own loneliness, separation from other peo-
ple, because only the awareness of one-
self as a separate individual gives the indi-
vidual the opportunity to choose his own
path, on which strong relationships with
others take place. However, this realiza-
tion can be painful because of the defi-
ciency in cognitive and personal develop-
ment, and often avoiding meeting one's
own loneliness becomes for a person

avoiding meeting itself [1]. Experiencing
loneliness leads to changes in all spheres
of a teenager's personality, and the nature
of these changes is determined by the atti-
tude of the teenager himself to this state.
Thus, among the psychological difficulties
of orphaned teenagers, the following can
be distinguished: insecurity, low self-es-
teem, lack of permanent friends and sup-
port, aggressiveness, lack of purposeful-
ness, low social activity, negative manifes-
tations of character accentuations, and
feeling of loneliness.

In order to identify the main psycho-
logical difficulties of orphan teenagers, we
conducted an empirical study on the basis
of Sviatoshyn boarding school in Kyiv.
Thirty orphaned teenagers participated in
the study: 15 girls and 15 boys.

Research results and their dis-
cussion. The results of the level of subjec-
tive feeling of loneliness according to the
method of D. Russell and M. Ferguson are
given in Fig. 1.

The analysis of the obtained results
showed that 30% of participants have high
indicators according to this method. They
are characterized by a lack of close emo-
tional contacts, and their desired level of
communication differs significantly from

the actual level. Most of the respondents
have an average level of loneliness —
46,7%. These respondents are character-
ized by a less pronounced deficit of close
communication. The respondents of these
two groups have certain difficulties in
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adapting and forming the desired social
ties. 23,3 % demonstrated a low level of
loneliness. They are probably the least
likely to describe themselves as lonely.

The results of the study of accentuations of
the character of teenagers according to the
method by K. Leonhard are given in Table.
1.

The analysis of the research results
showed that excitable, hyperthymic, affec-
tive-exalted and emotional types of accen-
tuation of character dominate among the
orphaned teenagers. Orphan teenagers
with a predominance of indicators of the
excitable type of character accentuations
(16,7%) are characterized by low commu-
nication contact, slowing down of verbal
and non-verbal reactions; in a state of
emotional excitement, they are irritable,
hot-tempered, and have poor control over
their behavior. Orphaned teenagers with a
hyperthymic type (13,3%) have an exces-
sively high mood, they are mostly cheerful,
are have a boost energy and strength, ac-
tive, independent, full of enthusiasm, strive
for leadership, thrill and adventure seeking.
Teenagers with an exalted type of charac-

ter accentuations (13,3%) are character-
ized by high contact, talkativeness, they of-
ten argue, but do not bring the matter to
open conflicts; attached and attentive to
loved ones and friends; negative character
traits are anxiety, dependence on momen-
tary mood. Respondents of the emotional
type (16,7%) are characterized by emo-
tionality, sensitivity, anxiety, humanity,
compassion for others, are packed in.
Using the value of K. Pearson's cor-
relation coefficient, we will analyze the in-
dicators for each scale of character accen-
tuations and loneliness. The correlation co-
efficient takes on values from -1 to +1, the
higher the indicator, the greater the de-
pendence. The correlation galaxy accord-
ing to the scale of loneliness and character
accentuations is given in fig. 2.

According to the results of the cor-
relation analysis, a weak direct correlation
was found between the indicators of char-
acter accentuation and the level of loneli-
ness: demonstrative — r=0,12; stuck —
r=0,04; excitable — r=0,38; hyperthymic —
r=0,37; anxious — r=0,01; affective-ex-
alted —r=0,13; emotional — r=0,1. This in-
dicates that the higher the level of loneli-
ness, the greater the level of manifesta-
tion of such types of character accentua-
tions as demonstrative, stuck, excitable,
hyperthymic, anxious, affective, emo-
tional ones. A weak inverse correlation
between character accentuation indices
and the level of loneliness: pedantic — r=-
0,01; dysthymic — r=-0,21. A moderate in-
verse correlation between character ac-
centuation indices and the level of loneli-
ness has cycloid type of accentuations —
r=-0,43. So, the lower the level of loneli-
ness, the greater is the manifestation of
such accentuations of character: pedan-
tic, dysthymic, cycloid ones. Thus, after
analyzing the results of the study, we
came to the conclusion that high and av-
erage indicators of the level of loneliness
prevail among orphaned teenagers, as
well as expressed types of character ac-
centuations: excitable, hyperthymic, af-
fectively exalted, emotional.

Conclusions. The essence of psy-
chological difficulties, their causes and the
possibility of their manifestation in orphan
teenagers are theoretically substantiated.
Orphans are children whose parents have
died and children who have been left with-
out parental care. The following categories

of orphans are distinguished: direct or-
phans, conditional orphans, temporary or-
phans, social orphans. Typical psychologi-
cal difficulties for orphaned teenagers are:
insecurity, low self-esteem, a feeling of
loneliness, manifestations of character ac-
centuations, which is a consequence of
early deprivation, a negative example of
the external environment and a limited so-
cial circle.

The analysis of the results of the
empirical study showed that high (30%)
and medium (45%) levels of loneliness
dominate among orphaned teenagers, and
only 25% of them have a low level. Among
the accentuated character traits, the follow-
ing types of accentuations are most pro-
nounced: excitable, hyperthymic, affective-
exalted, emotional. Carrying out a correla-
tion analysis made it possible to reveal the
following relationships: the higher the level
of loneliness, the greater the level of mani-
festation of such accentuations of charac-
ter as the demonstrative type, stuck, excit-
able, hyperthymic, anxious, affective, emo-
tional ones; the lower the level of loneli-
ness, the greater the manifestation of the
following character accentuations: pedan-
tic, dysthymic, cycloid ones.

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Abstract. The paper deals the issue of training future specialists in gardening and park
management in higher education institutions in France. It is established that the training of
these specialists is carried out in institutions of various types, which are integrated into the
general system of educational institutions. The main features of training of future specialists
in landscape gardening in French higher education institutions are determined: constant
development of an extensive and differentiated system of educational institutions; practical
and constant interconnection and mutual influence between all levels of education, including
professional development; autonomy of educational institutions within the framework of
national, regional and local educational programmes; innovation in the educational process
and professionalisation of future specialists. Higher education in France is aimed at shaping
a new vision of the nation and the worldview of young people: innovation and scientific
research; environmental protection and agro-ecological development of national territories;
highly professional, multidisciplinary and demanded young specialists in the labour market;
integration of scientific and educational achievements into the development of local
territories; use of regional potential by combining the efforts of scientific, educational and
industrial institutions to develop the country's bioeconomy. Higher agricultural education in
France provides training, education of engineers, specialists in landscape architecture and
design, specialised personnel, teachers, scientists and veterinarians in 26 higher education
institutions: 19 institutions are public and 7 are private. To date, new types of educational
institutions have been established and are successfully operating in France, providing multi-
level and multi-functional professional training of agricultural engineers that optimally meet
the interests of the individual and the staffing needs of enterprises and territorial
communities. This helps to increase the competitiveness of their graduates, expand their
career opportunities, and ensure stability in their professional activities. As a rule, these are
professionals of a polyvalent nature who speak two foreign languages. The trend of
improving and expanding the short cycle of professional higher education, as well as
alternative (non-formal) agricultural education, which is represented by: apprenticeship
(formation par apprentissage); continuing education (formation continue); distance
education (formation ouverte et a distance); alternative system of assessment (certification)
of professional experience (la Validation des Acquis de I'Expérience, VAE), is quite effective
for agricultural education in France.

been disrupted. To restore them as quickly
as possible and to rebuild the settlements
after the war, effective training of greening
specialists is essential. Therefore, it is
urgent to introduce the positive experience
of other countries, to implement already
developed and time-tested ideas, projects,
and technologies. In this regard, it is
advisable to consider the experience of
France, which is one of the world leaders
in landscape design, in training gardening
professionals.

Analysis of recent researches and
publications. Both domestic and foreign
scholars have studied certain aspects of
higher education in France. In particular,
the general features of higher education in
France are considered by D. Mougel, who
notes that the current priority areas for
increasing the international
competitiveness of the French higher
education system are as follows:
promoting successful higher education for
all students and expanding access to
higher education; ensuring international
recognition of French higher education
institutions. A. Durdas focused on the
coexistence in modern France of three
ways of obtaining higher education
associated with different types of higher
education institutions: universities, which

are  public  multidisciplinary  higher
education institutions and provide
diversified  general university and

specialised education at various levels;
scientific, technological and commercial
Grandes Ecoles, which train specialists of
a specialised higher education level.

Purpose. The purpose of the article
is to identify the main features of training
of specialists in gardening and park
management in  higher  education
institutions in France.

Methods. To achieve the stated
goal, the following methods were used:
analysis and synthesis (when studying
pedagogical and methodological
publications); the method of comparison
for comparing the content of bachelor's

programmes in translation in French and
foreign higher education institutions; the
method of generalisation for formulating
the conclusions of the study.

Results. Higher education in France
is aimed at shaping a new vision of the
nation and the worldview of young people:

innovation and scientific  research;
environmental protection and agro-
ecological development of national
territories; highly professional,

multidisciplinary and demanded young
specialists in the labour market;
integration of scientific and educational
achievements into the development of
local territories; use of regional potential by

combining the efforts of scientific,
educational and industrial institutions to
develop the country's bioeconomy;

internationalisation of science, education
and production while preserving national
values; international  mobilty and
openness of education to foreign students;
academic freedom, accessibility and
institutional autonomy of higher education
institutions; civic and moral and ethical
responsibility of each actor in the higher
education system to society.

The trend of improving and
expanding the short cycle of professional
higher education, as well as alternative
(non-formal) agricultural education, which
is represented by: apprenticeship
(formation par apprentissage); continuing
education (formation continue); distance
education (formation ouverte et a
distance); alternative system of
assessment (certification) of professional
experience (la Validation des Acquis de I'-
Expérience, VAE), is quite effective for
agricultural education in France.

The right to continuing education is
enshrined in the French Labour Code.
Non-formal education is available to all
professionals in order to obtain a relevant
state  diploma, advanced training,
narrower specialisation and improvement,
certified recognition of professional
qualifications, or to find a different job. As
a rule, this type of education under the
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Ministry of Agricultural Policy of France is
implemented in the Centres de Formation
Professionnelle et de Promotion Agricoles
(CFPPA) and in higher education
institutions of agricultural profile. A basic
secondary level of education or
professional experience of a specialist is
the basis for further study, taking into
account the results of the interview and
diagnostic test. The duration of study
depends on the type of diploma chosen.
The nomenclature of diplomas is the same
as in general education: CAPA, BEPA,
Bac Pro, BTA, Bac Techno, BTSA, titre d'-
ingénieur and highly specific agricultural
certificates.

France has a well-developed system
of regional multidisciplinary professional
development. The process of education
based on the association of knowledge-
intensive industries, higher engineering
schools, multidisciplinary regional centres
for vocational education and agricultural
development or their separate structural
units allows training specialists, teachers
and researchers for the needs of the
region in a wide range of specialties. At the
same time, training personnel are
attracted from the region and the process
of self-renewal is ensured.

To date, new types of educational
institutions have been established and are
successfully  operating in  France,
providing multilevel and multifunctional
professional training for agricultural
engineers that optimally meet the interests
of the individual and the staffing needs of
enterprises and territorial communities.
This is what helps to increase the
competitiveness of their graduates,
expand their career opportunities, and
ensure stability in their professional
activites. As a rule, these are
professionals of a polyvalent nature who
speak two foreign languages.

Higher agricultural education in
France provides training, formation of

veterinarians in 26 higher education
institutions: 19 institutions are public and 7
are private.

The most important task of higher
agricultural education in France is to
support the productive interaction of
researchers from all branches of
knowledge aimed at achieving a common
goal. In higher national and private
engineering schools, the tradition of
research ensures the broadness of the
prospective specialist's outlook and
creates the basis for the development of
individual fields of knowledge.

One of the main tasks of agricultural
education is the need to become a leading
centre for the development of the local
region, to be a centre for the integration of
all factors that perform environmental,
spiritual, educational, social, scientific and
professional functions to meet the needs
of the region and international
cooperation.

Thus, we can state the fact that
almost all components of the agricultural
system are involved in the process of
interaction aimed at achieving a common
goal: the development of society and local
territories in particular, the development of
science and the latest innovative
technologies, increasing the
competitiveness of specialists in the
labour market, and the personal and
professional development of the creative
potential of each specialist.

autonomy of educational institutions within
national, regional and local educational
programmes; innovation in the educational
process and professionalisation  of
prospective specialists.

PRACTICAL TRAINING OF FUTURE TRANSLATORS IN GERMANY
Amelina S., Kononchuk I.

Abstract. The article deals with the practical aspects of training future translators in
German higher education institutions. It is established that the practical training of these
specialists is carried out in various ways: integration of practical tasks and works into
translation course modules, internships in translation agencies and companies, internships,
and a semester abroad. It has been found that universities with a large number of students
have their own practical training centres, which makes it easier to find a practice site and
get an internship. Practical training is aimed at the comprehensive development of skills and
abilities of future translators, covering basic requirements, specialised knowledge, linguistic
competence, professional-specific knowledge, translation competence and mastery of
information technology. In translation classes, students complete various exercises.
Translation exercises are divided into general translation exercises and then specialised
translation exercises. In general translation classes, the level of difficulty is even lower, so
that students can establish themselves as a beginner translator at the initial stage. Technical
translation exercises deal with texts from specific subject areas, such as economics,
technology or medicine. In addition to doing own translation or interpreting, discussing the
results in a group is extremely important. Students learn from each other, critique each other
and receive valuable feedback. Students can develop their linguistic, translation and
intercultural competences during study abroad placements. This can be done in the form of
an internship or as part of a study programme in one or more of more countries. The so-
called foreign semester is quite common, which involves a student studying a similar
programme abroad. There, students improve their foreign language skills, acquire the ability
to communicate with foreign-speaking people, and sensitise themselves to cultural
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differences. The structure of the programmes for translators includes compulsory subjects,
mandatory subjects and free choice subjects. The students are required to study a practical
course in the chosen foreign language, translation, internships (including foreign ones), and
write and defend a qualification paper.

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THE PHENOMENON OF POSTCOLONIALISM IN THE CONTEXT OF MODERN
UKRAINIAN REALITIES
Kul'tenko V. P.

Abstract. Researchers define the situation in the political, socio-economic, cultural

spheres of modern Ukraine as caused by post-colonial factors. Their origin lies in Ukraine's
almost four-hundred-year dependence on Russia. The essentially colonial dependence on the
ideological level was presented as "friendship between peoples”. However, in practice this was
embodied in the model of relations between the metropolis (Russia) and the colony (Ukraine).
The peculiarities of colonial policy became the desire to denationalize Ukrainians, to instill an
inferiority complex, to deprive them of the right to their own language, culture, elite, to national
dignity, to force them to assimilate into the titular majority, etc. The purpose of these actions
of the imperial power was to ensure the existence of the empire as a pole of power to counter
Western European-North American influences. Under the influence of objective factors, the
empire is collapsing. However, these processes are accompanied, on the one hand, by acts
of resistance on the part of the metropolis: from military actions to secret sabotage. On the
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other hand, the consequences of the colonial past are manifested in the realities of life in
Ukraine - a country fighting for its own freedom and independence - at the level of blurred self-
identification of the population and an unstable value system, in disputes about language,
religious affiliation, cultural codes, etc. Overcoming post-colonial consequences is an im-
portant challenge for our country on the way to victory over the enemy and European integra-
tion. This is not possible without the liberation of consciousness from post-imperial manipula-
tive practices and the formation of national identity, humanistic values, national-cultural-centric
education of the population.

Keywords. Postcolonialism, ethnocide, lingucide, manipulation of history, commemo-
ration, national identification, national dignity.
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Abstact. The article reveals the essence of precarity as a social phenomenon and
substantiates the reasons for the spread of this phenomenon. The classical approach based
on the relationship between the emergence of precarity and economic and social
transformations, globalization, crisis phenomena and unexpected challenges of modern
society is considered. As part of the precarity study, the concept of habitus by P. Bourdieu
is reinterpreted, which is understood as a socio-economic position regarding work as one
of the lifestyle aspects. The idea of "precarious habitus" is substantiated, which not only
enables the "normalization” of the precariat in the public consciousness, but also contributes
to the change of people's general ideas about work and employment in general.

Key words: precarious practice, precariat, middle class, income, downward social

mobility, precarious habitus.

Introduction. As in the second half
of the 20th century the share of social and
labor practices unfolding in the area of
instability and insecurity of labor relations
increased, the labor market reacted by
forming fundamentally new relations
between the employee and the employer.
Many social and economic researchers
tried to explain these relations, based
primarily on the employee's involvement in
the official organizational structure of the
workplace. For example, D. Pink justified
the division of all workers into two groups
in the general structure of employment -
those who belong to the organization and
those who are "free agents". And for the
second group, in his opinion, the most
important factor is independence from
external (state-legal and corporate) factors
(Pink, 2001: 54). Even more this
characteristic of "free agents" was
developed by H. Standing, who, revealing
the essence and content of this group of
workers, insists on their non-inclusion and
non-belonging to the fundamental
characteristics of the existing society
(Standing, 20011), that is, he defines that
this is the poorest stratum with the lowest
level of social and cultural capital, which is
professionally represented by the

unemployed, van drivers, cleaners,
carpenters, attendants, cashiers, postal
workers and small shop owners. Thus,
according to estimates (Savage. 2013:
222), there are up to 15% of such workers
in Britain.

Taking into account the progressive
scale of changes in the share of such
workers, which are constantly intensified
by the increase in migration flows due to
military and economic crises in various
countries, it is worth analyzing this rapidly
growing layer of workers with an unstable
social position, uncertain, flexible (flexible)
level of employment, with unstable forms
of distributing additional product and
arbitrary wages.

The term “precariat’, which
characterizes this group of employment,
owes its appearance to P. Bourdieu, who
in the 1970s analyzed seasonal workers,
their specific condition, rights and
opportunities to realize their life plans
(Bourdieu, 1998). Today, the state of this
group’s research in terms of their social
self-realization proves that they:

1) do not enjoy any social rights
(protection against unemployment,
compliance with social obligations by the
state, guarantees of support in difficult life
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circumstances) — and this indicates
significant discrepancies between the
theory and practice of the welfare state;

2) increasingly prevail in the
employment structure of the population in
any country at the expense of not only
representatives of the industrial class, but
also other layers of society. Thus, the basis
for changing the socio-cultural codification
and life world of people is being formed;

3) are not always a marginalized
part of the population, as their choice is
often determined by a conscious attitude to
work as a part of livelihood. | mean the so-
called "creative class", which is not ready
to put up with external day-to-day control
and regulation adopted in official
organizations and enterprises;

4) are in a state of social uncertainty
from the point of view of the future social
situation prospects. These are, in
particular, migrants who, while their socio-
economic integration continues, are forced
to put up with direct and indirect socio-
economic, ethnic and religious
discrimination. As well as students who,
while studying, are forced to accept part-
time and casual types of employment,
which are often below their capabilities.

Thus, in this article, we aim to
analyze in more detail the above-
mentioned social groups and communities
that are part of the precariat, and to
determine the reasons for the scaling of
this phenomenon in the socio-economic
communities of different countries.

Research methods. The
methodological basis of our study is the
sociological theory of P. Bourdieu, in
particular his concept of habitus as the
experience of socialization of individuals
occupying certain  social  positions
(Bourdieu, 2005). It is the social position
acquired by an individual in the process of
his socio-economic practice that permits
not only to structurally supplement the
group of the precariat with persons who
consciously choose this way of working life
(freelancers, creative class, etc.), but also
to substantiate the "precarious habitus”,

which not only enables the "normalization”
of the precariat in public consciousness,
but also contributes to changing people's
general ideas about work and employment
in general.

Results and discussion. We
proceed from the fact that any work (socio-
economic activity) a priori has certain
features of precariousness, and most
people are exposed to it in the course of
their working life. Such an opinion
becomes possible if one accepts the idea
of P. Bourdieu about the possibility of
structuring the social space on the basis of
the  domination and subordination
characteristics. P. Bourdieu distinguished
two classes in society: "businessmen”
(owners of economic capital who lack
cultural capital) and "intellectuals" (those
who have a lot of cultural capital, but not
enough economic capital).

Among themselves, they are
constantly fighting for leadership, which
takes place at the intersection of different
types of capital. But since it is symbolic
capital that has the ability to acquire
(transform) economic capital, it becomes
key in this struggle, which P. Bourdieu
called the "field of power" (Bourdieu, 1996;
2007: 95). The field of power is structured
with the help of a social relations system,
which are determined by the so-called
"habitus" (P. Bourdieu's term), or a way of
life formed on the basis of one or another
social group’s life experience (Bourdieu,
2007: 95).

The more conscious and long
period of life a person is in a certain state,
the more likely a certain model of his social
and labor behavior is formed. Therefore, a
person who is engaged in wage labor
without social guarantees can be attributed
to that group of people who, according to
H. Standing, "live an uncertain,
unguaranteed life, work in random and
constantly changing jobs without any
prospects for professional growth"
(Standing, 2011: 7 -8). But they can also
be attributed to those who, according to R.
Florida, dominate in terms of income and
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power. These are individuals who have
creativity (the ability to create new forms)
and professionally belong to creative
spheres of activity (Florida, 2018: 18).

The first classification brings these
people closer to the underclass, i.e. those
who approach the "bottom of society", the
second — to those who, thanks to their
talents, abilities and high work capacity,
have every chance to get the highest
habitus and determine the further
development of society.

In addition, the precarious practice
includes three more large social groups:
youth aged approximately 16 years, who
are looking for temporary income; women
on maternity leave or women who are
forced to seek additional income without
social guarantees; middle-aged people
(30-40 years old) who have to adapt to the
flexible system of the global market;
pensioners who want to earn additional
income.

The given opinions permit to
generalize this community from the point of
view of employment, as one that is subject
to or consciously chooses unstable, non-
guaranteed and informal employment in
various combinations thereof. Let us
further consider the systemic and
situational characteristics that affect the
spread of the precarious practice
phenomenon.

Low level of income. According to
this feature, the majority of researchers
include the unemployed in the community
of precarious workers; people with partial
employment; workers who work under
fixed-term contracts; interns; students;
migrants, etc.

In the scientific literature, it is
proposed to equate the low incomes of the
precarious practice representatives with
the median income calculated for the
corresponding region. The median
approach in calculations is also used in
Eurostat and in statistical offices of many
countries of the world. This way of
calculating income does not equate the
precariat with poverty; the median income

provides the precariats not only with
survival, but also with "the usual lifestyle
for this group”, and only part of the
precariat — its "social bottom" — has an
income lower than the median (Shkaratan
et.al.: 2015: 102). This permits to conclude
that there is no direct identification
between the precariat and poverty, which
is emphasized by some researchers of the
precarious practice. The main part of the
precariat representatives is  almost
constantly engaged in a certain job,
therefore they receive a certain income.
According to Eurostat, the share of the
poor population in developed countries is
around 12% (Zhmerenetskyi, 2018), and
the percentage of people employed in
precarious practices is much higher.

At the same time, the main criterion
of poverty, according to the definitions of
the Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development, in the
European Union is a relative measure of
"economic separation”, i.e. the level of
income is less than 60% of the mean
income of households in the country of
residence (Zhmerenetskyi, 2018). The
issue of determining the specific level of
income that would be associated with the
precarious practice is purely technical and
debatable.

The median income index permits
to assess the real situation in the vast
majority of the country's residents and
determine the amount of income below
which half of the population receives. In
most countries, the median income is half
the mean level of income. This is explained
by the fact that incomes in society are
distributed very unevenly, but this fact is
hidden by the generalization that occurs
when calculating the arithmetic mean of
the fortunes in the absolute minority of the
super-rich and the majority of poor
citizens, as, for example, in Ukraine.

Quite common in  scientific
discourse is the opinion that the middle
class in society can include all those who
have the level of income above and below
which the same number of workers or the
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population receives income (that is, the
median income). When the difference in
incomes increases, the median income
index will decrease, thus significantly
distorting the indices of the middle class
size, a significant number of whose
representatives move to the ranks of the
precariat in periods of economic and social
instability. Today, this most often happens
with employees of the service sector,
which to a greater extent belongs to the
extremely unprotected commercial sector
of the economy. The provision of a social
package for workers in this area is a pure
formality, "in practice, they have no rights,
are alienated from their professional
activities, frustrated, knocked off the rails.
This is a category, as well as numerous
employees of the lower segment of state
institutions — museums, libraries and other
cultural institutions" (Standing, 2011).

Confirmation of this position was
observed in the conditions of the
coronavirus pandemic, when employees of
the service sector (cafes and restaurants,
beauty salons, etc.) lost their jobs en
masse or were forced to temporarily cease
their activities for an indefinite period. That
is, the level of precariousness can be
affected by phenomena independent of
humans, such as pandemics or natural
disasters.

It should be noted that classification
in society can be built not only and not so
much on the level of income and social
status, but on indices of social security,
confidence in the future, guarantee of
employment and the possibility of
preserving one's professional identity.
Therefore, the ranks of the precariat can
be filled by representatives of well-to-do
population groups. According to H.
Standing, representatives of the salary
class (upper middle class) are often
hostages of their material stability, "white-
collar workers" who are used to stability
and corporate support perceive
"everything from the outside as a zone of
fear" (Standing, 2011: 37). This reveals
new trends in social stratification, within

which the community of the precariat
crystallizes with its characteristic features,
both financially and socially, and from a
psychological perspective. From this point
of view, the precarious practice can
include all freelancers, whose number,
according to the online data platform
Statista, will increase from 57 million to 90
million by 2028 in the United States alone
(EU..., 2016). And that's almost half of the
workforce in this country. Similar
processes are taking place in other
countries: a significant share of the total
workforce in Germany and France has
non-standard employment, and in Japan,
for several years, a trend towards
transferring employees to a flexible work
schedule has been actively implemented
(Hornyak, 2020). Quarantine restrictions
related to the COVID 19 pandemic
provided a large-scale impetus to this
process. Today, the utilitarian approach is
more popular in society, the essence of
which boils down to the fact that useful
work is more highly valued and,
accordingly, paid for. At the same time, the
price of labor and its usefulness is
determined by the degree of power
hierarchy. However, this approach
contradicts moral principles, since the
concept of productive work is leveled, for
example, by the principle of equality.
According to the above-mentioned
approach, only the employee who will
benefit the state, being an independent
economic unit, can receive a decent
reward. If an employee falls out of this
scheme, falling into a situation of
precarious practices and instability, he
ceases to be effective and will not be
financially supported properly.

Another important factor highlighted
by researchers of the precariat, the
strengthening in the conditions of modern
globalization processes — the downward
social mobility of the workforce, which
provokes fierce competition between
employees and, as a result, the
legitimization of a decrease in their wages,
as well as informal non-market horizontal
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exchanges of products and services

Empirical proof of this position is, for
example, a study of the life strategies for
male workers regarding "maintenance”
against the background of economic crises
(Muradyan, 2014); resources and
individual activity in the projection of social
inequalities (Babenko, 2012); processes of
forming group solidarity among
representatives of such a low-resource
social group as migrants (Schulika. 2019).

The results of the above studies
show that the presence of a formal
employment contract does not guarantee
the absence of precariousness. In
addition, these studies provide answers to
the following important questions: how do
workers get into precarious jobs and what
mechanisms of the labor market are
involved in the formation of this social
group?

Thus, based on domestic empirical
material, we conclude that precarious
employment is more typical of workers
whose professional socialization occurred
during the Soviet period. Their path to
precarity generally begins with the
economic transformations of the 1990s
and consists of a long series of losses of
"normal” jobs, each one slightly worse than
the last. Being redundant or dismissed,
people tried to find first a job more or less
suitable for their experience and
gualifications, then a relatively suitable
one, then any. Most of them did not plan to
change jobs voluntarily at all, but the
economic crisis and as a result - the
collapse of enterprises, redundancy,
restructuring — forced them to agree to any
conditions. Thus, the employee carries out
a kind of "descent into precariousness" as
a forced measure in order to provide for
himself in the conditions of the loss of state
support. The same period is characterized
by informal non-market horizontal
exchanges of products and services
(Amelicheva, 2020).

As a rule, the purpose of such
relationships and connections is mutual
support, especially in difficult moments.

Obviously, for people who have fallen into
difficult circumstances, consumer behavior
aimed at minimizing costs is characteristic,
and one of the forms of such behavior is
mutual informal support. Its role and scale
grow with the numerical growth of the
precariat and the increase in the duration
of being in a state of such uncertainty.

H. Standing also notes a
significantly higher level of professional
training of precariats compared to the level
of their wages and the nature of the work
itself. (Standing, 2011: 10). Despite the
requirement of higher education in job
vacancies, real-world tasks often do not
require high-level special skills. This leads
to a massive loss of professional identity,
which cannot but affect a person's
psychological state. Psychologists note
that this inevitably causes feelings of
alienation and non-participation, which
leads to professional marginalization. The
increase in the number of workers without
a professional identity, the uncertainty of
professional status, the blurring of
professional and status boundaries, and
finally status dissonance is a consequence
of the opportunities limitation to reproduce
professional skills due to frequent changes
in the place of work.

Weak social protection, which is
expressed in the spread of atypical forms
of employment, denial of the social
security package, the use of unacceptable
work practices and sometimes harmful
working conditions, in fictitious self-
employment becomes an impetus for the
segmentation of the labor market, the
undermining of the general social
insurance system foundations and the
reduction of tax revenues.

Thus, we can see that the instability
of labor employment and income (as well
as their insufficient level), the presence of
reciprocal ties and the loss of professional
identification are inherent features of the
modern precarious practices. In general, it
is quite problematic to single out the final
criteria  for identifying the precarious
practices: it is heterogeneous in terms of
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age, income, social status, and other
indices. In addition to the above, you can
add a group of criteria that effectively
demonstrates the current state: lack of
employment guarantees; instability of the
average monthly income; lack of financial
"safety cushion”; a low position in the
power hierarchy of society, etc.

It would be fair to note that the
modern  generation, whose labor
socialization occurred in the first decade of
the 2000s and who today are the most
active working age group, often voluntarily
chose a precarious labor path. The
reasons for this choice are the approach of
the younger generations to work as a
short-term project that permits to gain new
knowledge and new experience, as well as
to expand the network of social contacts,
thanks to which you can find the
opportunity to work in the same precarious
conditions.

In particular, a significant number of
freelancers perceive a similar format of
work as a way of adapting to the current
economic situation. For many, this
approach turns out to be quite successful.
Representatives of creative professions,
taking into account the specifics of their
activity, need greater freedom and
opportunities for self-expression, as this
contributes to the productivity of their
creative activity. A traditional orderly
schedule does not suit them, therefore
atypical unstable employment is perceived
by them as a way to work in a rhythm that
is comfortable for them.

If we conditionally compare a
representative of precarious work and an
employee officially working at an
enterprise, but of the same specialization
and qualification, then we can indeed state
that a freelancer has the opportunity to
choose among many types of tasks that he
can and wants to perform. In the
organization, due to the presence of tasks
clearly prescribed in the job description

and provided by the manager, the worker
cannot go beyond the regulated
framework.

Based on this approach, the
presence of the possibility in an individual
person of a wider choice regarding
employment gives him (a person) freedom
in his actions. So, for example, women on
maternity leave, thanks to modern
innovative technologies, have a wide
choice for using their free time. They have
the opportunity, within the limits of their
competences and skills, to choose several
types of activities that can bring income.

At the same time, these types can
be completely unrelated to each other (for
example, online tutoring using video
conferencing programs and taking orders
for clothing repair). In addition, precariats
have more freedom regarding the use of
their time: they choose for themselves, in
accordance with their own priorities and
tasks, when and how long they will devote
to this or that type of work. Instead, a hired
worker has a clearly defined time for
performing one or another task.

The precariat, the modification of
traditional and the emergence of new
forms of employment are interdependent
and mutually determining processes and
actively affect the main parameters of the
labor market. A review of recent studies
shows the growth of scientific interest in
non-standard forms of employment
(Motorna, 2008; Hulevych, 2010; Kutsay,
N. S., Roshkevych, 2011), in particular,
due to the spread of these forms
themselves (Kolot, 2014: 13).

The functioning of non-standard
forms of employment in the modern labor
market has its own specific features, both
positive and negative, based on which one
can simultaneously reflect on the specifics
of precarious practices based on certain
non-standard types of employment. The
characteristic features of these forms are
presented in the following table.

The types of atypical employment
listed above cannot be considered
comprehensive, as changes in the flexible
labor market are very rapid. However, we
can see that, firstly, the advantages (or
positive features in the above table) in the
case of atypical forms of employment, as a
rule, are received by employers, not
employees. Secondly, the negative
characteristics of atypical forms of
employment are identical to the
characteristic features inherent in the
precarious practices — instability of
professional employment, instability of
income, loss of professional identification.

Therefore, non-standard types of
employment are quite widespread in the
modern labor market and will spread in the
future. The rapid spread of non-standard
employment in the global space has a
bidirectional nature: on the one hand, it is
a flexible work schedule, prospects for
people with disabilities, on the other hand,
it is social insecurity, a decrease In
professional identification, instability or a
decrease in the level of income, etc. Thus,
we can observe a specific precarious
habitus understood, in Bourdieu's terms,
as a certain set of thinking schemes,
perception and evaluation, formed in the
process of biography and embedded in the
body of a social agent (Bourdieu, 2005:
43). Habitus serves as a point of transition
from an individual's position in social space
to the way of his daily existence in a certain
habitat in physical space and is related to
lifestyle (Bourdieu, 1996). The
normalization of precariousness, which we

are currently observing in a number of the
labor market’'s segments, contributes to
the fact that the entire lifestyle of
precarious  workers, their  planning
horizons, self-concepts are subordinated
to the format of their unstable, unsteady
employment.

Precarious habitus is formed by the
economically unstable and socially
unprotected existence of  workers,
determins their specific lifestyle and social
practices, and is determined by them. As
the researchers note, the precarious
habitus is found in working and poor
environments even in such developed
European countries as Germany, but it is
most typical for developing societies, for
example, those of Latin America (Souza,
2007: 21, 23-24).

According to J. Souza, "precarious
habitus is the type of personal or
behavioral tendencies that do not meet
individual or social group requirements to
be productive and useful in a modern and
competitive society..." (Souza, 2007: 21).

The actual precariousness of formal
work with its inherent social instability often
forces precarious workers to form a
neoliberal subjectivity with the help of self-
regulation and productivity maximization
techniques, which causes resistance and
leads to their withdrawal into informal
employment (Morris, 2012: 223-224, 229).

Precarious habitus is associated
with the absence of any long-term
professional and life strategy, decisions
about labor transfers and mobility are
made spontaneously. Social security, such
as sick pay and pension benefits, is
perceived as a desirable but unattainable
luxury, as a stable job is with the prospect
of career advancement. Instead, important
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attractors when choosing a workplace for
its carriers are the possibility of autonomy,
the absence of a regular work regime,
diversity with frequent changes of
workplaces, and the contractual nature of
earnings. Professional employment
becomes not the mainstay, but only one
aspect of the lifestyle.

The ideas formed by previous
generations about the "correct" life
strategy, based on a professional path that
leads, if not to a career and success, then
at least to stability and a predictable future,
are changing. In this context, the value of
education as an investment in the future
decreases.

In the post-Soviet (Ukrainian)
context, older workers were more likely to
be forced into precariousness due to
changes in the structure of the labor
market and the devaluation of their former
jobs (for example, laborers, engineering
specialties) in the 1990s. And that is why
representatives of the Soviet generation
mostly view precariousness negatively,
nostalgic for the Soviet state of social
support. For young workers, the most
characteristic is the "free" choice of
engaging in precarious employment. They
justify their choice by the convenience of
the schedule, interest in work, proximity to
the place of residence, etc., but this limits
their opportunities for vertical mobility. And
such a choice itself is often illusory, since
it is carried out in the absence of real life
prospects, and the precarious habitus is a
kind of protective reaction to a situation of
high uncertainty and a lack of ideas about
successful life and career strategies.

Conclusions. Thus, in the
interpretation of the precariat phenomenon
itself, a certain ambiguity can be observed:
on the one hand, this group includes
persons whose labor activities unfold in the
plane of instability and insecurity of labor
relations, on the other hand, persons with
a specific type of worldview to this social
and labor practice and personal position,
and then precariousness begins to make
up a significant part of their lives and

determines not only the model of
professional relations of such people, but
also affects the way they organize their
living space, form the appropriate type of
worldview, attitude to the existing system
of social organization.

The characteristic features of the
precariat, which at the same time affect the
reasons for the scaling of this
phenomenon, are, as the previous
analysis shows: a low level of income,
which, however, correlates with the so-
called "median income" and provides
precariats not only with survival, but also
with the usual "lifestyle". Negative indices
of social security, confidence in the future,
job security and the ability to preserve
one's professional identity are also

important characteristics of
precariousness.

But, if individuals resort to
precarious practices not by force, but
consciously, prioritizing constant
acquisition of new experience,

differentiation of income sources, personal
responsibility for their well-being, etc., then
the group of precarious workers can be
expanded at the expense of freelancers
and the "creative class". And now it is
almost half of the US workforce and a huge
share of workers in other developed
European countries. That is, in this case,
the formation of a new subgroup of
precarious workers and the spread of
precarious practices are influenced by
external market forces, such as economic
crises, global labor migration, a pandemic,
as well as changes in the worldview of
modern people and their attitude to the
labor process as such.

If a person, who is used to work and
has worked for a certain time in conditions
of social and economic stability and
guaranteed income, is forced to accept
any work without guarantees of
employment and stable income, then its
activity falls under such a characteristic as
downward social mobility, which is
characterized by consumer behavior
aimed at minimizing costs and mutual
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informal support (for example, non-market
horizontal exchanges of products and
services).

The role and scale of informal socio-
economic ties grow with the numerical
growth of the precariat and the increase in
the length of staying in a state of such
uncertainty. The factor of downward social
mobility always accompanies any socio-
economic crisis and therefore will not lose
its importance and influence on the spread
of the precariat phenomenon.

At the same time, the market's
response to socio-economic crises is the
formation of new, atypical forms of
employment, and therefore the formation
of a specific "precarious habitus”, which is
associated with the absence of any long-
term professional and life strategy, and the
employee's spontaneous decisions about
labor displacement and mobility. And
currently, the world is increasingly
approaching the point where professional
employment becomes not the core, but
only one aspect of the lifestyle.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. The foundations of
modern world trends in the field of educa-
tion were laid at the beginning of the 20th
century, when the concept of student-cen-
tered education was first used by Frank
Hayward in 1905. This concept received
its further development in the works of
both European and American scientists [1,
2, 3]. This is the case in the works of John
Dewey (middle of the 20th century), who
promoted a practical approach in educa-
tion, when knowledge of the essence of
things and the principles of nature is pos-
sible only through the practical assimila-
tion of the skills of making things and their
application. In the 80s of the XX century.
the formation of the modern model of stu-
dent-centeredness in education was influ-
enced by the American psychologist Carl
Rogers. Bin proposed a human-centered
approach in education - the formation of a
free self-active personality capable of real-
izing all its possibilities. Another American,
Malcolm Knowles, gave the main role to
self-education. The necessary incentive
for self-education should be the right moti-
vation. But this form of self-directed edu-
cation is possible only for adults, for whom
instead of teachers facilitators are needed,
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who could help in the process of starting
the natural inclination to self-development
of the personality. Also important was the
cognitive theory of learning, which was de-
veloped by the Geneva school of psychol-
ogy - Jean Piaget and his followers. The
key factor of education for this system is
reflection, in the process of which connec-
tions are formed between abstract theoret-
ical knowledge and practical skills of inter-
action with real objects.

Today, the principle of competence
in educational technologies is the most im-
portant. The best results are provided by
the implementation of a student-centered
model. The essence of the latter is a part-
nership between teachers and students in
the process of acquiring practical skills and
competencies. The goal of education is to
form the foundations of critical thinking and
self-learning and self-improvement skills
to achieve greater universality of educa-
tion. The modern model of student-cen-
tered education involves a transition from
a passive to an active form of education;
formation of critical and analytical ways of
thinking in students; reflective approach to
the teaching process from both teachers
and students; distribution of responsibility
for learning results between the teacher
and the student; increasing student auton-
omy in the learning process. This ap-
proach is the basis of the Bologna process
of reforming the education system of Euro-
pean countries. Ukraine joined this pro-
cess in 2005 and since then has been
steadily advancing through the implemen-
tation of its basic principles in the national
education system.

The analysis of global trends in the
field of education with their theoretical and
methodological approaches indicates the
relevance of the issue of choosing a stu-
dent's learning trajectory and the need for
further research on the use of modern IT
for its implementation.

The methodological
basis of the study is the dialectical method
of learning modern education, the method
of theoretical generalization, analysis and
synthesis of the system of organization of
knowledge bases in education, the
ontological method of  designing
knowledge bases built on the platform of
graph theory, methods of dynamic
optimization.

Results. A set of necessary com-
petencies is mandatory for the formation of
a high-quality, competitive graduate. A
competent approach in education will al-
low mastering basic skills and competen-
cies and form the personality of a qualified
worker. This approach is characterized by
student-centered learning. This concept
includes, according to modern scientists,
not only the achievement of educational
goals important for the student in educa-
tional activities, but also self-development
and various types of extracurricular activi-
ties, which allow the student to reveal in
himself those abilities that will be important
to him in the future and to his liking [1].

Individual  educational  activity
transforms a student from a passive
“receiver" of educational services into a
subject of their definition and ordering. At
the same time, the teacher realizes the
function of a leader and consultant of
students regarding the selection of
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information, its sources, the organization
of adequate educational situations, the
elimination of identified gaps in order to

master the necessary competencies,
systematization and improvement of
knowledge.

For this, it is necessary to analyze
the work program and work plans with the
separation of theoretical basic disciplines,
which are a necessary component for
obtaining fundamental knowledge of the
future specialist. On the other hand, in
order to obtain the necessary
competencies of the future specialist, it is
extremely important to determine the
elective disciplines that are determined by
the future specialty.

Therefore, the student has the
opportunity to choose one or another of
the disciplines according to his own desire
and future profile. At the same time,
students  should learn “anytime,
anywhere,” meaning that student learning

can take place outside of traditional
classrooms, such as through online
course programs, or at non-traditional
times, such as at night and on weekends.
This fully applies to teachers, whose work
may involve flexible working hours and
remote work.

To create a student's educational
trajectory, it is proposed to use the "Prism
of Knowledge" [4]. "Prism of Knowledge" is
a virtual electronic form of visualization of
a student's educational trajectory in the
form of a set of screens combined into a
prism. "Prism of Knowledge" is presented
in Fig. 1.

Each screen contains a set of hy-
peractive pictures that link to structured
curriculum blocks by learning periods. If
you activate the picture, a window will be
loaded on the monitor screen with com-
plete information about the training pro-
gram from its beginning with a set of ac-

The principles of formalization of
the e-scenario of the knowledge base

"Web-Software Complex - Editor of

and concepts in accordance with the given
learning trajectory.

The continuous change in the
situation on the clothing market requires
educators to make scientifically based
decisions to determine or clarify the
optimal trajectory of a specialist's training.

On-
tologies play a decisive role in the model
of the description of the formation of such
trajectories, which involves solving the ac-
tual problems of increasing the effective-
ness of educational work. Also, one of the
promising tasks of the development of the
provided IT is the creation of a system of
ontological descriptions of various training
programs, which simultaneously becomes
a means of methodology for the formation
of new educational trajectories. The use of
the proposed approaches to the formation
of a personal educational trajectory allows
to make this process, on the one hand,
more personalized, and on the other hand,
more mobile and unlimited in the format of
electronic distribution of educational tra-
jectories. That is, the provided education
trajectory formation system allows building
both personal and collective educational
trajectories. This is achieved due to the
fact that a specialist in the field of educa-
tion has the opportunity to use his own ex-
perience, building personal e-scenarios of
the formation of education, and, if neces-
sary, connect to them other e-scenarios of
education of specialist colleagues, or em-
bed his educational trajectories in their e-
scenarios of education , or transfer them

personally to your colleagues, thereby
spreading your educational trajectories in
the professional sphere and creating edu-
cational teams.

Ukraine’s informatization strategy is
formed taking into account long-term state
priorities of socio-economic, scientific,
technical, national and cultural develop-
ment and world achievements, aimed at
solving the most important social problems
and creating conditions for Ukraine’s inte-
gration into the global information space; it
also requires the introduction of scientifi-
cally sound techniques and methods of us-
ing information and communication tech-
nologies (hereinafter — ICT) in the profes-
sionally-oriented activities of teaching
staff. The new Law of Ukraine “On Educa-
tion” was passed, transition to 12-
year model of learning was initiated, New
Ukrainian School was born, Global
Teacher Prize Ukraine was held for the
first time, the Law of Ukraine “On Inclusive
Education” was adopted (2017); Ukraine
participated in PISA for the first time
(2018); the start of voluntary EIE (external
independent evaluation) for teachers
(2019); distance learning (2020); blended
learning (2021). Over the years of inde-
pendent Ukraine, each generation of un-
dergraduate and graduate students has
experienced significant educational trans-
formations that have had to change both
teaching and learning contents.

Materials & methods of research.
The objective of the research is to examine
and evaluate ICT role in implementing sus-
tainable development strategy (hereinafter
— SDS) of higher education in Ukraine. To
achieve the stated objective, a system of
the following theoretical and research
methods was used: analysis of national
and foreign researchers’ scientific publica-
tions to determine the current status of the
issue raised in pedagogical theory; com-
parative analysis of definitions of key
terms, such as “sustainable development”,
“ICT” to compare researchers’ views on
implementing SDS of higher education in
Ukraine; generalization of modern teach-

ing practices in higher educational estab-
lishments of Ukraine; objectivity, validity
and reliability; formal-logical method to
identify competencies, on which Ukraine’s
higher ESD is based.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications). Both foreign and na-
tional researchers, who have made a sig-
nificant contribution to ESD research,
have laid principle theoretical and practical
backgrounds have conducted researches
of ICT role in implementing SDS of higher
education in Ukraine. Among them we
may distinguish Barth M., Godemann J.,
Rieckmann M., Stoltenberg U. (2007), De
Kraker J., Corvers R. J. M., & Lansu A.
(2014), Gizaw M. E. & Tessema G. W.
(2020), Hasiuk 1., Darmanska |.,
Mykhaskova M., Pisotska L., & Su-
khovirskyi O. (2022), Hudima T., & Malolit-
neva V. (2020), Paziura N. V., Kodalashvili
O. B., Bozhok O. S., Romaniuk V. L., &
Zlatnikov V. H. (2021), Vitchenko A.,
Vitchenko A., Zamotaieva N., Khrystiuk S.,
Nikolayenko V. (2022), Vyas-Door-
gapersad S. (2022), Zhang H. & Zeng Y.
(2022) and others. They provide various
insights into ICT role in education; assess-
ment of sustainable development of the
educational sphere of Ukraine in the para-
digm of European integration processes;
conceptual and legal framework for pro-
motion of ESD; English teaching in distant
education policy development; UNESCO:
ESD Goals; designing integral learning
outcomes in higher education within the
frameworks of the competency-based ap-
proach; the use of digitalization (ICTs) in
achieving SDG; the ESD, online technol-
ogy and teleological rationality, etc.

Results of the research and their
discussion. In September 2015, within
the 70th session of the UN General As-
sembly framework, the UN Summit on
Sustainable Development [5] and the
Post-2015 Development Agenda adoption
was held in New York, at which new devel-
opment benchmarks were approved. It is
worth noting that education has been a top
priority for the United Nations Educational,
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Scientific and Cultural Organization since
1992. The summit's final document,
“Transforming Our World: the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development,”
[11] approved 17 Sustainable Develop-
ment Goals and 169 targets as well as de-
fined the universal, transformational and
inclusive Sustainable Development Goals
(hereinafter — SDGs) as ambitious and uni-
versal agenda to meet major development
challenges for humanity. In 2015, the Fu-
ture of Education and Skills 2030: OECD
Learning Compass 2030 project was
launched by the Organization for Eco-
nomic Cooperation and Development; it
offered forms, visions and principles un-
derlying the future of global education and
science and aimed to help countries pre-
pare their education systems for the future.
The project consists of seven elements:
core foundations, transformative compe-
tences, student agency, knowledge, skills,
attitudes and values, anticipation-action-
reflection cycle and focuses on (1) devel-
oping students’ competencies
(knowledge, skills, attitudes and values) in
the first phase (2015-19); (2) designing
learning environments that can nurture
such competencies, i.e. how to implement
curricula effectively in the second phase
(2019 and beyond) [9].

ESD is a key instrument to achieve
SDGs that must respond to the 215 cen-
tury challenges and aspirations as well as
develop right values and skills that will lead
to sustainable and inclusive growth and
peaceful coexistence. Zhang et al (2022)
consider ESD as “(1) a world where every-
one has the opportunity to benefit from
guality education and to learn values, be-
havior and lifestyles required for a sustain-
able future and for positive social transfor-
mations; (2) a vision of education that
seeks to balance human and economic
well-being with cultural traditions and re-
spect for the Earth’s natural resources; (3)
it contains 5 key dimensions, such as the
value of sustainable development, per-
sonal and social values, teaching meth-

ods, curriculum, structure and organiza-
tion; (4) focused on disseminating
knowledge and theories about sustainable
development, promoting students’ sustain-
able development ethics and humanistic
consciousness and improving their aware-
ness, skills and practical ability to imple-
ment sustainable development”. The au-
thors also note, “Various technology-
based learning resources (MOOCs,
SPOCs, blockchain, cloud technologies,
flipped classrooms, micro lessons, mixed
teaching) have become the new favorites
of research and educational practice and
revolutionized the field of education” [14].

According to German researchers
(Barth et al, 2007) sustainable develop-
ment is considered as a normative frame-
work for selecting key competencies in
both formal (orientation towards interdisci-
plinarity, strengthening self-reliance and
self-direction in the learning process) and
informal  (self-directed learning, inci-
dental/experimental learning, socializa-
tion) learning settings. They state, “A cul-
ture of teaching should be superseded by
a culture of learning that combines the
learning processes in academic formal
and informal settings and that includes
competencies developed in extra-curricu-
lar settings” [3].

SDG 4, on inclusive and quality ed-
ucation encourages lifelong learning for all
based on cognitive, socio-emotional and
behavioral learning objectives. As De
Kraker et al (2014) claim, “Lifelong learn-
ing skills are seen as an essential part of
competences, as both the ‘state-of-the-art’
and professional requirements are rapidly
changing. The authors note, “The best way
to acquire these competences is in learn-
ing environment that combines actual
practice (‘learning by doing’), and explicit
reflection on what and how to learn from
that practice (‘learning by reflection’)and
prove that “the concept of competence-
based learning offers an appropriate di-
dactic framework for higher ESD, in which
the acquisition of transboundary compe-
tence is seen as central” [4].
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Ukraine, like other UN member-
states, has joined the global sustainable
development process. The aim of reform-
ing higher education in Ukraine is to create
an attractive and competitive national sys-
tem of higher education, integrated into the
European educational and scientific
space. An inclusive process of adapting
SDGs was initiated to establish strategic
frameworks for Ukraine’s national devel-
opment by 2030. Each global goal was re-
garded taking into account national specif-
ics. Achieving inclusive and equitable
quality education for all (ESD, global citi-
zenship education, global learning, politi-
cal education, ethno-moral education, en-
vironmental education, gender education,
intercultural education, human rights edu-
cation) reaffirms the belief that education
is one of the most powerful and proven
means for implementing SDS. It also aims
to provide equal access to affordable vo-
cational training, to eliminate gender and
wealth disparities, and achieve universal
access to quality higher education [2].

The Strategy for the 2022-2032 De-
velopment of Higher Education in Ukraine
[1] is aimed at achieving SDGs in Ukraine
for the period until 2030 approved by Pres-
idential Decree No. 722 of September 30,
2019 [2]. In particular, the Strategy meets
Ukraine’s obligations as a member of Eu-
ropean Higher Education Area (hereinafter
— EHEA); it respects the Bologna Process
key principles, enshrined in the Grand
Charter of Universities (Bologna, 1988)
and the Joint Declaration of the Ministers
of Education of Europe “EHEA” of June 19,
1999 on promoting citizens’ mobility for
further study or employment in a single
EHEA, increasing compatibility and com-
parability of higher education systems for
member-states, its competitiveness. It
also is in line with provisions for develop-
ing an inclusive, innovative and intercon-
nected EHEA by 2030, according to the
Rome Ministerial Communiqué of Novem-
ber 19, 2020, the Convention on the
Recognition of Qualifications for Higher

Education in the European Region (Lis-
bon, April 11, 1997), the provisions of the
Global Convention on the Recognition of
Qualifications in  Higher Education,
adopted at the 40th session of the
UNESCO General Conference (Paris, No-
vember 12-27, 2019), article 3 of the Law
of Ukraine “On Higher Education”.

Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine pays great attention to ICT inte-
gration into all educational processes:
since 2005 proper strategies have been
declared, educational establishments
have been computerized, teachers and
students have been acquainted with new
digital technologies, distance learning
methods, etc. Some researchers (Paziura
et al., 2021) outline transformational
trends of Ukraine’s integration towards
EHEA and claim, “Obtaining higher educa-
tion through distance learning is enshrined
in Ukrainian legislation, namely, in the Law
of Ukraine “On Higher Education” (2014),
the Regulation “On Distance Education”
(2013), Order of the Ministry of Science
and Education of Ukraine from
07.07.2000, N2293 “On the establishment
of the Ukrainian Centre for Distance Edu-
cation” (2000)” [10].

Modern ICT in education reflect one
of the most important and sustainable
trends in global learning. New ICT (cloud
computing, computer testing, e-textbooks,
PowerPoint  presentations, interactive
whiteboard, multimedia projector,
teacher’'s computer, webcam, data trans-
mission system, adapter, consoles, wire-
less microphone systems, interactive wire-
less tablet, Internet data-resources, online
dictionaries, Zoom, Google Classroom,
Microsoft Teams, Cisco Webex platforms,
etc.) make it possible to intensify and en-
hance both teaching and learning pro-
cesses, the quality and accessibility of ed-
ucation, learning environment, learning
motivation, the scholastic performance, to
increase the speed of perception, under-
standing, and the huge knowledge depth.

According to Gizaw et al (2020),
“ICT integration in education is viewed as
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having the potential to transform teaching
and learning practices”. The researchers
also outline ICT advantages and disad-
vantages as well. Among ICT advantages
in education they distinguish between the
following: “(1) ICT help enhancing educa-
tion quality with advanced teaching meth-
ods, improving integral learning outcomes
and enabling reforms or better education
management; (2) ICT increase flexibility
so that learners can access the education
regardless of time and geographical barri-
ers; (3) ICT offer a lot of materials and
communication opportunities to improve
teaching and learning activities; (4) posi-
tive perceptions of teachers, learners and
administrators on the use of ICT tools in
teaching and learning practices.” At the
same time, they claim that ICT effective in-
tegration in education poses different chal-
lenges (lack of technical knowledge, train-
ing experience, limited ICT tools, poorer
physical health, and increased vulnerabil-
ity to cyberbullying, suicide, and binge
drinking) [6].

As noted in S.Vyas-Door-
gapersad’s paper, “ICT is the essential in-
frastructure platform for SDGs; a paradigm
shift in public administration discipline that
emerged around 1995 and has now be-
come increasingly dominant (computers,
television, network hardware and soft-
ware, satellite systems, e-education, e-
health, e-commerce, cell phones and e-fill-
ing)” [13].

Ukrainian researchers (Hudima et
al, 2020) pay special attention to the es-
sence of ESD both worldwide and in
Ukraine noting, “Education is a critical ele-
ment to overcome poverty; various educa-
tional projects and programs enhance the
skills and abilities to use natural resources
more effectively and help improve energy
efficiency and use of renewable energy
sources; there is a direct link between
such areas as economic growth, entrepre-
neurship, skills needed in the labor market
and education; education can make a sig-
nificant change in production models, give
preference to more sustainable goods and

prevent wastes”. They also emphasize,
“To upgrade Ukraine’s education system,
it is appropriate to develop the National
Strategy on ESD and its implementation
plan based on global SDGs. It is required
to switch from traditional education to the
model focused on sustainable develop-
ment with the underlying extensive inter-
disciplinary knowledge based on an inte-
grated approach to develop society, econ-
omy, and environment” [8].

The issue of reforming Ukraine’s
education sector by implementing ad-
vanced global practices and standards is
of vital importance, but it meets a number
of challenges. The results of the research
conducted by Ukrainian researchers (Ha-
siuk et al, 2022) has shown that “achieving
positive change in ESD is only possible
with a systemic approach encompassing
reforms at all levels of management. It is
extremely important 1) to improve both the
valid legislation regulating Ukraine’s edu-
cation in EHEA, its content, training of rec-
tors and faculty in accordance with the
best European educational practices; 2) to
focus education reforms on improving the
material and technical base, financial sup-
port, faculty’s decent remuneration and
enhancing their social status and prestige
of teaching and scientific professions; 3) to
improve valid educational legislation
aimed at increasing universities’ auton-
omy, to bring ICT in line with international
standards” [7].

Thus, having analyzed many data
on the issue raised, we may conclude that
sustainable development requires the
comprehensive and dynamic educational
approach that takes into account the im-
portance of critical thinking, social learning
and involvement in community life, pro-
moting peaceful coexistence in freedom
and prosperity and an enabling environ-
ment for present and future generations.

Abstract. The complex interdisciplinary topic of psychotherapy and psychosomatic
medicine in matters of reproduction has attracted the attention of specialists many times. In
recent decades, in connection with the growth of problems in the reproductive sphere of
people throughout the world, the problem of preserving the reproductive health of the pop-
ulation has become very urgent, which requires the joint efforts of medicine and psychology.
This article presents an overview of modern foreign and domestic scientific publications
devoted to the study of psychological and psychosomatic characteristics of women with
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reproductive disorders, as well as psychological predictors and consequences of these
problems. The most and least studied psychological aspects of reproductive health disor-
ders are highlighted, research results are described, and the method of psychotherapeutic
work with women is mentioned. Reproductive medicine has now achieved impressive suc-
cess due to the revolutionary development of biotechnology. However, a significant number
of women have to struggle unsuccessfully with infertility for many years, the social conse-
guences of this are extremely significant for the family and society in general. Clinicians pay
more attention to the mental sphere of patients, accounting for the relationship between the
mental and somatic health of infertile women, providing forced childless couples with the
necessary psychological help, which will reduce stress during infertility treatment and in-
crease patient satisfaction.

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IDIOPATHIC INFERTILITY IS AN IMPORTANT PROBLEM IN THE MODERN
WORLD

Abstract. Infertility, defined as the inability to conceive after one year of unprotected
intercourse, is a serious societal problem that causes significant psychological, economic
and social problems for married couples. The problems of female infertility have been rele-
vant and remain so for many centuries and years. The high level of modern medicine is not
always able to help and answer a woman's question: "Why does pregnancy not occur?" In
the last decade, these problems have been actively studied in psychology and psychother-
apy, which made it possible to identify not only the psychological consequences of repro-
ductive health disorders in women, but also the psychological causes of these disorders.
The article investigates that psychological factors and mechanisms of mental to somatic
transformation play a major role in the occurrence of idiopathic infertility. The psychothera-
peutic approach to the problem of idiopathic infertility consists in recognizing the fact that at
a specific moment in life, a person is in a state of intrapsychic or interpersonal conflict, which
at an unconscious level blocks the possibility of having a child. Compared to fertile women,
women with idiopathic infertility are characterized by a more pronounced manifestation of
such unconscious mechanisms of realizing their reproductive function. The reproductive
function is blocked by the central nervous system, as a result of which ovarian dysfunction
with the formation of cysts, ovulation disorders, lack of production of hormones by the cor-
pus luteum, spasm of fallopian tubes, increased production of antisperm antibodies can be
observed.

Abstract. Infertility is a growing problem for couples trying to conceive. A growing
body of evidence points to a link between mental health and female fertility. A companion
of women suffering from infertility, as a rule, is a psychopathological state of varying degrees
of distress, which results in the formation of stable stress in most of them. In addition,
women's fertility is adversely affected by a number of unchangeable lifestyle factors, such
as smoking, increased caffeine and alcohol consumption, stress, chronic exposure to
environmental pollutants, and other dietary habits.
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It has been proven that psychotherapy sessions, which help to cope with stress,
significantly increase the chances of conception in women suffering from infertility. In the
course of psychotherapy, great attention should be paid to creating an image of yourself as
a pregnant woman. An equally significant position is the creation of a truly positive treatment
mood, without elements of fear and increased anxiety.

The research results allow us to conclude that women who suffer from infertility and
turn to reproductive medicine clinics for this reason should not be left without
psychotherapeutic support.
