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FROM THE HISTORY OF THE
DEVELOPMENT OF ELECTRONIC DICTIONARIES: FOREIGN AND DOMESTIC
EXPERIENCE

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the dynamics of electronic dictionaries
development abroad and in Ukraine using methods of analysis of scientific sources,
comparison, generalization and systematization. Electronic dictionaries have been found to
be a relatively new phenomenon in the lexicographic market, evolving from machine-
readable dictionaries, exact copies of paper editions to complex digital lexicographic
systems with a powerful arsenal of functions over the decades. The stages of development
of autonomous and online dictionaries are described. Electronic dictionaries due to the
advanced search capabilities, speed, simplicity, ease of use, accessibility and compactness
have gained popularity among a wide range of users. Today they are used in many spheres
of human activity — scientific, educational, professional, everyday communication. However,
the analysis of the current level of development of Ukrainian electronic resources indicates
a shortage of electronic dictionaries both common and terminological vocabulary. The lack
of electronic dictionaries is due to a number of objective problems, both practical and
theoretical, that is why research in the field of domestic computer lexicography is a promising
area of further research.

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MONITORING THE INFLUENCE OF THE PRESCHOOL EDUCATION FACILITY ON
DEVELOPMENT OF THE CHILD

Abstract. The article addresses one of the actual aspects of potential of educational
impact on preschoolers. The subject of the research is relevant and is based on new
approaches to assessing the quality of educational services provided by teaching staff in
pre-school establishments. The research was conducted on the basis of pre-school
establishment “Yabluchko” of Kyiv-Svyatoshinsky district and is characterized by theoretical
substantiation, practical embodiment, efficiency and democracy. The purpose of the article
is to monitor the dynamics of personal achievements among preschool children, in
particular, senior preschool children, to assess the conformity of the results of educational
activities in the institution of preschool education, with standards and regulatory
requirements. Conditions for the effective solving of educational tasks in the institution of
preschool education are analyzed and the essence of the qualimetric approach to the
assessment of the development of the child is disclosed. Monitoring the development of
children of the senior preschool age and assessing the quality of educational services
provided at the “Yabluchko” Pre-school establishment, was conducted whilst taking into
account the Basic component of preschool education. The basic principles of the new Basic
Component of the Preschool are: recognition of the value of preschool childhood;
preservation of children's subculture; creating favorable conditions for the formation of the
child's personal maturity; the priority of full-time living by the present child in comparison with
preparation for school life; respect for the child, taking into account the individual personal
experience of the preschool child; competent approach to personality development; giving
priority to the social and moral development of the individual, formation of the ability of
children to reconcile personal interests with the collective; formation of the basics of world
outlook among children. The best innovative approaches in assessing the quality of
educational services provided by teaching staff are found in the lowest link in pre-school
education. Through monitoring, the dynamics of the development of the personality of the
preschool child is monitored and the factors of existing educational gaps are identified. A
further action plan has been developed to eliminate it.

Introduction. The digital revolution
has transformed the way people access in-
formation, communicate and learn. Pre-
schoolers are already familiar with digital
devices. Young people today are more
connected than ever, using the Internet for
gaming, chatting and social networking,
with a significant increase in its usage
among young children. However, the digi-
tal revolution has not yet been matched by
mainstream transformations of education
systems, teaching and learning.

It is teachers' responsibility to set up
environments and opportunities for deep
learning experiences that can uncover and
boost learners’ capacities. Teachers are
called on to be activators of meaningful
learning, not just facilitators, being creative
in choosing from a wide palette of strate-
gies to be mixed and adjusted to context
and learner [2].

Twenty-first century competences
can be seen as necessary to navigate con-
temporary and future life, shaped by tech-
nology that changes workplaces and life-
styles. They underscore new skills, but
also lay new emphasis on old ones, thus
equipping individuals for new ways of
thinking, ways of working, tools for working
and living in the world, as outlined in the
Assessment and Teaching of Twenty-First
Century Skills (ATC21S) framework [1]

There follows the need for power-
ful shifts in teaching/learning processes
and in the assessment of learning, with re-
lated challenges. Therefore, the purpose
of this study is to explore the concept of
digital competence and provide insight into
the European Framework for the Digital
Competence of Educators.

Methods. In our research we utilize
literature review as well as educational re-
ports analysis as the main method of in-
vestigation. This technique makes it possi-
ble to answer the main research question
and explore the concept of digital compe-
tence and its implementation.

Results. Digital competence is es-
sential for learning, work and active partic-
ipation in society. Competences are de-
fined here as a combination of knowledge,
skills and attitudes appropriate to the con-
text. Key competences are those which all
individuals need for personal fulfilment
and development, active citizenship, so-
cial inclusion and employment [5].

The concept of competence in teach-
ing involves tacit and explicit pedagogical
subject knowledge, cognitive and practical
skills and dispositions (motivation, beliefs,
value orientations and emotions. Compe-
tence means that teachers act profession-
ally and appropriately in a situation and en-
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sures teachers' undertaking of tasks effec-
tively (achieving the desired outcome) and
efficiently (optimising resources and ef-
forts).

Digital skills are widely acknowl-
edged as being a future skills requirement,
not only for employability but also for the
economic performance of the country.
However, their parameters are often diffi-
cult to define.

The European Commission defines
digital competence as one of the key com-
petences citizens need in order to partici-
pate in today’s society. Specifically, the
European Commission [93; p. 5] specifies
that “digital competence involves the con-
fident, critical and responsible use of, and
engagement with, digital technologies for
learning, at work, and for participation in
society.” On this basis, we believe that to-
day’s teachers should be able to train citi-
zens to use digital technologies as a natu-
ral part of their daily lives.

The teacher’s role is becoming the
one of a coach and facilitator, guiding
learners to take ownership of learning,
though enquiries, interpretations, correla-
tions and understanding. Learners no
longer only need access to information,
but also need to have the opportunity to
develop the skills to interact with it.

“The European Digital Competence
Framework for Citizens”, also known as
“DigCom” [8], identifies the key compo-
nents of digital competence in 5 areas
which can be summarised as below:

1) Information and data literacy

2) Communication and collaboration

3) Digital content creation

4) Safety

5) Problem solving

“The Six Elements of Digital Capabil-
ity framework” [7], designed by JISK, the
UK research organisation, defines the fol-
lowing elements of digital capability:

* ICT Proficiency (functional skills)

* Information, data and media litera-
cies (critical use)

* Digital creation, problem solving
and innovation (creative production)

* Digital communication, collabora-
tion and partnership (participation)

* Digital learning and development
(development)

* Digital identity and wellbeing (self-
actualising)

All European countries have a spe-
cific national strategy related to digital
competence. At the time of the study, digi-
tal competence was taught through a
cross-curricular approach in all but two EU
countries at primary level and in all coun-
tries at secondary level — in addition to
other approaches used in several coun-
tries such as integrating ICT into particular
subjects or teaching it as a separate sub-
ject.

Teacher competence frameworks
can serve three main purposes: defining
outcomes of teacher education, criteria for
teacher recruitment and selection, and
teacher professional development needs.
They can provide teachers with a clear im-
age of their roles, promoting attitudes to
professional reflection and autonomy
along teachers' careers. Then, as refer-
ence points for key professional
knowledge and skills, they can support ef-
fective professional development at indi-
vidual and institutional level, by helping fo-
cus on learning priorities and needs at dif-
ferent career stages [4].

Providing shared standards for pro-
fessional profiles, teacher competence
frameworks can also contribute to ensur-
ing effective teacher education provision.
Finally, depending on context features,
teacher competence frameworks can also
help acknowledge achievement in educa-
tion practitioners’ careers [4]. Overall,
teacher competence frameworks can sup-
port teacher quality, empowerment and re-
sponsibility if they have a formative focus
and have been shaped promoting teach-
ers’ ownership [4].

To better understand the digital com-
petences teachers need to develop to
meaningfully integrate digital technologies
in education and support the acquisition of
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students' digital competences, the Euro-
pean Commission's Joint Research Cen-
tre published “The European Framework
for the Digital Competence of Educators”
(DigCompEdu) [6] with a focus on the dig-
ital competences that are specific to the
teaching profession. It is based on exten-
sive expert and stakeholder consultations
and aims to structure existing insights and
evidence into one comprehensive model
that is applicable, in principle, to all educa-
tional contexts. The generation and dis-
semination of this framework illustrate how
frameworks can contribute to innovation in
education and teacher professional devel-
opment.

The European Framework for the
Digital Competence of Educators was de-
signed to align with institutional and con-
textual requirements in different countries,
whilst remaining open to adaptation and
updating. It links teachers' and students'
digital competence development, and can
be linked to institutional capacity building.
At the same time, the framework is generic
enough to apply to different educational
settings and to allow for adaptation as
technological possibilities and constraints
evolve.

“The European Framework for the
Digital Competence of Educators” [6] de-
tails 22 educator-specific digital compe-
tences, organised in six areas: Profes-
sional Engagement, Digital Resources,
Teaching and Learning, Assessment, Em-
powering Learners, Facilitating Learners’
Digital Competence.

Applied to the context of school edu-
cation, Area 1 (Professional Engagement)
describes teachers' efficient, appropriate
use of technologies and digital learning op-
portunities for communication and collabo-
ration with colleagues, students, parents
and others.

The core of the DigCompEdu frame-
work is represented by areas 2 to 5 in
which technologies are integrated into
teaching in a pedagogically meaningful
way. Area 2 (Digital Resources) focuses
on the selection, creation, modification

and management of digital educational re-
sources.

Area 3 (Teaching and Learning)
deals with planning, designing and orches-
trating the use of digital technologies in
teaching practice. It focuses on the inte-
gration of digital resources and methods to
promote collaborative and self-regulated
learning processes and on the need to ac-
company these learner-led processes with
effective guidance and support measures.

Area 4 (Assessment) addresses the
concrete use of digital technologies for as-
sessing student performance and learning
needs to comprehensively analyse perfor-
mance data and provide targeted, timely
feedback to learners.

Area 5, Empowering Learners, em-
phasises the importance of creating learn-
ing activities and experiences that address
students' needs and allow them to actively
develop their learning journey. Teachers
are able to use digital technologies to fos-
ter differentiation and personalisation by
allowing different levels and speeds, indi-
vidual learning pathways and objectives.
They encourage students' active engage-
ment in digital activities, ensuring equal
access to technologies.

Area 6 (Facilitating Learners' Digital
Competence) maintains that digitally-com-
petent teachers should facilitate their stu-
dents' digital competence, enabling them
to manage risks and use digital technolo-
gies safely and responsibly. Teachers
should be able to promote information and
media literacy and integrate activities to
enable digital problem solving, digital con-
tent creation and digital technology use for
communication and cooperation.

Each individual competence of the
DigCompEdu framework is described
along six proficiency levels (from Al to C2)
with a cumulative progression, similar to
the Common European Framework of Ref-
erence for Languages.

This focus on the pedagogical di-
mension allows DigCompEdu to supply
detail and still be applicable across all sub-
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jects in a continuously changing techno-
logical landscape. Thus, it explicitly de-
scribes how digital technologies can be ef-
fectively integrated into teaching and
learning, how they can be used to enhance
teaching and learning strategies, which
key objectives should guide their imple-
mentation and how their use can, with
growing experience and competence, lead
to innovation in education.

Discussion. Digital skills are
widely acknowledged as being a future
skills requirement, not only for employabil-
ity but also for the economic performance
of the country. Digital competence is one
of the key competences citizens need in
order to participate in today’s society.

The European Framework for the
Digital Competence of Educators
(DigCompEdu) illustrates how a frame-
work can contribute not only to setting offi-
cial targets or standards for teachers' digi-
tal competence development, but also to
engaging teachers themselves in the re-
flective process of understanding their
competence levels and professional de-
velopment goals. It shows that a well-de-
signed framework is able to reconcile dif-
ferent stakeholders' purposes and act as a
booster of innovation in 21st century ped-
agogies.

However, to become a catalyst for
change, the framework must also engage
its end-users from grassroots levels. Only
if teachers perceive the framework as a
useful guideline for their professional de-
velopment will they be willing to work on
their competence.

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FEATURES OF COPING BEHAVIOR AT STUDENTS
Zmaga A., Martyniuk 1.

Abstract. The article deals with the theoretical and methodological basis of the study
of coping strategies in the student age. It is noted that the importance of coping behavior is
to solve the following important tasks in stressful situations: to find the meaning of the situ-
ation, to confront the stressor, to maintain relations with those who could be a potential
helper in solving the crisis, to maintain emotional balance, to maintain the image of self,
social identity and self-belief. Emphasis is placed on the following coping behavior strate-
gies: solving a problem, managing one’s emotions, avoiding a stressful situation. It is noted
that the most responsive strategy is to solve the problem. The assumption is made that there
is a relationship between the psychological characteristics of the personality structure and
the person’s choice of a strategy for behavior in the stress. Such characteristics can be
features of thinking (criticality and flexibility), organizational and communication skills, per-
sonal readiness to act in situations of uncertainty, readiness to resolve conflicts. It is argued
that the choice of coping strategies and their implementation are filled with age-related psy-
chological personality traits. Respectively, in the student-age determinants of coping behav-
ior may be specific internal characteristics of the individual, which are important for the pur-
poseful learning of students adaptive, effective coping. An empirical study of psychological
determinants of coping strategies in a student environment is highlighted.

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LEADERSHIP OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS AS A REQUIREMENT OF TIME

Abstract. The article presents theoretical analysis of the leadership phenomenon in
different fields of scientific knowledge. It is emphasized that leadership is a result of the
leader's activity as a member of the group. It is carried out analysis of concepts «leadership»
and «leader» in the context of leadership theories: theory of leader roles, theory of lines of
leadership, interactive theory, situational theory, synthetic theory. Age peculiarities of lead-
ership in the school environment are characterized. An important stage in the development
of leadership and the formation of leadership qualities defined early youth age as period of
accumulation of leader potential, becoming of personality identity, and professional self-de-
termination, production of value orientations for expansion social situation of personality de-
velopment and integration into the social space. It is marked that leadership qualities are
generalized qualities of a leader in relation to creating a new vision for solving a problem,
successfully influencing followers to achieve common goals with the group. The main com-
ponents of the student’s model of leadership qualities are highlighted and characterized.
Based on analysis of leadership qualities and psychological features of high school students
the content of their leadership determines interrelation of tendency to leadership with com-
municative-organizational and motivational components of the leadership qualities model.
The research results of the content of leadership in modern graduates of secondary schools
are presented. Empirically tested and defined links between tendency to leadership and
development level of leadership qualities (communication skills and motivation to success)
students of the 10th and 11th grades.

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Abstract. The contradictions between the various paradigms of civilization and the
related problems of world globalization, as well as the interaction of civilizations are the
subject of many sciences. Globalization is interpreted as the interaction of civilizations. Thus,
civilization becomes one of the main categories in the process of explaining and understand-
ing the world. Today there is no generally accepted definition of the term “civilization” - it is
defined and interpreted differently. Sometimes it is used as a synonym for the term “culture”.
Civilization can also refer to society as a whole. The “embryos” of the civilizational-stadial
approach to the historical development appeared in the eighteenth century, when the con-
cept of civilization was introduced into scientific circulation; and the representatives of this
approach grounded their ideas on the unity of the world history. According to the stadial
approach to the development of society, the historical process is characterized by progres-
siveness and gradual development. This approach is based on the linear time model. The
paper aims to investigate such phenomena as “civilization” and “stadial universalism”.

Keywords: civilization, globalization, society, stadial universalism, world history.

Introduction. Nowadays, the prin-
ciple of multipolarity of the world acts as a
basic norm and ideological guideline.
However, in real life, this approach comes
into direct conflict with the ideology of uni-
fying globalism. Differences in the vision of
the future structure of the universe lead to
political and economic clashes, as well as
to the formation of the dangerous strate-
gies that consume enormous resources
and put the world on the verge of collapse
that does not exclude military methods. In
this process, the collective national intel-
lects are involved in the struggle for their
“projects” of the future world development.
Since the early 1990s, two opposing views
in the theory of international relations -
F. Fukuyama’s “single liberal world” and
S. Huntington’s concept of the “clash of

civilizations” - have been at the forefront of
this ideological battle.

While F. Fukuyama believes that af-
ter the collapse of the Soviet system, the
liberal democratic wave will cover the
whole world and a single world order for all
nations should be established, S. Hunting-
ton stresses that state rivalry will move
from military-political to cultural-civiliza-
tional sphere and interethnic and interreli-
gious conflicts will dominate the next cen-
tury [3]. These theories reflect the globali-
zation process, the growing interdepend-
ence of states and the simultaneous deep-
ening of regional cooperation and confron-
tation of the regional blocs.

Analysis of researches and pub-
lications. The contradictions between the
various paradigms of civilization and the
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related problems of world globalization, as
well as the interaction of civilizations are
the subject of many sciences [10; 11].
There are virtually no branches of human-
ities in which these problems would not be
considered. Significant ideas were devel-
oped in economic and political theory, so-
ciology, cultural studies, philosophy and
psychology. By the end of the twentieth
century, the interaction of civilizations be-
came an independent direction of philo-
sophical thought, which is essential in con-
nection with the growing need to prevent
the conflict of civilizations by establishing
a dialogue of cultures. G.V.Bongard-
Levin, L. S. Vasilieva, F. Grebner, J. Elliot,
T.Y.Conrad, M. T. Stepanyants, F. Rat-
zel, S. Huntington, K. Jaspers, |. Waller-
stein, K. Marx, F.Engels contributed
greatly to comparative-historical and com-
parative-sociological methodology. Their
studies of the interaction of civilizations are
of great importance. However, the increas-
ingly complex and contradictory conditions
of social development require new under-
standing of the civilizational process [2].

The purpose of the study. The pa-
per aims to investigate such phenomena
as “civilization” and “stadial universalism”.

Research results and their discus-
sion. Nowadays, there are many ap-
proaches to the problems of globalization.
Some theorists consider it as an objective
and natural process, while others believe
that it occurs under the influence of certain
subjects of social interaction. Globalization
is interpreted as the interaction of civiliza-
tions. It should be noted that the impact of
globalization is significantly “felt” in the cul-
tural and spiritual sphere, as far as global-
ization causes the interaction of civiliza-
tions and cultures. Thus, civilization be-
comes one of the main categories in the
process of explaining and understanding
the world.

It is impossible to give a single def-
inition of “civilization”. Civilization is often
understood as a set of material and spir-
itual values, which expresses a certain
level of historical development of any

given society. The term “civilization” is be-
lieved to have first appeared in the middle
of the eighteenth century in the book
“L’ami des hommes, ou Traité de la popu-
lation” authored by the Marquis de Mira-
beau — a French economist and philoso-
pher [7]. In his treatise on civilization, he
writes: “If | asked the majority what civiliza-
tion is, they would answer: civilization is
the softening of customs, courtesy, and
knowledge disseminated in order to follow
the rules of decency and to play these
rules the role of the laws of coexistence -
all this is only a mask of virtue, not its face.
Civilization does nothing for society if it
does not give it the basis and form of vir-
tue” [1, p. 49].

Thus, the term “civilization” was in-
troduced to denote a certain qualitative
characteristic of society, a level of its de-
velopment. In England, one of the first con-
cepts of “civilization” was introduced into
science by the philosopher A. Ferguson in
his “An Essay on the History of Civil Soci-
ety” [5]. He has been called the father of
modern sociology for his contribution to
the early development of sociology. Ac-
cording to A. Ferguson, civilization as a
stage of social development is character-
ized by the separation of society from na-
ture and the emergence of contradictions
between natural and artificial factors of so-
ciety. Social factors of human life are be-
ginning to prevail, the rationalization of
thinking is progressing. Society is becom-
ing a holistic system with stable mecha-
nisms of self-reproduction, transmission of
social experience and spiritual traditions.

Civilizations are social constructs
different from traditional societies. The
concept of “civilization” is sometimes inter-
preted as a word that simply means “life in
cities” [9, p. 25], i.e., those who are not en-
gaged in agriculture, are grouped in cities
for other types of work and trade. Com-
pared to other human associations, civili-
zations have a complex political structure,
namely the state. “State” societies are
characterized by significant social differen-
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tiation with a large difference between so-
cial classes. The ruling class is usually
concentrated in the cities; it controls the
wealth through government, bureaucracy,
technocracy, plutocracy, meritocracy, and
the military.

Today there is no generally ac-
cepted definition of the term “civilization” —
it is defined and interpreted differently.
Sometimes it is used as a synonym for the
term “culture”. Civilization can also refer to
society as a whole. For the English anthro-
pologist of the nineteenth century E. Tylor,
civilization, for example, represents a
comprehensive social continuity of hu-
mankind [12]. In other words, civilization is
a set of human knowledge and culture rep-
resented by the most developed society at
a certain time.

The “embryos” of the civilizational-
stadial approach to the historical develop-
ment appeared in the eighteenth century,
when the concept of civilization was intro-
duced into scientific circulation; it charac-
terized the patterns of development and
features of socio-cultural life in the West-
ern Europe. Insisting on the unity of the
world history, the proponents of this ap-
proach took the civilization model of the
Western Europe as a sample or model for
the other civilizations. Emerging during the
Enlightenment, the paradigm of Eurocen-
trism is still the basis of theoretical thinking
and socio-practical strategy of the West.
The term “civilization” is often associated
with a sense of superiority on the part of
the Western culture. But in order to truly
understand the past, the scientists must
avoid this assumption and study the past
rejecting the prism of Eurocentric values
as much as possible.

According to the stadial approach to
the development of society, the historical
process is characterized by progressive-
ness and gradual development. This ap-
proach is based on the linear time model.
The famous American ethnologist
L. G. Morgan in his book “Ancient Society
or the Study of the Lines of Human Pro-
gress from Wildness through Barbarism to

Civilization” [8] formulates a number of
propositions, which became the result of
almost forty years of the study of the prim-
itive societies. L. Morgan distinguishes
two types of societies — primitive-com-
munist, pre-class and civilized, class, or,
as he himself emphasizes — two plans of
government. The first is based on person-
ality and purely personal relations and can
be called society (societas), while the sec-
ond is based on territory and private prop-
erty and can be called the state (civitas).
L. Morgan divides the entire history of hu-
man society into three epochs: wildness,
barbarism and civilization, in turn dividing
each of them into lower, middle and higher
levels according to the level of production.
Each of these periods, according to
L. Morgan, represents a certain stage of
the development of society and differs in
the ways of life. Thus, civilization is the
highest stage of the development of the
human community [8].

The German philosopher, one of
the founders of Marxism, F. Engels in his
work “The Origin of the Family, Private
Property and the State”, imitating L. Mor-
gan, identifies three stages of human de-
velopment - wildness, barbarism and civi-
lization. According to F. Engels, we can
generalize Morgan periodization in this
way: wildness — a period of predominantly
appropriation of the products of nature;
man-made products serve mainly as aux-
iliary tools for such appropriation. Barba-
rism — a period of introduction of livestock
and agriculture, a period of mastering the
methods of increasing the production of
natural products through human activity.
Civilization - a period of mastering the fur-
ther processing of natural products, the
period of industry in the proper sense of
the word [4]. For F. Engels, civilization is
the stage of social development, in which
the division of labor, the exchange be-
tween people resulting from this division,
and commodity production, which unites
these processes, reach full prosperity and
revolutionize society as a whole.
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Thus, L. Morgan and F. Engels rep-
resent a stadial approach to the interpreta-
tion of civilizational phenomena, which is
still widespread today. This approach is
represented by Yu.V.Jakovec and
B. N. Kuzyk — the well-known researchers
of the civilization process. They define civ-
ilization as “the highest level of organiza-
tion and development of human society,
the highest in both logical and historical
terms” [6, p. 29]. Human society as a set
of interconnected, interacting individuals
consists of a number of hierarchical
stages. The primary center of organization
of society is the family. The second level is
the association of people. They can be
created either for cohabitation (villages,
cities), or for joint production activities (en-
terprises, institutions), or joint socio-politi-
cal activities such as trade unions, political
parties, etc. The third level is ethnic
groups, nations that have similar structural
features — common language, way of life,
traditions, historical experience, beliefs.
The fourth level represented by states that
unite several ethnic groups or nations and
have characteristic, universally recognized
institutions — borders, state power, citizen-
ship, common economic and cultural
space, their own history. Finally, the fifth
(highest) element in the structure of soci-
ety is civilization, which unites all human-
ity. Civilizations may coincide with the bor-
ders of the state, but it is not necessary.
What really defines any given civilization,
it is a certain system of values, which was
developed and supported by historical ex-
perience, common or close conditions of
existence and development [6].

Yu. V. Jakovec and B. N. Kuzyk
consider civilizations within three-dimen-
sional spatial-temporal frame:

“Global civilization — part (or the
whole) of humanity, that have reached the
level of civilizational development and un-
dergo certain stages, phases of the life cy-
cle;

local civilizations as the most im-
portant components of the global commu-
nity differing in the system of civilizational

values, living conditions and activities, his-
torical experience. They also go through
certain stages of the historical path — the
change of generations of local civilizations
and phases of the life cycle of each civili-
zation and each of their generations; world
civilizations as the large stages of the de-
velopment of the global civilization, as the
cycles of generations of the local civiliza-
tions, epochs in the development of hu-
mankind as a single mega-system.

Each of these types of civilizations
performs its functions in the process of for-
mation and dynamics of civilizations. In the
initial stage (after the Neolithic revolution)
there is a narrow field of global civilization.
It is gradually expanding, it is differentiated
into local civilizations. Over time, their
number increases, and the composition in
the general historical flow of the dynamics
of the global civilization is changing. The
system of civilizations is constantly evolv-
ing, there are qualitative leaps in its devel-
opment, which is expressed in the change
of the world civilizations and generations
of the local civilizations” [6, p. 29].

The tendency to the stadial univer-
salism can be traced in the concepts of the
American sociologist, economist and his-
torian W. Rostow, the famous French phi-
losopher, political scientist, sociologist and
publicist R. Aron, the American sociologist
and publicist D. Bell, the American philos-
opher, sociologist and futurologist E. Tof-
fler.

Conclusions. Despite the different
views, the representatives of the stadial
universalism profess the following provi-
sions:

» they assume that human history
has a single logic that unites events, which
do not seem to be related to each other;

* society appears as an integrated
system of components and subsystems
that contribute to the preservation and
continuity of the whole;

» changes in society occur from
primitive to advanced forms, from simple
to complex states. This movement is con-
stant and irreversible;
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» the impetus for change is in the
very nature of human society and is gen-
erated by its needs for self-realization and
self-transformation.

Abstract. The phenomenological review of V. Izer's reading process in the context of
«literary anthropology» is analyzed. The philosopher makes a distinction between interpretation
and reception. The first, in his opinion, gives the imagination a «semantic definition», and the
second — a sense of aesthetic, object. The first passes within the limits of the «semantic orien-
tations» of the literary theory, and the second — within the limits of the cultural and anthropo-
logical context. The article deals with the philosophical analysis of the reception aesthetics. For
the supporters of this theoretical direction, there is an inherent shift of attention from the prob-
lems of creativity and literary work to the problem of its reception or, in other words, from the
level of psychological, sociological or anthropological interpretation of the creative biography,
to the level of perceived consciousness. Receptive aesthetics gives the reader privilege in the
«text / reader» paradigm and gives him the cognitive and affective ability to create his own text
from this text.

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SOME WORDS ON JUNG, SELF, AND MANDALA

Trying to reconcile the continuity of being with the discreteness of consciousness,
modern seekers for the truth appeal to the Eastern mystical traditions based on the idea of
the unity of all things and singularity of the world. In terms of analytical psychology, to over-
come the human alienation from the world and from themselves is to return to his/her Self.
C.G. Jung considered the reintegration of a personality to be a prerequisite for solving the
spiritual, social, ethical, and political problems humanity is facing now. This process is the
basis for the integrity of the psyche. Successful reintegration requires centering, that is, uni-
fication with everything that exists into one organic whole. Observing his patients, the psy-
choanalyst concluded that the idea of centering was archetypal to the spiritual pole of the
unconscious. His therapy was aimed at achieving the Self in the process of individuation,
i.e., the reintegration of the instinctive and spiritual poles of the psyche. The process of
individuation is similar to the reintegration process in Yoga philosophy, which is symbolized
by a mandala that reintegrates the perception of the world and helps us to reconcile with the
total cosmic reality. According to C.G. Jung, a mandala is the universal psychic image, the
symbol of the Oneness, the deep essence of the human soul. C.G. Jung believed that the
achievement of the Self was a natural process embedded in the individuals. The questions
posed by a great psychoanalyst push us into searching for ourselves, the golden mean in
ourselves, our actions, and our views. The salvation of a modern human in the contemporary
world full of conflicts is to find the way to the spiritual unity with humankind, which is the
highest manifestation of the spiritual unity with the universe. This becomes possible due to
a return to our Self. The paper aims at analyzing the Jungian concept of the Self in the
context of oriental religious and philosophical teachings.

Abstract. The article shows that the modern development of information and commu-
nication technologies, has opened wide opportunities for self-realization of the person and
liberalization of social life, and therefore it is often considered as a completely positive phe-
nomenon, with its development contributing to the growth of the human well-being level.
These seemingly positive developments are accompanied by a number of threatening
trends, where the organized amnesia is at the forefront. It manifests itself in blurring the line
between remembering and forgetting due to media pressure. They are oriented toward cre-
ating collective ideas related to the processes of production and consumption. Large flows
of tightly controlled and insignificant information for the development of society, forces out
the socially significant collective memories into "waste" against the backdrop of programmed
life. However, it is this that leads to the fact that a person is forced to live in unchanged and
commonplace today, which, as shown in the work, significantly complicates individual and
collective identification, condemning a person to loneliness even in society.
