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Summary. The future development of both global and local civilizations is based on
our knowledge of the past and our involvement in the present. It largely depends on
rethinking the ideas of the past and reintegrating their productive elements into our
worldview. The ideas of Turgot, Condorcet, Comte, Durkheim interpreted from the
standpoint of today can become the missing pieces of the puzzle, the name of which is the
civilization paradigm. The paper aims to explore the ideas of the famous 18" — 19t century
French thinkers on civilization. The authors used cultural-historical and integrative

approaches.

Key words: civilization, world history, progress, culture, state, nation.

Nowadays, there are many
approaches to the problem of
globalization. Some theorists consider it
as an objective and natural process, while
others believe that it occurs under the
influence of the certain subjects of social
interaction. Globalization may be seen as
the interaction of civilizations. Thus,
civilization becomes one of the categories
to explain and understand the world. It is
impossible to give the only one definition
of the notion “civilization”. Civilization is
often understood as a set of material and
spiritual values that expresses a certain
level of historical development of any
given society. The notion “civilization”
was introduced to denote the certain
qualitative characteristic of society, the
level of its development. The term
“civilization” is believed to be coined in
the middle of the 18" century in the book
‘L’ami des hommes, ou Traité de la
population” authored by Victor Riqueti de

Mirabeau. In England, one of the first
concepts of “civilization” was introduced
into science by Adam Ferguson in the
theoretical periodization of the world
history. According to Ferguson,
civilization as a stage of social
development is characterized by the
separation of society from nature and the
emergence of contradictions between
natural and artificial factors of society.
Thus, society becomes a holistic system
with  stable mechanisms of self-
reproduction, transmission of social
experience and spiritual traditions.

In the second half of the 18"
century and throughout the 19" century,
the theory of civilizations was actively
developed by the Western European
historians, philosophers, and sociologists.
Bourgeois democratic revolutions,
Napoleonic wars, and the formation of the
national states triggered scientific interest
in exploring the principles and laws of
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social-historical development of humanity,
and three powerful civilizational schools —
French, English, and German - were
established. One of the most influential
schools was the French school.

Analysis of the studies and
publications. The contradictions between
the various paradigms of civilization and
the related problems of the world
development as well as the interaction of
civilizations are the subject of many
sciences. Today, there are virtually no
branches of humanities in which, one way
or another, these problems would not be
considered. Some provisions were
developed in economic and political
theory, sociology, cultural studies,
philosophy, anthropology, and
psychology. G. Faccarello [9], J. Powell
[14], E.W. Younkins [21]; M. Albertone
[1], V. Guillin [11], J. K.Ingram [12];
S. Lukes [13] contributed to the
understanding of the phenomenon of
civilization from the standpoint of the
prominent French thinkers. By the end of
the 20™ century and in the 215t century,
the meaning of civilization and the
interaction of civilizations has become an
independent direction of philosophical
thought [5; 6; 15].

The purpose of the study. The
paper aims to explore the ideas of the

famous 18" — 19" century French
thinkers on civilization. The authors used
cultural-historical and integrative
approaches.

Methodology. The authors used
cultural-historical and integrative
approaches.

Research  results and their
discussion. The French school of
civilization was distinguished by the
variety of views. Anne-Robert-Jacques
Turgot (1727-1781) was a prominent
social philosopher and political economist
who is considered to be a symbol of
Enlightenment. According to Turgot, there
is a certain periodicity when the
progressive movement of science and art
is accelerating and then decaying. It can
be seen in the rise and fall of empires,

different forms of government. He
believes that progress, although
inevitable, is accompanied by decline due
to events and revolutions that interrupt it,
so it varies in different nations. The laws
of history are formed entirely by humans,
and the source of human development is
contradictions. This is an optimistic view
of the course of history and the role of
crises and revolutions in it [10]. “Turgot
saw human progress as rooted in human
faculties, motivations, will, and fixed
natural law. He viewed progress as a
basic law of the universe that did not
require divine intervention — man
progresses under his own power.
Turgot’'s ideas of world history and
progress lay far outside and beyond
Biblical teachings. In essence, Turgot
discerned that man must learn to adjust
and to adapt to the natural laws of the
universe. The starting point for the human
mind is nature as it is. Man’s problem
then is to discover the fundamental
principles that underpin the workings of
the world. To do this involves the study of
the processes of causation through which
the past causes the present and the past
and present together cause the future. All
ages are linked by a series of causes and
effects which connects the present state
of the world with all those states that have
come before it. For Turgot, progress was
the inevitable consequence of historical
development and, at the same time, the
creation of the human will acting with an
understanding of the past” [21].

The idea of a natural change of
civilizations in the history of humankind
was first presented by the famous French
philosopher and mathematician Marie
Jean Antoine Nicolas de Caritat, Marquis
de Condorcet (1743-1794) in his book
“‘Outlines of an Historical View of the
Progress of the Human Mind” written in
1794 in prison while awaiting execution
[4]. He singled out ten periods in the
history of humankind, each of which
differed in a special kind of civilization:
the first political institutions created by
primitive hunters and fishermen of the
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tribes; separation of cities and villages,
accumulation of wealth, the emergence of
states, social inequality and the
arbitrariness of state power give rise to
the need for great revolutions, without
which the progress of civilization stops at
a low level; the dominance of the Greek
culture, which moved to a new level of
philosophy and science; the split of the
natural sciences and philosophy, the
spread of Christianity in the Roman
Empire, which leads to the decline of
civilization; the revival of science by the
Arabs; the Renaissance in ltaly, the
intensification of spiritual life, the
invention of  printing; the great
geographical discoveries, powerful
economic development, the Reformation
and religious wars; the creation of the
French Republic as a consequence of all
the previous natural progress of
civilization, the revolution in France,
which reveals the essence of civilization;
future period when inequality between
peoples will disappear, when the majority
will approach the level of the most
educated civilizations, when property
inequality will be allowed only to the
extent that contributes to the progress of
civilization, when intellectual, moral, and
physical abilities will be harmoniously
developed.

Being the author of the project of
“‘progressist reforms”, Condorcet paid
much attention to education, and his
ideas on public education were
paramount. According to his views,
‘progress is only possible on the term of
freedom of peoples, participation of great
personalities in history and foundation of
a republic as the form of political life. In
this case the system of public education
becomes extremely significant. Long
lasting progress would hardly have been
possible if scientific research had been
serving only the interests of a narrow
professional circle. Scientific and cultural
progress does not cause people’s
unhappiness in itself ..., human good...
depends directly on availability of new
knowledge” [20, p. 4].

This is the idea of the periodic
change of the world civilizations and the
revolutions that accompany this change.
A French-Swiss political propagandist
and conversationalist Anne-Louise-
Germaine Necker, Baronne (baroness)
de Staél-Holstein, byname Madame de
Staéel (1766—-1817) considered civilization
as the meaning of history. She used such
concepts as “world” and “global
(universal)” civilization [17; 18].

In the 19" century, the French
thinkers had continued to actively develop
the theory of civilizations. A French
political, economic and socialist theorist
Henri de Saint-Simon (1760-1825) put
forwmard the concept of human
development  from barbarism to
civilization through 12 stages of historical
progress; each of them is associated with
a certain level of economic and social
development, change of cultural forms
and is realized in a certain country — first
in Egypt, then in Greece, Rome, and
finally in Europe. Every social form
corresponds to a certain mental system,
every great social revolution coincides
with the revolution in philosophy, beliefs,
and scientific concepts [16].

The French philosopher and writer
who considered to be the father of
positivism and sociology Isidore Marie
Auguste Francois Xavier Comte (1799-
1857) initiated a positivist approach to the
theory of civilizations. For Comte,
civilization as the spiritual life of society
expressed in religion, philosophy, and
science was the central phenomenon of
the historical process. It was from the
laws of civilization that he was going to
deduce rational ideas about all other
manifestations of the history of society.
The concept of civilization appeared
central both in the social dynamics and
social statics, which describes the
conditions of stability, the structure of
society [3].

Comte proclaimed the law of three
stages, that is, the three stages of the
development of civilization — theological,
metaphysical, and positive. The main law
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of social statics, according to Comte, is
the correspondence between the nature
of state institutions and the state of
civilization, i.e., the customs and ideas of
society, the position of science, arts, and
crafts. The philosopher considered the
development of the spiritual life of society
to be the primary source of the dynamics
of civilization, while emphasizing the
importance of industrial and military
activities of citizens. However, he was
skeptical of the role of revolutions in the
development  of  civilizations. He
envisaged the stage when the state
should be replaced by sociocracy — the
power of people who express a scientific
point of view on the prospects of
civilization. Everything that hinders them
including the unscientific parliamentary
system should be eliminated. Thus, it is
simply no room for conflict in society.

“‘Comte’s thought is resolutely
oriented toward the future. The order of
time, he said, is not past-present-future,
but rather past-future-present. The latter,
being only ‘a vague and fleeting span
which fills the interval between two
immensities of duration, and binds them
together [...], can only be properly
conceived with the aid of the two
extremes which it unites and separates’...
Various signs lead one to think that, in the
near future, we will witness a better
reception of this aspect of Comte’s
philosophy” [2].

A French scholar Arsene Dumont
(1849-1902) in the book “Dépopulation et
Civilization:  Etude  Démographique”
opened a new frontier in the study of the
dynamics of local civilizations [7]. Being
the proponent of the theory of social
capillarity, he showed that the final stage
of development of civilizations is
associated with depopulation — birth rates
declination, population extinction. He
came to the conclusion that low fertility is
directly related to high intellectual and
aesthetic development. According to
Dumont’s view, there are three principles
of population that are related to the
stages of social development:

“1. In the preventive stage, the
Malthusian theory of population applies
where human beings live like animals. On
what they can find, they increase in
geometrical progression.

2.In the Iintermediate stage,
Quillard’s principle of population applies.
According to this, “Population proportions
itself automatically”. In such a society,
population increases as food supply
increases because population can
produce food itself. Here positive checks
do not become necessary.

3.In a modern civilized society,
Dumont applies his social capillarity
principle. In such a society, every
individual wants to achieve higher
economic and social status. For this, a
small family is imperative, because one
cannot climb high on the social ladder
with the burden of more children on its
back” [19].

This impasse in the development
of civilization vividly described by Dumont
affected the worldview of many scientists.
Thus, the idea of civilization has become
a symbol of the decline of culture, a
symbol of the extinction of nations. The
term “civilization” has lost its value
meaning and has acquired the character
of a scientific concept that embodies a
variety of both positive and negative
trends in human development.

A well-known French sociologist
David Emile Durkheim (1857-1917)
added a pessimistic note to the
assessment of the development of
civilizations. He devoted one of his
studies to the connection between the
development of civilization and the
increase in the number of suicides [8].
According to Durkheim, civilization is a
consequence of population growth.
Civilization increases population density
and the degree of the division of labor
among people. But the excessive
sophistication  of civilization causes
anxiety and depression and leads to an
increase in a number of suicides.
Statistics show that the most developed
regions of Europe are leaders in a
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number of mental disorders and suicides.
However, Durkheim emphasizes the
progressive side of the development of
civilizations: the division of labor creates
the need for communication, new culture,
solidarity, and altruism.  Durkheim
considers the system of cultural values to
be the core of the regulatory mechanism
of local civilizations. He stresses the
uniqueness of the moral norms that
cannot be implemented from the outside,
because every nation has its own
morality, which is determined by the
conditions in which it lives. It is therefore
impossible to impose another morality on
any given civilization, no matter how high
and developed it may be, as it leads to
disorganization of the civilization. Thus,
contemporary society has to reconsider
the idea of a global moral and the spread
of the Western values all over the world.

Conclusions. The future
development of both global and local
civilizations is based on our knowledge of
the past and our involvement in the
present. It largely depends on rethinking
the ideas of the past and reintegrating
their productive elements into our
worldview. The ideas of Turgot,
Condorcet, Comte, Durkheim interpreted
from the standpoint of today can become
the missing pieces of the puzzle, the
name of which is the civilization
paradigm.

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Abstract. The problem of studying the gender approach in pedagogy is quite
relevant today, due to changes in the modern education system in Ukraine. The goal of the
gender approach is to reassess those stable traditional foundations of the education
system that did not take into account the development of the individual as a representative
of a certain sex and create the necessary conditions for self-realization. The article is
devoted to the study of the gender situation in education, as well as the need to abandon
traditional stereotypes and find new non-standard approaches, as well as to expand the
educational space for the best realization of the individuality of each individual.

Key words: pedagogy, gender education, gender, personality, individuality.

Topicality. In  the modern
Ukrainian intellectual discourse, gender
issues are being actualized, which is
gradually entering the sphere of
education. Considering the problem of
gender education in the post-Soviet
space, as well as following the
implementation of completely different
international  educational  programs
designed for a wide audience, as well as
the introduction of gender special
courses for higher education in various
humanities, it should be noted that
gender pedagogy as a science is still at
the stage of formation. The development
of gender education and gender
pedagogy is to some extent hampered
by one of the main functions of education
— the function of reproducing traditional
norms of behavior and values. Currently,
changes are already taking place in the
theory of education, one of the important
areas of development of pedagogical
science at the present stage is the
formation of a new field of scientific
knowledge — gender pedagogy.

Gender pedagogy is the design of
the educational process and the creation
of conditions for the realization of the
opportunities of boys and girls as equals
in their abilities. The education of the
new century should become an effective
mechanism that gives people the

opportunity to plan their own lives on the
principles of an active member of
society. This is possible only by shifting
the emphasis to the model of gender-
based learning. It is necessary for the
state and society to indicate their position
on the issue of gender education, which
would give impetus to further research in
this direction. According to experts, the
implementation of the gender concept is
real only when reviewing the entire
curriculum and careful selection of
teachers.

Analysis of recent research and
publications that have begun to
address this issue. The study of gender
is extremely relevant, especially in the
field of philosophy, sociology and
psychology. The fundamental work for
this article is "Sex and Gender" by
E. P.llyin’'s.  Among the Ukrainian
researchers who consider gender issues
can be called quite a large number, but
for this study are important V. S. Vlasov,
O. M. Kikineji, T. V. Ladichenko,
L. B. Magdyuk, G. V. Tsygankova,
O. E. Shoemaker and others.

Formulation of the goals of the
article (problem statement). The main
purpose of the article is to consider the
issue of gender pedagogy as a direction
of research in various spheres of society.
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The methodological basis of the
study are general scientific principles and

research methods, among them,
the method of comparative analysis has
become a methodological basis for the
study of worldview changes in
understanding the content and
uniqgueness of gender studies and
pedagogy as the basis of modern
education; the method of textual analysis
allowed to reveal the implicit author's
meaning of philosophical texts devoted
to the problem of pedagogy and gender
issues at different levels of
implementation; hermeneutic method, as
a method without which the interpretation
and re-interpretation of texts s
impossible.

Results. The education of the
new century should become an effective
mechanism that gives people the
opportunity to plan their own lives on the
principles of an active member of
society. This is possible only by shifting
the emphasis to the model of gender-
based learning. It is necessary for the
state and society to indicate their position
on the issue of gender education, which
would give impetus to further research in
this direction. According to experts, the
implementation of the gender concept is
real only when reviewing the entire
curriculum and careful selection of
teachers. In the era of global
culturological and socio-economic
transformations, the  problem  of
correction of the process of socialization
of the individual becomes the subject of
research in gender pedagogy. Modern
society has found itself on the path of
leveling the status of historically formed
social roles based on gender, but over
time, cooperation in various fields of
work, joint learning significantly eliminate
differences in norms of behavior for
women and men. It is in Western culture
that the idea of distinguishing between
gender and sex is formed, as well as the
study of their interactions. "Gender
project, based on the desire to critically

rethink the existing gender
structures of society, as they usually do
not correspond to the social level of
consciousness and values of Western
European society" [3, p. 210-211].

Gender pedagogy — is at the stage
of development as a new branch of
pedagogical knowledge, so far its
categorical apparatus is in the process of
formation. Many concepts used by
gender pedagogy do not have an
unambiguous interpretation in
pedagogical theory. Considering the
characteristics of age-related gender
education, there are usually three
groups: education in schools, universities
and adults. When we talk about school
education, education from the point of
view of gender equality should take place
by taking into account the problems of
socialization, but the most important
component should be the process of self-
identification of the child as male or
female, thus the child forms a social role.
Universities should focus on helping to
address gender stereotypes and find
ways to overcome them when young
people face adulthood. Education based
on gender principles of equality in adult
life should be adaptive, helping to be
tolerant of changes in society and to deal
with problems that arise in their own
lives. “Gender pedagogy is a set of
approaches aimed at helping students
feel comfortable in school and cope with
the problem of socialization, an important
part of which is self-identification as a
woman or a man, as well as upholding
the principles of equality between men
and women. The purpose of gender
pedagogy is to correct the influence of
gender stereotypes in favor of the
manifestation and development of
personal tendencies of the individual,
regardless of gender "[7].

It is quite difficult to go against
traditional ideas that have been formed
during the centuries-old tradition of
mankind, but the fundamental
construction of equality in society should
manifest itself in cultural discussions,
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gender mainstreaming in education,
giving these issues mass character
regardless of age, skin color, nationality,
religious beliefs, etc., because gender
issues are fundamentally related to the
issue of equality of all people. But there
are those who deny the issue of gender
equality, building their arguments on the
basis of socio-biological approaches and
concepts of evolutionary psychology, but
it should be noted that so really by nature
men and women are different (a very
detailed analysis of biological differences
can be seen in E.P. llyin's "Gender and
Gender"), but this does not mean that
men and women can not be equal, have
equal rights to develop, achieve and
realize their own needs, even with the
destruction of stereotypes and the
transformation of social roles of men and
women.

The main ideas of the gender
approach can be traced in egalitarian
gender representations.  Egalitarian
gender perceptions are views that reflect
the focus on the state of disclosure for
women and men of those areas from
which they are in some way not involved
or displaced: that is, the ability of men to
realize themselves in the family and
women in political and technological
spheres. To enhance the importance of
egalitarian ideas, fans of the gender
approach to social order rely on the
socio-constructionist paradigm as a
methodological basis for the gender
approach in the modern scientific field.

When there is a lack of an
individual or group of people in society to
think  critically and analyze the
surrounding reality, we can observe a
process where gender perceptions are
transformed into stereotypes. That is why
the main task of teachers who read
gender courses, as well as researchers
who study gender issues, is to form and
maintain independent thinking in matters
of gender, to develop the ability to
analyze and question the content of
certain gender issues, while getting rid of
their own research. subjective

assessments, and the main principle
should be — objectivity. Education and
upbringing, however, should be systemic
in nature and be a specially organized
process in which the process of
interaction of agents (conscious actors)
with students. Forming the conditions for
the most effective development of the
child, the realization of its -creative,
potentially present characteristics,
remembering that the self-realization of
the child's personality is the desire for
maximum self-realization of an adult in
the future.

In the era of global culturological
and socio-economic transformations, the
problem of correction of the process of
socialization of the individual becomes
the subject of research in gender
pedagogy. Modern society has found
itself on the path of leveling the status of
historically formed social roles based on
gender, but over time, cooperation in
various fields of work, joint learning
significantly eliminate differences in
norms of behavior for women and men.
The attitude to the stereotypes of
"masculinity" and "femininity" is radically
changing, and the characteristics of
polarity and rigidity are being removed
from them.

In modern society, family life is
undergoing transformations. The
institution of marriage and the role of
men and women in them are established
in  accordance  with  their own
characteristics and on the basis of
equality and self-realization of men and
women. The values of marriage change
when the  stereotypical meaning
"necessary" is lost, because "you are a
man" or "you are a woman". Such a
transformation in society affects not only
marital relations, but also employment,
everything happens within the system of
gender socialization of men and women.
It is clear that pedagogy and education,
as a pedagogical phenomenon, require
understanding of these contradictory
changes and adjustment of their
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positions on issues of gender-role
socialization of students.

It is also clear that the strict
standards of traditional culture regarding
femininity and masculinity reproduced by
school through education are a kind of
anachronism and become a significant
obstacle to the effective socialization of
young people in a world where social
change is constantly taking place.

Distinguishing between the
concepts of education and upbringing,
we must determine the fact that
education is directly related to the
curriculum, although modern education
undergoes certain changes in the system
of formal knowledge, and acquires
characteristics aimed at the realization of
each individual with unique individual
properties. That is why the gender
aspect in the process of upbringing and
education of the modern personality
cannot be ignored.

It can be assumed that if in the
process of socialization of students in a
gender situation it will be possible to
create certain conditions for regulating
the relationship between the sexes,
which can be freed from stereotypical
understanding in the traditional sense of
"femininity" and "masculinity", these
opportunities may be a condition for
education a new individual with a high
level of openness and adaptability to
different cultures, where the main
priorities will be philanthropy, peace and
democracy in all spheres of human life,
with unlimited opportunities for personal
choice and self-realization of each
individual regardless of gender.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the specifics of trends in the
development of modern epistemology and the peculiarities of the methodology of socio-
humanitarian cognition in the context of determining the values and priorities of society.
The problems of social epistemology are revealed, the depth of this issue, its openness to
further research is shown. It is proved that the context of social epistemology helps to look
in a new way at the fundamental values for society, at the theoretical and practical issues
of social conditionality of cognition and knowledge. An overview of its basic concepts and
problems is given, an analysis of the relations of social epistemology with other social
sciences and humanities is made, examples of its application in situational research are
demonstrated, its theoretical origins and a number of the most important discussions are
reconstructed. The contribution that makes this direction to modern philosophy is shown.
The theoretical significance of social epistemology is determined by the central role of
society in the process of knowledge formation. Its practical importance is due to its
possible role in the restructuring of social institutions focused on the storage, processing
and production of information. The analysis shows that the methodology of social cognition
should be based on the principles of objectivity, unity of logical and historical, social theory
and practice.

Abstract. The article shows that the dominance of liberal values in the Western
world was a natural result of the development of capitalism and the resulting socio-cultural
and ideological transformations. In particular, the development of capitalism causes a
gradual extinction of existential pressure and leads to a change in life priorities — the need
for security gives way to freedom, subordination to power — autonomy, discipline — the
development of creative potential. Recognition of the right of each individual to determine
and develop their own identity in the context of globalization leads to a sharp influx of
immigrants in economic development and liberal countries, thus forming an axiological
conflict within society, which causes an outbreak of nationalism as an ideology to protect
their own interests, historically formed group and its inherent values. Meanwhile, modern
nationalism is a counteraction to the destruction of the established axiological system,
which is manifested only in that part of the population which has an individual
psychological tendency to authoritarianism. Using alternative channels of a group of
people united by common values, defending their own interests undermine the internal
stability of states, finding the enemy in the middle of society.

Abstract. The article substantiates topical issues of extreme situations. The
sociopsychological consequences of catastrophes, their impact on the mental health of the
population are noted. The tasks that a social worker should solve with victims of extreme
situations are highlighted. It highlights the presence of a person in the organization of a
traumatic event, as well as its consequences. The types of emergencies regarding their
experience by a person are disclosed: shock mental trauma, which are characterized by
suddenness, great strength and, as a rule, threatening life and well-being; extreme
situations for short-term action, but psychologically very significant; extreme situations of
long-term action affecting the basic value orientations of a person.

Abstract. This article is focused on the analysis of the problem of deep contexts of
irrational reflection in the studies of great thinkers of the twentieth century and in the
further research. The author analyses specifics of conceptualization of self-knowledge and
structuring of psychics as well as the features of methodology of cognition and self-
consciousness in the context of definition of values and priorities for a development of the
person. The study includes a review of socio-historical determinants of the human
psychics and behavior which leads to a conclusion that the human psychics does not
depend on any limitations, such as the three-dimensionality of space and time. It does not
obey the laws of physics and has a certain superpersonal layer in its structure.
Additionally, the author deep dives in the main concepts and problems of irrational
reflection, demonstrates the examples of their application in situational contexts and
summarizes theoretical interrelations and the most important conceptual discussions. The
theoretical significance of the problem of cognition and self-consciousness is determined
by the central role of man as a person in society and history. The analysis shows that the
methodology of cognition and self-consciousness should be based on the principles of
axiological disengagement, unity of logical and historical aspects, as well as on the
coherence of social theory and practice.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the educational realities and prospects of future
social workers training. It is established that numerous social-related institutions need the
increasing number of up-to-date multidisciplinary experts with different training levels that
can consider and rely on economic and social reforms, effectively operate under the
conditions of society development, skillfully study and apply the life-tested native and
foreign experience of social work, take into account the dynamics and consequences of
globalization. On the basis of generalization and systematization of scientific research, it
was summarized that social work training in each country is based on its own conceptual
model. In the process of determining the model of social workers’ training in Ukraine, it is
necessary to consider and rely on economic and social reforms, because they influence
and will decisively influence on the essence of social and socio-pedagogical activity in the
future and on the system of requirements for social workers. The analysis of foreign
experience of future social workers’ professional training is carried out. It is summarized
that in Europe alone there are more than 420 institutions of education where one can get
an education majoring in social work with the obligatory learning of the basics of social
design of the accessible environment. The management of the social education system in
Europe is usually centralized. It is concluded that an up-to-date social worker is viewed as
an expert in the field of social engineering and technology, who has a thorough knowledge
of the legal, moral and psychological features of human life. Currently, the issue of training
reflective social workers has become acute. They should not only be able to apply the
theory in practice but also to analyze and evaluate their own practice, critically reinterpret
the acquired knowledge and skills, as well as continuously self-develop and progress by
expanding their knowledge, skills, abilities to design an accessible environment for
providing necessary social assistance.

Keywords: social work, training, social workers, education receivers, accessible
environment.

Introduction. With the professions, that involve direct
acquisition of independence, Ukrainian communication in the process of
society is in a state of constant professional activity, and, like a
transformational processes. The barometer, reflect social policy and the
society, its values, vision of its own level of state development, in particular,
development and attitude to its level of education as a training
members are changing. This, for its institution for modern level experts. The
part, creates new requirements for profession of social worker undoubtedly
representatives of socionomic belongs to such ones.
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The peculiarity and at the same
time the complexity of organization of
social work in society is that it is the
embodiment of subject-subject relations
and always unfolds in the system
‘human-human”. The person is the
most difficult object to study, too subtle
and changeable material to be
completely and successfully
typologised. Representatives of
socionomic specialties have to identify
specific approaches to the organization
of optimal interpersonal interaction.

Today, society is developing in
the conditions and under the influence
of global processes in politics,
economics, health care, ecology, civil
society formation, large-scale natural
disasters. Global social processes and
related conseguences, like
unemployment, alcoholism, drug
addiction; HIV infection, Ebola fever,
COVID-19, rise in the crime rate;
population ageing; terrorism;
consequences of man-made and
natural disasters (such as the so-called
Post-Chernobyl) require the combined
efforts not only from governments, but
also from social workers, whose goal is
to help people in difficulty. All this
predicts the growth of need for social
workers, who are able to act in the new
social conditions, consider social
reforms and life-proven domestic and
foreign experience of social work in
their professional activities. Obviously,
there is an increase in the number and
need for a new quality of social
workers, aimed at ensuring the public
sector of the social sphere that
constantly expands, differentiates and
becomes more complex. The

experience of developed Western
countries also convinces in the
prospects of the non-governmental,
amateur, group and individual forms of
assistance to socially vulnerable
groups.

Analysis of recent researches
and publications. Peculiarities of
training and formation of readiness for
professional activity of future social
workers were covered in publications of
foreign authors (E. Kholostov,
M. Dowell, M. Firsov, F. Parslow,
S. Ramon, S. Shardlow, etc.) and in

works of domestic scientists
(V. Andrushchenko, T. Logvinenko,
S. Arkhipova, A. Goriliy, |. Zvereva,

A. Kapska, L. Tyuptya and O. Tyuptya,
M. Lukashevych, L. Topchiy,
I. Melnychuk, V. Polishchuk, I. Prygara,
T. Semigina, Y. Schwalb, etc.). In the
published literature sources there is an
increased attention of researchers to
the most important aspects of social
workers’ training.

The study and comprehension of
foreign experience in social workers’
training (in particular, the experience of
the United States, Canada, Austria,

Sweden, Denmark, Great Britain,
France) are reflected in the
dissertations: N. Mykytenko,
L. Vinnikova, N. Vydyshko,

O. Olkhovych, N. Haiduk, N. Sobchak,
O. Pichkar, O. Zagayko, T. Logvinenko,
G. Slozanska, G. Leschuk, A. Kulikova
and others. The social worker’s working
process with different population groups
is reflected in the scientific papers of
S. Surgova, L. Gorban, R. Kozubovsky,
M. Didyk, Y. Ryabova, A. Prykhodko,
and others. The scientific findings of
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O. Ursol, G. Myasoid, O. Povidaychyk
were aimed at forming the professional

culture of future experts. However,
despite the substantial amount of
scientific  studies, the professional

activity of a social worker keeps being a
relatively flexible scientific and practical
construct. The dynamics of modern
society development is reflected not
only collaterally. To a certain extent this
dynamics forms the construct. Apart
from the influence of globalization and
purely national peculiarities as for
understanding the essence of social
work in Ukraine and the model of an
expert, there is still a tangible demand
for enriching this field with the
international expertise. Therefore, at
the present stage of society
development, there is a demand for
finding new priorities in the training of
specialists in the social sphere. These
aspects have determined the relevance
of our study.

The purpose of the article is to
analyze the educational realities,
directions and prospects of professional
training of future social workers, taking

into consideration the international
experience.
Methods. Theoretical and

methodological analysis, comparative
method, systematization of scientific
sources, generalization.

Results. The training of a social
worker in each country presupposes
the existence of a certain conceptual
model of such expert, which, in turn, is
based on the state social policy and the
constants of its  socio-economic
development. Social reforms affect the
requirements for social workers. Since

the dynamic development of the state is
a continuous process, it is natural to
constantly review the functions of a
social worker. In addition, the
profession of a social worker is
relatively young and is still in its
formative period.

Social work, as a specific type of
activity, is legalized by state normative

documents, including the Law of
Ukraine “On Social Services”, “On
General Principles of State Youth

Policy in Ukraine”, “On Social Work with
Children and Youth” [3, p. 3].

The analysis of the foreign
experience of future social workers’
professional training is important for
updating the domestic system in this
field. Now in Europe alone, there are
more than 420 institutions, where one
can get a degree in Social Work. The
management of the social education
system in Europe is usually centralized.
The content of education and its
certification is determined by the
Ministries of Education and Health
(Sweden, France). In the United States,
there is an instruction for the
development of curriculum for social
workers’ training that stipulates certain
independence for educational
institutions. It was formulated by the
Council on Social Work Education
entitted  “Education Policy  and
Accreditation Standards”.

The analysis of scientific
literature [4; 6; 7] made it possible to
identify a variety of approaches and
models of training for future social
workers in different countries. For
instance, in England, Sweden, Estonia,
Finland, and the United States the
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training of social work experts is carried
out mainly by universities, where
students undergo pre-professional
training and professional training. In the
United States, the pre-professional
training involves studying of a cycle of

disciplines  that provide general
education background, while
professional training implies that a
student together with a personal
counselor creates an individual

curriculum, which allows to rationally
manage the time, choose desirable
disciplines and the correct sequence of
learning them.

In the Czech Republic, Greece,
Norway, and Poland, both university
and non-university types of training are
used, combining training in private and
public educational institutions together
with constant cooperation with social
agencies. On the contrary, in Austria,
Germany and France the training of
future specialists is ongoing and all-
encompassing. It takes place outside
the university education system.
Professional training of social workers
in Germany is based on the idea of
practice-oriented learning with the
emphasis on the practical component of
training. In France, much of the social
workers’ training courses are
concentrated in regional institutes of
social work (Instituts Régionals du
Travail Social — IRTS), that develop
models and forms of activity, undertake
retraining and advanced professional
training, contribute to the development
of scientific research in a professional
social environment. The training of
social experts in Finland is closely

interrelated  with  the increased
academic approach in the curricula.

It should be noted that practical
training plays an important role in the
training of social work specialists in
foreign educational institutions. For
example, in the United States, each
junior student must spend at least 400
hours of practice under the guidance of
qualified professionals, and each senior
student — at least 900 hours [4, p. 87].
The entire educational process in
educational institutions that conduct
training for social workers is based on
cooperation and partnership with social
agencies and on a contractual form of
learning (a fee paid basis). In the
United Kingdom, the practical training
of social workers is carried out both in
the educational institution and directly
in the workplace, where teacher-
mentors or institution staff members are
attached to students. In France, the
special attention is given to the direct
practical training of social workers, on
average, it is 40 % of the total duration
of training. Whereas in Ukraine these
numbers are much lower.

A characteristic feature  of
scientific research in the field of social
work is the integration of their subject
matter and categorical apparatus with
the achievements of psychological
science.

Nowadays, the model of a social
worker is based on such psychological
by its origin categories as “social
intelligence” and “‘emotional
intelligence”, that require from this
specialist such professional traits as
psychological readiness; situational
orientation; ability to modulate the
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situation and his impact on it
involvement; analytical thinking skills
(the so-called reflexive type of
specialist, who can analyze, evaluate
and critically rethink his own practice
and acquired competencies, as well as
self-develop); awareness of the
situation and ways of professional
behavior in it; knowledge and
competencies allowing to  cope
successfully with different clients’ life
situations; ability to predict the nature of
client behavior (social engineering
skills); ability to be empathic, use
various communication technigues, etc.

Some researchers focus their
attention on such components of social
worker's readiness for professional
activity as “cultural intelligence” and
“social  cross-cultural intelligence”,
which implies: the ability to interact with
clients in an intercultural space (for

example, work with immigrants,
refugees, relocated persons);
participation in international experience-
sharing events (conferences,
workshops, seminars for  social

workers); organization and training of
volunteers with a view to involve them
in international volunteering programs,
etc.).

However, “cross-cultural
intelligence” is a tool that can be used
by social worker not just in inter-ethnic
relations, but also when arranging work
with different population groups within
the country, inasmuch as such
communication sometimes involves, for
example, knowledge of youth
subcultures, awareness of corporate
culture features of certain institutions
that require the involvement of social

sphere  professionals, such  as
hospices, psycho-neurological boarding
houses and other socio-medical
establishments. When preparing a
future social worker, especially for work
in the field of medical and social
assistance, it is necessary to take care
of his personal cultural background and
values orientation in relation to such
important philosophical categories as
“‘quality of life”, “attitude towards death
and dying” (including attitude in
different  cultures); “philosophy of
disability”, “philosophy of dependence”,
“‘philosophy  of otherness”, “self-
concept”’, “respect for your own and
other people’s personal boundaries”,
attitude to other humanitarian values.
Adherence to the humanitarian
vector in the training of future social
workers becomes even more important
in the context of the so-called “artificial
intelligence”, the gradual integration of
technical devices in society. While
future social workers, as well as other
representatives of socionomic
professions, acquire knowledge as
provided by the educational program, it
is important not just to show the

capabilities of technics, particularly
information and communication
technologies, in  improving their
professional activities, but also to
emphasize the alternativity,

effectiveness and indispensability of
human interventions in situations of
social interaction. We believe that this
aspect will become increasingly
important during the training of social
services specialists.

The educational and professional
program “Social and psychological
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rehabilitation” for higher education
receivers of the second (master's) level
(specialty “Social work”) should include
such new educational components
(disciplines) as “Pre-medical training”
and “Physical and medical
rehabilitation”.

As we know, the psychological,
medical, communicative and other
professional aspects of social workers’
preparation for the work in the
emergency zones and consequences of
the emergency situations, remain not
entirely actualized.

Despite  the feasibility  of
transdisciplinary and multidisciplinary
approaches deepening to specialists’
training, there is a need to differentiate
the responsibilities of different services
representatives  involved in  the
elimination of the consequences of
man-made disasters, especially during
the acute period of disasters. In
particular, there is a need for creating
the concept of social services
performance, widely discussed in the
community and adopted at the
legislative  level; development of
standards (standards of operational
procedures, checklists, step-by-step
algorithms) of social worker's
performance in providing assistance to
the  population; development  of
standards for intersectoral cooperation
of specialists in emergency situations,
which should also be the subject of
wide discussion for scientists and
practitioners.

Analyzing the concept of all-
encompassing training of  social
workers, L. Tyuptya notes that the main
purpose of future social workers’

training is to equip them with deep
socio-economic, scientific and
professional knowledge, practical skills
and abilities of diagnosis, forecasting,

organization, management,
coordination, correction, rehabilitation,
developing  personal attitude to
knowledge, formation of value
orientations, spiritual needs, high moral
qualities, the ability to constant
knowledge update, professional
mobility, creative solution of

professional problems [5, p.67].
I. Melnychuk points to the need for
organizational legal and scientific-
methodological support for the social
workers’ training that would correspond
to the realities and dynamism of public
life in the XXI century [2, p. 97].
Conclusions and perspectives.
Ensuring the students’ readiness for
highly qualified professional social work
is possible provided that the system of
national higher education responds
dynamically and adequately to social
challenges of globalization and purely
national nature. The quality of future
social workers’ training can be achieved
by: 1) ensuring the unity of practical,
theoretical and scientific components of
the social work development and the
balanced unity of these components in
the model of a future social worker;
2) ensuring the humanitarian
development of the industry in the
context of educational process
technologicalization and the life of

society at large; 3)providing a
transdisciplinary approach to the
educational process and future

professional activity; providing in the
educational content a successful
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combination of special knowledge in
terms of social work with congruent
semantic components of other fields of
knowledge, like pedagogy, psychology,
management, medicine, law, etc,;
4) clear definition of the functionality
and range of social workers’ activities in
the context of transdisciplinary
approach to the specialist’s
competencies; 5) formation of “social
intelligence”, “emotional intelligence”
and social thinking necessary for
professional self-development of future
specialists; 6) continuous enrichment of
the national experience of specialists’
training by studying the international
experience of such training.

The prospects for further
scientific research are seen in the
theoretical justification of innovative

approaches to updating the system of

future social workers’ professional
training.
